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OTTAWA, Aug. 10.—Within a week
Colonel Sam Hughes hopes to have
most of the 25,000 men who will make
up the Canadian contingent to go to
the war on the way to Val Cartier,
Que., the mobilizing centre. Things
down there are being rapidly licked
into shape to receive the troops. AsS
a matter of fact, three regiments are
now on the way to Val Cartier, these
being the Royal Canadian Horse
Artillery, the Royal Canadian Dra-
goons, and the Strathcona Horse. I
is not yet decided whether these units
will go to the seat of war.

When the maln body of the troops
arrive at Val Cartier everything to
provide for their accommodation and
training will be complete. The water
supply, says Col. Hughes, will be fully
equal to that of any city on the con-
tinent. While under canvas the train-
ing will be thorough and severe. No
man who does not qualify up to the
high standard will be taken, whether
such a man is an officer or not.

Recruiting Closes Tomorrow.

the oversea contingent Wednesday
night and from the list of names sent
into the militia department the 22,000
required will be picked without delay,
and those selected will be rushed to
Val Cartier.

King George has notified the Govern-
ment that he will be pleased to accept
a full division of 22,000 men from Canada
to fight with the British troops.
