3. Th orclhave inucli pleasure in reporting that
duck suits, pî'onisecl last year for fifty per cent. cf the
coînbined Artillery force, xvilI most probably be issued by
the Militia Department this season, as the difficulty of pro-
curing the required niaterial (which caused delay) lias been
overcome.

4. The Exectitive Council strongly recommend that the
Presidents cf the Association, Executive Conimittee and
Couincil be requested te, recommend to the Departaient the
issue cf IlMorris" or other good arnioury i)ractice tubes for
the 40 -pr. B. L. and 9-pr. M. L. guns. The Cotincil are
confident that this issue, if granted, wiiI greatiy assist in
rap;roving the Artillery force in the Dominion.

5. The Couincil are pleased. to learn that several batteries
have supplied theniselves 'vith snall-arnt practice tubes and
ammunition at their own expense for their artîmouries. The
comimanding officers can testify te the large attendance at
tiiese ranges dut'ing the entire year, and the nîarked i-i
1)rovcment, in the shooting efficiency fî'om this practice.

l"iel Aitléléry T'«cie el pfi r1tactice foi' titis year
was carricd ent on the maille genct'al les as duing 1889.
The r'mng-fimding practice being adivanced te a further ittgt,
l'y Cte~ ellilioyittemit of sectionN, ilitta et' sudiviiolis, folm
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tlis purpose, and by other modifications intended to milie
the practice more thorouglîly and practically instructive.

This practice wau Participated in by fourteen batteries,
the London and ]Richmnond Batteries being the only one&
una*>le to carry it out; te former on accouint of tbere being
no0 safo range near the camp, and the latter not having yet
drilled for this year.

The published detailed tulles for this l)iactice wvi1l be found
ill the report; they have been generally weIl observed, and
thepractice itself lias, prove(l to be of increasing value to al
concerned. It is proposed to further extend the scope of
titis practice during thc ensuing drill season.

1). The annual conipetitive gun practice 'vas carried out
at RXng8ton over the saine range as the previotis year, and
was 1)articipated in by 27 officers and detachments froîx
twelve batteries; the Winnipeg and Newcastle Batteries
practised at local camps. The Toronto Battery was unable
to send a detachment ait the time, and ]lave flot since made
any arrangements for practice atcl edquarter.

Both at this practice and at the r:înge-finiding, fractico of
the several batteries the improved sight was used; unfortun-
ately for its success it wvas wily maniufacturied in timun to
be issued in very litnîitect numbers, and onlv ait the âmne of
using, consequer.tly the marksnien were uinable to obtain
any preiinary l)ractiee in its uise, and there is no doubt in
niany cases were rather handicappcd in consequence. Sub-
sequent practice carried out by tilt Royal Sehools of Artil-
lery hias, however, proved its value as a great improvement
upon the oid open sight, to whiclî it is an aditinct, and as
sightsq are now issued to ail batteries opportunity will bo at-
forded for l)iactice in its

3. Tbe arrangements miade for camping, ilhessing, trans-
port, etc., for this meeting, by the execiitive 8taff of "lA"
Battery, under file gencral directions of the commandant,
were extremely satisfactory, and the only drawvback to the
entire success of the meeting, as regards its instructionai
value, is to be foiind ini the arrangements mnade by seine
commanding officers, by which, the attendance of their detach-
monts at the meeting wvas limited to the tille sufficient for
firing only, and it miay be nioted that the tinie spent in camp
by each detachment apr, 1ared to be iiiversely proportioned
to the distance it liad ta tt'avel to get there.

It is to be hoped thait thiq (lefeet will be remedied next
year, and that the du ration of stay iii camp by caich detach-
ment will not bc less than twventy-four lîours ; much benctfit
wvill be gaincd by the marksmen i careftilly wvatching and
judging apparent resit of fire under different conditions of
atmosphere, etc. ; a visit ta the range ta watch the actual
effect of fire will be found instructive, and the opportuntity
of meetingr detachments froni different localitiei, or pro-
vinces, is not without its value iii strengthenîng the esprit
(le corps of the for-ce.

4. Iu this connection the Execuitive Conimittee d2sire to
imprees upon commanding otilcers the necessity of coniply-
ing in ail respect% wvith the directions contained in the circu-
lars relative ta this meeting, isstued previaus ta it ; îiiîchl
inconvenience and unnecessary expense lias been iii saine
instances oaused by negleet.
