The Finance committee of the 
new council plans to meet with 
the business manager of the Uni­
versity to discuss the problem now 
confronting them.

The new council decided to hold 
all its meetings on Thursday 
nights, both for the remainder 
of this term as well as next year. 
This move will give the Bruns- 
wickan a better chance to cover 
S.R.C. activities, and keep the 
students informed on what their 
representatives are doing.
