Rules are
meant to protect the student
body from o potantially
abusive minerity, particularly
if this mincrity happens to be
the SRC executive. Secondly,
Bosnitch felt that the Student

Council does nct directly
reflect the wishes of the
students.

overstepped his authority as

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UNB history professor publishes book

Peter C. Kent, chairman of
the UNB history department,
has had an interest in Italian
diplomatic relations since
the doys when, as a master's
student at fthe London
$chool of Economics, he
studied the language of that
country.

His new book, recently
published by MacMillan
Press of London, England, is
about the early relations bet-
ween Benito Mussolini,
prime minister of Italy, and
Pope Pius XI, both of whom
assumed their respective of-
fices in 1922. Entitled The Pope
And The Duce: The Internc-
tiona! Impact of The Lateran
Agreements, the book
focuses on the period bet-
ween 1929 and 1935, an era
which has been virtually
unexplored by English-
speaking scholars of Italion
history.

When the Pope and the
Duce came into power, a
conflict over the powers of
church and state had existed
for almost 60 years. By the
time Pius X! and Mussolini
signed the Lateran Accords,
settling the domestic
dispute, in February 1929, both
leaders had come to a
workaoble, if uneasy, agree-
ment on_their mutual goals

for Italy.
Both men wished to return
Italy to its previous

dominance within the Euro-
pean community, the Pope in
the interests of spreading
and uniting Catholicism, and
the Duce in the interests of
gaining political and ter-
ritorial supremacy. Pius Xl
and Mussolini someiimes
supported, but more often
did not interfere with -each

other's foreign policy as they
pursued their quests for con-
trol in central Europe,
Greece, and parts of Africa.
Dr. Xent's book is unique in
its attention to the interna-
tional situation which sur-
rounded and followed the
signing of the Lateran Ac-

cords. Two threats

were

growing: Germany's Nozis
and Russia’'s communists,
and both Italion leaders
viewed communism as the
more dangerous. In 1933, the
four great powers of Europe,
Britain, France, Italy and Ger-
many signed the Four-Power
Pact which was designed to
create a peaceful balance of
power in the European
system. Soon after, though,
when Hitler became

chancellor of Germany,

Pope and the Duce

the
grew

disturbed with Nazi aggres-
sion and the violation of
several treaties. Then Italy
allied itself more closely with
France uniting Catholic
Europe and creatfing a
resistance to the German in-

vasion of Austria.
This arrangement

was

ideal, until, with France's
blessing, Mussolini invaded
Abysinnia (Ethiopia) in Oc-
tober, 1935. Britain objected to
this manouevre, and forced
France to choose between
an alliance with her and the
one with ltaly. France chose

Britain, and they in
chose ‘‘Moscow and

turn
the

Popular Front movement as
the best defence against
Hitler”. Left out in the cold,

“Mussolini was - backed

into

the same corner as the Nazi
dictator,” writes Dr.-Kent at

the conciusion of the book.

in researching his book,

Dr. Kent had to rely primarily
on British documents from
the Public Records Office
becouse, in 1974, when he
began his study, Vatican
documents were closed for
the years following the 1870's.
Dr. Kent was also. able to
gain access to the papers of
Mussolini’'s Private

Secretariat.

During the preparation of
his book Dr. Kent had
several interesting" ex-
periences. He met Miss
Mabel Strickland, daughter
of Lord Strickland who
governed Malta during the
1920s and 30s when it was a
colony of Britain. Lord
Stricklond's outspoken anti-
clerical and anti-ltalian
policies caused considerable
friction between the two

ccuntries at that time.

Dr. Kent corresponded
with Otto von Habsburg,
who, in 1918 as a young boy,
lost his chance to become
Archduke of Austria. Dr.
Kent queried him about the
rumor circulating in 1931 that
von Habsburg was engaged
to the youngest daughter of
the King of Italy. Von
Habsburg replied that not
only was the rumour  un-

Armstrong to lecture

J.A. Armstrong, the chief
executive of Imperial Oil Ltd.,
will give a public talk at UNB
on supply-side considera-
tions in formulating Cana-
dian energy policy at 8:00
p.m., Mon., Jan. 25. He will be
speaking in room 5, Tilley
Hall, on the Fredericton cam-
pus.

