NURSES IN FRANCE.

The Paris correspondent of the Pall
Mall Gszette states that the patients
in the French hospitals are very badly
off for the reason that the ordinary
lay narses are generally **unquslified
and incompetent creatures who ocan
give but lictle assistance to the doctors
in the way of caring for the sick.”” It
has, th?rol'ure, been determined by the
Assistance Publigue, which has charge
of the hospital service ot Paris, to make
the experiment which has already
proved sucoessful in Kogland, the
Uniced States and Canada, to have
trained nurses, and for this purpose,
on vacant land near the Salpetrie, the
tamous horpital for women s. flering
from hysteria and nervous complaints,
a school for nurses is to be erected,
where yoang wowen of good character
avd education will be trained on the
KEoglish plan. The traming will last
turee years, and close by the new hos-
pital of ** La Pitie '’ will be builg, so
that the student-ourses will have a
field of labor close by their school.

Seventy-five nurse students are to
be admitted ananually into the new in
stitution to keep up the supply, and
the institution will, as is hoped, in due
time, become a permanency.
It is no wonder that the supply of
nurses has fallen short, as the best, and
in fact the oniy trained nurses who
have been hitherto in attendance at
the hospitals, were members of the
jemale religious orders, who were so
unceremonionsly and roughly sent out
of the couatry during the last few
years. Thus it happened in Marseilles
and other large towas and cities, that
siter buadling oat from the country the
Sisters of Charity and Meroy, the civil
authorities were very glad to come
osp in-hand to the Bishops, to ask them
to recall the Sisters to tike charge ol
their hospitals after they had been
rudely dispersed by the police and
military, and Sisters did this becanse
they were doing works of mercy, not
for gain, but for God's sake, and
through the desire of relieving the
suflering.

[t will be many years before the
Sisters can be replaced by the new
uurses, the more especially as the
young women who were inclined to
works of wmercy, for the most part
jrlned some religlous order, and by
driving out the religions ladies the
very persons who were disposed to
become nurses were drivean out to for
eign lands, from which they cannot be
recalled until the government is at
peace with the Catholie Charch. It
the sick are suffering for the want of
good nurses to attend taem, the blame
maust be Iaid on the saoulders of the gov-
eroment, which in its new zeal has been
the cause of the narse famine. In the
course of time, perhaps, this famine
may be moderated, bat it will take
many year:, even il seventy - five
narsss are trained yearly to do their
basiness properly.

THE ROYAL OOMMISSION ON
RITUALISM.

A meeting ol the Cburech Congress
was beld recently at Barrow in Farness,
at which the points chiefly discussed
eonocerned the decision of the Royal
Commission o disorders io the Chureh,
the disorders being excessive use of
wemonhl in the Cburch of Eogland
on one side, and the agitation againet
such ceremonial on the other.

Lord Halifax, on the part of the Ritu-
alists, whom be was, as he sald, sup

ed to represent, declared that he
thanked the Commission for the manner
ip which ithad approached its work, and
gheir inding made it quite clear thaton
all the ** siz points’’ which had been
held as illegal by the Privy Council,
and also in 1egard to such reservation
of the sscrament of the Lord's Supper
28 1s pecessary for the Commounion of
the sick and prayers for the dead, can-
not be forbidden, and are in Do sense
inconsistent with the teaching of the
COburch of England. He continued :

- wg8ome bsd asserted over and over
sgain, that to reject the suthorityof the
Privy Oounell in spiritua) matters,
over snd abuve the disloyalty and law
Jessvess involved in such rejection, is
to place gourself ountside the pa'e
of the Chureb of England.

No doubt the actusl recommen
dations of the Commission stopped short
of giving full ¢ flecy to the principle in-
volved in such assertions—but the prin-
ciple was in fact admitted, and dead 2
the anthority of the Judicial Committee
was belore, it might Dow sately be
sssamed to be mnot only dead but
burled.”

Ho declared it * to be » great humil
istion for Bishops who claimed A posto-
lio suthority to be examined by such »
commission as to how they bad adminis-
tered their dioceses, and to what ex-
tent and for what reasons they had
sanotioned breaches of the law as laid
down by the Privy Council, or negleot:

This did not seem a proceeding calcul-
ated to exalt the Episcopal office in the
eyes of the world.

ist, adding :

o Is it not obvious that the report
and recommendations of the Commis-
sioners do in effect obscure what, he
was qaite sure,ne:1 her the Archbishop of
Canterbury, nor the Bishop ot Oxlord,
nor the Bishop of Gloncester would or
could depy, that the doctrine of the Real
Presence of Christ in the Holy Eachar-
{at, =which is admittedly the dootrine of
the Cburch of England, is consequent
solely on the fact that by virtoe of con-
secration and the operatioo of the Holy
Ghost, the bread and wine became what
they were not before, and weie 8a0rs
wentally chaoged into the Body and
Blood of Christ?"”

