! holiness. But can it be carried out? Does
anything juetify the hope that the enterprice can
be consummated ? It would be almost vain for
me to try to establish this before such an su-
dience ; and beside, God bhas promised that the
goapel shall be preached everywhere. The popu-
lation of the world is generally estimated at »
theusand millions. The Methodist Episcopal
Church in the Usited Btates numbers over a mil-
li6n. Thus we have a thoussndth part of the
world’s population, Then in the S8ahbath Schools
v another million, giving us one five hundredth
«f the whole population. Adding three adherents
o every commusicant, not all Christiane, it is
, ot tu scme extent operating with us, and
t.ave five millions of sdberents, one two hun-
Counting the
other branches of Methodism in this country and
England, we bave as many more; thus making
one Methodist to every one hundred of all the
people in the world. Now, with the power of
the Holy Ghost, is it not possible for this Meth-
cdistic force to take the world as a whole, lift it
by faith to God, and restore it to his fellowship
ard favor.

Last year the increese of our church was over
a hundred theusand. ‘With such anincrease we
should number two millions in ten years, four
millions in twenty years, eight millions in thir-
ty years, sixteen millions fn forty years, and in
fifty years thirty-two million Add as many chil-
dren and the number would be sixty-four mil-
lions. Add the same proportion of adherents as
before and we have one hundred and ninety mil-
lions. Count the other Methodistic branches
and we have three hundred and eighty millions
of Methodists, more than one-third the whele po-
pulation of the world. Let the same progress
continue, and by the close ef the century the
world will indeed be restored to God. I wish
we had faith as a grain of mustard seed, we
would get out of bis way and herald his coming
and the establishing of his kingdom on earth.

But these figures do mot truly represent the
facts. We bave institutions we did not have,
and our ladies will work more efficiently. The
Missionary Society has next year appropriated
one dollar per member. Not long ago the
amount was eight cents per member. When we
have two millions of membéfs the proportion
will be ten dollars each. That will give us twen-
ty millions of missionary money. Why! the
world is to be oonverted.' Why mnot now?
When Earth is married to Heaven, I want to be
at the wedding.

In carrying on our work, while we look much
to the women for help and success, we are to
look largely to the poor young men of the church.
I have little hope from the rich young men, they
have so much to enjoy, and pareats with such
ambitious views for them, that there is not much
proepect of their giving themselves wholly and
beartily to the work, with sleeves rolled up.
There are some noble exceptions, but in the main
this is true. Christianity does not convert many
rich men, but she makes many. It is as easy
for God to make a rich Christian out of a poor
boy as out of a rich man.

There is a necessity that advantages and faci-
lities be given to our mipisterial students, and
that motives be set before them, but it is my
conviction that ministerial education should be-
gin much earlier than at the Theological Semi-
pary. I wish we could make every household
a theological school. “When a call to the minis-
try begins there, when such convictions and
gsentiments occupy that period, the spirit will
grow with the growth of the child. Ged will by
the Hcly Spirit move them to this work, and
give them such a pleasure therein, or so power-
erful a conviction of duty, that they will stay in
it. ‘The nearer you place the fulcrum to the cra-
dle and the farther from the coffin, the better
your education. Begin in" childhood, continue
through life, give ‘évery. entouragement, every
inspiration ; then they will be men of character,
mighty in their werk, and God ‘will help them.
There is a power here I wish we could estimate.

In the course of a
speech, the Bishop suid that it was his intention
to found a chureh, in the Lope that it might be
the means, sooner or later, of opening & chan-
nel for the hesling of aucien. wouuds or the clo-
siog of lopg-exirtirg divisions. He did not sup-
pose that this church would everbe a large one;
but it would be a safe thing for the Church of
England 1o bave by ber side alittle community
friendly to it, and able to give it at need vrders
of vadrubted spostolical succession. He would
be prepared to confirm the orders of any priest
in the English Cburch who spplied to him, and
this without requiring bim to l-ave the Anglican

The Miracles of Science.

liOW THEY ILLUSTRATE THE TRUTII OF
RELIGION,

One little)fact often furnishes & text for a lurge
discourse. ‘A trifling incident may sugyest re-
flections on which a wise man shall ponder long,
and which may lead bim to great results. The
spple that fell on Newton’s head set bim think-
ing, and led him to discover the laws of gravita-
tion which hold the planets in their orbits, Per-
baps, if Newton were living now, he would be
led into a similar train of reflection by an item
note in our * scientific” column, namely: that
& mcssage hud been telegraphed across the At-
lantic by a battery formed in a lady's thimble !
The statement is so extraordinary, that we should
be slow to believe it, if we only saw it floating
sbout in the papers. But the fact is confirmed
by a private letter, which we have been permitted
to see, from the eminent electrician who made
the experiment. He writes that he has been
down at Valentia for a weck repeating all the
tert- ¢ (ue iwo cables at his leisure, He finds
them both marvelously perfect. The old one ig
even a little better than the new cone, but this is
doubtless owing o its having beeu lopger sub-
merged, time improvicg the quality of guta
percha. But the new one has improved very
much since it was submerged in July, and be
does not know which will finally prove the bet-
ter. It is as one of his experiments that he re-
lates the following : ** With a single galvanic
cell, composed of a few drops of acid in a silver
thimble and a fragment of zinc weighing & grain
or two, conversation may readily, though slowly,
be carried on either through one of the cables
or through the two joined together at Newfound-
land so as to form a loop ; and, although in the
latter case the spark, twice (raversing the breadth
of the Atlantic, has to pass through 3,7000 pau-
tical miles of cable, or 4,300 to 4,400 statute
miles, its effects at the distant end are visible on
the galvanometer in a little more than a second
after contact is made with the battery. The de-
flections are not of a dubious character, but full
and strong, the spot of light traversing freely
through a space of twelve or eighteen inches on
the sonle,® and if is manifest that a batlery very
many times smaller would suffice to produce simi-
lar effects.”

