A correct knowledge of the Most High
ix the first coadition of true religion.
Without this there can be no acceptable
worship rendered by us, no trust exercised,
no hope experienced. Possessed of this
knowledge, however, and in proportion to
the explicitness with which it is given, and
the honesty with which it is improved, man
may obtain the grace to walk in blessed
commuuion with his God on earth, and ul-
timately to dwell in His presence, where
there is fuluess of joy aud pleasures for
evermore.

It is our privilege to be placed in cir-
cumstances exceedingly favourable for the
acquisition of a right, though necessarily a
limited wfderstanding of the Divine nature,
and of the purposes and government of
God.

True it is that none by searching can find
out the Almighty to perfection. Even to
the scientific eye, or the philosophic mind,
 How little a portion” is seen or imagined
of Him. Amidst the most stupendcus and
impressive of his works, *‘the thunder of
His power, who ecan understand?” He
“ouly hath immortality dwelling in the
light which no man can approach unto;
whom no man hath seen, or can see.” Yet
His is not a solitary grandeur, in which
shutting Himself out from His creatures
He iguores their weants, disdains their sup-
plications, or looks with profound indiffer-
ence upon their principles or conduct. He
is not far from every one of us. In His
hand is our breath, and His are all our
ways.  On mau, least and lowest of His
intelligent creatures—on man, guilty, de-
praved, and wretched as he is—hath He
 set His heart.” He is ““mindful” of his
varied necessities, and with the bounties of
His Providence, and thé Facious influences
of..fis Holy Spirit, He **visits him every
morning, and tries him every moment.”
And the design of all this is obvious. He
would have men to ‘“seck the Lord, if
haply they might feel after Him and find
thim.”  'The language both of' reason and
of revelation is, *Aequaint now thyself
with I1im, aud be at peace ; thereby good
shall come unto thee,” ;

It has very properly been remarked, that
in  the- Holy Scriptures no reasoning
i~ adduced to prove the existence of
God.  The fact of His being is assumed
throughout the volume of revelation. The
claims of the true God are ‘set forth in
striking coutrast to those of the - gods
many and lords many” who have received
the homage of so lerge a portion of the
human family.  ** An idol is nothing in the
world ™ Aund ** all the gods of the nations
are idols; but the Lorp made the hea-
vens.”  Reasoning and expostulation, then,
employed towards the *‘ deceived”
worshippers of stocks aud stones, who feed
ou ashes, aud trust to a figment of their
own ipagination which caunot save. The
protane aund the careless, too, who profess
that they koow '‘God, but in their works
deny Him, are warned to turn from their
iniquities, and to flee from the wrath to
come ; and the serious of all conditions are
fully instructed in the way of salvation.
But within the compass of the Bible there
is no controversy with the atheist as such.
Degrading himself immeasurably beneath
the veriest slave of superstition, repudiat-
ing that faculty of intelligence which dis-
tinguishes him from the brute creation, and
voluntarily, stubborunly, abjuring all rest
and satistaction for his soul, he is confront-
ed simply with the reproach, ** The fool
hath in his heart there is no God.”
It in that memorable passage in the epistle
to the Romans, (ch. i, 19-20,) where *‘the
cternal power and Godhead” of the one
true Jehovah are declared to be * clearly
seen, being understood by the things that
are made,” the idolatrous world is shown
to be **without excuse,” and to be obrox-

the revelations made to her ! It was her
ear that lieard, it was her anxious heart
that realized the inestimable sentence,—
*“God is a Spirit, and they that worship
Him must worship Him in Spirit and in
truth !

