The anuua) meeting of the Wesley-
an Metbodist Missionary Society of the
English Conference was held 1n Exeter
Hall, London, May 3, 1880. Mr. Wm.
Bickford Smith, of Trevarno, Corn-
wall, presiding.

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen, |

‘hail with delight national unity; we
bail with delight German. unity, which
means to us Teutonic unity, which
means,to us & united bumanity, We
bail with delight this movement toward
a united Methodism, which mesns a
united Protestantism, which mesns a
united Chbristianity.

CONGREGATIONAL SINGING.

The poet says * Order is Heaven’s first
law.” One greater than be says, “ Let all
things be dune decently and in order.”
With such authorities as the Wesleys, sad
Pope, and Paal, I feel warranted in thus
calling upon the Conference to take the
initiation in promoting tasis great reform
which is admitted on all bands to be so
desirable. While maintaining this posi-
tion, [ am at the same time free to admit
that the actual work in cffecting such a
reformation must necessarily devolve
mainly upon the respective congregations,
ander local direction; each circait being
guided in its course of action in some
measure, according to its practical circum-
stances, facilities and surroundings. It
is this latter phase of the question that I
propose now to discuss, and shall make
some further referene to the Conferences
before bringing these letters to a close.

In order to secure good congregational
singing, such as it ought to be, all parties
concerned, minister, -cboir, organist, snd
congregation, sbould ant in accurd, keep-
ing tbe ome grand object comstantly in
view. Ina former letter I referred to the
indifference regarding tbe subject so ex-
tensively manifested on the part of con-
gregations generally, nausing a want of
sympatby between them and the choir,
as one great cause of the present lament-
able detect in our services of song. There
are other causes however. Doaubtless
the trouble frequently originates with
the choir; as there are choirs who act
upon the principle that the musical part
of the service belongs to them exclusively,
and 90 select their tunes as to exclude all
others from participating. This idea is
entirely wroag, and must be eradicated
before any improvement can take place.
It will thus be seen that the choir and the
congregation exert an influence, each
upon the other, either for good or evil,
according as their efforts may be directed

—~

in concert, or in opposition ; but of thig I
shall have more to say elsewhere,
Another great obstacle to good congre.
gational singing exists,of an entirely differ-
ent character, and one which wil] require
a long time to remove; I refer to the
mauner in which the choir is located in
the great majority of our churches,
The organ and choir should be so placed
in the church as te bring them into the
closest connection possible with the cop.
gregation, instead of which it bas been
the almost universal custom heretofore to
place tbem in a high gallery, as far re.
moved as possible from the body of the
congregation, as if for the express par.
pose of cutting off all sympathy between
them—one of the chief formations of
congregational singing—and then you
hear the good people who have all thege
arrangements, denouncing the choir fop
monopolizing the singing'! This unfor-
tunate arrangement will most likely be
' continued for & considerable time in most
. of our churches, and will be one of the
| greatest obstacles to the progress of the
| oontemplated reform. It is to be

' that as new churches are built, this mat.

ter may receive more attention than form-
erly, and that those baving charge of
such works will make arr ac-
cordingly, as is being dome by some of
our friends of other denominations.

In my fext letter I sball briefly con-
sider the various elements which should
continue in forming one beautiful system
of public pzaise in the sanctuary.

CONGREGATIONAL SINGING.
¥o. 2.
From Provincial Wesleyan of May 1873,

For congregational singing—such as I
have described it, and such as I consider
it should be in our congregations, the sub-
stitutes appear to be chiefly of two clase-
es, one in which the singing is delegated
to some half dozen persons, more or less,
called a choir, the other where there ia
no organization whatever connected with,
the singing. Regarding the latter class
as such I shall say little, but shall refer
to choirs in another place.

Without referring in detail to minor-
causes, it may besdid in general terms,
that the absence of good singing ia our.
churches is the result of widespread indif-
ference among all classes of those who.
make up our congregations.

For this indifference I consider our min
isters and leading members largely re-

sponsible. Doubtless these good Fathers
and Brotbers will protest against such a
obarge, and tell me that they are all in

are constantly expressing their views to
thet effect, &c., &c. Quite true my
friends, but all this practically, is like
saying to the bungry and naked, “ be ye
clothed and fed, &c.” Some will say,
“ our choirs introduce s0 many new fang-
led tunes with their solos, duetts, &o.,
that we cannot sing them.” True again;
but what bas caused this P Is it not your
own indifference and neglect 7 What
wonder that the few who are left uasided
to sustain the singing of a whole congre-
gation, finding neither support nor sym-
pathy n their efforts on the part of the
society st large. shall ultimately fall into
the way of singing to please themselves,
and selecting music most suitable to their
own taste, irrespective of the special ob-
ject of church music7 I do notattempt
tc justify such a course on the part of
any charch nhoir, but merely poiat it out
as a very natural resalt of the flagrant in-
difference existing in all our churcheson
this subject, on the part of all who should
take the lead in every thbing tending to the
advancement of that cause they profess
to be s dear to them.

