THE GUARANTIED SURRENDER-VALUE
PLAN.

This plan seems to be fighting its w ay into favor, 
though it meets with opposition from the same 
persons who decried the non-forfeiture provisions, , 
the contribution plan and all the liberal features, 
wlioe> recent adoption has nude Life Assurance 
keep, pace with tBe virilization of the day. Mr. 
Sanford's last report speaks of it at the only com­
mendable feature introduced in the last year or so; 
p.ml the experience of several companies shows 
that its application is attended with very little 
trouble. Ten years ago there was no real need of 
thisetstcra, as the Ordinary Life Policy, which- 
has but little Surrender Value, was almost the only 
fiirm known ; but now Endqwmcnt and Limited 
Payment Polickies form the great bulk of the bu­
siness and as there are are many circumstances 
that might make it advisable or even necessary fc* 
people to surrender, it is very desirable that they 
should be assured a definite and equitable return 
for the large sums invested in Endowments or in 
paying up future premiums. The continuance of 
a g.iod income and a competence is but little more 
certain than life, and no good business man of 
moderate wialth would invest largely in bonds 
payable many years hence, and bearing no annual 
interest, unless fie were assured that they wo|ild 
have a fair market value meanwhile, so that he 
might sell them in case he should need ready mo­
ney ; yet this just is what mert of moderate incomes 
do!in taking à $10,000 ten yqar Endowment, with 
a premium of‘over $1,000 a year, willvoirly the 
promise of an “equitable" yalue on surrender— 
which equitable value is often found to be amaz­
ingly small. A Company rajo just ns safety pro­
mise to pay a certain surrender value at the end 
of a certain year, us-to p.-.V t}ie insurance at death 
or the end of the endowment period.; for unless 
tUe Conncmy is sure that it will theft hold suffi­
cient cash for the payment of the surrender value, 
it cannot be certain" that it will accumulate the 
reserve necessary to provide for the final payment 
of the policy. i v

As it therefore ran lie safely done, the ' 'omparies 
that promise àn equitable value ought t<i he will­
ing to guarantee some definite though maylie miui- 
mnm amount, so that the large proportion that 
will discontinue their .policj* s, may have seme 
knowledge of their value and be uneblr to say 
they have been unfairly diidt with, when they 
surrender. ,

“One of the greatest practical drawbacks to the 
noimlarity • of life insurance has been the dissp- 
MMntmrnt and dissatisfaction of retiring policy 
holders at the smallness of the snrtendrr vainc 
paid, even when the value was rcallv liberal. All 
this would haw been prevented by a distinct 
statement on the policy, in advance of the sum to 
be paid.

It may be objected by some officer* of companies 
that the valu.-a, which * company can afford to 
pay, wilt appear eo small, that applicants may de 
cline taking the policies sent them. This, how 
ever, lias not been fourni to he the fart in a single 
case,' though several thousand policies hare been 
issued with this feature ; and even if it were an 
oecasional result, it would be no valid argument 
against the plan, for surely no fair minded person 
would wish people to insure under misapprehen­
sion. As for the inconvenience of the plan, it ii 
found that the endorsement of the Values per 
thousand, for the first ten years, gives but little 
trouble, ai a policy-clerk can easily copy them 
into a policy in a few seconds ; and no good thing 
is attamable without labor.

How the value ahouhl be calculated, tt is not 
niv present purpose to state. Several able w riters 
—as Wright and Harvey—hsve treated the subject 
liberally and scientifically, as the reader may know- 
and 1 will onlv say, that there is one mode of cal 
culation that w entirely unjustifiable, though often 
practised, viz.: that of crediting the insured with 
his payments and charging him with the actual 
rate of expense experienced by the company each 
year hf was insured, and also with the cusfjof in 
surancë at the table rate, and from the resultant 
balance deducting a percentage for profit. Though 
this method may often give equitable résulta, it is 
incorrect, because it makes no allowance for the 
fact that the cx,i* nses are in a great measure de­
frayed by the gains from the forfeiture of policies, 
that are not kept up long enough to obtain a sur-
render value. , , .

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FINANCES OR UNTARK > AND Ql'EBEC.

