DESTITUTE BLIND IN CHINA

FOREIGNERS’ EFFORTS TO IMPROVE
CONDITIONS
CVHINA swarms with paupers, and

/ amongst them all the unfortunate
blind stand at the bottom of the scale.
The country has not yet reached that
stage of progress which provides volumi-
nous documentary and statistical evidence
of poverty, and thus, while the pitiable
condition of the blind is familiar to all,
only a guess can be made at their number.
The startling estimate is given that of all
the blind people in the world, China has
at least - one-third, her proportion being
given as one in 400—a million among four
hundred millions. Except for work done
on behalf of the blind by a few foreigners,
the condition of the destitute blind has
until recently been utterly disregarded
alike by the Chinese people and the Gov-
ernment, except that they, have come in
for a meagre share of charity; and it
never seems to have entered the Chinese
mind that the blind might be gathered
together, edueated, and taught to earn
their own living. The notion that they
might learn to read and write has seemed
to them fantastic. Little or nothing has
been done towards the prevention and
cure of blindness.

The subject is dealt with in an interest-
ing paper read by Mr. G. B. Fryer, of
Shanghai, at a recent convention of the
American Association of Instructors of
the Blind, held .at Berkeley, California.
His description of the condition of the
blind in China was by no means exagger-
ated. The indigent blind are considered
to be in the lowest class among paupers,
and therefore entitled only to a small
share of alms. There is a rough and

Canton, where they get a hovel rent free
in the “ blind village,” and perhaps a dol-
lar or two monthly. There are guilds
in Shanghai and Hankow which, for a
small fee, train-men and boys to become
singers and fortune tellers. The fate of
blind girls is extremely wretched, most
of them being pua:hased by a disreputable
class of women.
THE FIRST ATTEMPT TO ORGANIZE
THE BLIND

The first recorded attempt to organize
the blind, says Mr. Fryer, was made by
Dr, Gutzlaff in 1840, when he rescued six
blind slaves at Canton and taught them
English. Two of them are still at Phila-
delphia Institution, where they were sent
to be educated, and another, who was
named Agnes Gutzlaff, for many - years
kept a small school in Shanghai. In 1845
industrial work for the blind was begun
on a small scale in Shanghai by British
and American missionaries. At first the
old men and women were violently op-
posed to the idea of doing simple work
such as knitting, making straw rope, etc.,
and it was some time - before they could
appreciate the moral value of such em-
ployment. Now there are a dozen schools
for the blind in various parts of the coun-
try, some being maintained by foreign
endowments and others by local subscrip-
tions and the sale of work done by the
blind.

Instruction is generally given in litera-
ture, music and light industries, and as
far as possible the course of education
prescribed by the Board of Education at
Peking is followed. The blind are taught
to make matting, bamboo wares, string,
fancywork, knitting, etc. Physical exer-
Cises were at first very unpopiilar, but
now—as with most other foreign
* fashions "—they have come "distinctly
into favour. The Braille system’ is_now
in general use, and young and old learn
to read and write easily.

The first school for the Chinese blind
was established by Mr. ‘Andrew - Murray,
an agent for the Bible Society, at Peking
in 1876. ~Mr. Murray then invented a
numerical system of using the Braille dots
to rep: t Chi ds, and this
system is still in use. ~ From this school
over 100 blind teachers and evangelists
have been sent out to work in various
parts of the country. There are mnow

NEW BRUNSWICK CROPS

St. John, N. B.,—Mr. J. B. Daggett, the
Secretary of Agriculture has furnished
the Board of Trade with the following
review of the crop conditions in New
Brunswick:—

“ With the exception of the turnip crop,
the harvest in the province has been
pretty well gathered. On the whole it is
a very satisfactory one. The season has
been somewhat difficult for the farmers,
because of the excessive wet weather and
unusual frosts.

The hay crop throughout the province
is over the average of the last several
years. In the county of Carleton in some
localities it is short owing to the extreme
cold in the month of May, but in York,
Sunbury, Kings, Kent and Westmorland
counties the shortage is more than made
up. There will be sufficient for local con-

port.

