Although FinalOrder Ha
Not Been Fortified
By Signatures.

[By Special Wire to The Courier]
TORONTO, March 18.—While the
purchase agreement between the
Grand Valley Railway has not been
forfeited by the final order of the
court, and signed by all the parties
interested, Mr. Justice Middleton has
approved of the terms, with some

miner amendments, and the date of
Brantford ratepayers’ vote has been
set.

The last and binding document is
being engrossed, and notwithstand-
ing the alleged discovery of addition-
al assets, the City will acquire the
Grand Valley’s assets, exclusive of
the Woodstock, Thames Valley and
Ingersoll Line, at the figure given,
and under the conditions already set
for, subject of course to the Brant-
ford voters and the Ontario Legisla-
ture. No opposition is expected from
either.

“What if the receiver or some
other party were to object and the
sale fall through, what would be the
city’s position,” The Courier asked
to-day. “Such a contingency is im-
probable,” was the answer, “but the
city, I should think would ask the
court to give effect, to the Judg-
ment held by the Municipality.” The
committee appointed by the Bond-
holders of the Grand Valley is said
to be somewhat displeased with the
two things. Ofe is the fixing of the
receiver’'s remuneration at, it is re-
ported, $11,000, The other is the ap-
plication by the majority bond hold-
ers of the Woodstock, Thames Val-
ley and Ingersoll Railway, in which
the Grand Valley owns the equity of
redemption for the appointment of J.
G. Wallace as trustee of the Waod-
stock-Ingersoll road. The Bondhol-
ders committee says it ought to have
been censulted as an interested party.

As to the Woodstock-Ingersoll mo-
tion, counsel for the Bondholders
committee has drawn the Courts at-
tention to the Committee’s point of
view, which is that the committee
should have been notified and that
the costs threaten to be excessive. It
is altogether likely therefore, that
when the Woodstock-Ingersoll mat-
ter comes up again on Wednesday of
next week, the Grand Valley bond-
holders committee will submit its side
of the case. The committee was not
represented yesterday. The Bond-
holders of the Woodstock, Thames
Valley and Ingersoll Railway or most
of them were present by counsel, but
the counsel for the Grand Valley
bondholders committee says he knew
nothing of the proceeding to appoint
a trustee until he saw the newspaper
reports.

The City of Brantford is not in-
terested in the Woodstock-Thames
Valley and Ingersoll end of the con-
troversy, but the Grand Valley bond-
holders declare that they are vitally
concerned.

In short, this is Friday the thir-
teenth, and the Grand Valley case
does not wane in human interest,
even though the Brantford end draws
to a close.

federation. In the debate which
sued Mr. W. TF. Cockshutt,

nade the following speech:

The matter which the hon. mem]!
for Rouville (Mr. Lemieux) 3
brought to the attention of the House
is certainly deserving of careful con
sideration It goes without saying
that the fiftieth anniversary of the
Confederation of the Canadian prov-
inces should be celebrated in some
fitting manner, and the hon. member
for Rouville deserves the thanks of
the House for having brought the
matter to our attention. His further
suggestion, however, that the celebra-
tion should take the form of an inter
national exhibition, is a matter that
will require very careful considera-
tion In the remarks, of my hon.
friend in this regard I did not detect
quite as much enthusiasm as I havt
observed in his remarks upon subjects
of lesser importance on previous o
casions. 1 do not suppose we arc
justified in saying that this was be
cause of a lack of sympathy, but he
certainly did not express himself as
emphatically upon the idea of an 1n
ternational exhibition as I think he
should do if he believes that that 1s
the best way of celebrating the fiftietl
anniversary of Canadian Confedcra
tion.

Mr. Lemieux—The main object of
my resolution is to commemorate the
semi-centennial of the Canadian Con
federation. It is suggested that it
should be commemorated by an inter
national or universal exposition; of
course, I await the judgment of the
Government on that point.

