| bunks. Kits were unpacked and due

préparations made for the voyage. A
number of the boys “broke lines”
against orders and made for refrésh-
ment booths of various kinds, ‘but
were soon rounded un by a detail
made for the purpose, and as a result
many done extra ‘“fatigue” duty, such
as scrubbing decks, etc. The “Lauren-.
tic,” which was the boat we thad the
good fortune to make passage in,
is considered one of the best and
speediest of the entire fleet, and
everything within the bounds of pos-
sibility was done for the comfort of

3 the boys. A number of the crew were

S. A. veterans, and many of them
will enlist in their old regiments for
ac_tive service again, as the transports
will now be used for the carrying of
foodstuffs, etc. Too much thanks can-
not be extended to Mr. Harry Pritch-
ard, Chief Steward, and Mr. Hughes,
second steward, whom the boys swear
by. Their cameras and rather "exten-
sive kibrary were at the service of all
and his kindness was surely taken ad-
vantage of. = There was little or no
drill aboard ship owing to lack of
space, but physical exercises were al-
ways indulged in for a couple of
hours each day, beside fire and life-
boat drills. The two latter came at
any unexpected time, both day and
night, but were enjoyed for all that.
The “dry canteen” aboard, though on-
ly open for a few hours each day, did
an enormous business at the usual top
notch prices. From the commence-
ment of the voyage it was a matter of
conjecture as to our objective point,
but as we were sailing under sealed
orglers no one knew; however many
opinions were advanced. It was not
until we were almest within sight of
land that the news was bulletined,
which tended to satisfy the curiosity
of the men. The entire trip was one
of the most delightful imaginable, Out
of the entire 22 days aboard ship,
from leaving Quebec until anchoring
at Devonport, two were all but per-
fect. During the morning of Thursday,
Oct. 8, the wind blew a slight gale,
which had a téndency to cause some
of the boys to seek refuge in their
bunks, but they quickly became quite
fit again with the return of fine wea-
ther. The Laurentic travelled at slow
speed out of Quebec and proceeded
to the mouth of the St. Lawrence
river, where anchor was dropped on
the morning of Saturday, Sept. 26.
Here she was joinéd by five other
transports and two cruisers. All dur-
ing the day supply ships were busily
engaged unloading their. cargoes on
the transports.

This was due, owing to the lack of
room at the Quebec docks for any
large number of boats. The next stop

was made at Cape Brace, where we
{anchored Sunday

I morning. Here
eight more transports joined the little
fleet, amid the cheers of the men al-
ready on the scene, In single column,
the boats proceeded at 4 p.m. the same
day, the objective point being Gaspee
Bay, where anchor was dropped Wed-
nesday, Sept. 30. The fleet lay in
Gasper Bay four days, during which
time all the boats were painted a dark
grav, making them as nearly as pos-
sible the color of the water. As the
weather was fine and duties light the
men enjoyed the novelty of jelly fish-
inr while in the bay, and found it a
pdifficult but exciting sport. During
the wait in Gasper Bay transports and
cruisers arrived daily, until in all, 32
transports, 5 cruisers, and 2 battle-
ships were fleeted together. It was
certainly a magnificent sight and one
to be long remembered. '

Pennants flew, bugles sounded and
amid loud cheers the signal was given
and anchors were raised at 4 p.m.
Saturday, Oct. 3. The fleet was at
last on its way to England, and every-
one was in high good humer. - The
trip was made without a mishap other
than a man falling overboard off the
top deck of the Royal George. The
water was quite calm, and as boafs
were gquickly lowered, he was rescued
withont difficulty. Boxing bouts and
musical concrts helped the boys to
put in the time. There were a num-

All the boats in our
line belong to the C. P. R. and Allan
line and they all belong to London,
and we are almost certain that we are
going to London to disembark, but
nobody is certain. I guess by the time
you get this, there will be about forty
thousand rumors about us and I sup-
pose you will begin to wonder what
has happened to us, but we are still
alive and kicking and we will con-
tinue to kick too,

At last-we have sighted land. Even
now we are not certain as to what
land it is, but we know we are in the
English Channel and we know that
it must be the south coast of Eng-
land. They say that we have just
passed: Eddystone lighthouse, but I
didn’t see it. We seem to be heading
right up channel and a lot of
the bhoats have left wus, but
there are still 15 of us.

Wednesday Evening.

We have just pulled into Plymouth
Sound past the Eddystone lighthouse,
and some of the boats have gone
right in, so that I quite expect that
we shall disembark here. It is all ex-
ditement aboard to-night - and’ we
have got our orders as to dress, etc.,
on landing.

Thursday, Oct. 15th.

At last our journey is ended as far
as the boat can take us, but we don’t
know where we are going when we
land. It was a prett sight this morn-
ing as e came down the sound to the
harbor. Every boat was blowing its
whistle and we were so close to land
at times that-people on shore were
shouting and asking who we were, so
I suppose they don’t know in England
that we are here yet. All along the
shore is lined with forts and tents,
yand thousands of troops stood on the
hills waving to us. As we passed the
training ship M.M.S. Impregnable,
all the boys swarmed the riging and
shouted till they were hoarse, Ther:
was dome dfference in the send-off we
had from Quebec and the reception we
have had so far, and we have not seen
.any people yet, to speak of. At Que-
bec there was not .a cheer nor a
kerchief waved, and most of the men
ware more or less disgusted. We ex-
pect to land pretty soonand I will be
glad when we know where we are
going to. Last night we nearly got into
a serious collision. We were coming
down the sound, and another troop-
ship came for us stréight amidships,
The managed to turn her off, but even
then she scraped our bows, but no
damage was. done. :

We are still Iying in the habor; just
outside Devonport Dockyard, and wz
are just about getting sick of i “We
have have ‘been here since.

