Washington, Dec. 2.—Draft of an
administration shipping bill to take
the place of the measure which failed
of passage at the last session of con-
gress, was in the hands of the house
merchant marine committee to-day.

Only Austria remains among the
Teutonic allies an "active belligerent
in the Balkan area. Bulgaria yester-
day announced her campaign virtually
was ended with the capture of Pris-
rend and 17,000 prisohers on Tues-
day, just as Germany announced the
end of her major operations with the
capture of Pristina. Austria, however
still has another opponent to considec
before she may say she controls the
little .Slav nations  on her south.
Montenegro still is intact, so Aus-
trian armies have been directed
against her with orders to crush her
beyond all resistance.

Except for the probability of sharp
conflicts later between the German-
Bulgar armies and the Franco-Brit-
ish in the Vardar valley— conflicts
prevented now by the continued cold
and snow, which at this time reaches
the proportions of a blizzard—Mon-
tenegro now offers the only field of
battle in the Balkans. Here Prince
Nicholas’ mountaineers, reinforced by
scattering bands of Serbs, who suc-
ceeded in re#reating across the north-
ern. frontier, will interpose all- “their
genius for guerilla warfare against
the main Austrian columns. The
struggle began yesterday when the
Austrians, once across the narth-east
border approached and apparently
are near to capturing Plevije, Bat-
tles of some importance are in pro-
gress in that part of the Sanjak of
Novibazar which Montenegro : held
after the Balkan war. The Montene-
grins in a foray into Bosnia, say they
have defeated an Austrian force at
Fotcha, but this is generally regard-
ed as a patrol action without bearing
on the larger results of the campaign.
