The total of the killed and wounded 
in the British army in South Africa up 
to July 1 was, in round figures, 15,000. 
The casulties among "riti lroaa “effirptoyes' ' 
alone in a year were two and a ■NIB 
times as many. The casulties on 
railroads in the United States exceeded 
the total number of persons killed and 
wounded in the Philippines and South 
Africa, including Americans Filipinos, 
British and Boers. In a communica­
tion to the senate June 2, Secretary 
Root stated that the killed and wound­
ed among forces in the Philippines from 
the day of occupation up to May 24 
was 2620 and among the Filipinos 12,884 
as nearly as could be ascertained. Ad­
ding to these the British killed and 
wounded in South Africa, 15,000, gives 
a total of 30,504, as compared with the 
total of 51,743 killed and wounded in 
railroad accidents. This leaves a mar­
gin of 21,239 to cover the Boer killed 
and wounded, who probably do not 
amount to 5000, and any Filipino cas­
ualties not reported. Here is an excel­
lent text for a sermon on the “hell” of 
railroading.—Army and Navy Journal.
