495-¥5lumes Donated by Dr. M. C.
Smith, including the Hertford-
Wallace Collection.

Acadia University has just received
a munificent gift of books from Dr. M. C.
Smith, of Lynn, Massachusetts. They
are four hundred and fifty-nine in all,
one hundred and ninety-seven of which
are a rich and varied collection of fiction,
history, useful reference books on trade
and finance, with some rare volumes on
travet and geography. There are two
hundred and sixty-two French hooks.
Aboftt one hundred of these once be-
longed to Sir Richard Wallace, the famous
connoisseur and collector of works of art.
The remainder of the French books were
the property of a French priest who once
came to America to look for books re-
lating to French colonial times.
Acadia is fortunate in having in ber
library books that once belonged to the
famous Hertford-Wallace collection. Sir
Richard Wallace, who died in 1890, won
great distinction throughout his long life
as a collector of famous pictures,'as a
literary connoisseur, and as a beloved
philanthropist, though he openly ac-
knowledged a bar sinister. "He ‘is gener-
ally supposed to be the natural son of
the Fourth Marquis of - Hertford. At
any rate, when that nobleman died in
1870, he left to Richard Waflace such of
his property as he could devise by will,
including Hertford House in London, and
the finest collection of art treasures in
private hands in the whole world. This
collection, indeed, owed much of its
- Vvalue to Wallace’s knowledge and ability.
During the Franco-Prussian War, Richard
Wallace spent, at least two millions and
a half of francs in aid of the beseiged
in Paris, and was created a baronet in
recognition of his untiring efforts. 'In
1878 he was nominated one of the com-
missioners to the Paris Exhibition, 4t the
close of which he was rewarded with a
knight commandership of the Bath,
When he first offered to bequeath
his art collection to the British nation
the Government coolly asked him to
give Hertford House as well. Sir Richard
then withdrew his offer and died intestate.
4 An 1897 his wife also died, after having
made a will in which she bequeathed to
England her husband’s priceless collec-
. The British Government acquired
eriford House for its. retenti

but were sold in London. Some were
acquired by the Lauriat Company in
Boston, were bought by Dr. Smith, and
generously given to Acadia. The books
are on various subjects, especially his-
tory, literature and science; the bindings
are rare and beautiful, decorated with
the Seymour coat of arms, the family
escutcheon of the Marquis of Hertford.

Dr. Smith is a native of Port’Williams
and retains a lively interest in the affairs
of his native 'province. He recently
presented the Wolfville Boy Scouts with
a camping ground at Sunken Lake.

CLEANING SILENT CHAINS.

The silent chains that are becoming
populdar for camshaft and other drives
should be thoroughly cleaned every time
the motor is taken down. The chain
should first be soaked in a bath of kerosene
and then be brushed with a stiff brush
to get off all dirt and grit. After clean-
ing, the chain should be dried and then
washed in hét watef to which a little
washing soda has been added. Next
the chain should be submerged in a bath
of moderately heavy lubricating oil and
allowed to remain until the lubricant
has reached every cranny of the bearing
surface, It is a good idea to have this
oil warmed through before immersing

Huge Loss of Power Results When
Proper Lubrication is Neglected.

Automobile engineers agree that fric-
tion consumes normally’ about 20 per
cent. of the power of an automobile
engine. The loss of power, they say,
may run as high as 50 per cent. or as
low as 10 per cent. with varying condi-.

“Power, however,” says an expert,
“is not the only thing affected by im-
proper lubrication, - We have found that
nearly all cases of premature wear and
many cases of breakage are due to im-
perfect oiling and greasing. Lubrication
even affects the life of tires in cases where
parts governing the alignment of wheels
wear out from lack of it.

“Effective lubrication is not only a
matter of correct lubricafit; the great
problem is to get the grease and oil where
they belong. In the power plant various
systems of lubrication have proved very
satigfactory, but it was only recently
that efgineers found a solution to the
baffling problem of chassis lubrication,
That was the idea of applying the grease
to the numerous chassis bearing under
pressure, "’

PROPER ATTENTION TO SMALL
DETAILS MEANS BIG SAVING,
Car owners generally have learned

the value of an expert's services with

various electrical units on their cars.

There are, however, a number of small

things in the nature of inspection which

car owners themselves can do to prevent
serious troubles.

