Yolande is situated on a
beautiful hill. and all the houses are
painted white with green trimmings,
giving it an air of picturesqueness and
healhfulness unusual in mining quar-
tere.

Cow Testing Associations

Announcement for 1908.

1t is now four years since the De-
partment of Agriculture, through the
Dairy Division, began an active cam-
jaign for the improvement of the
dairy herds of Canada, by inaugur-
ating a cow testing association at |
Cowansvile, Quebec. The Department |
provided all the equipment and loan-
ed each member the scales and neces-
sary outfit for taking and preserving
the samples, furnished the requisite
blank forms for keeping records, made
all the tests and compiled the reports,
without any charge.

In 1905 a series of 30-day tests were
conducted at seven places, the De-
partment loaning the outfits and do-
ing all the work without cost to the
owners of the herds as in 1904, The |
object of this work was to call atten-
tion to the importance of the ques-
tion and to create sufficient interest
in the matter to induce dairymen to
organize for the purpose of conduct-
ing a systematic test of the individ.
ual cows of their herds. The pub-
lication of these tests showed the
great difference which is found in
the yield & cows in the same herd,
and of different herds in the same
locality.

At the beginning of 1906, 16 associ-
ations were organized under the aus-
pices of the Department. lEach mem-
ber was required to provide his own
outfit for weighing and taking sam-
ples, but the Department of Agricul-
ture provided the blank forms and
made the tests without charge. The
work was continued on the same basis
in 1907, with a total of 52 associations
organized in the different provineces
as follows: Quebec 27, Ontario 18
Nova Scotia 2, Prince Edward Island

1f it is worth anything to a dairy
man to know the relative value of his
cows as milk producers, in order that
he may improve his herd by a pro-
cess of ‘intelligent breeding and selec
tions, it should be worth paying for,
in part at least. If it is not worth
anything to the owners of the herds
it is certainly not worth anything to
anyone else.

For the season of 1908 the Dnlmr(-
ment of Agriculture through the Dairy
Division will co-operate with the cow
testing associations on the fnll(v\\lng
terms:

Jury Took Few Minutes to Find Him
Not Guilty.

Abe Davis Found Guilty in Purse
Snatching Case.

His Pal is Already Serving Three-
Year Term.

The jury was not long in coming to
a decision of “Guilty” in the ecase of
Abraham Davis, charged with com-
plicity in the purse snatching case
of Mrs. Burgoyne, of Toronto. Th=2
evidence throughout was very much
against the prisoner, and even the
judge’s charge was not in his favor.
The charge against him was that he
was with Frank Anderson on the af-
ternoon of the 5Sth of November on
the Queen street steps, going up the
mountain, and that he was an ac-
complice. Through his lawyer, Mr
A, M. Lewis, he pleaded not guilty.

The principal witness for the Crown
was Mrs. George Gray, of Toronto,
who positively identified the prisoner.
She said Davis did not snatch Mrs. |
Burgoyne’s purse;, but that he seem- |
ed to be on the lookout. After Ander-
son had snatched it, Davis ran down |
the Queen street road, followed by a
couple of Asylum attendants. Four
witnesses swore that they passed the
prisoner, and one of them a Mr. Scott
said that the prisoner asked him for
a match.

When Davis went into the witness
box he flatly contradicted the stories
of the witnesses for the Crown, and
tried to prove than he had no hand
in the purse snatching. He swore
that he ran only about 50 yards down
the street; that the reason for doing |
so was that he was sick. He did not
know Anderson, and only happened
to meet him that day. =

His story was a little too far fetch
ed for the jury to believe and it was
not expected that a verdict for acquit-
tal would be given him.

NEW USE FOR EPSOM SALTS.

Will Produce Either Local or General
Anaesthesia.

New York, Dee, 16,—Announcement of
the discovery of a new anaesthetic, ac
cording to the American, will soon be
made by the Rockefeller Institute for
Medical Research. The new anaesthetic
is nothing else than plain, common Ep-
som salts, or, to give it its saenti
name, sulphate of magnesia. It was dis-
covered by Dr. Samuel J. Meltzer, one
of the Rockefeller experimenters. Tts
greatest value is that it' permits any
sort of an operation without any danger
to the heart of the patient.

Either local or general anaesthesia, it
is said, may be produced by the injee-
tion of a twenty per cent. solution of the
familiar drug into the nerve tract gov-
erning the sensations of the part to be
operated upon.

FRANCS TAKEN IN FRANCE.
