ers twenty-five dollars and costs for 
the sale of a few cents’ worth of some 
harmless remedy such a*s quinine or 
salts. The storekeepers promptly 
discontinued carrying even the sim­
plest things and to-dav Mr. Bowver 
says farmers are compelled to drive 
ten or twelve miles to drug stores for 
anything they may want. His bill is 
aimed at_ çyfj^çtmg this.

CUT OFF BONUS IS 
THE PROPOSITION.

Foundry men Say Reduction Would be Less 
Than Ten Per Cent.

“It does not figure out the way some 
of the men seem to think,” said one of 
the leading stove manufacturers of 'the 
city in discussing the moulders’ wages 
question this mo-ming. He added: “The 
union committee understood the propo­
sition all right, but it is quite likely 
that, when the committee reported to 
the union, some of the members may 
have taken it up wrong.”

To give a proper understanding of the 
situation it is necessary to explain that, 
under the agreement which has been in 
force for the past few years, the men 
received premiums, or bonuses. On some 
lines they were allowed a bonus of 25 
cents on every dollar’s worth of work

That would mean a reduction of 20 per 
vent, on lines on which the bonus was 
25 cents, and of about 9 per cent, on 
lines paying a bonus of 10 cents.

The foundry men say the union com­
mittee did not really make any counter- 
proposition to “split the difference,” but 
that suggestions were made that a pro­
position along that line should be made. 
The stand taken by the manufacturers 
is that the stove foundries in many 
places around Hamilton are “open” or 
non-union shops, and that the wages 
pa-id are no higher, and in some cases 
not ns high, as the Hamilton scale, 
minus the bonus, and that they there­
fore cannot compete with these firms.

Finance Committee Will Pass It 
to the Council.

The Prospect of Barrow Winning 
Disgusts the Mayor.

Industrial Committee Will Be Ap­
pointed on Monday.

Beyond fixing the tax rate at twenty- 
one mills, as decided upon at the alder- 
manic caucus in the morning, and recom­
mending the Council to grant the salary 
increases agreed upon, the Finance Com­
mittee yesterday afternoon transacted 
little business of importance. AM. 
Farmer thought that Tax Collector Kerr 
should receive an increase of $200, mak­
ing his salary $1,800. Mayor McLaren 
and the other aldermen agreed that Mr. 
Kerr was an efficient official and de­
serving of an increase, but they declared 
that unless they drew a line somewhere 
the chanoes were that all the salary 
increases would be ruled1 out of order. 
“Unlike some other city officials,” said 
the Mayor, “he refuses to leave his job 
to canvass the aldermen for an increase, 
and 1 admire him for it.”

The Mayor promised that Mr. Kerr 
would lx* looked after next year, and 
he thought it would' be better to wait 
and give him a substantial increase than 
to recommend a small one, and, perhaps, 
have all the increases thrown out. Hi# 
worship declared that some of the offi­
cials spent time in which they were paid 
to work for the city but ton-holing aider- 
men for salary increases. Mr. Kerr did 
not apply for an increase.

The only new increase recommended 
was that of James Wild, a clerk in the 
tax office. wIk> has l»een receiving $420 
a year. He has been recommended for 
an increase of $50 a year.

There was another discussion over a 
bill from Burlington Council for $12 for 
the keep of Jordan Dillard. & colored 
man. Of this $8 is for raedka.1 attend­
ance. The aldermen thought this wan 
high, and asked for further particulars. 
Dillard was a resident of Hamilton. The 
Burlington Council says it will collect 
the In'll through the courts if the city 
doe* not settle.

William Kavanagh and John J. Bucke 
asked for a grant of $500 for Holy Sepul­
chre Cemetery. A grant of $400 was 
made Iasi year, and the aldermen did 
not see how they could increase it. This 
will lie considered with the other grant# 
at another meeting.

Mayor McLaren declared to-day that 
if the Council on Monday night did not 
vote to reorganize the city engineer’s 
department he would be disgusted.

A “FRAME UP.”
GIRL'S CURIOUS SCHEME TO IN­

JURE HER ENEMY.

Was Found Gagged, Drugged and 
Bound in Hotel Bathroom in Chi­
cago—"Port-wine Blood” in the

Chicago, Feb. 18.—No theatrical pro­
ducer ever set a stage with greater cave 
than Ella Gingles arranged for ‘the sen 
sat ion created when, unconscious, bound 
and gagged, she xvas found in a general 
bathrooom at the Wellington Hotel yes­
terday. This is the opinion of Chief of 
Detectives O'Brien, who, dropping into 
"the xernacnlar of the police, declared 
to-day that the whole thing xvas a 
“frame-up.”

One of them struck 
her, she said, and the other threw 
pepper in her eyes. She was then bun­
dled into a cab and knew no more until 
she regained consciousness in the bath­
room of the Wellington Hotel. She 
recognized the woman xx'ho had attacked 
her, she said, as Miss Agnes Barrett, the 
owner of a lace shop in the Wellington 
Hotel.

Miss Barrett had caused the arrest 
of Miss Ginglcs a fexv weeks ago on a 
charge of stealing $50 worth of lace 
from her store, where the girl xx-as 
employed, and the police believe the 
whole thing is a trick on Miss Cingles* 
part to get cx-en with her enemy.

ABOUT MATCHES.
Americans Careless Lot, Thinks Fire 

Insurance Man.

In Europe One Finds Matches Only 
in Their Places.

The National Fire Protection Associa­
tion is responsible for the sentiment ex­
pressed and -tatisties of the following:

The 80,000,000 people in America use 
ns many ma tehee as Sh*> 800,000.000 in 
the rest of the world. This is a start­
ling commentary upon the American na­
tion, and supports the contention that 
we are the most wasteful and extrava­
gant people in the w orld.