This talk is one in a series
of graduate seminars on
engineering and public
policy. Mr. Armstrong is in
an unusually good position
to comment on what, if any,
the technical community has
been able fo contribute to
energy policy, which has
enormous technological im-
plications but often seems
subject only to political
forces.

Mr. Armstrong, a

Manitoba native and
graduate of both the Univer-
sity of Manitoba and
Queen's, first joined Imperial
Cil in Reginu as a geologist,
and he has spent virtually all
his working life with the

company.

He participated in
petroleum exploration with
Imperial's offiliates in the
United States and South
America, and moved into
posts of increasing respon-
sibility in Imperial's explora-
tion and production opera-
tions after returning to
Canada in 1947.

company, and subsequently
served as vice-president,
president, chief officer and,

The object of attention for
an ever growing number of
individuals is none other
than the Rubik's Cube.

The - ingenious toy and
mathematical model is the
invention of Erno Rubik, a
Hungarian design and ar-
chitecture teacher who
originally invented the
device as an insrument to get
his students thinking in three
dimensions.

The cube is found
everywhere. "It has been

in such a way as to become
part of pop culture’’, says
Elliot Avedon, curator of

professor in Recreation. "It

cheap.”

Rubik's cube also poses a

complex and formidable

math problem. According to

David Singmaster, the

author of the book on the

mathematics of the cube, a

mathematician named Paul

Taylor once found a cube in a

pub in London with a bottle

of scotch as the prize for
solving the cube. Taylor solv-
ed the cube, only to be
denied the bottle of scotch
and be accused of cheating
by the pub manager, believ-
ing that the cube was ‘im-
possible’ to solve.

Avedon believes that most
people do not understand
the mathematics of trying to
solve the cube. Hence one
company is now marketing a
Rubik's hammer to per-
manently find the solution.
Avedon states, | know nine
and ten year olds who can
solve it (the cube) and 30 year
olds who have bought the
hammer."”

Rubik's cube comes in @
variety of sizes, end is
available as a key chain, a
computer gome, and varia-
tions of it in various shapes
can be found.

The novelty of the cube
goes back into history about
100 years, as far as Avedon is
concerned, to a game called
‘Pigs In Clover', in which the
player has %o manoeuver
marbles on a board with rais-
ed, concentric circles. The
object of the game is 1o get
ali the marbles in the center
hole.

Mathemaoificians have
calculated that there are 43
quintillion positions that the
cube can assume. Mind bog-
gling one might say, but
Avedon says, "l you really
want to understand the cube

comes out on short end

of the MPHEC's stick.

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The Maritime Provinces
Higher Education Commis-
sion has released its 1982
report. The commission
recornmends a general
14.75% increase in operating
grants for Maritime univer-
sities for next year.
Translated into specifics,
universities in New
Brunswick will receive a
12.6% increase, while our
counter-parts in Nova Scotia
receive a 16% increase, and
Prince Edward Island
receives a 15% increase.

New Brunswick comes out
on the short end of the stick.
Should the New Brunswick
government choose to ac-

cept the MPHEC report, we
will receive the smallest
operating grant increase at
New Brunswick universities.

Our worst fears have been
confirmed. UNB President
Dr. James Downey has said
the increase is simply not
enough to balance UNB's
budget. In fact, there will be
an expected three million
doilar deficit at UNB. The
university will have to find or
cut three miilion dollars to
break even.

In fact, the president says
the leve! of funding recom-
mended by the MPHEC
would be ‘“insufficient to

maintain university services
at their current level.” Cut-
backs at UNB are imminent

and the predictions made by
the chairman of UNB’s board
of governors last November
cou!d become reality.

Where does this place the
UNB student? Quite simply,
left out in the cold. President
Downey is already predicting

substantial tuition fee in-
creases, perhaps an increase
that will be unprecedented at
UNB. In fact, the president
says UNB tuition increases
will be significantly about
the 12.6% increase recom-
mended by the MPHEC.