He said that the Commfssion was of
opinion that anything Roman in the

character of the service of the Re-
formed Eoglish Church to that of the
traditional service of the Cburch of
R me."

These acts certainly are not tradi
tional in the modern Church of Eng
land, whizh began its existence in K nz
Edward the sixth's reign, over 1500
years too late to be the Oue, Holy
Catholic and Apostolic Church of
Christ, in which the ceremonies con
demned are traditional. How could
such a Church claim at all an Apos-
tolie tradi ion ? It could only start a
tradition of schism and heresy, and this
is exactly what it did.

Bat the preliminary explanations of
the prayer-book itself admit that the
aathority of the Church is supreme and
should be obeyed so that the liturgical
ceremonies may be orderly and im
pressive, which they would not be if
every one, priest and layman, were to
make a ceremonial or ritual to pleas:
himself. Itno more belongs to a nation
than to an individual to do this, but 10
the highest authority in the universal
Chureh of God. In the face of this
sell-evident and truthiul reasoning the
Dean of Canterbury contends that no
ceremonies should be retained which
“ pelong to the class of ceremonies
which were designedly abandoned (by
the Church of Kogland) in the six
teenth century.

We do not hesitate to say that the
Dean of Canterbury was entirely
routed in his encounter with Lord
dailtax.

THE CHURCH IN THE UNITED
STATES.

The Rev. Dr. William J. Tacker, in
a recent letter to the Boston Congre-
gationalist, draws a ploture of the de
cay of tne Paritan stock thronghout
the Eastern States, which has created
much alarm among t1e pative Ameri-
cans of the Eist. He doclares that
it is indubitable tbat the Paritan or
pative American population is disap
pearing from the country, and the
causes of this are numervus, the fol
lowiog being among them: city lite,
race suicide, laxury, want of faith ana
emigration to the iar West.

Iv is not to be doubted that the
rapid disappearance of the native
Amerioans from these States is a fact,
and tbat they are being replaced by
Irish and French settlers and tbeir
descendants. There are many de:erted
farms, even the population of nuwmer-
ous towns has diminisbed, and of many
families which years ago were prosper
ous aud numerous, the last descendants
are now living at an advanced age
unwed or unproductive.

Dr. Tacker expresses, indeed, his
regret that thisshould be the case, but
he utters no angry word against tve
races which are so surely becoming
predominant. He eays that God is
pouring into New England the riches
and population from other countries,
and that, if this were not the case, New
Kogland would be empty.

He says that it may be that the latest
foreign importations may not be equ 1
10 the pnative stock, but the second
and third generations of foreigners are
both virile and ambitious and are forg-
ing to the fron* for the reason that
their parents made strenuous effor:s
and great sacrifices to educate their
children. He continues :

4 The rising scale of foreign popula-
tion is on o better level than the falling
scale of the pative population. If the
old New Fogland stock is not willing to
make sacrifices as it used to, and if the
New Eogland boy is not as ambitious as
his grandfatber, I thank God that He
is sending us those who are willing to
sacrifice and anxious to rise, and that
He Is giviog this challenge to the oid
stook :*’

+ Rise up and show yourselves : It
we do not see snd feel ig, it is to our
shame. We are not the elect of God

A MIRACLE THROUGH THE
BLESSED EUCHARIST.

A striking miracle, attesting the real
presence of our Blessed Lord Jesus
Christ in the Hcly Sacrament of the
Facharist, took place on Jan. 3lst on
the Island of Tumaco in the parish of
Tumaes, which consists of a number of
islands off the west coast of the Repub
lic of Colombia, North of the Equator,
and forming a small Archipelago.

A GLIMPSE OF THE SUPER-

A RECENT AND WELL VERIFIED FROOF

In ope of our large Western cities, a
number of years ago, there passed away
a notorious criminal, one of national ill-
repute.

and the rosary—which, like a little
child, he asked his willing sister to
teach him to recite — was never out of
his hands; he died with the beads
twined around his fingers.

Bat whilo the sister, so loyal to fra
ternal ties, had been deeply consoled
in her brother's penitent passing, very
soon after his death a most depressing
thonght took possession of ber mivd.
Reflecting seriously on his sinful life,
perverse uven from early childhood and
remembering that the chaoge which
saemed o bring saving regret came
only in the last moments, she argued,
mignt not this seeming repentance be
only a senblance in fact. He was weak
and helpless, she reasoned he saw the
end betore him and kiowing he could
gin no more perhaps his sorrow was
rather apparent than real. Taen, too,
had she not been urgent with him about
seeing & priest and submicting to the
Chureh's ordinaoces for the dying?
Perbaps it was to satisfy her, or to
make some return for her devotion to
mm, that he had yielded—pretended
to yield, alas! it might be—and his
goul withal be actnally lost ?