This little fact might be used with much effect
by one giving a lecture on Eleectricity, as the
latest proof of its incredible velocity. But it
suggests also a beautiful analogy to see spiritual
truth—zthe communication of the human soul with
God. Thought is swifter than the lightning ;
and if in a second of time a spark may fly from
continent to contineat, why should it be thought
a thing incredible that the desires of & human
heart should thus be wafted to the thronme of
God ?

The existence in nature of an agent so subtile
and mysterious—unseen, yet dwelling in every
object, developed by the slightest causes, and
often flashing out upon us with terrific power—
is perhaps the best illustration of the universal
presence of that Unseen power with which we
come in comtact every instant. Thus God is not
far from every one of us. Like the sir, which
floats all over the round world, which stirs the
leaves of the forest and the waves of the sea, 80
is the -presence of God—it is all around us by
night as well as day, and in him we live and
move and have our being.

How easy then for man to commune with his
Maker ! - Heis not a God afar off, but very nigh,
even to the lnwliest of his creatures. Aad bhow
slight a thing arrests his ear! It needeth not
the voices of a great congregation, filling the
arches of a cathedral, and rising up to heaven
like the sound of many waters. Men may pray
alone, in solitude and in wéakness, and yet God
can hear him.

Again the scientific fact helps us to understand
the spiritual truth. A few years ago, when men
first talked of telegraping across the Atlantio,
they thought at least that they had need to mus-
ter all the forces inthe armory of nature ; they
must send out a current of electricity that should
be almost like & flash of lightning from the thun-
der cloud. And o the electricians of that day
ranged on the beights of Valentia a battery of
five bundred cells, with which they fired off into
the bosom of the ocean. Needless pomp and
preparation ! When now only a spark from a
lady’s thimble may traverse the whole breadth
of the Atlantis !

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The Methodist Covenant Service
It has been an established custom, with the
people called Methodists, since the days of Mr.
Wesley, to hold anuually, in all their priocipal

o, a service for the renewal of

places of worship,
their covenant with God.  These services are

usually held on the afternoon of the first Sab-
bath of tke year, and are accompenied by the
administrstion of the Holy cowmunien. 8uch
exercises, at ruch o time, are found to be emi-
nently seaconable, and attended with great ad-
vantsge to the members cf the churcb, in quick-
ening their spiritual graces, briagiog them into
closer fellowship with the Lord, and promoting
their qualifications for His work and His king-
dom. Christiens cannot but be greatly profited
by a careful searching of heart, by humiliation
before God, by penitent trust in the great atone-
ment for forgiveness of the past. aud by a re-
newed and solemn dedication of their all to
Christ ; and, indycing such a state of mind and
heart, the Covenant Service cannot fail to exert
upon individual christian life, and upon the piety
of the whole church, a most salutary influence.
The observance of the Friday preceding the
Covenant Sunday as a public Quarterly Fast, is
highly proper, anu will be found beneficiol.
These services were introduced into his socie-
ties by Mr. Wesley, who adopted the form pre-
pazed by the Rev. Joseph All2ine, which is still
uced. On Jar. 25, 1748, Mr. Wesley wrote :—
« Istrongly urged the wholly giving up curselves
to God, and renewing in every poirt cur covges
nant thxt thadord should be-eer God” His
firs' jublic Covenant Service was held on Mou-
day, August 11, 1755, in “the French chupel,
Spitalficlds, at 6 o'clock in the evening, when
in testimony of assent to the covenant * all the
pecple stood up, to the number of about eigh-
teen hundred persons.” * Such s unight,” says
Mr. Weeley, * 1 ecarce ever saw before.”

A fow further extracts from bis Journal in
relation to these services wiil be of interest to
our readers:—

Friday, Febsuary 29:b, 1760.—A great num-
ber of us waited upon God at five, at niue, and
at one, with facting and prayer ; acd et six in
{be evening we met in Spitalficlds, to renew our
covenart with God. It was a blessed time : the
windows f heaven were open, and the skies
poured down righteousness.

Friday, Dec. 20:h, 1769, we vbserved as a
day of fasting and prayer, partly on account of
tte confused atate’ of public affairs, partly as
preparatory to the solemo engagement whieh we
were shout to renew.