Happy is it for us that we have the faith-
ful and true sayings of inspiration laid up
in the Bible. In our hands, that volume is
complete, sufficient, invulnerable. It is the
revelation of God ; and this is life eternal
to know Him, and Jesus Christ whom he
hath sent. How proper for us therefore
to ** search the Scriptures daily,” and with
earnest prayer that the spirit of wisdom
and revelation in the knowledge of Christ
may be imparted to us! Nor can there be
a better method of beginning the year than
by a careful survey of the grounds and na-
ture of our faith.  Have we duly consi-
dered our obligations to the great First
Cause? Do we remember that in Him we
*live and move, and have our being?” 1Is
the fact ever present to our mind, He
knoweth our downsitting and our uprising,
and is acquainted with all our ways, and
words and motives? Do we set Him be-
fore us as the alone worthy object of our
every act? Are we come to trust under
the shadow of His wings? Have we in
very deed ‘ avouched the Lord to be our
God ?”* Then, only then, has our soul found
its portion, and we may well exclaim,

** Thee will I love my joy my crown,

Thee will I love my Lord my God ;

Thee will I love beneath thy frown,

Or smile,—thy sceptre or thy rod:

What though my heart and flesh decay,

Thee shall I love in endless day!”

PRAYERS FOR TEMPORAL BLESSINGS.

BY REV. C. D. FOSS, D. D.

In a recent article we propounded the ques-
tion whether there is any sufficient warrant for
prayer for temporal blessings in this age, and
in proof of the need of this discussion presented
some illustrations of the prevalent skepticism on
this subject. We wish now to set forth someof
the reasons swhich justify the answer of the
question with an emphatic Yes. We do this
not chiefly for the purpose of convincing a few
decided doubters, but in the hope of contribu-
ing something to the quickening of the quies-
cént and inoperative faith of many believers.

1. Our first appeal is to the profound convic-
tion general, not to say universal, throughout
lands and all ages, that there is a Mighty
Power above us who has to do with the affairs
of men, and that he is not indifferent to the
wail of our need.

In the darkest days of slavery triumphant
Frederick Douglass was ever making a fierce
appeal tor a bloody insurrection as the only
hope 1or his oppressed race. There sat before
him a weird old negress, Sojourner Truth, who
raised her skinny finger as though in prophetic
admonition, and in piercing 'tones cried out,
“Frederick, is God dead?” This short confes-
ion of faith in God illuminated the dreary scene
like a flash of lightening. The event has vindi-
cated the humble Christian as against the |fiery
orator.

ed from heaven against all ungodliness and
vnrighteousness of men who hold the truth
in unrighteousness,” how much more must
they be inexcusable, and to how much
more sorer punishment exposed, who utter-
ly deny the Creator and Lord of the uni-
verse !

Nothing =an ever supersede
everlasting hand-book of the
The general scope of its teaching on
the subject will be seen by a rapid glance at
(1) its doctrine of Providence, and at (2) its
doctrine of Praver. In his sermon on the
Mount the incomparable Teacher sets forth
nothing with greater amplitude of statement
and illustration than the particular and minute
providence of God over the every-day tempor-
al interests of bis people. His wonderous
words are too familiar to need repeating here.
They make every siuging bird and blooming
flower preach to us of our loving Father's cease-
less care.

The general statements of the New Testa-
ment are inclusive, not exclusive ; they make it
apply to all things. ** Ask, and ye shall re-
ceive ;" *-Yeshall ask what ye will, and it shall
be done unto you, etc. The natural assumption,
especially with the ancient Scriptures in mind,is
that such promises include temperal good, and
the burden of proof is on those who deny this.
Let them show, if they where and
how these promises are girt about with limita-
tion.

But spevific teachings remove all doubts. In
that perfect model of prayer, designed for per-
petual use, Jesus taught us to call on God for
‘* our daily bread.” Paul, perceiving the dis-
tressing anxieties which even Christians are too
wont to indulge, is inspired to give us an anti-
dote : ** Be careful for nothing ; but in every
thing, by prayer and supplication with thanks-
giving, let your requests be made known unto
God." Peter is in prison; and a prayer-meet-
ing is beld for his deliverance. An angel
swings open the prison door, he walks forth,
and presently knocks at the door of the prayer-
meeting. Paul repeatedly begs the prayers of
the saints not only for directly spiritual ends,
but that he ‘* may have a prosperous journey,”
and the sooner see his friends.

4. There is another field of argument, very
rich in proofs of our thesis, at which we can
now only glance : the intimate relations between
temporal and spiritual things. We have
bodies as well as souls, and our souls are acted
upgn very largely through our bodies. The
difference between poverty and wealth is to
some men the whole difference between heaven
and hell. A fit of sickness or a recovery from
illnsss may save a soul.