Singing is wholly different from any
other part of pablic worship. Tbe other
exercises are by individaals, for which in-
dividual preparation alone is required,
But singing, being a simultaneous exer-
cise by the whole congregation, to be per-
formed in & seemly and acceptable man-
per, requires a great amount of trainiog.
To secure good singing and to keep up its
efficiency ; there is work to be done; con-
stant, untiring, persevering effort, whi
knows no termination. There is also &
certain amount of musical knowledge re-
quired, which can only be attained by one
eat united effort, such as can only be
nitisted at the fountain bead.

We comply with Mr. Hall’s request by
giving his advertisement a prominent
place in our columns; and yet it is of
such a peculiar character that some com-
ments thereon are indispensable. Many
wdvertisements are intended to mislead
and defraud the public. The foregoing
advertisement is seriously defective, inas-
much as an important element 1s want-
ing, without which some parties might be
misled, and might suffer loss.
An advertisement appeared, several
years ago, in one of the papers of the
Marjtime Provinces, offering a reward of
$100, for the mention of any passage of
Scripture, either in the New or in the
Old Testament, which proves that any
jnfant, at any time during the period of
Scripture history, received baptism. Sev-
eral quotations were promptly given,
from both portions of the Bible, proving
the Scripture recognition of the praetice
of infant baptism, as clearly as the Bible
proves the doctrine of the Trinity, or of
the imortality of the soul. The proof
was irrefutable. But the party who of-
fered the $100 declined to pay. The
olaimant was advised that the $100 re-
ward was simply a misleading and fraudu-
lent transaction, or what is techmically
ealled, in some circles, a “ bogus”’ affair, |
The first defect in the aforesaid $100
advertisement, was that mo time for mak-
ing payment was stated, therefore pay-
ment might be deferred. if the advertiser
80 desired, until a hundred years, or five
hundred years, after the close of the mil-
Zennium. The second defect was that the
_advertiser had not made provision for the
appointment of an impartial committee
4o decide what would be, or what would
ot be, satisfactory proof of infant bap-
4ism, and through whom payment of the
reward would be guaranteed,
Mr. Hall’s advertisement is open to
somewhat similar objections. He does
not make any arrangements for paying
the $500. He does not fix any date for
payment. The advertisement may be in-
tended to serve some supposed practical
purpose for Mr. Hall ; but, for any party
who has “ rare old books” for disposal, it
is not worth a single dollar. We must
not assume, of course, that Mr, Hall de-
signed, in sending us the above advertise-
ment, to make the WBSLEYAN a medium
for the circulation of a “ ” an-
nouncement to serve a purpose, although
the appearances look very much in that
direction. A business-like way of doing
such a thing would be for an advertiser to
arrange for the appointment of an inde-
pendent and impartial committee ; place
the money that is offered in a bank, to
the credit of the committee, payable only
wupon presentation of a cheque signed oy a
majority of the committee ; let the com-
mittee be instructed to give a cheque for
the amount, on demand, to the party who,
to their satisfaction, first complies with
the offer. The omissions of the foregoing
important provisions from Mr. Hall’s ad-
vertisement, may not bave been inten-
tional; but, nevertheless, without some
such provisions, its ghttering promises
are as unsubstantial as the sheen of the

use our columns ? Or, if he unwittingly
| displayed his want of acquaintance with

|  There is a narrow and technical sense

But
in point of fact, there is a broader
sense in which they do give “ sprinkle ”
a8 a meaning of baptiso. The Wes-
leyan Book Room, at Halifax, can
obtain for Mr. Hall a Greek-Latin
Lexicon of Schrevelius, (nineteentd edi-
tion, published by Jobnson and Warne
'Philadelphia, 1808, at a moderate price,