We have l'clore ua etatuuiciiUi of the re­
ceipts anil expenditure of the Province# of 
Ontario and Quebec, which, enable one to 
form a very fair idea of their financial condi­
tion. It would be unfair to institute too 
close a comparison lietween the two provinces, 
for the reason that it is not definitely settled 
what portion of the debt of the late Province 
of Canada will have to be borne by each, and 
there are expenditures in Quebec to be pro­
vided for by tlie Government, which m Onta­
rio are met bjr local taxation. It appear* 
that the surplu» of debt (over and above the 
amount which the Dominion assumes) which 
Ontario and Quebec have to share, is about 
$10,500,000. The Ontario Treasiu er estimates 
that his Province will have to provide for 
about $5,833,3*$ (WKlis of the $10,500,000) 
of this, with Its annual burden of about 
$201,060.06 interest. According to the Que­
bec Treasurer, his Province will have to as­
sume $4,000,00» (4-9ths of the $10,500,000), 
c tiling for an unimsl payment of interest of

$230,000. The Quebecers say that Ontario 
Went into partnership with Quebec, id the 
old Union, with five or six milieus of liabi­
lities incurred for public impr ivimeiits, while 
their Province was almost shell y free from 
debt Although it is pretty definitely ascer­
tained how the Provinces stand, as regard the 
Dominion, it will bo a troublesome job to 
arrange as between the Province» themselves.

A Different financial jxiliilJ prevails in the 
two provinces. In Quebec there Is a disinclina­
tion to hoard money, while in Ontario econo­
my in studied and practiced. The Treasurer 
of the/onner argues that five ]ier cent in­
terest is not to be placed in comparison witli 
the great benefits which result to the oonntrv 
from investments in public wt>rki and iia- 
provewents. While the govèranient mat 
niake its five l*or cent, by hoagillng its sur­
plus in banks, it is jwssible for it to realise, 
indirectly, tenfold by opening up roads and 
developing the resources of the province. 
Some severe comparisons have been indulged 
in by the economical of Ontario, at the ex- 
pense of Quebec, but the QutVc Treasurer 
retorts by quoting, * There is wliich scatter- 
cth and yet increaseth, and there is which 
witliholdeth more than is inert and tend- 
eth t<> poverty.” The rcplj is not un­
fair. It is epritc piwdblc to lie unusually 
economical but it is also possible to lie un­
justly extravagant. Ours is a new country 
and we are 1 ioun<l ont of coiifideration for 
our interests, to ex ] km id the puldic money 
for the public benefit. It is ftdse ccomeny 
ft* a government to hoard for the sake of 
hoarding. The citizen may I* paying ten 
per cent for the money he has handed to the 
tax gatherer. a»d.if the state lemls it out at 
five jier cent somebody is the loner.

The total expenditure of OnAtrio from 1st 
July, 1807, to 31st December, 180'», is placed 
at $3,0o2,:$09, of which $485,919 was nr 
capital account, and .“2,590,449 on other 
accounts. While that lai-ge sum was siwnt, 
uo leas than 82,065,044 was iifvesteJ, ami a 
surplus of two millions is claimed after mak­
ing allowance for the mlgrest oh the iimre of 
the fiublic debt which falls to Hutari-i. This 
surplus is invested as follows:i-88.1O,(XX) in

From the above it will be seen that the 
Province of Ontario is in an excellent finan­
cial condition, while it is not so clear what 
position is to be assigned to (jutAcc. With 
the material available for reference we are at 
a loss for the cl de to the explanation of its 

•account*. This much we do think, however, 
that there is great' danger of its getting into 
a tight place. Its expenditure last ypar ex­
ceeded that of Ontario by about <$150,000 
while its revenues have already d>egun to 
diminish. A Montreal journal gives the fol­
lowing comparative statement of the public 
expenditure by the two provinces :

TI1E ASSESSMENT LAW.

After much discussion, tl e Ontario Assem­
bly have decided to amem l the Assessment 
Act in some iui{>ortnnt ;>arti mlara which were 
the subject of strong objec ion by the inter­
ests affected. Sub-section ; 5 of section 9 is 
amended so as to read—“So much of the 
personal property of any p< rs >n as is vested 
in mortgage upon land^or » due to him on 
account of the sale of laud, the fee or free­
hold of which is vested in liin, or is invested 
in the debentures of the Pi evince, or of any 
municipal corporation ther eof, and such de­
bentures, end»<» much of the ptmoruilproptiiy 
of any person as is in vest c< in any company 
incorporated fur tho purpose of lending 
money on tlie security of ; eal estate. Pro­
vided this should not exempt the interest or 
dividend derived from sue! investments."

By the last clause, building societies arc 
placed on an equality with individuals in re­
spect of their mortgage». The taxation will 
bc.on the dividends, and the shareholders will 
pay tlie municipality in which they reside.