The oat crop is a very satisfactory one,
being, twenty-five. per. cent./
farger than last year and the yield per
acre fully ten per cent greater, with the
exception of the North Shore counties
where it is below the average.

In wheat,, there was an increase of
twenty-five per cent, sown over the prev-
ious year, and the yield.is excellent.

The acreage in turnips is about equal
to previous years, and the harvest will be
a splendid one.

Barley and peas are not generally raised
in the province, but the acreage is about
the same as usual, with good returns.

The potato crop is about fifty per cent.
short of last year. Thisis accounted for
by the fact that the fertilizer used this
year was not up to the standard in Potash
and the potatoes are not as large as usual.

acreage planted. The very showery
weather in the month of August, followed
by extreme heat, caused the plants to
blight, with the result that there is con-
siderable rot. The outlook is that the
prices will be good for clean stock, and
the sum total of receipts from the potato
crop will be much in excess of last year
and much more profitable even with the
small harvest.

There was an increased acreage sown
to buckwheat, butthe frosts of August
damaged the crop seriously and there will
be considerable shortage.

Apples are fully fifty per cent. short of
last year. This is accounted for by the
cold weather during the period when thé

TRAFALGAR DAY
i

r¥N0-DAY is the 110th anniversary of

l the most outstanding event in British
history, the Battle of Trafalgar, which
was fought on the 21st October, 1805, and
resulted in a British victory, annihilating
for a time the French and Spanish flegts,
relieving England of fear of invasion, and
placing the British navy in a position of
incontestable superiority which it has
ever since continued to hold. ~

Admiral Horatio Nelson, on the flagship
Victory, was in command of ;the British
fleet; whilerthe French *fleetwas in com-
mond of Admiral Villeneuve, on the
Bucentaure. The Spanish ships, under
command of Admiral Gravina, took little
part in the fight, and most of them fled
for safety to Cadiz. The story.is familiar
to all, and need not be repeated here.
About noon on the memorable day Nelson
was mortally wounded by a musket ball.

Let every British subject take to heart
to-day the parole which Nelson signalled
to the fleet before the battle :

« ENGLAND ExpeCTs THAT EVERY MAN
WwiLL Do His Dury.”

PROGRESS OF THE WAR
it
[October 1% to October 18]

rj “HE past week has been an eventful

l one in the annals of the war, especi-
ally so from the fact of Bulgaria having
become a belligerent therein ; and, except-
ing only in Serbia, the results of the
week’s hostilities were eminently satis-
factory to the Allies.

In the western arena, in spite of terrific
attacks by the Germans, the Allies were
able to hold the ground previously taken
in Champagne, Argonne and Artois, and
to make some further ingportant gains.
In the Vosges success alternated during
the week, but the week’s close- left the
balance in favor of the Allies. Nothing
in any way decisive, however, occurred in
any part of the western battlefront.

In the East the Russians have more
than held their own; and excepting only
in the extreme north, they were every-
where on the offénsive throughout the
whole line, from the north to the border
of Rumania. Russian reports speak of
the capture of many German and Aus-
trian prisoners, guns and munitions. .1t
is therefore more than ever evident that
Russia is again able to oppose whatever
forces the Central European Powers may
bring against hey. Already, it is said, the
German generals operating against the
Russians are demanding reinforcements
from Berlin; and, in view of events in
other quarters, it may be the case that
the required reinforcements are difficult
to obtain.

Scarcely any news transpired during the
week, of the cperations in the Caucasus
and on the Gallipoli Peninsula. In the
latter battlefront it would seem that the
difficulties to be overcome by the Allies
may be such as to lead to an abandon-
ment of the present operations. What
may give some credence to this view of
the situation is the fact that Gen. Sir Ian
Hamilton has gone to London to report,
and the command of the allied land forces
has been transferred to Maj.-Gen. C.. C.
Monro.

The week appears to have resulted suc-
cessfully for the Italians in their attacks
on Austrian strongholds. On the 17th it
was announced that they had taken
Pregasina, to the' west of Lake Grada;
and as they had previously taken and
held Roveredo, on the east of the Lake,
the town of Riva, at the head of the Lake,
was threatened. Operations against
Gorizia were prosecuted with vigor, and
the long-expected fall of that stronghold
seemed imminent.