Mr. Cockshutt—I quite understand
the position of the hon. gentleman. |
would point out, however, that, in re
spect of cost the matter of an inter-
national exposition is one of very seri
ous importance Having regard to

the international exhibitions that have |

been held on this continent during the
last thirty or forty years, what is the
financial experience of the cities in
which they have been held and of the
communities that have had to pay for
them? I think the hon. member for
Rouville will agree that if an interna-
tional exhibition is to be held, it must
be a good one, and one worthy of this
country. Look at the history of the
exhibition that was held at Chicago,
in connection with which, I believe,
millions of dollars were sunk, never
to be recovered. The (‘(pcrivn\‘c 't
3uffalo was very similar, and the same
may be said of St. Louis and other
cities in which such exhibitions have
been held. It is hardly to be expected
that the Dominion of Canada could
make a paying enterprise out of an
international exhibition. In the first
place, the Government would have to
come down with a good round sum—
1 hvfimtv to name the amount with-
out further consideration, but it would
have to be a large sum. Further, a
contribution from the Dominion Gov-
erfiment would not be sufficient to
make such an exhibition successful;
it would have to be backed up by the
people of Canada; the producers of
Canada in all lines—in the mines, the
farms and the forests—who send ex-
hibits on such occasions would all
have to make some personal sacrifice
in order to make such an exhibition
the success it should be, :

It is hardly necessary that I should
enter into all the details to, which my
hon, friend referred with regard to
the location of such an exhibition, but
that would also be a very important
matter, and one that would have a
great deal to do with the success of
the project. The hon. gentleman read
several letters showing that certain
cities throughout the Dominion of
Canada were ready and willing to ac-
cept the responsibility of holding the
fair. But it must be borne in mind
{hat any city in which such an exhibi-
tion is held must have more hotel ac-
commodation than many of these cit-
ies have. It would have to be a large
city: I do not know whether the hon.
member for Queens, Prince Edward
Island (Mr. McLean), has one big
enough or not; I am a little doubtful
whether he has, but, in any casg,
there are only four or five cities in
the Dominion of Canada that c yuld
furnish anything like the accommoda-
tion that would be required if the pub-
lic of all nations were invited. It is
eviden: to everyone that the hotel ac-
commodation in such a centre would
have to be the very best. In that re-
spect I think the city of Toronto has
lmore to commend it than any other
I'mty. It would take a fairly good in-
iturn;niunu] exhibition to beat the one
that is held in Toronto every year,
and surely, if the Dominion of Can-
l;nl;l is to go into the exhibition busi-

ness., it must do something which
will exceed the results which are ac-
lm.mplw:hvrl by any one city. The ex-
|hibition which is held at Toronto is
looked upon as one of the very finest
annual exhibitions in the whole world

KINGSTON CRIME

Temperate, Intemperate and Abstain-
ers Number About the
Same.

(By Special Wire to The Courler]

KINGSTON, Ont., March 13.—An
interesting document is the annual_re-
port of the penitentiary just publish-
ed. 1t shows that among its inmates
are 48 persons sent up for life, of
whom two are females. The total
number of inmates is 516, including
11 women. The nationalities of the
prisoners aré¢ as follows:

Canadians 305, English 55 Wales
2. Scotland 11, Ireland 22, France 3,
Sweden 1, United States 51, Italy 34,
Austria 10, India 1, Germany 5, Rus-
sia 7, Turkey 1, Denmark 1, Australia
2. Greece 1, Newfoundland 1.

“Toronto the Good” contributes the
largest number of inmates, 90 having
been sent from there, which is more
than any two whole counties.  Ac-
cording to social relations, 193 are
married, 8 are widowers, and 315 are
single. Six prisoners are over 70
vears of age, while 36 are under 20.

" (lassified according to habits, 184
are vefy temperate, 118 are total ab-
stainers and 206 are intemperate. This
portion of the return is regarded as
remarkable in the light of the oft-
repeated statement that drink is the
cause of so much crime. The return
showing the scholastic attainments of
the prisoners shows that 444 men and
2 women can read and write well; 60
men and nine women are wholly illit-
erate, and one male prisoner can read
only.

In the list of occupations nearly
every trade and profession is repre-
sented, there being even a newspaper
reporter.

There are 42 farmers, 24 clerks, 21
last figures are remarkable when com-
pared with the small percentage of
the total population which cooks
form.

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Consequently There Was a
Fire Alarm Turned in
This Morning.