Troops Arrived—A Glori-
ous Sight.

The following letter dated on board
the Holland-American. liner the New
Amsterdam, from Dover, England,
Oct. 15th, 1914, has been received in
the city from Dr. Charles Hartley.
The doctor, who is a prominent den-
tist in Berlin, Germany, spent the
summer in Brantford with his parents
here. A cable receivad last week an-
nounced his safe arrival in Berlin.

Dover England,
Nieuw Amsterdam, Oct. 15th, 1914

Can you imagine anything worse
than being held in a port (Plymouth)
for seven days, with nothing to do but
walk the deck, within half a mile of a
beautiful golf.. course with people
playing on it every day, and not al-
lowed to leave the ship. Such was
may fate. I thought perhdps you would
be interested to know that I saw the
Canadian boys come into port. It was
a glorious sight, ship after ship pass-
ed us. 1 was near enough to read the
names of the following: Montreal,
Carmania, Winnipeg, Magantic, Fran-
conia, Royal Edward, Strathcona,
Canada Laurentic, Royal George, Vir-
ginia, Lapland, Ivernia, Corinthian,
Alaunia. There were ten more, but
I could not make out the names. Then
I counted five war vessels. Every few
moments you could hear cheers from
one or more of the boats. They seem-
ed very enthusiastic about landing;
the bands were ‘playing “The Maple
Leaf Forever.” '

It was reported that there were
70,000 soldiers in Plymouth, I suppose
waiting for the transport® ships, which
means that the Canadians will not go
to the front immediately.

Every . ship is held and examined.
England is not allowing one atom of
anything fo go into Germany. While
we were. at Plymouth ship after ship
was brought in and held.

We left Plymouth yesterday and
this miorning .wé were held up here.
We expect to land in Rotferdam this
evening. This letter goes by Holland
boat to New York and may take some
time to reach you. '

A curious story recently received
from Villers Coterets tells of a. new
attemnt and novel one by the Ger-
mans torget the range in their ar-
tillery fire.

Whipping
out his revolver the Briton killed two
of the Geimans and the third = sur-
rendered. They had a telephone with
them, connected with wire with their
camp. The length of the wire paid
out gave the range, of course, for the
gunners.

At Swansea, M. Thoreau, a profes-
sor at Louvain University, who, . it
was reported, was shot by the Ger-
man troops in view of his wife, is
to-day alive and well, although he has
passed through some harrowing 'ex-
periences, according to a letter re-
ceived here by a cousin.

Thoreau wrote that he had been
singled out by the Germans because
he had openly expressed sympathv
with the French. He said that a child
was born to his wife on the day the
Germans entered the town and that
he and his brother carried her and
the baby into the cellar of the house
on a mattress. They started to g0
back upstairs for some food but be-
fore they could do so, the Germans
had entered the house.

Thoreau, his brother and his wife
and the baby, remained in the cellar
for six days. All thev had to eat was
some rice which they soaked in a cis-
tern in the cellar. The Germans burn-
ed the house, but the cellar was of
stone and they were not harmed. A
water pipe burst. however, and cov-
ered the ceilar floor with a foot of

his family. were standing in fhis water;
suffering greatly from the exposure.

German Troops Made Splendid
Effort, But Failed to Move
the British Diehards.

[By Special Wire to the Oourier]

LONDON, Nov. 3. —“One of the
supreme battles of the war was waged
on Sunday,” says the correspondent
of The Daily Mail in Northern France
“when the Germans concentrated
their forces in a mighty attempt to
capture Ypres. .Under cover of a
furious cannonade they hurled vast
masses of troops against the allies’
line.

“The imperial order was to take
Ypres at all costs and the German
commanders were prodigal of life in
their endeavors to fulfill this imperial
command. The losses of both sides
were enormous. ' The battle raged
during the whole day, but Ypres is
still untaken.

“It is reported that the German
Emperor himself was present to stim-

CLEAR NORTH SEA;

PARIS, Nov. 3.—The French
official announcement given out
this afternocn, says the Germans
would appear t>. have completely

abandoned the left bank of ¥Yser
below Dixmuden, and that troops
of the allies have _re-occupx'e‘d
points on the river without great
difficulty. ; <P

The text of the communication
follows: g

“On our left wind, the enemy
seems /to have completely abar-
doned the right bank of the Yser
down stream from Dixmude and
reconnaissances by troops of the
allies undertaken on the high-
ways in the inundated regions
were successful in Tre-occupying
points of passagfﬁacross the river
without great difficulty. .

“To the south of Dixmude and
in the direction of Gheluvlt our
advance was particularly percep-
tible.

“In the region to the north of
the Lys, in .spite of determined
attacks by the Germans in con-
siderable force, —our front  was
everywhere maititained or re-es-
tablished by the end of the day.,