Generators, starting motors, magnetos,
distributors, etc., should be oiled periodi-
cally at points provided for this purpose,
Five to ten drops of high-grade light
‘machine oil placed in each oiler, provided
about every 500 miles, will take care of
average requirements. Never put oil
on commutors or other parts of the
electrical sysfem where current contact
is made,

Generator, ‘starting motor and electric-
ally-operated horn commutators should
be kept clean, This may be accomplished
by applying fine sandpaper to the com-
mutator when the armature is revolving.
This requires but a moment, and saves
much trouble, Never use emery cloth
or paper for this purpose.

Attention to the generator charging
rate as indicated by a reliable dash
ammeter i8 important. Excess charging
rate in excess of 16 amperes on the average
car is the forerunner of trouble and the
car should be taken to an expert for
inspection if this value is exceeded. The
expert will make comparison with the
equipment manufacturer's standards and
adjust the charging rate accordingly.

The battery should receive a hydro-
meter test at frequent intervals and
should the test indicate a gravity reading
of less than 1200 it is approaching a
discharged condition. In this event en-
deavor to favor the battery all possible
by the limited use of lights and starter
for a few days. If this cannot be con-
veniently donehave the battery charged
from an external source.

Make occasional inspections of the
car wiring, conneetions to lamps, switches,
ete, Look for abrasions at the various
points where wires are connected.
Grounds and short circuits blow fuses
on certain cars and burn out switches
on others,

The proverbial “stitch in time' may
aptly be applied to the electrical system
of the modern motor car,

BATTERY BOX DRAIN.

i S

A hole should be drilled in the bottom
of the metal battery box to allow water
or acid that happens to overflow to make
it escape. This operation is assisted
if the battery is raised up from the bottom
of the box on four little wooden cleats,
which also assist ventilation. The best

hidden surfaces,

s SHORT CIRCUITS.

There -is frequently danger of short
circuit in the battery because of the fact
that one of the terminals is located near
the metal handle used for lifting the
battery. ‘To obviate this danger it is
only necessary to slip a short length of
rubber tubing over the wire at the point
wheré the contact might be made. To
do this the tubing should be slit length-
wise, slipped over the wire and taped
firmly in place. It is a good plan to
follow this practice wherever there is
danger of the wires rubbing off their
insulation and so establishing a short
circuit,

INSERTING SMALL SCREWS,

It i often difficult to start by hand
the small screws, such as are used in the
magneto, speedometer., etc, An easy
way around this difficulty is to hold the
screws between the legs of a pair of
calipers, a drawing compass or even in
the slot of an ordinary steel pen. The
screw-is then driven home by the small
screw-driver. - The same method may
be used in replacing small nuts located
inaccessibly,

SPARK ADVANCE,

The car owner should keep in mind
that one of the most prolific causes of
engine overheating is driving on a re-
tarded spark. The cause is obvious,
the explosion! taking place when a maxi-
mum of the cylinder wall is uncovered

RATTLING TIRE CHAINS,

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DEATH OF DR. G. PURVES SMITH.

The ma(fricnds 'of Dr. and Mrs.
Smith will hear with regret of Dr. Smith’s
death on April 28th, in China.  Four
years ago, Dr. Smith left Wolfville to
take charge of Laoling Hospital, under
the English Methodist Mission. He has
enjoyed excellent health and worked
very hard during these years.

The Nova -Seotia Historical So-
ciety and its offshoot, the Historical
Association of Annapolis Royal are
making combined efforts to bring
about a fitting commemoration of
three interesting historic events'this
year at Annapolis Royal, the ancient
capital of the province.

WHY IS A TOWN COUNCILLOR?
To the Editor of Tus ACADIAN.

Dear Mr. Editor:—In a recent issue of
THE ACADIAN, Mrs, Faye C. Stuart
raised the above very interesting question
which we rashly beg leave to answer.

We all of us have had our ideas regard-
ing Responsible Government, the Rights
of the People, the Privilege of the Fran-
chise and even Woman’s Rights. Some
of us have been so foolish as to imagine
that the members of the Town Council
were the People's Representatives for
the management of Town affairs.

How sad a disillusionment was in
store for us we little ignagined.

But the state of Town affairs is so
deplorable, the neglect so apparent, the
waste so. lavish, enforcement of Town
Laws so farcical and unjust, disregard of
the citizens wishes so bold that we have
been forced to the opinion that all our
preconceived ideas of the status and
functions of the Town Council were
absolutely erroneous and unfounded.

a Town Councillor?” and, like Mrs.
Stuart, leaving the question unanswered.