"If one is in need of a match any­
where in continental Europe he must 
seek it in its proper plac \ Matches are 
not wasted in the Old World. Centuries 
of training in thrift and economy make 
the continentals conscious of tiie fact 
that matches cost money. XVhere does 
one find them in America? They are in 
almost every room, in almost every 
building, public and private. The Amer 
ican breathes imprecations if he can­
not at any moment of the day or night 
reach out his hand and find a match. 
They repose in the pockets or linings of 
every old coat and waistcoat : they are 
scattered about de-k and bureau draw­
ers ; they are found in every accumula­
tion of rubbish wherever it mav be; 
they are so carelessly and recklessly 
thrown about that rats and miee have 
adopted them as a standard article for 
nest building, certain always of an 
ax'uilahle supply.

"L nfortunitely the burden of this ex­
travagance is not confined to the cost of 
the matches themselves. This little ar­
ticle. unknown until 1832. while perhaps 
the most important fact in our civiliza­
tion, has been doing its best ever 
rince its creation to destroy the world 
it was designed to serve. The assist­
ance given it as an instrument of de­
struction by the carelessness of the 
American people is a matter of amaze­
ment to eontinenta.1 countries, The 
average per capita, property loss by fire 
in Central, Western and Southern Eu­
rope is 32 cents; in the United States 
the average is $3.02. The reason for this 
astonishing difference is obvious the 
moment conditions are scrutinized. 
While this is being wrii ten a continual 
shower of imperfectly extinguished 
matches is falling inro waste boskets. 

I rubbish heap», upon the nigs of clubs.
hotels, dwellings and offices, thrown by 

I careless smokers. Men reputed to be 
j good fathers have been known to light 
■ cigars in the hallway of their homes. 
I throw the match in the general direc- 
j t*°n of a cuspidor and go out: “to ret un: 

in hah an houi to see firemen rescuing 
their sleeping children from sevomi 
storey xvindows.

"In Massachusetts.!
5.71*4 fires. 1.230 >. 
loss of $658,34*1.

"The fire marshal
Hint during a period of 6*1 days. 25 fi.:es 
in his State, involving a property loss of 
$106.327, were traceable directly 'to tin- 
parlor match. In Ghio. another of the 
few States giving attention to needless 
tire waste, the fire marshal declares that 
match fires constitute a continuous jw-r- 
formanee at r cost of $500.000 a year. 
I11 one year of 446 fire* from matches :n 
this State, 122 were caused by « bildren: 
21*8 by the carelessness of adulte, and 
26 by rats and mice—also through 
carelessness 0f adults.

"Thirty-six xv*>men and children wore 
burned to death in Ohio through liaxing 
their clothing fired by matches. Of 
these who .suffered deaths m this, its 
most I terrible form, 30 xvore children 
playing with mutches left <fireles*lv 
xvithin their rwh, and sjx were xvonien 
xvliose clothing took lire from fixing 
match heads. Among these are not in­
cluded five mothers who were tliem- 
eelx-es burned to death while trying to 
save the lives of their burning child­
ren.

“The number of persons burned to 
death in the l_ nited States each year by 
the parlor match is hetxveen eight and 
nine hundred, ami the property loss 
more than $2.000.000. The parlor "match 
is the common variety, which can be 
ignited u|M>n any hard surface, as dis 
tingniahed from the "safety” match 
xvhieh cannot ordinarily be ignited ex 
cept upon the box in which it is sold. 
The original "lucifer" match. which 
when ignited gives oft the choking 
fumes of sulphur, is still used ex ten 
sively. and is a safer match where ban 
died carelessly than the larger-headed 
jr.irlor type.

"‘Certain effort has l»een expended 
upon the |»arlor match to lessen its fire 
hazard. In some varieties the stick is 
chemically treated. s«> that, a live coal 
will not remain when the flame is ex­
tinguished. In others, called bird's-eye 
matches, only a small white point of 
phosphorus on the head can be ignited 
by friction. These improvements are 
good as far as they go. but xast quan­
tities of the most hazardous tx’pe are 
found everywhere in the United States. 
Denmark «ml Switzerland prohibit their 
use. and other continental countries im­
pose restrictions. It j* in America onlv. 
"here cheap wooden buildings abound, 
and where, therefore, restrictions are 
most vitally noaeded. that the |iarlor 
match is free to slay and burn.

“It coats no more to make the safety

match than it does to make the deadly 
variety, and it is ordinarily sold aa 
cheaply. Modern ma.tclmva.king ma­
chinery can turn out from four to sex*en 
million of either kind in a day. It reste 
therefore, with the people themselves, 
either to continue the present carelees 
snapping of match heads upon bed 
covers, curtains, carpet*, clothing and 
other inflammable materials, for which 
practice so frightful a price is paid In 
property and life; or to protect the com­
mon interests of humanity and the life 
of their households, by thought fully ex­
it-rasing care in ordering their match 
supply. It is almost wholly a matter of 
education.

"Tf the facts and statistics of the 
American fire waste, and the relation of 
the parlor match thereto, could be 
brought clearly to the attention of the 
American people, it is impossible to be­
lieve that our laws would long permit 
the manufacture and sale of so great a 
menace to our common safety.”