So where does one place
the blame? This is an eiec-
tion year in New Brunswick.
If significant levels of fun-
ding for this university are
not forthcoming, and we cer-
tainly are not optimistic, let's
all show the current provin-
cial government our concern
in the only language the Hat-
field government knows.

Let’s register our
dissatisfaction at the balliot
pox in the next election cam-
paign.

Let’s face it, the provincial
government won’t listen to
the needs of this university
and post-secondary educa-
tion in New Brunswick in any
other way.

Leo Yoffe, a chemistry pro-
tessor at McGill University
and president of the
Chemical Institute of Canada
(CIC), will speak at UNB on
the "Health Hazards of WNot
Going Nuclear.”

His public lecture is
scheduled for 8:00 p.m., Mon.,
Jan. 25, in room 3 (ground
floor auditorium) of Toole
Hall.

Dr. Yaffe holds degrees
from the University of

.Manitoba and McGiil. He

worked for 10 years carrying
out nuclear chemical and
tracer resecarch for Atomic
Energy of Canada Ltd.,
where he played a key role in
estcblishing Chalk River as
one of the world's leading
centres for research in
nuclear science.

Except for two years as
director of research and
laboratories at the Interna-
tional Atomic Energy Com-
mission, Vienna, 1963-65, he
has been on the McGill facul-
ty since 1952. Dr. Yaffe has
served as chairman of the
chemistry department, and
from 1974 to 1981, he was vice-
principal (administration) for
the university.

Dr. Yafte is author of more
than 100 schoiariy papers, and
oditor of two volumes on
nuclear chemistry.

Professor Peter Kent at-
tempts 1o cool it down. His
new book on diplomatic rela-
tions during 1929-1935 between
Mussolini and Pope Pius XI
approaches the problem
from a different direction, in
a different time period, and
with a different cast of
characters. In sum, this work
does not view the Fascist
state through” the barbed
wire of Auschwitz. “It is of-
fered,” the author comments
simply upon his book, “as a
contribution to the historical
debate on the nature of
Mussolini's governance of
Italy.”

Although less~ controver-
sial than his successor, Pius
Xl in fact was more impor-
tant than Pius Xl in the
history of church-state rela-
tions during the age of dic-
tators. He was the father of
the diplomatic agreements
that gove church recognition
to the regimes of both
Mussolini and Hitler, thus
“legitimizing’’ fascist dic-
tatorships in Catholic
Europe.

Kent's work concentrates
on the international,
diplomatic dimensions of the
first of these agreements,
the Lateran Accords of 1929,
which ended nearly sixty
years of hostility between
church and state in italy.
Certainly the Duce was no
Christian and the Pope no
Fascist. Rather, both men
viewed this “alliance of the
two Romes” in terms of
larger ambitions. Mussolini's
ambitions were limited: he
wanted Catholic opinion
with him in his strategy to
establish ltalian power in the
eastern Mediterranean.
Pius's ambitions  were
boundless: he wantad to clly

the state to his plan to
reunify ail Christendom
under the Papacy. Kent
argues convincingly,
however, that Mussolini
refused to permit Pius's

grand design to lure him into
adventures beyond the
geographical sphere of his
own foreign policy interests.
with the result that, in some
corners of the world, the
Pope at first appeared more
pugnacious than the dic-
tator.

But the Depression chang-
ed all that. Rising social pro-
test threw Fascism onto the
offensive and the Vatican in-
to retreat. The Duce saw
demccracy on the run; the
Pope saw Bolshevism on the

Nils Lofgren appears ready
to trenscend the barrier thot
separotes musicians ap-
precicted by only a certain few
from commerciolly-successful
artists with the release of his
new album Night Fades Away.