EpiTOR,—Perbaps no one has
everyet in the columns of your highly esteemed
paper made a note on: Seal Cove. It isa vil-
lage in connexion with the Hants Harbour Cir-
cuit. Itslocal situation is not at all iviting. When
once a person is found within its enclosure, it is
not very easy to find morg than one way of
egress. This is not to be ifaputed to the Sesl
Cove people in any respect; but to the hilly
country in which we live. Its inhabitants (num-
bering about 150) are all Wesleyans. Their
church is not a very commodious buildirg, and
the ¢ light of the present day” seems to lessen it
even in the esteem of its own copgregation, It
is rather rustic in its appearance, and seems to
point one back to the time when Wesleyan-
ism was in its bud, and when art and science
were not fully developed. To use the peoples
term—it is “ out of dste.” They are making
the attempt to build a new one, and if they fail
it mll not be for lack ot will but of means.

To their schoolmaster (Mr. R. Belbin) is due
great credit for his indetatigable labours to keep
them in a state of advancement parallel with the
times. The school at Seal Cove is not atall in
the back ground. It has very deservedly been
spoken of in the inspectors report as one of the
best schools in connexion with the Protestant
Board of Education for Trinity Bay South. But
about the Missionary meeting.

The anniversary of the Souris Sabbath
School, which came off last summer, has been
in some measure lost eight of ; owing, doubtless,
to the fact of their being no regular resident
minister on this Circuit this year. Feeling as-

There are many persons in every congregation,
who no sooner than the text is announced,
the head tinks, eyes close, and the half hour is
spent in half conscious wakings, and a prolound
unconscious repose. No matter how eloquent,
thoughtful, and practical the sermon, they heard
it not. Sometimes sleepiness may be attributed
{o the excessive heat of the day, the closeness of
the Church, or over-eating on the Sabbath, but
with habitual Church sleepers it arises from
want of interest in the truth, or proper convic-
tion of personal responsibility for the use of the
means; ot grace. It is very discouraging to
God’s servant, and an incubus upon his energies.
Do not be sddicted, my dear readers, to such a
God-dishonoring habit. - Keep awake, waich
your minigter closely, let him see you are inter-
ested in the truth, and that his discourses are
“ weighed in th- balances” of a loving, thought-
ful, and prayerful congregation. It will cer-
tainly stimulate him to mental effort, and he will
be sure to preach you sermons calculated to in-
form your minds, warm your hearts, and touch
your consciences.

4th. A few general hints,—As soon as you
reach the sanctuary door, walk in. Do not
stand outside chatting about worldly matters,
and indulging in the irreverent laugh. Walk
in slowly, reveren:ly, and thoughtfully. Take
off your hat at once. Walk gently and softly
to your seat. Kueel if conveaient, and pray for
God’s blessing upon the minister, congregation
and yourself. From the moment of your en-
trance cultivate a prayerful spirit. Do not gaze
around to see how everybody isdressed. Avoid
whispering, this may be tolerated in the house
of the Legislature, or the Commercial Lecture
Room, but not where the word of life is pro-
claimed. Avoid the practice of turning over
the leaves of your hymn book, or looking con-
tinually at your watch during service.
put on your overcoat or gloves until the whole
service is concluded ; wait upon your knees un-
til the benediction is pronounced. Do not rush
from Church, like a frightened bird from the
hand of a boy. On our way home, studiously
avoid all conversation about the wearing appar-
el of persons in the congregation, it destroys all
holy influences.

Ritualism and Infidelity.

The Episcopalian discourses as follows upon
the connexion between ritualism aed infidelity :

It can be proved that ali Popish countries are
infidel countrien. That is, the acholars are en-
tire unbelievers in the Roman Catholic religion.
The Bible they know not, and many who read
and study it, do so to destroy the authority of ite
inspiration. The superintendents of the Index
Expurgatorius have plenty to accupy their time,
and the works of the members of the Romish
communion are in many cases condemned.

The scholars of England are also in too many
casea rationalistic infidels, and many scientific
works are written which are very popular and
sell well, but which assail revelation.

Now we find this rationalism and infidelity to
be most rife in minds closely in contact with
Romenism. And we regard the connection as
that between cause and effzct. This is a neces-
eary and, by man, unalterable umion. Like
causes must and do produce similar eff-cts. It
is the Pagan and Jewish and histrionic ritualism
of Rome which make learned men irfidels.
The moment they look isto the Bible for them-
telves, they find the entire ingonsistency of for-
mal religion with the spirit-and requirements of
the gospel.

Calculations to Think of.

In New York City thers are 15,000 dram-
abops and 300,000 drinkers, each drinking two
gills of liquor per day—300,000 barrels a year.
This quantity would make a reservoir 900 feet
long, 50 feet wide, and 63 feet deep, and could
float four large ships in full sail ; at sixty dol-
lars per barrel, it amounts to $18,000,000. Out
of 7,000 cases tried before the Court of Special
Sesvions last year, not more than 94 were sober
when arrested.