It now becomes evident how utterly unscien-
tific as well as unchristian were the sentiments
to whieh we adverted in the previous article
concerning the indifference of God to the re-
sults of . war. There have been battles which
have done more for the progress of. the Gospel
than a thousand missionaries. One of the ear-
liest results of the present war in Europe has
been,what good Christians have prayed for cen-
turies lodg, the overthrow of the temporal
power of the Pope. ‘There was truth in Crom-
well’s rough jest of inscribing on the muzzles
of his casnon, ‘ Open thou my lips and my
mouth shall show forth thy praise.”

It is hardly too much to say that if God in-
tends the salvation ot nations or of individuals
he must, in accordance with the present consti-
tution of things, accomplish this great result
largely throsgh material agencies ; so, at least,
he is continually working. It is, therefore,
eminently fitting for men to pray belidvingly
for his direct superintendence of all their tem-
poral concerns—personal, domestic, social, and
national.

We close with the declaration of our.unques-
tioning faith, which we would that every child
of God might always realize, that ** if need be”
prayer can bring bread into the larder, and
money into the purse, as well as salvation to
the soul.

But get nothing
by heart to speak there, else even your memory
will contribute to keep you in perpetual bond-
age. No man was ever a successful preacher
who did not discuss his subject from .his own
judgment and experience. The reciters of ser-
mons may be popular; but God scarcely é&ver
employs them to convert sinners, or build up
saints in their most holy faith. I do not recom-
mend in this case a blind reliance upon God;
taking a text which you do not know how to
handle, and depending upon God to give you
something to say. He will not be thus employ-
ed. Go into the pulpit with your understand-
ing full of light, and your heart full of God ; and
his Spirit will help you, and then you will find
a wonderful assemblage of ideas coming ia to
your assistance ; and you will feel the benefit
of the doctrine of association, of which the re-
citers and memory men can make no use. The
finest, the best and the most impressive
thoughts are obtained in the pulpit when the
preacher enters it with the preparation men-
tioned above.

¢« THE SECRET OF THAT CALMNESS.”
Sometimes we are granted a passage of life
which chimes in exactly with the words of the
Apostle. Not very long since, a lady from St.
Louis, who was staying at ome of our public
houses, weat, as it were, to the bounds of life,
and was permitted to come back and relate her
experience of what seemed the dying hour.

After this lady so far recovered as to be per-
mitted to converse freely, she confided toa
friend who had been with her in the hour of pe-
ril, the secret of that calmness; what had beep
going on in her mind when she had seemed tq
ber attendants unconscious and scarcely alive.
In that season of prostration, when no outward
object made any impression upon ber senses,
her mind had never been more lively or busy.
Her soul was filled with holy activity and pious
joy. The Gospel plan of salvation, to which
she had been no stranger in health, bad opened
to her spiritual vision with a fullness and glory
such as she had not before seen. She knew no
pain. She heard no mortal voices, saw no
forms of friends, knew not that restoratives
were being applied for her relief. Lying on
the floor, to which she had slidden from her
chair, as the loss of blood enfeebled her, insen-
sible to all around her, she had been carrying
on the sweet communion with her Maker and
Redeemer.

REVIVAL IN COW BAY, C. B.

Atour request the Rev. D. McDougall has
furnished the following account of a blessed
Reviral of religion experienced within the
bounds of his charge. Other congregations
bave been similarly blessed :

** The Lord has indeed done great things for
us. He has truly accomplished a great work
of grace among us, in the conversion of careless
sinners and the edifying of Saints. This work
of God's spirit began here last March, about
the time of our first Communion Session. It is
still in progress. There is still a great deal of
thirsting after the Word of Ged. I know there
are many very anxious yet. Every meecting is
well attended ; and such are there impressions,
that the house of God is often a witness to
their tears, sobbing and crying. Oh! how the
Saviour's love melts the hard heart of the Sin-
ner!