abluo and lavo as Latin meanings of the
Greek word baptiso. The same Book
Room can also obtain for him any desired
number of Latin-English Dictionaries
(at probably less than $15 per volame)
published either at Oxford, or Cambridge,
or London, or Edinburgh, which give “ to
sprinkle” as a meaning of lavo. In this
way it is clear, according to Schrevelius,
as interpreted by Oxford Dictionaries, and
others, that ome of the meanings of the
Greek word bapiso is “to sprinkle.”
Almost all Latin-English Dictionaries
give “to wash ” as a meaning of abluo,
Webster’s unabridged English Dictionary
gives as his first meaning of wash, “to
cleanse by ablution,” etc; and the second
meaning is, “to wet, to fall on and
moisten ; as the rain washes the flowers
or plants.” The rain washes the flowers
and plants by sprinkling. The Scriptures
show that the divinely-appointed mode of
washing persons is by sprinkling, for
example: (Numbers8:7.) “Thus shalt
thou do unto them to cleanse them,
'Pn'nuam“”mwﬂnm ;n
and (Esekiel 86: 25:) *“ Then,”—when
Christ’s kingdom is set up—* will I
sprinkle clean water upon you and ye
shall be clean.” Thus does it appear ac-
cording to Schrevelius, as interpreted by
Oxford. etc., and by Webster, and by the
Scriptures, that not only lavo, but also
abluo includes “ sprinkle” among its
meanings, and that, therefore, it is mani-
fest that “sprinkle” is a meaning of the
Greek word baptizo.

We ocongratulate Mr. Hall, of Melvern
Square, on having such an abundance of
this world’s riches tbat he is willing, ap-
pereatly, to invest $500 in a few “old
books.” 'Wé have not the pleasure of an
scquaintance with Mr. Hall, and know
nothing of his babits, or of his tastes, be-
yond what the correspondence and the
advertisement at the head of this article
suggest. But we have a lot of “old
books,” some of which are “ rare ” enough,
and such, probably, as no resident of
Melvern Square has ever seen. If Mr.
Hall, or any other Melvern Square gentle-
man, “being desirous of obtaining a few
rare old books,” will bring us $500, we
will be open to a trade in Lexicons, and
some other “old books’’, that will be satis-
factory to one of the parties concerned, if
not to all of them.

‘We feel constrained, however, to suggest
to Mr. Hall, in a friendly way, that an in-
vestment in “old books” is nota very
remunerative speculation.

If there is & re"
sident Methodist minister in the same
locality, Mr. Hall may, probably, find in
the Methodist minister's library lexicons
that show an opposite teaching. Differ-
ent lexicons, like different theological
books, make the same word teach differ-
ent things. Lexicons are the fallible pro-
ductions of fallible men. The word of
God is sure and steadfast, abiding forever.
He who builds upon the word of God
builds wisely. He who builds upon lexi-
cons builds upon the shifting sand. New
editions of the lexicons are being brought
out continually. They must necessarily
be altered ; and mutilated; or, as the
title page of each altered volume says,
“improved,” to suit the demand. Pub-
lishers will not bring out large and ex-
pensive volumes without a fair prospect
that they will sell. Purchasers, belong-

One strong reason which leads ug
to assume that Grant will win in the com«
ing contest, is the fact that he is more
thoroughly misrepresented, more bitterly
denounced, and more persistently lied
sbout, than either of the other partieg
named. The Blaine party will makea
formidable showing in the Conventiog,
Blaine personally is a strong man, and
would make an admirable President. It
Grant should be defeated, it will be the
Blaine element that will drive him into
the background. In the event of such an
issue, it is scarcely probable that the
Grant followers will rally to Blaine’s sup-
port in sufficient numbers to give him the
nomination. In that case Sherman,
Washburne, or possibly even Edmunds,
may develop into the great hero of the
Republican party.

About fifty years before the Christian
era the Romans conquered Britian, and
beld it for 500 years. They brought
in the Latin langusage;‘ but few traces
of it now remain exeept in the names
of certain towns and cities.

Some words have sincé been lost, and
many have been added, but its grammar
has changed very little.  Our version
of the Bible, published in 1611, shows
what English thea was (and bad been
for fifty years or more), and has done
much to keep it from further change.

As a rule the most common words—
those that chiefly make up the language
of childhood and of every.day life—
are Saxon; and very manyof them are
words of ome syllable. In the inserip-
tion above, every monosyllable is Sax-
on, with Bosfon, grateful, and coming ;
the rest are French or Latin. In the
case of pairs of words having the same
meaning, one is likely to be Saxoa, the
other Classical. Thus happiness is
Saxon, felicity is French ; begin is Sax-
oo, commence is Freoch; freedom is
Saxon, liberty 18 French, etc. The
Saxon is often to be preferred, though
not always; but, as has been implied
above, if a short and simple word con-
veys our meaning, we should never put
it aside for a longer and less familiar
one. In such cases the chances are that
the former is Saxon, and the latter
Classical, Thus above, citizens, sacrifi-
ced, preserved, integrity, and erecled are
all Classical.