The outstanding feature of the week
was the actual participation in the war
by Bulgaria, on the side of the Teutonic
powers. This created no surprise, though
the fact has probably changed altogether
the plans of campaign of both beligerents.
Bulgaria’s first act of hostility was to
attack Serbia, Without waiting to make
a formal declaration of war, Bulgarian
troops advanced on Serbian territory, and
reached poiuts threatening the railway
between Nish and Salonika; and they
also crossed the Serbian boundary further
to the North, in an attempt to cut off
communication . with [Rumania, and to

effect a junction with the Austro-German
forces which were attacking Serbia on
the north and north-west. Thus the little
kingdom of Serbia was hard-pressed on
nearly every side; but they have been
fighting with such stubborness, determ-
ination and heroism as to arouse the ad-
miration even of their foes. Succor is
gradually coming to them by means of
the Anglo-French troops slowly advancing
from Salonika. At the close of the week
the outlook for the relief of Serbia was
brighter, for it was reported that the
Allies’ troops had occupied Strumitza in
Bulgaria, and had landed at Enos, the
port recently ceded by Turkey to Bulgaria.

‘The activity of the German submarines
‘continued throughout the week and ac-
counted for a number of victims, but little
or no loss of life resulted. But Germany
did not enjoy a monopoly of submarine
warfare, for British submarines were most
active in the Baltic, and destroyed a large
number of German cargo vessels, torpedo
boats and destroyers, and at least one
transport carrying troops ~all of whom
were said to be lost. ‘The British have
thus been able effectively to blockade all
German ports. :

‘One of the outstanding horrors of the
week was another zeppelin faid on the
London area and places in Surrey and
Kent, which resulted in killing 55 people,

of whom 14 were women. and childron;

and in_wounding 114, of whom 37 were

damage done no account is forthcoming,
but it was said not to be serious.

During the week a success of the Anglo-
French troops in the Cameroons was
reported, bringing the final resistance of
the Germans in that colony nearer to its
close.

The definite entrance of Bulgaria into
the war has by no means settled the Bal-
kan embranglement, the ultimate attitude
of Greece and Rumania> being still in
doubt. Perhaps the coming week may
determine this matter also. i
Political events of consequence affecting
the Quadruple Entente developed during
the week, the most important of which,
perhaps, was the resignation of Delcassé,
the French foreign minister. The resign-
ation indicated some difference of opinion
within the French cabinet as to the con-
duct of the war and the diplomacy dis-
played in connexion with the Balkan
States. The resignation of Sir Edward
Carson, attorney-general, also indicated a
similar dissension within the British
cabinet. Sir Edward Grey's reply in the
House of Commons to the criticisms on
himself and the conduct of the Foreign
Office, failed to be fully convincing, even
the Manchester Guardian, a warm sup-
porter of the Asquith government and of
Sir Edward Grey himself, expressed the
opinion that the Foreign Secretary’s ex-
planation was unsatisfactory and inade-
quate, The elections in South Africa are
also furnishing another illustration of the
difficulties with which the*Empire bas:to'
contend, within as well‘as without. = .,
The most momentous question of the’
hour is the need of more recruits.  Kit-
chener wants 3,000,000 more men. Where
are they to come from ? According to the
official figures, given elsewhere in this
issue, only about 2 per cent. of the popu-
lation of Canada have enlisted for over-
seas service In this an adequate propor-
tion? There is no doubt of the need of
more men. Why are the men not forth-
coming? Each man capable of bearing
arms, and not otherwise engaged in the
service of his country, must answer these
questions for himself.

SALT FISH

“Business is pretty good. There is no
real change in the market; there are
some soft spots, and some places holding
firm. If the soft spots last long enough,
of course it will make a change, not other-
wise. And we hope they won't last.”
This was what a sound salt fish man here
said this week.

All kinds of stockfish seem to be scarcer
than they have ever been before, and
prices are said to be simply enormous.
Shortage of supply of ‘all grades of stogk-
fish, and very high prices this season, is
the certain outlook.

“Steady trade. Not at all. Market
pretty firm.” That is what the head of a
notable salt-fish house here had to say
late this week.