BOSTON GAS EXPERIENCE
Notwithstanding the great advances 

made in electrical science, gas continues 
to hold its own in Boston. There is 
$05,270.800 invested in ga.s there, and it 
yields the investors 5H per cent. Elec­
tric light, investments aggregate $38,- 
898,000. and yield to the stockholders 
4 2-3 per cent. The city of Boston un­
der the co-operative agreement obtains 
its gas for 69 cents : the general consum­
er pays 85 cents. These are the lowest 
prices in the State, lias stoves are ex­
ceedingly popular in Boston, a recent 
return showing that 49.470 are in use. 
Electric lighting rates iu Boston are 
very much higher than tho*o to which 
Hamiltonians hn\e become accustomed. 
The rate per lamp for current is 18 cents 
per kilowatt hour, with a din-mink <>f 40 
per cent, on bills between $150 and $550

- per month -, beyond $550 per month the 
discount is 50 per cent. All lamps are 
renewed gratis. For power current, the 
charge is 13 cents per kilowatt hour, 
■with discounts which rise to 40 per 
cent, as a maximum. The increased con­
sumption of gas for purposes of heating 
and for use in gas engine* has more

- than compensated for the competition 
'of electricity. The agreement between 
the city and the Consolidated Gas Com­
panies haa proved to be in the interest 
of economy and good service, and haa re. 
suited in mutual benefit to companies 
and consumers. It provides for maxi­
mum rates, secures the investor against 
unhealthy competition, allows him a cer­
tain minimum dividend, and accordingly 
as the price of gas is reduced to the 
consumers, he is allowed to increase his 

1 "dividend. In this way wasteful com|ieti- 
, tire investment of capital is avoided.

and the desire of the investors to ob- 
: tain dividends is made to sene the pur­

pose of cheapening gas to the consum­
ers. It is one more illustration of the 

f benefits to be obtained by a system of 
just public coutrol.

well, were quite incapable of compre­
hending the man or the work m which 
he was engaged, hut. who had ignorant- i 
lv conceived the notion 'that, he was | 
"undermining t he foundations of the J 
Christian religion," and that it was their | 
duty to warn an imperilled world 
against his sophistries. The devoted 
and patient investigator pursued his 
search for Truth, giving few indications 
that, he felt, the injustice of the furious 
attacks made upon him in quarters from 
which he should have received the most 
comfort, and encouragement. But per­
haps his calm, clear, logical mind at­
tributed these onslaughts to their pro­
per causes, ignora nee and over-zeal, and 
fortified him with the spirit of patience. 
Time has justified him in the eves of an 
intelligent world, and from being a name j 
to evoke orthodox horror, reprobation.
( ’hnrles ITnrwin. like so many names mis­
understood. misjudged and wronged in 
life, has become one to be honored and 
revered.

But ignorance linger* long in the sha­
dows. and prejudice is slowly dispelled, 
and even in these enlightened days one 
occasionally meets with a man who 
speaks with hated breath of Charles Dar­
win as some sort of a monster who 
devised a theory of evolution to over­
throw the Christian religion. The other 
day we came across some criticisms by 
supposedly educated Christian preachers 
who were discussing the then approach­
ing centenary of his birth, and ihe char- 
teter of their remarks did not impress 
ns with 'the i rust worthiness of their in­
formation nr the generosity, or even 
fairness, of their treatment, of the great 
naturalist. Not only was their general 
estimate of the man and hi* work rim 
tnred with uncalled for hitterner-s, but 
many of the statements made of his 
theories were not according to fn<-t. To 
us it appeared that the critic:-’ bitter 
tone was due to « horror of his unortho- 
doxv. and that their notion of it. and 
their misinformation as to his teachings, 
were the result of their boasted refusal 
to read his "unchristian hooks.” and. in­
stead. acquiring a knowledge (!) of him 
at second-hand.

One of the statements to which we 
refer was. that "Darwin entirely ignored 
the influence of the moral faculties, and 
treated his evolutionary man as a mere 
plant.” Of course ‘the critic who wrote 
that, did not know his “Descent of Man.”
A perusal of the chapter in that work 
on “Moral Faculties" would have cor­
rected any such false notion. Head this:

In the first place, as the reasoning 
powers and foresight of ‘the members be­
came improved, each man would soon 
learn that, if he aided his fellow-men, 
lie would commonly receive aid in re­
turn. From this low motive lie might 
acquire the habit of aiding his fellows ; 
and the habit of performing benevolent 
action* certainly strengthen* the feeling 
of sympathy which gives the first im­
pulse to livnevolent actions. Habits, 
moreover, followed during many genera­
tions. probably tend to be inherited.

We may therefore conclude that pri 
meval man. at a very remote period, was 
influenced by the praise and blame of his 
fellows. It is obvious that the members 
of the same triln» would approve of con­
duct which appeared to them to !>c for 
the general good, and would reprobate 
that which appeared evil. To do good 
unto others—“to do unto others as ye 
would they should do unto you”—is the 
foundation-stone of morality.

Darwin argue* with great force that 
this moral influence was doubtless a 
powerful one in the success of the tribes 
developing it. and may perhaps account 
for the persistence of one tribe while 
others disappeared.

Another libel on Darwin's memory 
was contained in the statement that "he 
tenches the cruel doctrine that the law 
of natural selection is that the weaker 
shall perish, and that therefore we 
should not help the weak and suffering, 
but leave the ‘unfit’ to perish.” This is 
particularly artocious, aimed at the 
gentle, kindly, generous Itarwin. Let us 
quote him again :

With savages, the weak in mind or 
body are soon eliminated ; and those 
that survive commonly exhibit a rigor­
ous state of health. We civilized men, 
on the other hand, do our utmost to 
check the progress of elimination ; we 
build asylums for the imbecile, the 
maimed and the «irk; we institute poor 
laws; and our medical men exert their 
utmost skill to save the life of every 
one till the last moment. * » * The
aid which we feel impelled lo give to 
tin- helpless is mainly an incidental re­
sult of the instinct of sympathy. * * * 
Nor could we check our sympathy, even 
at the urging of hard reason, without 
deterioration in the noblest part of our 
nature. The surgeon may harden him­
self whilst performing an operation, for

Ingereoll, Feb. 19.—For his heroic 
act in rescuing his father and brother 
from drowning in the River Thames 
about a mile east of town last August, 
Master Harry Cline was last night pre­
sented with a bronze medal of the Roy­
al Canadian Humane Association.