One of the -album’s
highlights is the song which
open it, the title track Night
Fades Away. Like all the

- album’s cuts, one of its big

strengths is the strong
keyboard work of Nicky
Hopkins; in this song, he plays
a Fender-Rhodes electric piano
and on acoustic piano with
equal skill and dexterity.
Lofgren’'s very capable voice,
along with good beot, in-
strumentation and mixing

make this a song which has hit
single written all over it.

Another of the better cuts is

AC / DC: Obsessed with evil

The
latest criminals of heavy
metal, AC/DC, have toc fizzled
info just ancther band of street
hustlers with For Those About
to Rock (We Salute You).

Although lead singer (?)
Brian Johnson is as plercing as
ever, the pounding riffs are
without the stamina to match.
As a result, Johnson's screams
citen seem as scrawny as the
guitar work {e.g. Inject The
Venom) and so usualiy are
more Iirritating than scin-
tillating. Some success does
result though. Let's Get It Up
trembies without succulency

while the powarful pulsations
of Evil Walks charge the
listener into a state of restless
ecstasy. Each power chord
punches - like a Leon Spinks
-and shakes one's innnermost
instincts, inevitably causing a
reaction of appreciation (if not
delight).

Yet despite these successes,
the remoinder of For Those
About to Rock flounders just
barely outside of the trashy
heavy metal heap. Most
noticeably, it borrows far too
consciously from AC/DC's last
LP, Back In Black. Even this is
poorly done. A catchy quitar
burst in Night of The Long
Knives is discontinued; title
screaming and weak sclos
replace it. Rhythmic variations
are injected fecklessly into
Snowballed. Meanwhile, the
chord regressions make up the
most uplitting bars on fthe
bluesy downaer, Breaking The
Rules.

The Finger On You is just plain
miserable.

The slower tempo (mostly
andante) of thase scngs makes
them drag like they are on the
wrong speed in comparison to
the rapid-fire vitality of Back in
Black's Shoot to Thrili and
Shake a Leg, the ultimate in a
rock and roll paroxysm. That
song had Brian Johnson's raspy
yowls percolating the In-
strumentation with pure spon-
taniety. Converzely, Johnson's
vocals are desperately clung to
for strength on this album, oc-
casionclly even framed to
gaudy proportions (For Those
About To Rock, Inject the
Venom). Besides, something
obviously has gone stale when
practically every number
crumbles to silence after a
monoctonously crashing finale.

‘As o result of these in-
sipidities For Those About To
Rock disturbs ond offends,

more than any previous AC/DC
LP. The obsession with evil and
“dirty desds” Is evident from
track to track. This band's
reckless philosophy Is at times
scary. Darned scary! These
guys could learn a lot from a
Robert Plant or a Bruce Spr-
ingsteen, who each realized
long cgo that the feeling of
power is a big no-no on stage.

Brando stars in film classic

“On The Waterfront” has
been hailed as one of the most
exciting films ever made in the
U.S.A., a film absolutely ex-
plosive on its impact of the
emotions .and on the motion
picture as a form, and will be
playing Jan 22 and 23 ot Tilley
Hall.

Elia Kazan has taken his
cameras onto the Hoboken
docks and has broken through
the subtle filter which has
previously shielded American
lenses from the harsh light of
reality. And if "On the Water-
front” were not an event for
this reason, it would be one
because of the performance of
Marlon Brando, one of the
finest things any man has done
on the screen.

“Waterfront” is the story of
an ex-prizefighter who is the
errand boy for a crooked labor
leader. Johnny Friendly, union
boss, has turned the decks into
his personal fief, the
longshoremen into his serfs.
He clips their pay envelopes,
lends them money at shylock
rates, orders them out on flash
strikes when he sees the
chance to shake down a ship-
per with a dockful of
perishable fruit, brutually
snuffs out the life of anyone
who plays stool pigeon for the

crime commission in-
vestigating conditions on the
waterfront. The film

documents a story of peonage
enforced by thugs with the ac-
quiescence of the shippers.

in the midst of these
assassins, Terry, the
prizefighter, is littie more than
o mascot, tolerated because
his educated brother is counsel

for the union boss. Brando's
performance in this role is a
piece of genuine artistry. With
half-sentences finished by
body shrugs and fish gestures
of the hands, with a drawn-
brow groping for words, with a
street arab’s laugh or quick in-
sult, with an ex-athlete’s
bounce to his walik, Brando
projects a wonderfully absorb-
ing portrait of a semi-stupid,
stubborn, inner-sweet young
man.