Our congregation consists of English and
Gaelic speaking people—with one exception—
a kind, good-hearted Frenchman, wbo prowmis-
es to be very useful, and who was once a Ro-
man Catholic. In the spring the awakening
seemed to prevail chiefly among the English
speakiug people. But during the summer it
prevailed nearly altogether among the Gamlic
people. There are probably but few of the
Gmelic people who have not been under religi
ous impressions. How many of them have
come to Jesus, and rest on bim alone for salva-
tion, it is impossible to say. There is much
diffidence and reserve iu the minds of many
that are awakened ; they are slow to tell their
experience to any one, until they have attained
to somethiog like an assurance of faith, or un-
til they have strong exidence of their conver-
sion. And also many who have been subjects
of the revival do not belong to us. There
were young men who labored about the Mines
all summer, and also some persons who were in
the habit of attending our meetings from
neighboring congregations that were among the
subjects of the spirit's quickening power and
grace. So that in consequence of all these
and other circumstances, it is impossible to as-
certain the number of conversions, or to know
the full extent of the revival. This will not
be fully known until the day of judgment —when
all secret things shall be revealed.

Yet I can say this much, that a goodly num
ber of young men and women have found
Jesus precious to their souls.
of them full of joy and peace. Some very old
women, and some children, about the age of
12 and upwards, bave been -awakened. There
are some families in which two, three and even

and hope that they have undergone a saving
change. One mother rejoices over the conver-
sion of her three sons, the youngest 12 years of
age and the oldest 18 years ; and two daughtvrs
the third daughter is also anxious. May she
also be enabled to embrace Jesus in all his ful-
ness and in all His sufficiency, so that the whole
family way rejoice aith joy unspeakable, and
that they may all be saved

Earnest prayers bave been offered at our
meetings by young lals, from the ages 12 to
17. **Out of the mouths of babes and suck-
lings thou hast ordained strength.” Sometimes
a young man engages in prayer, who is unable
to read or write, and wrestles with God with
such power and carnestoess as that the audi-
ence is melted down to tears. No one can
resist the conviction, that be is taught by the
spirit of God.

There are seven prayer-meetings held every
week, some of them are cottage prayer-meet-
ings—besides the exercises or services of the
Sabbath, and a Bible class on every Monday
evening. On several evenings we were obliged
by the earnestness and anxiety of the people
to remain in church fill after wigpight. On
one of these protracted Sabbath evening meet-
ings as many as fourteen young men Look part
in the devotional exercises, young mem who
never prayed till the revival visited us. It was
a glorious night. I shall never forget it. There
were among us some that wondered what these
things meant; some were in grave doubts
about the prosperity of our meetings, and what
was heard and seen, while some thought that
we were a parcel of enthusiasts and fanatics;
but many were gloryfying God, and would wish
they bad a thousand hearts and tongues to
praise His glorious grace.

MONTREAL CORRESPONDENCE.
Dear Mg. EpiTor,~In an earlier letter
it was mentioned that this city is enlarging
rapidly, and that many of the newer build-
ings are substantial, and exhibit architec-
tural attractions. The building season for
the year is now past, and as is not un-
usual when winter comes, notice has
been taken of the number of houses lately
erected, new streets opened, aund old streets
widened or lengthened. The design in re-
ferring to this matter here will be accom-
plished by the remark that for several
years, the average number of new houses
hasbeen nearly five hundred ; many of them
are of course ordinary dwellings, others
are merchants’ villas. Others are church-
es, shops, warehouses for wholesale busi-
ness, and banks. Some of these have an
an imposing appearance. They arrest at-
tention not only by their magnitude, but
also by their ornamental finish. They sug-
gest the gainfulness of trade, which can af-
ford to invest so much capital in costly edi-
fices.

If union is strength, it is
to be hoped that the aggregate of Methodist
churches would be mighty, indeed, through
God, to the pulling down of the strong-
holds of ignorance, error, and formalism.

Your readers have been apprised that
the family of the late M. Guibord have
commenced an action against the Cure of
the parish of Montreal, for having refused
their late relative Christian burial. The
case is becoming celebrated.