As to codfish, a large New York handler
said the other day: “Advices indicate that
practically all the excessive lots on coast
here reported a few weeks ago have been
cleared up. What is left, it seems, are
inferior lots. This has a tendency to de-
moralize the market. The inside market,
however, is strong. Big buyers all claim
the market is firm. Good fish cleaned up.
I really think the codfish market is
stronger. Foreign demand is good.
Greece and Italy and all those fellows
want fish,”— Fishing Gazette.

NEW COMMISSION QN RESOURCES

OF CANADA
e

Ottawa, Oct. 17.—The Government ap-
pointed on Saturday last a new commis-
sion, whose duties will be ta take stock of
Canapian natural resources, and to inves-
tigate and report such problems as those
of rail and water transportation, and
marketing, immigration, increased pro-
duction, the placing of soldiers after the
war, co-operative systems, farmers’
credits, unemployment, etc. It is, in
short, a general purpose comimission,
which is called upon to solve nearly all
the problems now before the gnvernment.

Senator Lougheed, leader of the govern-
ment in the senate, will be chairman of
the new commission, with the following
other gentlemen as members: St. J. B.
Rowland, of Montreal; Wm. Smith, M. P
for South Ontario; Dr. J. G. Rutherford,
formerly dominion veterinary general and
lately with the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company; J. C. Watters, president of the
Trades and Labor Congyess; William
Warrell, of Victoria; G. A. Hopkins, of
Moose Jaw; -J. W, Flavelie; of Toronto;
and Senator W. B. Ross, of)h)va Scotia.

W. J. Black, formerly principal of the
Manitoba Agricultural College, has been
appointed secretary to the commission.
| The commission was promised to a
delegation of mayors and reeves from
"different parts of the Dominion, which
came to the capital last June asking that
something be done to relieve the unem-
ployment situation. The appointment of
a commission to consider the question
and report at an early date was recom-
]mended before leaving for England last
! August.
| Sir Robert Borden issucd a memoran-
-‘dum stating that a commission would be
{ appointed with the enlarged powers men-
i tioned above. When the Prime Minister
i returned he stated that the late Sir Wm.
iVanHorne had been chosen as the head
i of the commission, but that his illness
| had delayed its formation, Sir William’s
| death occurred shortly after the Premier’s
i return.

The new commission will have power
to appoint sub-committees, and to sum-
mon and employ experts on
problems.

‘*CITY OF SLEEP.”

Only a leaf, but it speakes to me
Of a soul as pure as the souls above,
Only a leaf, but a history
It breathes in my .ear of saintly love.
Only a leaf. To my dim eyes ¥
It doth a chamber of death recall.
And a far-away graveyard where slum-
bering lies.
One that was childhood’s all in all.

N these words, H. L. Spencer, poet,

journalist and man of letters, wrote
of his mother, who was little more than
a childhood memory; and yesterday his
great soul passed over the Great Divide to
the “ City of Silence and Etérnal Peace.”

The end came in a private ward at the
General Public Hospital. He was 86 years
of age.

On Wednesday night of last week he
was stricken with paralysis and was re-
moved next day from the home of Miss
Wilson, 173 City Lane, West St. John,
where he lived, to the hospital. He was
never able to talk rationally after the
stroke, and sank gradually to the peaceful

.end which came yesterday.- Prior to this
last illness, though growing fecbler all the
time, he had been able to move about the
house and on fine days to sit out on the
verandah of Miss -Wison's-cottage, and
was also able to read the papers during
the brighest part of the day. Many
throughout the province, who have read
and valued his writings, will learn with
regret of his death, but will be glad to
know that his closing years were brighten-
ed by the sympathy of steadfast friends.
His tall form was familiar to a former
generation in St. John, but very few of his
friends of those years are now alive.

H. L. Spencer was born at Castleton,
Vermont, on April 28, 1829, and received
his education and spent his early years
there. For a time he taught school and
later was engaged in commercial pursuits,
his business taking him to the southern
states before the war, and to the maritime
provinces and Newsoundland during the
latter part of the war.