No one ever showed a more heroic 
spirit than did this boy of tender years, 
when he plunged into the river and 
with almost, superhuman strength pull­
ed his father and brother from what 
would have been certain death.

Turbine Flyer Mauretania Has 
Made New Record.

New York, Feb. 18.—The turbine flier 
Mauretania-, of the Cunard Une, came 
abeam of the Ambrose Channel lightship 
at 10.35 o'clock to-night, thus completing 
a voyage in which several new ocean 
records were established. The steamer 
not only broke her own record over the 
long winter course of 2,890 miles by two 
hours and twenty-five minutes, but she 
also hauled down the figures held by her 
sister ship, the Lusitania., and has set 
the new record of four days and sev­
enteen hours and fifty minutes, which 
is one hour a.nd forty-six minutes 
better than the Lusitania's best time 
over the voyage. Another achieve­
ment of the voyage was a day's run 
of 671 knots, which breaks «.11 records 
for a 24->our run.

The one disappointment of the voy­
age was the failure of the Whip to arrive 
in time to come up to her dock to-night, 
the fifth day of her voyage from Queens, 
town. Wireless reports of the marvellous 
speed the mammoth steamship was mak 
ing on the trip had heen received here, 
and it was hoped she would dock to­
night. thereby establishing a bmta fide 
five-day trip for her pass en per s. As it 
was. however, beyond establishing a re­
cord. nothing was gained, as the ship 
anchored outside the bar to-night, and 
must wait, for davlight before attempt­
ing to navigate the channels leading to 
her pier.

FISHERIES TREATY.

Americans Can’t Fish in Strictly 
Canadian Waters.

Ottawa, Feb. 18.—If the Conserva­
tive critics who are endeavoring to 
pick flaws in the fisheries treaty had 
been present, in the House of Com­
mons this afternoon they would have 
been appalled at the ignorance of the 
terms of that document displayed by 
their party friends.

VILLAGES VANISHED.
Not a Trace Left of Hamlels in 

Westers Persia.

Teheran. Feb. 18. The Governor of 
Burujurd, a town in southwestern Per 
sia. has sent out agents to investigate 
the damage wrought by the earthquake 
of Jan. 13. This wa* the disturbance that 
whs registered by seismographs around 
the world, but the exact lrx-ation of 
which was determined only yesterday.

The meagre re^irt* that have reached 
Teheran indicate that the devastation 
was particularly severe in the mountain­
ous region between Burujurd and Luris- 
tan province.

Fifteen villages lire known to have 
been wholly or partially destroyed, and 
it is estimated that the total number 
will undoubtedly lx- more than fifty.

Some villages disappeared completely, 
and no trace can lie found of the ham­
lets of Bahrein and Lehen. It apj>ears 
tLot not a single soul lielonging to these 
communities was left alive, ami only the 
rivers, mountains anil broken valleys 
remain to toll the tale of this fearful 
convulsion of nature.

The balance of his letter is nothing 
more nor less than the ordinary denom­
inational theological dogma, buttressed 
up by a series of twistings and wrench- 
ings commonly called spiritualizing, 
which merely serves to bolster up a pre­
conceived notion hatched in the dark 
ages of mediaeval times. But why quib­
ble about dogma. People of the present 
day are more interested in natural the­
ology, and the little theology that I am 
poseesor of is more of the natural 
stump, and is free from bolstering or 
tail twisting of any kind. I think thait 
God’s marvelous plan and great design 
concerning men’s creation and redemp­
tion, His purpose and work, and future 
state are all fairly well revealed (though 
partially hidden) in tlie oracles of His 
great book of divine thought, as deliv­
ered by the divine Logos himself, along 
with the apostles and through the pro­
phets and patriarchs of old. Then, to 
get at the rich nuggets of this divine 
revelation, man must make good use of 
the sharp pick of faith, and the keen- 
edged spade of thought, aided by the 
great searchlight of the Holy Spirit; 
then precious treasures will be brought 
forth that will enrich his heart and 
mind beyond all that he can think or 
speak, or has ever yet entered into the 
thought or heart of man.

Now, Mr. Editor, by way of diversion,
1 hax-o been asked by a number of peo­
ple if I think that evil is eternal or al­
ways existed; others ask if 1 think it 
is a creation, and others want to knoxv 
why God—if He is all powerful—did not 
stamp it out entirely, and a number of 
other such questions ar° being asked. 
Regarding the latter question, which 
deals with God’s power (with vour—per­
mission). a little later on, l will have 
something to say, as I find that many 
people do not rightly understand the 
true meaning of the term “all powerful." 
My answer to the former questions, in 
part at least, is as follows: Namely, 
evil, according to my judgment, is not 
a something existing within itself, lienee 
it cannot l>e knowable within itself; it 
rather consists in the absence of some 
perfection where perfection is required. 
Therefore, it is really a nonentity, and 
can only be estimated by the absence of 
some perfection that it. may replaça 
either in part or in whole. The fact 
that, it is comparative shows that it is 
not an entity, or essence of itself; but 
only n n effect experienced because of 
the failure to obey any of the spiritual 
or the natural laws of the Oeator. Ihe 
word itself is only a form of speech 
used to convey to the mind an impres­
sion or thought that implies lack of 
tierfection, or that tin* laws above spok-

jts Value to the Colonies and to the Empire Considered
By WALLACE NESBITT, K.C., in Canadian Courier. S<

The Judicial Committee of the Privy 
Council is the court of last resort for 
all that portion of the British Empire 
disrated outside the United Kingdom. 
It sits as a committee of advice to the 
Crown, and its jurisdiction is founded 
solely on the royal prerogative.