Terry is not porticularly
troubled by his role as coffee-
runner and messenger boy for
the mob until one of his er-
rands helps set up the sudden
death of a neighborhood
pigeon tancier who had given
a statement to the crime com-
mission. The murder becomes
the occasion for the formation
of a rump organization
spearheaded by a militant
priest and the sister of the
murdered boy. The
prizefighter meets the sister,
takes her to a saloon, buys the
parochial schoolgirl her first
glass of beer, and fails in love
with her in a scene that is inex-
pressibly sweet.

The fighter is subpoenaed by
the crime commission. Johnny
Friendly sends the lawyer
brother to stop his mouth. The
brothers have an unforget-
table scene as they ride
together in a taxi toward the
execution headquarters. "It
was you made me a bum,
Charlie,” says the prizefighter,
and Brando's reading of this
line is matchless.*Il covida had
ciass. | coulda been G con-
tender.” The lawyer, ashamed,

murdered by the mob in his
stead. The prizefighter
testifies before the crime com-
mission and then returns to the
docks, where the labor
rocketeer’s hold over the men
is eventually broken in a blood
bath finale.

Kazan has served himself
well in casting the fiim. Lee J.
Cobb is effective as the labor
boss. Eva Marie Saint, a televi-
sion actress making her first
movie appearance, is appeal-
ing as the girl, and Karl
Malden makes a forceful
priest. Rod Stieger displays a
brilliant understanding of the
weak, easy-money, easy-
power attorney who stands at
the labor boss's side.

“On the Waterfront” will un-
doubtedly create a storm of
excitement because of its use
of the screen and because of
Brando's vitalizing perfor-
mance.

The station has a casual at-
mosphere but strives to sound
as professional as possible,
given the fact that ail station
members are students and
volunteer their time.

Buckley, whose term as sta-
tion director ends in February,
says the job has its ups and
downs, with many respon-
sibilities and daily pressures.

FM members. The reaction and

Fredericton native Bonny
Tabor is one of two full time
empioyees at CHSR-FM. Tabor
has been operations manager
at the station since lost
January, and describes her iob
as being the "there person,”
there to help in the day to day
operation of the station and
available to solve problems
when required.

Tabor was hired as opera-
tions manager after several

years experience in ihe media.
After graduating from Con-
federation College of Applied
Arts and Technelogy in
Thunder Bay, Ontario, Tabor
produced a weekly French
television program in Thunder
Bay. She later moved to Win-
nipeg and worked at CKY-TV
doing promotions and program
promotions. Since moving back
to her native Fredericton,
Tabor worked in design and
layout at a local print company
before joining CHSR-FM.

Another CH5R-FM radio per-
sonality is Acting Station
Manager John Hamilton. John,
also a Fredericton native, ob-
tained his BA in English from
UNB and is presently at_Saint
Thomas in the French immer-
sion program. John has exten-
sive experience in media work
on campus, having worked as
a staoffer for the Brunswickan
for four years and is presently
entering his second year of
work in radio.

“I've D.J.'d and been public
relations manager before
assuming the job of station
mariager, which means ad-
ministering the day to day
operation of the station,” said
Hamilton. He said working at
CHSR-FM has been a learning
experience, the people are
what makes the station in-
teresting.

CHSR-FM News Director Joel
Leger is a first year arts stu-
dent at Saint Thomas with five
years experience in radio. A
Chatham, N.B. native, Leger
worked at the CFB Chatham
FM station while still in high
school.

He spent three years in radio
for the coast radio chain in
British Columbia, working as
an on-air D.J. and swing shift
person at radio stations CFCP,
CFWB and CHQB.

Leger is responsible for
scheduling con-air news shifts
and for coordinating the news
staff at the station.