He began to write in the early forties,
his work appearing in the Knickerbocker,
Sartiain’s and Graham'’s Magazines. Later
he wrote for the New York 7ribune and
Post and the Boston Journal, and became
editor of the Hdrald in Rutland, Vermont,
in 1850. i

In 1863 Mr. Spencer came to St. John
and entered business here, also editing
The Maritime Monthly. Afterwards he
became a valued member of the staffs of
the St. John Telegraph and the Sun, and
later of the Record and the Gazette, cor-
responding also for other papers.

Although much of Mr. Spencer’s best
work was contributed to the newspapers
and not preserved in other form, he pub-
lished a booklet of poems in 1848; “Sum-
mer Saunterings Away Down East,” 1850 ;
“A Song of the Years and a Memory of
Acadia,” 1889; a small volume of poems
at a later period, and “The Fugitives, a
Sheaf of Verses,” 1909.

Mr. Spencer was personally acquainted
with Ralph Waldo Emerson, Nathaniel
Hawthorne, and several of their famous
literary contemporaries in New England.
He was a classmate of Henry Cabot
Lodge, Redfield Proctor, and others who
became prominent in public life. He also
corresponded at intervals for many years
with Elbert Hubbard, the famous writer
and lecturer, who was one of the victims
of the Lusitania tragedy. The Montreal
Standard during the last two years pub-
lished many of Mr. Spencer’s poems.

After giving up newspaper work Mr.
Spencer went to Whitehead, Kings County,
to the home of an old -friend, John Ed-
wards, and opened ‘there a little store,
which he conducted for several years
There was very- little trade, but it kept
his active mind . partially occupied. He
also wrote at intervals during that period
a series of short sketches for the Evening
Times. These, under the heading, the
Ingle Nook Philosopher of Kennebecasis
Bay, were read with universal interest,
not only for their quaint - fancies and wise
reflections, but for their fine literary
quality. The birds, the trees, the flowers,
the children,—Nature in all her moods,—
furnished material which his lively im-
agination used with good-effect to embel-
ish a story, present a word picture, or
point a moral.

But some five years ago his physical
weakness became such that the little
store had to be closed, and Mr. Spencer
returned to the city. Kind friends have
since ministered to his comfort as he
grew more feeble, and the newspaper
men of the city, the Women’s Canadian
Club, and others, have given him on more
than one occasion tangible proofs of their
regard and their recognition of his poetic
genius. The Women’s Canadian Club and
their president, Mrs. E. Atherton Smith,
were specially kind to the poet during the
last three years, and their generous ap-
preciation was a great joy to him. = Mrs.
Smith hastened to his bedside the morn-
ing she heard of the fatal stroke, and has

also visited.him at the hospital, doing all{

possible for his comfort. - At the hospital
he was tenderly cared for by the nurses,
and visited by a few old -friends, but. he
was never fully conscious long enough to
converse rationally. .
Mr. Spencer leaves no relatives in St
John. His wife and son are buried in
Rutland, Vermont. He had also a daugh-
ter, but for many years has had no know-

ledge of her whereaboutsi or whether she’

were living or dead. He had a few cor-
respondents, whose regular or occasional
letters cheered his later days. One of
these was in Montreal, one in Calgary,
one in Chicago, one in Los Angeles, one
in Castleton, Vt., one in Newport, N. H.,
and one in Japan.

Miss Ellen Mackubin, authoress, daugh-
ter of the late Charles Nicholas Mackubin
of Annapolis—one of the early founders
of St. Paul, Minn., and of his wife Ellen
M. Fay, of Boston, died after a lingering
iliness at Jefferson Hospital, Roanoke,
Va., October 2.

Miss Mackubin was a woman - of rare
charm and intellect, and a great traveller.
Her youth was spent alternately in St,
Paul and in the cities of Europe, especial-
ly in Florence, Italy, where Mrs. Macku-
bin lived with her children for some
years after her husband’s death, and
where Miss Ellen, the oldest daughter,
was a favorite in the Italian society.

Miss Mackubin’s short stories appeared
throughout a score of years in the princi-
pal magazines of the United States, sever-~
al having been translated into French,
{talian and German magazines. Her only
book, “ The King of the Town,” was pub-
lished in 1898 and was splendidly reviewed.