From the beginning of onr national 
existence the King has been accustom­
ed to act with the advice of the mag­
nates or great men of the realm, and 
at an early period exercised legislative, 
executive and judicial authority, espec­
ially of an appelate character, from the 
shire and hundred courts. I have been 
unable to ascertain when appeals to 
the Privy Council were first instituted, 
but there is no doubt that from the

crown. They cannot, however, legislate 
with regard to the right of the

tution Bill. The various criticisms were 
well answered by Mr. Faber, who has 
been Registrar of the Privy Council for 
nine years. Any person interested should 
consult that memorandum.

The court, of course, is only human, 
and, like all other things, must some­
times make mistakes, but as a general 
rule its decisions disclose a depth of 
learning and breadth of character which 
are not surpeseed by those of any other 
forum in the world. Being far removed 
from the cause of litigation, their judg­
ments are not affected or tainted with 
local spirit or prejudice. It is unfortu­
nate that it sometimes happens-that they 
are misunderstood by even learned mem­
bers of our legal profession. Their Lord­
ships do not, as a rule,

CITE AUTHORITIES 
in their written decisions, which some­
times lead one to suppose that they 
have been overlooked. As they con­
stantly decide matters of the very great­
est importance, it occasionally happens 
that their decisions do not commend 
themselves to popular opinion, but it 
cannot be otherwise in any court of last 
resort. The Council’s most vehement 
detractors have never denied the un­
doubted ability and eminence of those 
brilliant statesmen and lawyers, who 
have taken part in its decisions and dis­
pensed justice for the entire Empire. 
Among these 1 may mention iLord 
Brougham, Lord West bury, the late 
Jvord St. Leonards, Lord Selborne, Lord 
Cairns, Lord Watson, J»rd Herachell, 
Lord Halsbury, tlie present OlianoeMor 
Lord Loreburn, Lord Macnaghten, and 
Lord Lindley.

So much for the criticisms referred to. 
On the question of its political import­
ance the Privy Council itself, in 1871, in 
a memorandum, said :

“The appellate jurisdiction of Her Ma­
jesty in Council exists for the benefit of 
the colonies, and uot for that of the 
mother country; but it is impossible to 
overlook the fact that this jurisdiction 
is part of Her Majesty’s prerogative, 
and which has been exercised for the 
benefit of the colonies since the date of 
their settlement. It is still a powerful 
link between the colonies and the Crown 
of Great Britain, and .secures to every 
subject throughout the Empire the right 
to claim redress from the Throne. It 
provides a remedy in many cases not 
falling within the jurisdiction of the or­
dinary courts of justice. It removes 
causes from tlie influence of local pre­
possession; it affords the means of main­
taining the uniformity of the law of Kn - 
land and her colonies, which derive n 
great body of their laws from Great- 
Britain, and enables them, if they think 
fit, to obtain a decision in the last resort 
from the highest judicial authority, com­
posed of men of the greatest legal capa­
city existing in the uietrooolis.”

And again in 1875 the Privy Council 
pointed out that “this power has been 
exercised for centuries over all the dc- 
pendeneies of the Empire by the Sover­
eign of the mother country sitting in 
Council. Bv this institution, common to 
all

PARTS OF THE EMPIRE, 
beyond the seas, all matters whatever 
requiring a judicial solution may be 
brought to the cognisance of one court 
in which all have a voice. To abolish 
this controlling power and abandon each 
colony and dependency to a separate 
Court of Appeal of its own, would obvi- 

I ously destroy oqe of the most important 
ties connecting ail parts of the Empire 

I in common obedience to the courts of 
law. and to renounce the last anil most 
essential mode of exercising the author­
ity of the Crown over its possessions 
abroad.’’

At tlie date of the Australian debate, 
the Government of New Zealand said 
that ‘‘in the best interests of the Em­
pire, the right of appeal on constitution­
al grounds is one of the strongest links 
binding us to the mother country.” And 
Western Australia was of the opinion 
“that by the possession of one Court of 
Appeal for the whole British race, whose 
decisions are final and binding on all 
the courts of the Empire, there is con­
stituted a bond between all British peo­
ple which should lie maintained invio­
late as the keystone of imperial unity.”

Canada has given many recent evi­
dences tliat she has no reason to regret 
the absence of absolute finality in the 
decisions of her own courts, and has 
many times shown that together with 
all other portions of the British Empire, 
her people look to the ad risers of the 
Sovereign in Council in matters of the 
highest moment for a breadth of devi­
sion not surpassed by that of any other 
tribunal in the whole world.

To appreciate our view of this trib­
unal. you have to enter into the differ­
ence of spirit prevalent under the Eng­
lish Constitution and others.

“One of the great glories of the Ro­
man Empire was that the system of 
jurisprudence which we know as the 
Roman Law extended in its application 
practically throughout the Empire. Na­
poleon will he remembered by the only 
beneficent act of his life which remains, 
and which s'till influences tlie lives ami 
tlie actions of the vast continent of 
Europe over which his dominion was 
or.ee overspread. Napoleon, by sweep­
ing away all the separate systems of 
local law which prevailed in Europe, 
and substituting

THE CODE NAPOLEON, 
with its comparative simplicity and rea­
sonableness, did undoubtedly introduce 
a uniformity of law throughout his em­
pire. That baa not been tits method of 
the Brutish Empire. Our method has 
been totally contrary. We have always 
proceeded un the principle uf jealously 
preserving and maintaining local laws 
and usages."’

The veneration in which 'the Council 
is held is afforded in the well-known 
story which is. I believe, founded on 
fact, of the conduct of some \yoor villag­
ers in an obscure corner of Rajputana, 
who had for years been struggling for 
their rights against the oppression of 
the powerful Rajah of that district. An 
appeal was finally taken upon the ques­
tion in dispute to the Privy Council and 
a judgment being obtained in their fa­
vor. ‘they conceived that any institution 
possessing such great powers must be of 
Divine origin. They erected an altar 
to this great unknown being, the Privy 
Council.

It cannot be doubted that. it. is one of 
‘the strongest links which bind the Em­
pire together.

The fire of patriotism bums in our 
colonies with a pure, clear flame which 
is the wonder of the world. In South 
Africa, men from Canada, New Zealand 
and Australia fought aide by side with 
men from England, Ireland and Scotland, 
under one flag. With the copious out­
pouring of their blood they sealed our 
Empire together. In the words of a 
great orator:

“Their blood has flowed in the same 
stream and drenched the same field; 
when the chill morning dawned their 
dead lay cold and stark together; in 
the same deep pit their bodies were de­
posited; the green corn of spring breaks 
from their commingled dust-; the dew 
falls from heaven upon their union in 
the grave.”

While they in their lives and their 
deaths joined our Empire together, I 

1 trust that we shall not put it asunder,

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY parson who Is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 yean old, may 

homestead a quarter-eeotion of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lande Agency or Sub- 
Asenov for the district Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sieter of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation ef the land in each of three years.
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
his homestead on a farm of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied by him or by bis 
father, mother, eon. daughter, brother or sis. i

In certain conditions a homesteader in good j 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3-00 per 1 
acre. Dutlee—Must reside six monthe in each j 
of six years from date of homestead entry -, 
(including the- time required to earn home- 1 
etend patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted hie home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead In certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acra Duties—Must 
reside six months ra each of three yeej-e.

HELP OTHERS.
Keynote of Roosevelt’s Speech at 

Conservation Conference.

Washington, Feb. 18.—With a view 
to conserving the natural resources 
of tlie United States, Canada and 
Mexico, representatives of these gov­
ernments in addition to many of the 
leaders of the conservation movement 
in this country, gathered lier to-day 
in attendance upon the North Ameri­
can conservation conference.

The delegation which was called by 
President Roosevelt, assembled in the 
east room of the White House, where 
they were received by Mr. Roosevelt, 
preliminary to lidding a two days’ 
session at tlie State Department.

”1 feel,” said tlie President, "that 
this conference is one of the import­
ant steps that have been taken of 
recent years, looking towards the 
harmonious co-operation between the 
nations of the earth for the common 
advancement of all.

“In international relations, I think 
that the great feature of tlie growth 
of the hist century has been the 
mutual recognition of the fact that 
instead of being normally to the,in­
terest of one nation to see another de­
pressed, it is normally to me inter­
ests of each nation to see the others 
uplifted. I believe that the move­
ment which you to-day initiate is of 
the utmost importance to this hemi­
sphere and may be of the utmost im­
portance to the world at large. ”

ICE JAMBRÔKEN.
Canadian Power Companies ft the 

Falls Used Dynamite.

Niagara. Falls, N. Y., Feb. 18.—The ice 
jam i.i the upper river broke to-day sending 
thousands of tons of ice and a groat volume 
of water over Niagara Falls. The power 
companies on the Canadian ride had loosened 
th- ice pack by a liberal ilso of dynamite 
and the change in the wind and milder wea­
ther. combined with the blasting In breaking 
the heavy wall of Ice thal dammed up the 
water a mile above the falls. The power 
companies say the crisis is past and Industrial 
establishments which have been crippled aie 
operating normally. No one dared venture 
oti the ice bound river bed to-day. In antic­
ipation of a break up, ao there were no ac­
cidents.

Lo be fixed.

The Government will assist you—it 
will look after your instalments—it has 
advantages for investment which a pri- 
wtte individual cannot enjoy—dt will 
act as your banker—it will do all this 
for you absolutely free of charge, and 
vou need have no fear that your savings 
will l< lost by dishonest or extravagant 
mismanagement.

CANNOT BE TOUCHED.
It has been provided by statute that 

you cannot be deprived of your annui­
ty in anv manner, by any person or by 
anv process of law ; and you are pro

Annuities will be paid quarterly, un­
less otherwise expressly provided.

All forms of contract are approved by 
the Governor-General in Council.

No medical examination is required.
Pass-books for the convenience of de­

positors of small account#, as on the 
weekly plan, will be supplied by the 
postmaster.

Purchasers of annuities not using the 
paw-books may remit direct to the Min­
ister or to the superintendent by regis­
tered letter, or by money order, express 
order or postal note, made payable to 
the order of the Receiver-General, or

ON CANADA.
New Material and New Views in 

Mr. Brown s Lecture.

An illustrated leetuie was given in 
Christ’s Church Cathedral school-room 
last evening by Mr. Adam Brown on 
"Canada From Ocean to Ocean.*’ The 
room was crowded, and all kceniy en­
joyed the lecture, which abounded in 
national and patriotic sentiment. Mr. 
Brown dealt wPth (amnia from all 
points, its growth, resources, pa-*L and 
future. Canada, he said, is the froi^t 
nation in the world, the brightest jewel 
in the British crown. It is as large ns 
one-’chird of the British Empire, as large 
as Europe, and one-fifth as large ns the 
world. It is only about one hundred 
and fifty year* ago that Wolfe's men 
scrambled upon the Plains of Abraham 
and then Canada was practically a wil­
derness, but now it has taken its place 
a* one of the foremost of the nations. 
Canada"» progress ha# been gradually in­
creasing as the years roll on, until now 
we are up to and even ahead of the 
times. Mr. Broxvn spoke on the great 
natural resources of this country, "its 
minerals, which are valued at thirty-six 
million dollars per year; fts timber, 
worth n hundred million a year, and its 
field crops, worth six hundred million 
dollars a year. The speaker then told 
of a wonderful bird—the Canadian lien. 
One million and a half dollars" worth of 
eggs are exported from Canada every 
year. Well done, the Canadian lien!

The glory and the grandeur of a trip 
across 'this continent is a sight that, 
once seen, is never forgotten. To see 
the sun in all its glory you mu«t see it 
on the prairie. No one can travel across 
the Rockies without feeling his own lit 
tleness. (^nada i* the land of the immi­
grant, where hapnine-,* follows labor.

FIST FIGHT.
Big Scotch Women Tackle London 

Policemen.

Suffragette! Try Again to Reach 
the Premier.

London. 1'cb. 10. Tin- Suffragette, 
tried again to i.-i. lt Mr. Asquith in ill ■ 
House of Commons this evening. About 
fifty of them, who arrived separately in 
cab», congregated at the strangers’ en­
trance. and attempted to enter, but the 
police tarred their way. The leader de­
manded that they be allowed to see Mr. 
Asquith in order to present a petition. 
A police inspector offered to take the 
jietition to the Premier, hut the Suffrag­
ettes refused to agree to this. After a 
long wrangle 'the women left the build­
ing. and then held a demonstration in 
the street until the crowd of spectators 
tagan to get awkwardly 'big, when, re­
fusing to obey an order to quit, eight of 
the Suffragettes were arrested for caus­
ing an oh*truction to traffic, and were 
locked up until the House of < oirfions 
rose. Then they were admitted to bail.

Officers mounted anil on foot were 
everywhere, but. in spite of the hope­
lessness of a successful outcome, the 
determined women charged the double 
line» of stalwart constables again aixl 
again without hesitation. Finally the 
policemen became exasperated at the 
persistence of the struggling women, and 
they were none too tender in The way 
they handled their assailants. Hals, 
furs and blouses came a-way in the scrim­
mage. Several big Scotch women were 
observed actively using their firt* on 
the police, but t\ie unequal tattle could 
not last long, and the women who had 
not fallen into the hands of the con­
stables eventually retreated to Cnxton 
Hall. Tlie two dozen xvho were arrested 
xvere marched off to the police stations 
amid the cheers, hoots and hisses of the

Xfiss Muriel Matters, the woman xvho 
<>n Tuesday went lip in the air in a bal­
loon in an effort, to throw down tracts 
while the King was opening Parliament, 
"then made a breezy sjxvi li in which she 
declared that the Government need not 
hr* afraid of bomb*, as some “idiotic"' 
politicians had suggested.

TORONTO BISHOP.
Balloting Yeiletdiy Resulted in No 

One Being Chosen.

Bishop Thorneloe Sends «Telegram 
to the Synod.

Toronto, Feb. 19.—After two days' 
balloting the Anglican Synod seemed 
no nearer a choice of a bishop last night 
than when it first assembled. On the 
sixth ballot Bishop Thorneloe had a 

’ substantial majority of the clerical vote, 
i and Canon Cody a substantial majority 
1 of the vote of the laity. At private 

meetings after the adjournment last 
night both parties, it is said, expressed 
their willingness to meet in conference, 
and when the synod reassembles at 10 
o'clock this morning, a resolution in­
troduced last night to provide for a 
conference wi,ll probably be again 
brought before the meeting. The two 
names prominently mentioned as 
clergymen likely to be chosen in such 
a conference arc Canon Welch and 
Canon Tucker. Canon Welch has per­
sistently refused to have his name 
used in this way, but it is said that 
bis friends will do all in their power 
to secure his acceptance. Other names 
mentioned in the same connection were 
Rev. R. J. Moore, of St. Margaret’s 
Church, Toronto, Rev. Patterson 
Smythe, of Montreal, and Rev. T. W. 
Powell, of. Eglinton.

Something of a sensation was caused 
at the close of the afternoon meeting 
when the chairman read the following 
telegram from Bishop Thorneloe:— 
"Have just emerged from the back- 
woods and read newspapers. Have 
neither authorized nor approved what 
is being done."’ This was taken by 
many to mean that Bishop Thorneloe 
wished to withdraw his name. His 
supporters said not. however. Bishop 
Thorneloe, they said, had not been con­
sulted, and tile only way the matter 
could be put before him was to an­
nounce to him that lie had been elected. 
Tlie telegram made little change in the 
subsequent vote. Before the fourth 
ballot earlier in the afternoon, a ru­
mor had gone the rounds that Bishop 
Thorneloe had withdrawn, and his sup- 

, porters were kept busy for some time 
denying the report.

Differing from general manu­
factories. railways had to he satisfied 
with smaller profits. Referring to the 
agitation for level crossing*, the G. T. R. 
hnd 3,000, and to fix these would require 
an expenditure of $50.000.000. which 
would take years to provide for. If this 
money xvas spent in this way, could they 
look for man)- simps or stations ?

Mr. Hays paid a tribute to the hum­
blest railway men in the service, whose 
integrity and faithfulness were unsur­
passed in any line of activity. Coming 
more directly to the question of a nexv 
station for Stratford, the speaker held 
out the admonition. “Come. let us rea­
son together." In due course the sta­
tion would ta forthcoming; but modera­

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CASHIER WAS 
SUSPECTED.

He Did Not Steel the Money, But 
Friendi Made Good.

He Suspected the Negro Janitor 
aid Followed Him.

Fend Him Cutting a Dash aid 
Brought Him Back.

Pittsburg, Fob. 10.—One of the most 
rem&rkable tales of circumstantial evi­
dence proving utterly baseless in fixing 
the blame for crime was unfolded yes­
terday when the Allegheny County au­
thorities began to final work of un­
ravelling a mystery that lias long been 
troubling the residents and business in­
terests of Turtle Creek borough. It 
was all due to the arrest of Thomas Jor­
dan, a negro and former janitor of the 
First National Bank of that borough, 
down in southern Florida, and his re­

ctum to Pittsburg on Tuesday night 
to face the charge of robbery, in which 
<14,700 of the bank funds were involved.

The robbery occurred on August 1, 
1907. T. W. Carroll was cashier of the 
bank. Jordan had been the janitor for 
only three weeks. Jordan was 32 years 
old, a tall, slender negro, who lived with 
his wife and one child in a shanty near 
the bank.

•‘POOR JORDAN,’* THE CRY.
Three weeks after the arrival of Jor­

dan at the bank as janitor. $4,700 was 
missed. Cashier Carroll could not ac­
count for it and notified the directors. 
The only one suspected was Jordan and 
he was arrested. Then came a popular 
cry of protest. "Poor Jordan” was heard 
on every side. He was so poor and lowly 
and so honest that it was impossible to 
conceive of any such a thing being laid 
at his door. “Why, Jordan would not 
know what to do with so much cash.” it j 
was claimed. Jordan declared the same 
and appeared so innocent tliat when he | 
was called for a hearing he was dis­
charged.

Suspicion then fell on the cashier. 
Mr. Carroll is a young man of exemplary 
habits and well connected. He felt cer­
tain that Jordan could tell something of 
the missing money, but in this Ix-lief he 
was alone. In fact, the directors told 
him that he would have to explain where 
the money was, or else his bondsmen 
would have to make good. They were 
even instrumental in having him arrest­
ed. Then his family came forward, and 
while protesting the young man’s inno­
cence. rather than have his Ixmdsiuen 
make good, made up the shortage, (tor- 
roll retired from the bank and bas been 
Out of it since.

Jordan hung around Turtle Creek for 
some three months still showing the ut­
most poverty and distress, and gaining 
sympathy which he accepted with good 
grace. Then he disappeared. A year 
passed and Carroll left his employ in 
Braddock. His health was affected .«mi 
he declared that it would he impossible 
for him to work until the stigma against 
his name ami that of his relatives had 
been removed. He l>egan to look up 
Jordan.

Painstaking and careful «eaveiling fin 
ally led Carroll to the south in his quest 
About New Year's lie decided t<> go 
south himself, and money was given him 
to go. Jordan deserted his wife when he 
left Turtle Creek ami she went to Jor­
dan» old home in Dobson. N. C.

GENEROUS TO HIS MOTHER.
Jordan ha<l gone further south to hi' 

aged mother in Anvilla. Kla. Carroll 
learned that Jordan had l>oen then*. He 
was in affluent circumstance* by that 
lime, had been generous to his mother 
and brothers and wore the finest clothes. 
He had bought property. Carroll learned, 
and was making his friends marvel at 
his prosperity. But Jordan was not at 
Ancilla. He was »tiU further south. 
Coing down through the Everglade 
State. Mr. Carroll finally came to Port 
Pierce, about 242 miles from Palm Beach, 
where he located Jordan's real abode. 
Here Jordan and his brother hail open­
ed a store in a building he had erected.

Jordan was not in the town, but his 
brother was, being paid a salary to run 
the store. Jordan was wandering about 
playing the races, dickering in real »*-• 
tate, and having a. glorious time. H<* 
wore a silk hat, black frock coat and 
pearl grey cuffed trousers. His white 
shirt and gold eye glasses made him look 
like "a atftor” in the opinion of his ad­
miring friends. Incidentally it was 
learned that Jordan had planned a trip 
to Cube shortly and with another man 
had arranged to open a resort n Pan 
ama for the benefit of the thousand* of 
canal employees, in the hope of g.iih -i- | 
ing in several thousand shekel» there.

ROYAL PROGRESS SPOILED.
Jordan was due to visit his store soon. 

Carroll waited his opportunity and with 
him were officers. Eight days later Jor­
dan arrived. His coming was heralded 
with almost ;u* much excitement among 

.the colored folk as though a kins or 
president was coming. They flocked 
about, him and looked in awe at his out­
fit ami walking stick. His two gold 
watches and gold eye glasses, his shiny 
silk hat and his immaculate frock coat 
and light trousers were things of un­
dreamed beaut)' and joy to his simple- 
minded friends. But all" this was to an 
end when a Florida sheriff clapped his 
hands on Jordan.

Carroll last night said that Jordan 
had expressed his intention of making a 
clean breast of the whole affair.

“T would have felt like never returning 
home again.” lie declared, with pathos in 
fcia voice. ”1 never knew what became 
of that money.and mv family bad to 
make good a loss that was not due to 
me. Still. 1 felt, the stigma of suspicion 
all the time and could not rest. I did 
Jiot employ Jordan, and Hence was not 
responsible for his being in the bank. 
The directors declined to assist me in 
ithding the stolen money and offered no 
reward for the thief’s capture, because
