A few days ago the Times published 
fc letter addresed by Mr. R. J. Edgar, of 
Owen Sound, to the Minister of Educa­
tion, calling attention to the hardship 
Imposed upon booksellers and the public 
by the action of the Government in its 
arbitrary change of school books without 
notice and by its ill-considered course 
with reference to the publication of school 
books generally. The Times has ob­
tained a copy of the reply of the Deputy 
Minister to Mr. Edgar, and Mr. Edgar’s 
answer thereto, both of which are ap­
pended. The correspondence makes 
interesting and enlightening reading for 
those who have taken an interest in 
the school book question out of which 
Bo much glory has been claimed for the 
Department :
THE DEPUTY MINISTER'S LETTER

Toronto, Sept. 15. 1909.
Dear Sir,—I am directed by the Min­

ister of Education to acknowledge your 
letter of the 13th inst. in relation to 
text books.

The Department of Education has 
been carrying out for some time, as 
fully and as quickly as efficiency per­
mits, the course outlined in the report 
of the Royal Commission on Text Rooks. 
This report was framed after due public 
inquiry. While an effort has been made 
to reduce to a minimum the inconven­
ience caused to all concerned by changes 
of text books, the chief object has been 
to produce for the public at large better 
and cheaper books. To provide against 
cases of hardship. School Boards may 
by resolution continue the old books in 
use wherever they deem such a course 
necessary. The changes made this year 
were announced in a circular issued 
early in the month of July.

While the Minister of Education -re­
grets that you have been put to incon­
venience through purchase of text books 
that have gone out of use. he does not 
feel that the Department is responsible 
for t-he result of dealings between book­
sellers and publishers which are carrifd 
on in accordance with regular trade con­
ditions. His purpose throughout has 
been to provide for the people of the 
province better books at lower prices.

In respect to your specific complaint 
that you have been unable to obtain a 
supply of the Public School Readers the 
matter jwilLhe „a^ .once brought to the 
indention of the publishers of- those 
books. I have the honor to be. your 
obedient servant.

Dear Sir,—We desire to acknowledge 
the receipt of your letter of the 15th 
inst relative to our letter of recent date 
“re school text books.” We say “rela 
five” rather than “in reply," for, sir, 
your letler is no reply. Even its rela 
tion to ours is so strained as to be at 
shouting distance. The writer has been 
closely associated with the school book 
trade for over 20 years, during which 
time he has never experienced the diffi­
culty of procuring enough text books, or 
the disaster of procuring too many, as 
he has under the present Government. 
Personally, we admit this hurts, but, as

STRIKE OFF 
BATH RATES.

Would Cost $350,000 For a 
General Meter System

And Aldermen Oppose It on 
Many Grounds.

By-law May be Ready For Next 
Council Meeting.

The Fire and Water subcommittee 
hopes to have the new waterworks by­
law in shape for the GouncH to deal with 
at its next meeting. If approved of it 
will go into effect the first thing next 
year. 1 he committee had another three- 
hour session yesterday afternoon, at 
which the aldermen declared it inexpedi­
ent to i natal the meter system here on a 
j general scale, although recognizing the 
act that it was the most equitable way 

of making people pay for water. State­
ments were furnished showing that it 
would cost $350,000 to instal meters in 
every house, business place and factory 
in the city. The house meters would 
average about $13, while the niete-is for 
larg» consumers run as high as $600.

The committee has decided to recom­
mend that the $2 rate on baths be struck 
off, although Chairman Morris thought 
the tax should still be imposed and the 
amount lowered. The $3 rate on closets 
will remain.

Although the committee has mt Irait
definitely with the '’matter "yeC it Ts 
practically settled that all large consum­
ers will be metered. The city at present 
has meters on all the new factories, but 
the big consumers on old city propertv 
are not metered at all. For instance, not 
a single foundry company in the city is 
metered.

Many reasons against a general meter 
system were urged. One of these was 
that if people had to pay for the water 
on this baeis they would not try so hard 
to beautify their premises and keep the 
lawns in good eha-pe. The opinion of the 
aldermen seemed to be that the city had 
an unlimited supply of water, a/nd should 
supply the people with all they could us.', 
without unnecessary waste.

Secretary James was instructed to pre­
pare a statement showing the schedule 
on which so many houses are assessed 
at $500, $1,000 and so on. The committee 
hopes from these figures to work out the 
reduction it is proposed to make.

GOVERNOR OF 
MINNESOTA

And Presidential Possibility Re­
ceived Death’s Call To-day.

Rochester, Minn., Sept. 21.—Governor 
John A. Johnson, three times elected 
Governor of Minnesota, a candidate for 
the Democratic nominat^pn for Presi 
dent in 1908, and looked upon by many 
throughout the country as the probable 
Democratic national standard bearer in 
1912, died at St. Mary’s Hospital at 
3.25 o’clock this morning, following an 
operation last Wednesday.

Governor Johnson’s life hung contin 
uallv iir the balance until the end came. 
So frequently did his condition change 
—alternately for better and then for 
worse—that his physicians, ever hope 
ftil, but none too optimistic, were able 
to sav at no time since the operation 
was performed that the Governor had 
more than an even chance for his life.

At his bedside when the end came 
were Mrs. Johnson. Miss Margaret Sul 
livan. her friend, Dr. Chas. H. Mayo, 
Dr. C. F. McXevin. Frank Adav. the 
man. and the Misses Jannie and Sehil 
1er. the Governor’s nurses.

Dr. W. J. Mayo stated that there 
were no traces of blood poisoning, and 
that the immediate cause of death was 
exhaustion and heart failure.

When the Governor breathed his last, 
Mrs. Johnson, who had been in almost 
hourly attendance at her husband’s bed 
side and who had borne up bravely 
under the ordeal, totally collapsed, and 
was taken to the Sullivan home.

Governor Johnson was in a lethargic 
state during the greater part of the 
night, but occasionally was aroused, es­
pecially after coughing, and would then 
murmur a few words to Mrs. Johnson. 
At times he seemed to wish that the 
end might come, for on one occasion 
he said : “My, the time drags slowly ; 
I am so uncomfortable."

The Governor lapsed into unconscious­
ness at 1 o’clock. Toward the end he 
revived and raised himself several times 
to pat his wife’s cheek. His last words 
were. “Well. Nora, I guess I’m going: 
we have made a brave fight."

DR COOK AT NEW YORK;
PEARY AT SYDNEY, N S.

Former Declares That the Danish Authorities and Scientists Have In­
vestigated His Claims and Have Accepted Them as Genuine.

Peary’s Arrival at Sydney Was a Quiet Affair—His Family Were 
the First to Greet Him—Cook Makes a Speech.

New York, Sept. 21—The steamer Oskar 
II. with Dr. Frederick A. Cook, the 
North Pole explorer, on board, reach­
ed quarantine early this morning, and 
anchored £b await inspection by the 
health officer of the port.

The Oskar II. lay at anchor off Fire 
Island until shortly after midnight, 
when she weighed anchor and proceeded 
to quarantine. There the steamer anch­
ored to await the inspection of the 
health officer at 6 o'clock. Meantime 
several tugs, loaded with passengers, 
hung about the liner. At sunrise the 
steamer was dressed with flags and pre­
parations were made to receive the ex­
plorer s wife and children, who were 
coming down in a tug, and to meet a 
reception committee of city officials and 
friends of Dr. Cook, which went down 
the harbor on the steamer Grand Re­
public. Dr. Cook was standing amid a 
group of passengers on the saloon deck 
when the health officers boarded the 
ship. The explorer's face was tinged with 
a healthy bronze, and his demeanor was 
modest and unassuming.

"Have your notes and data with you," 
Dr. Cook was asked by a correspondent.

"Yes.”
“Then what matter does Mr. Whitney 

hold?”
"Mr. Whitney has my instruments and 

some delicate data. Mr. Whitney js a 
noble gentleman and can be trusted to 
speak the truth."

When asked about the controversy 
over the discovery of the Pole, he said :

Kindly express to the people of 
Canada my heartfelt appreciation 
for their liberal help.

(Signed) “Dr. Cook."

harbor steamer to receive his official 
welcome.

WILL WAIT EVENTS.
“I shall await events,” said Dr. Cook 

tp the Associated Press just before he 
left the dock of the Oskar II. at quaran­
tine to day, to be brought to the city- by 
tiie committee.

“When my material has been got Vogv 
thjer and put into shape it will be sub­
mitted in the first instance to the Uni­
versity of Copenhagen. After that it 
will -be laid before the geographical soci­
eties of the world. I will not consent to 
submit any fragmentary portions of my 
observations or of my records to any 
one. The report and all the data con­
nected with my trip must be examined 
in their entirety, together with my in­
struments, some of which I have in my 
possession now, and others of which are 
on their way to America at the present 
moment. These will all be properly con­
trolled and tested before submission to 
the scientific bodies.”

Asked for what reason he did not im­
mediately give full details of his achieve- 
ment, Dr. Cook said :

“I have given to the public a concise 
account of my journey similar to that 
always given by explorers on their re­
turn from a journey of exploration. For 
the preeent no other details are neces­
sary, and, as a matter of fact, no fur­
ther specific evidences of my claim have 
been called for from anv side. It has 
never been customary hitherto for ex­
plorers to make their* full records public 
in their rapidity in coming to conclu­
sions, and they are usually content to 
wait until complete data are compiled."

WELL-KNOWN
INVENTOR.

Mr. William Russell Died After 
Three Weeks' Illness.

A well known business man, who was 
born and brought up in the neighbor­
hood of Hamilton, passed away at 
Woodstock yesterday, in the person of 
William Russell, president of the Rus­
sell Harvesting Machine Co. Mr. Rus­
sell came of Scottish parents, being a 
son of the late John Russell, of Carluke, 
and had lived in this neighborhood with 
the exception of seven years, which he 
spent in Chicago. He was a very able 
authority on matters relating to imple­
ments, having been engaged in the im­
plement trade and the manufacture of 
them since a young man, and also in­
vented many improvements for harvest­
ing machines, including the Russell grain 
shocker, which was the crowning 
achievement of his life. Deceased was 
72 years of age, and leaves a widow, one 
son, James Franklin Russell, of Wood- 
stock, and one daughter, ÎÇellie J., at 
home.

BIG SCHEME 
MAPPED OUT.

City Will Spend $125,000 on 
Sewers In East End

And Give the Unemployed Work 
During Winter Months.

Big Saving In Cement Walks— 
City Hall News.

If the Barton annexation scheme, 
which will be dealt with by the On­
tario Railway and Municipal Board 
on Monday next, goes through hun­
dreds of nien^vho would otherwise he 
idle and a charge on the city, will 
have work throughout the winter. 
Chairman Jutten of the Sewers Com­
mittee announced to-day that as soon 
as the territory was annexed the 
work of installing the sewerage sys­
tem would be proceeded with at once. 
It is probable that the Railway and 
Municipal Board will be asked to 
authorize debentures to the amount of 
about $1*25,000 for the \york. The en­
gineering department already has me 
work laid out. The scheme is to 
build a big sewer up Trolley street 
to the mountain, east on King street, 
Main Street and Barton street and 
carry the sewer on Lottridge street to 
Barton street. These will form the 
main arteries and the chairman has 
been informed that scores of petitions 
for smaller sewers under the local im­
provement plan will be filed the 
minute the annexation scheme is com­
pleted. The building of these sewers 
is work that could be gone on with 
during the winter months. It will 
also mean a lot of work for the Water­
works Department, as an effort will 
be made to give the people throughout 
the entire district water at once.

The Board of Works has made a 
big saving this year on the cost of 
cement sidewalks. In some years the 
average cost per foot has run as high 
as 14 cents. Last year it was 13 cents 
and this years about 10 cents. The 
cement walk gangs have enough work 
ahead to keep them busy until the 
middle of next month.

DECAY OF CALAIS.
U. S. Tariff is Hurting an Ancieal 

French Gty.

Calais, Sept. 20.—The ancient city of 
Calais, the last spot in France held by 
the English as successors of the Norman 
Princes, is threatened with the loss of 
its prosperity. It is the centre of tulle 
and lace «making, and the new seventy 
per cent, tariff imposed on these luxur­
ies by the United States tariff has been 
a sore blow. The former .great prosperi­
ty of this city has dwindled almost to 
the vanishing point. The number of 
hands employed in Calais factories is de­
clining steadily and the total'output of 
finished goods decreasing with woeful 
rapidity. These conditions have finally 
become so aggravated that long estab­
lished business men are abandoning their 
establishments and moving away from 
the city.

The Government has taken notice of 
the distressing state of affairs and is 
trying to devise ways and means of re­
lieving the situation, but it is deemed 
unlikely that Calais will ever be restor­
ed to its former state of prosperity.

Feeling runs high in Calais against 
the employers. A night or so ago dis­
gruntled and hungry workmen tried to 
burn the home of ft Calais manufac-^ 
turer who had moved part of his fa^ 
tory to America and planned to carry 
on his business henceforth in the United 
States. The laborers declared the man­
ufacturer had betrayed Calais’ trade

WOULD NOT SAVE WIFE.

Cleveland Brewer Refused to Lend 
$500 to Keep Her From Prison.

Cleveland, O., Sept. 20.—Rather than 
loan his former wife $500, which would 
have kept her from going to prison, 
Jacob Fickel, a brewer, saw her sentenc­
ed to the penitentiary for two years 
here today. Sentence was suspended 
and Mrs, Fickel’s son will attempt to 
raise the money and save his mother.

Mrs. Fickel embezzled $596.56 from 
the estate of Bertha Bosenhardt while 
acting as guardian to the woman last 
winter. She was convicted, but Judge 
Vickery told Mrs. Fickel she could go 
free if she would repay the money. Mrs. 
Fickel’s son tried to raise the money, 
but failed, and the father refused to 
help. t

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.

John McKissock, a Well-known Picton 
Character, Hauled Out of Bay.

Picton, Sept. 20.—John McKissock, an 
old Scotchman, and a well-known charac­
ter about town, attempted suicide. He 
tied his feet together with a rope and 
jumped into the bay. However, the rope 
that he used was tied by the other end 
to the wharf, and John was soon fished 
out. He is over eighty years old and 
without means of support. On public 
holidays he would don his cap, pin his 
ïtiwlals to his breast, and parade Main 
^Xyet. He possesses two medals, one for 
Fenian raid service* and the other for 
long service in the 16th Regiment.

STRUCK BY* FLYWHEEL.

Peter Macritchie Killed in C. P. R. 
Elevator at Fort William.

Fort William, Sept. 20.—Peter Mac­
ritchie'. aged 35, employed in the C. P. 
R. elevator B, was killed to-day, being 
struck on the head by the fly-wheel. 
No person sew the tragedy, and it is 
supposed that in resuming An upright 
position he must have swayed toward 
the flywheel, which struck the back of 
his head.

WATER RATES
To the Editor of the Times—

Water Is nature’s beverage and lubricator. 
Hamilton la blessed with a good supply of 
water. Those who have visited large centres 
of copulation, where water from the civic 
Btronlv Ik of Inferior quality, will be the bet­
ter prepared to appreciate the bi'and eupplled 
here. Travel—and return to appreciate Ham-

The question of high water rates has fre- 
ouentlv come before the people of this city/ 
The advocate for a reduction of water rates 
has often come to the front and has retired 
without bringing about a change. Like Wo­
man’s Rights, the question of our high water 
rates will not be suppressed. We are In au 
ae» when abuses must come before the tri­
bunal and be dealt with. The symbolic 
“Great White Throne” Is not visible to the 
eve of sense but the Judgment Day has come. 
Truth and justice are on the Judgment Seat. 
Shall the question of high water rates get 
a hearing? What shall the verdict be?

The present writer's policy would be, no 
Interference with our factories. We are en- 
eaeed In the work of building up Hamilton 
and our best material for this purpose is our 
manufacturing concerns. To annoy our ex­
tensive labor-employing citizens, on the water 
Question, will not be for our general good. 
To1 press now In the direction of placing a 
greater burden on the factories would be un­
profitable for the whole city.

If we have discriminated In favor of the 
manufacturer, let us continue to do so for 
the present. It will be a mistake to attempt 
to shift responsibility now. Let the extra 
charge for baths and closets and for street 
watering be cut out of the bill. This is a 
simple remedy which will give general satis­
faction and not raise very serious opposition.

According to a published record, there are 
16.300 buildings in the city, with 8.356 baths. 
It would be better if there was a bath in 
everv dwelling. The bath should be encour­
aged. Abundance of water taken Inside and 
o it would greatly Improve public health and 
reduce crime. Let us have free baths In 
everv home. Let our children be taught the 
need of a clean body and a pure mind. Let 
this take the place of the dogma of total de­
pravity and the Baptismal Font.

Smallpox, with every other kind of pox, 
Dhvsical and mental deformity. Including dis­
eases unmentionable, will disappear when the 
gospel of clean living la everywhere in prac-

Jxist another word on the water rates. A 
workman’s house valued at 3900 (tax assess­
ment) without bath or closet, pays 50c per 
month for water for all purposes—the wash- 
tub may be used freely. This charge Is not 
unreasonable. The more wealthy can afford 
to nay pro rata.

That the water system is made to contri­
bute to our general revenue, cannot be ob- 
lected to on the line of financial principle. 
The wise diplomat never distributes condi­
tions unnecessarily when he is carrying out 
a constructive policy. Harmony Is the law 
of construction. The committee on power 
should remember this fact.

True progress corrects every 111 In due time. 
We are a corporation. Let the co-operative 
spirit control. Let us not disturb but en­
courage the manufacturer. True economy Is 
not penny wise and pound foolish.

A BIG RALLY
Of Hamilton Epworth Leaguers 

al Central Methodist.

An enthusiastic mass meeting of Ep­
worth Leagues of Hamilton District was 
held last evening in Central Methodist 
Church. The Rev. S. T. Bartlett, Gen­
eral Secretary of Epworth Leagues, who 
was to have spoken on “Epworth League 
Success,” was prevented by illness from 
being present, but in his absence the 
Rev. A. C. Crews, former secretary and 
editor of the Sunday School Guardian, 
gave a very interesting and instructive 
address, taking for his subject, “Ath-

While he was glad to see so many 
people of to-day partaking in the numer­
ous outdoor sports, to develop and main­
tain the strength with which they were 
endowed, he said he did not intend to 
deal with that kind of athletics, but 
with something deeper, truer and more 
neeesssary—moral athletics, the exercise 
of our spiritual faculties. As the devel­
opment of the physical body is attained 
through repetition of exercise, so is was 
with the spiritual. The development of 
spiritual life tends to character and use­
fulness and only through this can a 
clear understanding of what religion 
really is be had. He said there "’as 
nothing more helpful and instrumental 
to young people than the Epworth 
Longue to develop and maintain that 
great spiritual power.

Dividing the conceptions of some peo­
ple s religion into three classes, religion 
by faith ; emotion and knowledge, he 
said we should not only believe in the 
cross, hut we should take it up and 
translate our creeds into deeds. The 
true faith of Jesus Christ was one of ac-

There are some people who believe re­
ligion all depends on feeling. While he 
did not believe in a religion without 
emotion, it is only when that emotion 
expresses itself in true Christian serrtce 
that it becomes religipn.

The last class is composed of people 
w’ho hold that knowledge is the element 
of religion, who think it is necessary to 
be theologically correct. They could re­
peat all of the New Testament, hut they 
generally lived inert lives. Their reli­
gion consists in going to church on Sun­
day morning and believing that their re­
ligious duty has been attended to for 
the week. The young man who can do 
his every day duty is by far better edu­
cated than the youth who can translate 
innumerable classics. Religion, as prvo- 
ed throughout the New Testament, is a 
work of activity, and it should be de­
veloped through the exercise of the 
Christian graces of which it is compris-

Tn conclusion, he made a strong ap­
peal for every one present to use thir 
spiritual faculties, so as to live a more 
helpful and practical life in the Mas­
ter’s service.

DIED FROM NEGLECT
JOHN A. BROWN, OF MONTREAL,

LOST HIS LIFE IN MISSOURI.

Ground on Which Body Was Found 
Showed How Terrible Had Been 
the Man’s Struggle Before Death 
Released Him.

St. Ixmis, Mo., Sept. 20.— The death 
of John A. Brown, of Montreal, after *, 
week’s suffering in a lonely spot near ! 
East Alton, was in part due to neg- I 
lect bn the part of Chicago & Alton 
Railway employees, according to a 
coroner’s jury in its verdict to-day.

“The crew of a Chicago & Alton 
train saw the man tossing about on 
the ground near the track last Thurs­
day,” Coroner Streeper told a reporter. 
“They reported it to the station master 
at East Alton, but the village author­
ities were not notified, and did not 
hear of it until yesterday, when Mar­
shall Hawkins heard of it by accident. 
He sent a man, who found Brown dead. 
He apparently had been dead twelve 
hours. With medical attention I do not 
doubt that his' life could have been

A circular space 15 feet in diameter 
,,-ive evidences of Brown’s struggles 
before he died. The ground has been 
torn up and the weeds beaten down. 
One foot had been cut and the man 
had tied a handkerchief about t<he 
wound. Streeper thinks blood-poisoning, 
resulting from this injury and exposure 
to the weather, caused the death.

Tn the man's pocket was found » 
letter addressed to J. A. Brown, writ­
ten by his brother, C. R. Brown, on 
the stationery of the Brown Manu­
facturing Company in Montreal. The 
letter reproached Brown for remaining 
away from his family, and told of the 
death of his mother and daughter. His 
wife and other child;en, the letter said, 
were still in Montreal. The letter begged 
the man to return to them.

EATHQUAKE ' *N BRAZIL.

Cable Communication With City of 
Manaos Cut Off.

New York, Sept. 20.—All cable com­
munication with the city of Manaos, 
Brazil, was interrupted yesterday. Fears 
were expressed that either an earth­
quake or a flood had happened, for the 
trouble was later known to affect the 
river towns of Santarem and Obides, sit­
uated nearby.

Washington, Sept. 20.—An earthquake 
of moderate intensity occurred . about 
3.30 o'clock yesterday afternoon and 
continued an hour, according to the re­
cord taken from the seismograph at the 
United States Weather Bureau to-day. 
The officials estimate that the centre of 
activity was located about 4,000 miles 
from Washington. It is believed that 
the shocks were centred in Brazil.

Exports of last year's harvest h 
eluded ten million bushels of wheat i 
the shape of flour, making the total fc

$1,000,000 PROJECT.

The long stretch of the park which 
the pipe will traverse «ill be torn up j 
again, and will resume the appear-1 
a nee of half a dozen years ago, when 
the initial pipe went down. In a short 
time five hundred men will be employed.

MAKINGM0NEY.
N. Y. Post off ice Officiels Incoaaid- 

erately Interfered.

New York, Sopt. 20.—Post Office in- 
spectors made an unannounced call to­
day in an east side tenement and 
arrested Dominico Forte, a young Ital­
ian, and the reputed head of tho 
“European-American Transfer Com­
pany,” a concern through which it is 
alleged hundreds of Italians throughout 
the United States were victimized. Forte, 
charged with using the mails to defraud, 
was held in $1,000 bail.

According to the inspectors, letters 
were sent out by Forte to credulous 
foreigners, stating that a package of 
jewelry consigned to them had been 
received, and that the “Buropeen- 
American Transfer Company,” as agent, 
had paid $1.95 duty thereon.

The package would be forwarded to 
its destination, the letter added, upon 
receipt of $2.96. The inspectors say that ! 
the names of 10,000 prospective “eus-1 
tomers” were found in Forte’s rooms. 
The prisoner made a full confession, it Is 
alleged, saying that he was the sole pro- j 
prietor and that he “was making money ' 
as fast as Rockefeller.”

Alas! for Mr. Borden's Halifax plat­
form, and its tariff interpretation by 
scores of high Tory authorities, he would 
have Tories “ ‘take the tariff out of 
politics' by making their meaning ■ s:> 
plain that they cannot' henceforth be 
represented as thn ‘hirelings of the manu­
facturers'.”

TO DEALERS.

stated in our previous letter, the trou­
ble la not alone with the bookseller. 
During these 20 years, 14 under the for­
mer Government and the balance under 
the present Government, we have had 
more complaint from parents and pupils 
regarding the sudden changés in school 
books in the last two years than in the 
eighteen years previous. In the United 
States when a change is made in the 
readers the Government furnish a new 
reader for the exchange of the old book, 
the same applying to the bookseller. We 
wish to repeat, sir, for the benefit of 
the department, that a much more prac­
tical way, a fairer and more honest wav, 
would be to give the publisher, the pupH 
and the bookseller an eight to twelve- 
month notice of any change of text 
book. All confusion with the publisher 
would be avoided, and his text books 
would be ready at the time required, 
while the bookseller could have disposed 
of his stock and the pupil avoided pur­
chasing unnecessarily, in your letter 
you state the circular containing the 
changes for this year was issued in July, 
1009. But, sir, what use to us is this 
announcement in July or .lune, for that 
matter? Of what use is it to the pupil 
desiring to prepare the work for the 
coming term ? We have to carry for 
the convenience of the pupil these books 
throughout the term, and naturally have 
them in stock for the opening of the fol­
lowing session. To protect the pupil, 
publisher and dealer, the announcement 
should at least precede the opening of 
the term by eight months. As you were 
good enough to state the date of the is­
sue of your circular for 1909, will you 
kindly give us the date of its issue in 
1908? Was it not late in September 
when all the schools were in full swing, 
doing business with scribblers and lead 
pencils before the announcement of what 
books they would require was forthcom­
ing? Was not the Minister of Educa­
tion, Hon. Dr. Pyne, sojourning in Eu­
rope at this time, while the pupils and 
teachers were anxiously waiting his re­
turn. Artd also let me state here that 
this honorable gentleman states in the 
Globe of the 17th inst. that the school 
hoards were notified in July of authori­
ty to pass a resolution to retain the old 
text books for another year. The school 
board of Owen Sound did not receive 
any notification to this effect from this 
honorable gentleman or his department, 
nor have you notified them to this day. 
Furthermore, this resolution is void un­
less passed More the first day of Sep­
tember. What is the Hon. Dr. Pyne’a 
object in stating what is absolutely 
false? Is he doing so to try to protect 
his department from discovery in its 
rotten state of legislation? Did your 
department notify a single school board 
in this Province? We have written to 
different towns and cities in hope of dis­
posing of the dead text books your de­
partment haft loaded our shelves with, 
and we find without exception their po­
sition similar to our own. You state 
the department ia not responsible for 
the dealings between bookseller and pub­
lisher. Certainly not under proper con­
ditions; but. sir, if the department have 
acted unwisely, if not to flay unfairly, 
with the bookseller, then should not he 
be entitled to some compensation from 
you ? Will you furnish us with the new 
text books in exchange for the old?

Again, you state the object of the 
department is to supply the people with 
better readers at lower prices. The read­
ers are large, but how about their con­
tents. Do the contents count for noth­
ing? Is this the reason they are “cheap.” 
Do you compare your primer and first 
book with the discarded Movang's part 1 
and part 2? If so, you should learn the 
opinion of "the people” you are so anxi­
ous to please. As for the prices being 
lower, did not the old fourth reader 
sell at 15c and is now 10c, and does not 
the same apply to the second reader and 
the third reader? Sir, we are in a posi­
tion to. receive a great variety of opinions 
regarding the changing of the readers 
and there is more fault finding than 
heretofore principally because the pup­
ils have to discontinue recently purchas­
ed books to buy your so-called "cheap 
readers.”

And lastly, sir, you state you Will 
make inquiries from the publishers of 
these readers, (The T. Eaton Co. for­
sooth), why it is they cannot supply 
the demand. We will await your inquiry 
with expectancy. And while you are 
about it, will you please ask the same 
gentlemen if the reason why is that they 
desire to advance their huge advertis­
ing scheme by selling the pupil direct 
instead of the bookseller with the hope 
of having added to the order a spool of 

“ thread and half a dozen pant

books may be likened unto the wind 
which an the Good Book nayeth in St. 
John iii. and 8, "It bloweth where it 
listeth, and thou he»rest the sound 
thereof, but canst not tell whence it 
cometh and whither it goeth,” while the 
pupil and the bookseller are its sport as 
weathercocks. Unless you change your 
present policy it means the bookseller 
will have to discontinue the handling of 
school text books.

Regarding Botsford'n Ancient His­
tory, of which we made mention in our 
recent letter, we beg to advise you we 
have successfully disposed of the ten 
copies we had in stock. On the 16th inst. 
a gentleman bought the lot for ten 
cents ; ten dollars of text books for ten 
cents. The same gentleman took the H. 
S. Book-keeping. We realized five cents 
a copy on this book, but we are still 
waiting for quotations on DeLury Arith­
metic, Chase's Georgraphy, P. S. Read­
ers, Gage's Speller,, etc. Sir, will you 
exchange your new text books for 
these?

Our hope is, Sir, that this letter may 
soften the heart of the department for 
the people and the poor bookseller, and 
that they may be the means of creat­
ing further discussion on this matter.

PICKLING TIME.
Seme Useful Recipes For Times’ 

Readers.

Chopped Pickle.—Six large cucumbers, 
one peck of green tomatoes, one head of 
cabbage, four large onions, three large 
bunches of celery, four small peppers, 
five cents’ worth of mixed white mus­
tard and celtry seed, one gallon of 
vinegar, one-half teaspoonful of grated 
horseradish. Sprinkle one-half teacup­
ful of salt through the above vegetables 
after they are chopped, and let remain 
twenty-four hours. Heat up in a weak 
vinegar at first, drain, then boil twenty 
minutes in clear, strong vinegar. This 
will keep well in crocks unsealed.

If fond of cabbage try this pickle : 
Select the Dutch red variety, though the 
white cabbage may be used. Boil in 
salted water till very nearly done ; use 
caution not to boil too tender so as to 
fall apart. Let it drain thoroughly 
through a colander. Place in a crock, 
and pour medium strength vinegil'. 
sweetened to taste, and previous\ 
boiled with a teaspoonful of mustard 
seed, over the cabbage boiling hot. It 
will keep any length of time and is 
very nice to have in emergency. An­
other nice way is to chop the cabbage 
fine as for cold slaw and to cook until 
tender. Season with vinegar, salt and 
pepper and butter, and seal in Mason 
jars. When needed simply warm up. 
adding more vinegar and salt to taste, 
and a spoonful of corn starch.

Slice a head of white cabbage, equal 
quantity of sliced or chopped cucumber, 
a few small onions, radisli pods, green 
peppers, green grapes, nasturtiums, etc., 
for East India pickle. Break the cauli­
flower into bits, slice the peppers, onions 
and radish pods ; seed the grapes and 
sprinkle all with salt, and put them 
together in a large wooden mixing bowl 
and pour boiling water over them and 
let remain in this brine four days. Then 
drain thoroughly and put into vinegar 
which has been prepared as follows two 
or three days before : To every two 
quarts of vinegar put in an ounce of 
ginger root, one ounce of long peppers, 
two ounces of sliced onion, half an 
ounce of turmeric, two ounces of mus­
tard seed, mixed, and one tablespoonful 
of celery seed.

Fried tomatoes are delicious. Cut the 
tomatoes in medium thick slices and 
fry in butter and drippings, or better 
still, In the best olive oil, until they 
are brown, but not until they fall to 
pieces when touched. Lift to a hot 
dish, a flat one. and dust with salt and 
pepper. Into the gravy in the spider 
pour half a cupful of cream, stir 
quockly, and pour over the tomatoes.

Pickled Small Cucumbers.—Pick small 
cucumbers with the stems on, wipe them 
clean, and pack in stone jars or wooden 
tub». Make a brine of coarse salt and 
\%ater, using one quart of salt to two 
gallons of water. Pour it boiling hot 
over the cucumbers. Cover them closely, 
and let stand twenty-four hours. Then 
d.*»a them, place them in clean jars, 
peur over them as much boiling hot 
vinegar as will cover them, cover with 
cabbage leaves, fit a close cover over 
them and let them stand two days be­
fore udng.

Beans and onione may be pickled in 
the same manner.

Pickled Cucumbers No. 2.—Peel and 
slice cucumbers as for the table when 
eaten green. Make a brine as above, 
and when cold put in the cucumbers 
and let stand for twenty-four hours. 
Then drain them thoroughly and cover 
with vinegar and let stand two weeks. 
Pour off the vinegar, mix through the 
cucumbers some whole allspice, cloves, 
stick cinnamon, whole peppers and white 
mustard seed and two white onions 
chopped fine, allowing an ounce of the 
spices to each quart of vinegar. Cover 
the pickles and let stand for a week 
before using.

OREGON’S WILD BEASTS.

Killing 600 Coyotes Means Saving 
Cattle to Value of $60,000.

Reports just received by the Portland 
office of the forest service indicate that 
the special hunters sent out on Oregon 
ranges this spring by the service were 
doing immense good to the sheep and 
cattle ranges. Bears, coyotes and moun­
tain lions have fallen before their guns 
and poison traps with great certainty, 
and for the first time in many years the 
ranges look to be at least partially clear­
ed of wild Iteasts.

One hunter employed on the Free mont 
national range in a report made to the 
forest service, tells that in the period be­
tween March 15 and June 20 be killed 
128 coyotes and 10 wildcats, says The 
Oregon Journal. Another hunter*on the 
Wallowa national forest reserve during 
thé month of May killed 6 large bears, 
while still another in the same forest, 
made away with 26 coyotes.

These figures do not nearly cover the 
number of animals destroyed, for many 
of them die in their holes and in heavy 
undergrowth near the rivers. , A poi­
soned animal immediately tries to get 
to water, and many of the scalps are 
lost through the coyotes heading for the 
rivers and dying in the heavy under­
brush near by.

It is estimated that a coyote at large 
in a sheep-raising country is responsible 
for a loss of from $100 to $150. If but 
500 of them are killed in Oregon this 
year—and it seems probable that man)' 
of them will be—it means a saving of 
nearly $50.000 to the sheep and cattle

FOR THE VETERANS
Kea of ’66 Receive the CoepKmeits 

ef tke Frees.

The Veterans of ’66 held a meeting 
last night and disposed of the regular 
business. During the evening a discus­
sion took place of the Association’s ef­
forts to obtain some recognition from 
the Government for the few remaining 
members of the home defenders who 
turned out to protect the country. One 
company from Hamilton, consisting of 
65 members, served in the force referred 
to at Windsor, and the remarks of the 
Echo and Post were much appreciated. 
'x— Times gladly reproduces the com­
ments and hopes that the Veterans will 
be successful in their application :

THE MEN OF ’*6.
“One class of compatriots who parti­

cipated in preserving the integrity of 
the Empire by shouldering their guns 
ana giving their time and money have 
been entirely overlooked by the Domin­
ion Government, and those are the vet- 
terans of 1866. The Dominion Parliament 
voted grants of land to those who took 
part in the South African war, while 
these others have not been thought of. 
The survivors are all over 60 years of 
age, and deserve remuneration in some 
wav. A very appropriate way for the 
Dominion to show that they appreciate 
their efforts to protect the country 
would be by granting them a small 
yearly pension. It would not only be ac­
ceptable, but in many cases would stave 
off actual want. Let not Canada be un­
grateful.—Amherst burg Echo.

“The Echo is right as far as it goes, 
but it does not go far enough. During 
the American civil war, when the coun­
try was over run with scaliwags, bounty 
jumpers, etc., the Government asked 
for volunteers. The men who have been 
almost entirely disregarded or overlook­
ed, volunteered to defend the country in 
tl^ time of need. At that time, inva­
sion appeared to be imminent. The coun 
try was in a state of turmoil and con­
fusion, and in enlisting in its defence, 
the men felt that they were probably 
giving up their lives, yet they faltered 
not. Companies were formed in every 
part of Canada. Drill sergeants were 
sent here, and our men had to drill two 
days in each week. This was continued 
for four years without compensation, a 
loss of at least four hundred days. In 
1866, when they were called out to de­
fend the country from a Fenian invas­
ion, they were compelled to supply their 
own clothing, and during the whole time 
they were ou duty, they received only 
twenty-five cents a day, not enough, 
said one of them,"to pay for blacking 
their boots or for chalk to whiten their 
belts.” When one considers how loyal 
these men were, how willingly they gave 
up home and home comforts for the in­
conveniences of the camp, is it any won­
der now, when the country is prosperous, 
they should ask to be remembered? 
There is not a man in Ontario, Grit 
or Tory, that would object to a reason­
able pension. If the men who went to 
South Africa, where glory awaited them, 
deserved a pension, how much more do 
the noble veterans of ‘66? There are only 
a few of theseno ble-hearted men left, 
and before many months all will have 
gone across the river of death. Their 
brave acts have stimulated many of the 
young men to emulate them. They have 
instilled patriotism into many hearts, 
and tire country should grant them some 
recognition. A small pension, say of one 
hundred and fifty dollars a year, dating 
back only r* few years, would not cost 
much, as so few of the brave men are 
left. Will the Government of Canada do 
this act <-f justice? Let the men who 
stood at the front in the face of dan­
ger feel that their sacrifices were not 
made in vain. Let every honest patriotic 
man in Canada demand a recognition 
of the rights of the men of ’66. and 
no Government dare refuse grant it. We 
trust the representative of the good peo­
ple of South Essex will urge this matter 
on the Government, and we are sure 
that if he does so. he will succeed in 
gaining the gratitude of all men who 
love justice. These men are now in the 
sere and yellow leaf of old age. but 
their hearts are strong, and if necessity 
demanded it, they would just as will­
ingly face death now as in ’66. Such men 
should not be forgotten.—Leamington 
Post. *

BACK FROM THIBET.
Russian Expedition Discover* Rain* 
of City Destroyed Centuries Ago.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 21.—Col. Koz- 
loff’s Mongolian expedition, equipped by 
the Russian Geographical Society, has 
relu rued from a twenty months’ explor­
ation of a region of the Amdos mount­
ain range in Thibet.

Hub. Mackenzie King Declares That 
Labor Wants Peace.

Will Geek, M. P.,Speaks eu Labor 
In England.

Quebec, Sept.—The Trades and Labor 
Congress of Canada is in annual session 
here, with 120 delegatee in attendance, 
of whom over fifty are from* Montreal 
and other points in Quebec Province. 
As quite a number of these delegates 
speak French only, the Congress is this 
year bi-lingual, and a good deal of time 
will be taken in translation of the 
speeches made.

There are two main topics that are 
likely to be fully debated—interna­
tionalism as applied to trades union 
organizations and the introduction of 
the military spirit into Canada.

The Executive Committee, which 
consists of President Verville, Vice- 
President James Simpson and P. M. 
Draper, Secretary-Treasurer, devoted 
a considerable portion of their report 
to the question of militarism in Can­
ada. The report said in part :— 
“Since the Halifax convention the ad­
vocates of militarism have been 
abroad in the land, and unless the 
workers take strong grounds against 
the introduction of military training 
in the schools, and the expenditure 
of vast sums of money for military 
purposes, the prospect seems to le 
that the small minority in favor of 
these fads will emerge triumphant. It 
is t-e masses of the working people 
who have to bear the burden of the 
cost, and every effort should be made 
to prove to the people that, far from 
being a matter for jubilation, war, 
and preparation for war, strike at 
the very foundation of liberty, and 
impose greater burdens than should 
be -urne. During the last session of 
the Dominion Parliament both sides 
of the House concurred in bowing 
to the false sentiment that is so nois­
ily proclaimed by the advocates of 
militarism in Canad, and as a result 
we are liable to be committed to great 
expenditures that are denied to pro­
ductive work on the ground of hard 
times and the necessity of economy. 
Your committee recommends that the 
Congress take the lead in calling a 
convention of all peace-loving citizens 
in Canada for the purpose of present­
ing Parliament with the views of 
those opposed to the movement.”

A clause in the report expressed 
tfie satisfaction of labor men that a 
Minister had been appointed who 
would give all his time to labor mat

The opening proceedings this morn­
ing were attended bt Fir Lomer 
Gouin, Premier of the Province, and 
Sir ^eorge Garneau, Mayor of Quebec, 
who delivered addresses of welcome.

Mr. J. Derosiers, President of the 
Quebec and Levis Federated Trades 
and Labor Council, in the course of 
his remarks, announced that one of 
the most important questions which 
would be considered at the Congress 
would be that of education, and he im­
plored the delegates to give the mat­
ter their most serious consideration.

MINISTER OF LABOR.
Hon. Mackenzie King, Minister of 

Labor, having been greeted with en­
thusiasm by the delegates, pointed 
out in an able speech the amazing 
progress which had been made by the 
Congress since its origin in Canada. 
He also touched on the important 
matters of strikes, and declared that 
what was wanted for the interest of 
organized labor was peace. With re­
gard to Asiatic immigration, he as­
sured them that the Government had 
received no request to have the Grand 
Trunk constructed by Asiatic labor, 
and that should such a request be re­
ceived there would be ample time 
given for all representatives to be

Loud cheers were given when Mr. 
Will Crooks, M. P., of the Imperial 
House was introduced. He said th*t 
labor organizations had not yet reach­
ed that stage in England when the 
Premier and the Mayor would come 
to welcome labor delegates. He warned 
the Congress not to rely too much on 
Labor Departments in Governments, say­
ing *nat he did not believe in placing 
too much confidence in paternal govern­
ment. It reminded him of a story, !*e 
said, of a little boy who was asked which 
he liked better, his Aunt Mary or his 
Aunt Jane. “I like them both,” the lad 
replied. “Aunt Mary gives me some 
jam, but Aunt Jane leaves it where I 
can get it myself.” He touched on the 
dignity of the workman, and said that 
a workman is sometimes heard to say : 
“I am only a poor workman.” “Duj’t 
apologize for that,” said Mr Crooks; 
“let the fellow who doesn't work do 
that.”

Mr. Crooks is an interesting figure at 
the convention. Arrangements have 
been made for him to address a mass 
meeting on Wednesday night. He ex­
pects to arrive in Toronto on Mon­
day morning rfext, and in addition to 
addressing a mass meeting there 
Monday night he has consented to 
speak to a combined meeting of stu­
dents of Knox and Victoria Colleges on 
Tuesday afternoon at 3 o’clock if his 
health will permit.

Township Assessment Will be on 
That Basis.

C3fy Carters Will be Excluded 
From ̂ Barton.

Council to Appear Before Munici­
pal Board.

The Barton Township Council held a 
meeting in Reeve Gage’s office last 
night. The main object of the meeting 
was to consider the rate to be struck 
for the coming year, and several promi­
nent ratepayers were present to hear 
the discussion and express their views 
on the matter. It will be remembered 
that at a former meeting of the council 
the rate was struck at fifty cents on 
the hundred dollars, but much dissatis­
faction arose over this apparently exor­
bitant rate, and the council decided to 
reconsider it.

The treasurer was called upon to fur­
nish a statement of money already ex­
pended, and the amount still required 
in order to give the council a working
basis.

The statement follows:
Amount already expended ... .$ 6,932 

Amount already expended..........$ 6,932

---- Total...........................................$10,677
. After much discussion the council de­

cided to reduce this amount by $1,000, 
leaving $9,677. Revenue due the council 
from the city, street railway and other 
sources amounts to $3,801, which leaves 
a balance to be provided for of $5,876, 
and on this sum the council proceeded 
to strike the rate. The assessment of 
the township is $1,661,173, and by strik­
ing the rate at 35 cents on the hundred 
dollars it was discovered the amount 
would be covered with a small surplus.

Reeve Gage was strongly in favor of 
having the rate struck at that figure, 
but Treasurer Gage and Councillor Ry- 
mal objected on the grounds that the 
required amounts would not be covered 
by that tax. Reeve Gage contended 
that the 35-cent rate was sufficient to 
defray all expenses, and it would be un­
just to saddle the residents of East 
Hamilton with a tax which would leave 
a surplus on hand, as those ratepayers 
would shortly come into the city and 
would not profit by any amount left in 
the treasury.

Treasurer Gage and Councillor Rymal 
argued strongly that unforeseen ex­
penses would arise in the way of re­
pairing bridges and assisting the poor, 
•tc., which would make a 35,-cent rate 
quite inadequate, to which the Reeve 
replied that the road commissioners be 
instructed not to exceed their appro­
priations and that the Council by ex­
ercising care could so manipulate the 
affairs that the amount would not be 
overdrawn.

Mr. J. H. Horning suggested that the 
35-cent rate was quite sufficient. The 
people of East Hamqilton who would 
probably come into the city might be 
seriously affected by >iis rate for sev­
eral years to come. He was sure the 
people on whose behalf he was speaking 
would be quite willing to do what was 
fair and pay a rate which would clear 
up all debts to the end of the year. 
He concluded by suggesting that the 
Council strike the rate at the beginning 
of the >ear.

Mr. Thomas Macklem supported Coun­
cillor Rymal and Treasurer Gage’s stand, 
that the rate should not be less than 
40 cents. He said there was nothing 
he knew of better to go by than past 
experience, which showed that unfore­
seen expenses were always springing up, 
and he thought a liberal estimate should 
be made to provide for them. Disastrous 
snow storms and floods could not be 
controlled by the Council, nor could' ex­
penses be fixed at any certain sum. The 
past eighteen years had shown that 
overdrafts were frequently necessary, 
and in his opinion it would not be right 
to have a debt hanging over the town­
ship when annexation takes place.

Mr. J. D. Trennamen replied that it 
was a poor business principle to go by 
past experience. What business men 
should and do do is to deal with facts. 
The Council should go by the present 
and prepare for the future. Men should 
look at the facts of the day and so 
arrange matters that the ends would 
meet according to their calculations.

Mr. J. M. Eastwood addressed the 
Council, and said he desired to thank 
the members for the consideration they 
had shown in attending to the needs 
of the people. There were many in 
East Hamilton who could not afford to 
pay a high rate, but all were willing 
to pay what is required, and were de­
sirous of doing so. He could not see 
how it would be right to strike such a 
rate that a large amount would be on 
hand at the end of the year, and hoped 
the rate would be struck consistent 
with good business principles.

Mr. W. Trusdale said he thought all 
the representatives of East Hamilton 
had expressed themselves in a very lib­
eral spirit. A great deal had been done 
by the East Hamilton residents in build­
ing roads, etc., out of their own pockets, 
in which the township had not taken 
part. These people might be saddled 
with this tax for several years to come 
by the Railway Board, and it would be 
a serious thing to have a high rate im-

Mr. J. D. Moody also spoke, and re­
iterated the ideas and sentiments of the 
Bast Hamilton ratepayer.
• After some further discussion by the 
hoard, Councillor Gallagher introduced
* motion, seconded by Councillor Lewis, 
to have the by-law previously passed 
So amended that the rate would be 38 
cents on the hundred dollars, instead 
èf 60, and the resolution was adopted.

The overdraft of the previous year 
amounted to $4,682, and it was calcu­
lated that the 38-cent rate would pre­
vent a recurrence of any overdraft.

BOARD WILL
NAMETERMS.

On Which School Section 8 Will 
he Annexed.

Will the New Annexation Peti­
tion be Challenged ?

Aldermen Were Given a Hint 
to That Effect

It will be left with the Ontario Rail­
way and Municipal Board to fix the 
terms on which school section 8, of Bar­
ton, will come into the city, if the terri­
tory east of Sherman avenue is annexed. 
The civic annexation committee so de­
cided yesterday afternoon, after thresh­
ing the matter out with J. M. Eastwood, 
John Moodie and J. H. Horning, repre­
sentative property owners from the dis­
trict, which the city is beirig pressed to 
make some concessions to, if it is to be 
included with the other land to be an­
nexed.

Ihe last time the annexation question 
was before the Municipal Board it was 
bowled out because a scrutiny of the 
petitions showed that they bore many 
signatures of persons who were not 
qualified to sign. New petitions were 
circulated, and although the aldermen 
were given a hint that these might be 
Challenged on the same ground as the 
other, the city is quite sure no mistake 
has been made this time.

Just before Mr. Horning left the com­
mittee room yesterday he inquired if the 
city had a ruling on those who were 
Qualified to aien the petitions. City So­
licitor Waddell replied that it had and 
explained the matter as the city under­
stood it.

"Some people place a different Inter­
pretation on it,” remarked Mr. Horning.

The deputation explained that all the 
property owners of School Section 8 
wanted was to be taken in on as rea­
sonable terms as other places that had 
been taken in. They thought they were 
justly entitled to some concession, in 
view' of the fact that they had borne a 
heavy burden for many years, improving 
their properties and had almost all the 
advantages they could hope to get if 
they entered the city. The township as­
sessment on this section is $461,000, and 
the rate about 15 mills. The speakers 
pointed out that the property owners 
were not anxious to come in. Applica­
tion had already been made to incorpor­
ate as a police village.

Mayor McLaren made it clear that 
the city was not pressing for annexa­
tion. It would insist, he said, on taking 
in all the territory or none, so that a 
proper sewerage and waterworks system 
can be laid out from the mountain to 
the bay. School Section 8 would have 
fire and police protection, the same pri­
vilege# in connection with the civic hos­
pitals, libraries and parks as other citi­
zens, the benefit of improved roads, a 
scavenger collection and eo on.

“With present conditions,” he said, 
“you may have an epidemic of sickness 
at any minute that will cost $50,000.”

The aldermen expressed the opinion 
that the property owners would be com­
pensated for any sewers or water mains, 
already laid that could be used for the 
general scheme.

Mr. Horning made two propositions,. 
One was to permit the township rate 
and assessment to remain in force for 
five years and the alternative to impose 
the city rate at once, but maintain the 
township assessment for ten years.

The aldermen refused to hear of the 
township rate being continued, because 
they thought it would lead to confusion 
and they considered ten years with the 
township assessment as the city rate 
too long a period, although agreeing 
that something might be worked out on 
this basis.

However, it Is up to the Municipal 
Board, which meets on Monday next, to 
deal with the application.

CHILDREN HUNGRY.
Appeal te the Treepi at Glace Bey 

Far Feed.

Glace Bay, Sept. 20.— Prospecte for 
the strike of the collieries of the Do­
minion Company ending shortly are 
brighter now than they have been for 
some time. The United Mine Workers 
realize that they are beaten. With 
their scant food allowance, giving them 
only the barest necessities of life, and 
forced to go into the woods and cut 
down trees to obtain fuel, the striker* 
are beginning to wonder what will be 
their circumstances when winter sets 
m in earnest. About one hundred fam­
ilies are now living in various quarters, 
some of them even in barns, and after 
a ten weeks’ struggle they see the Coal 
Company as strong as ever.

While the coal supply at the different 
banking stations has been practically 
exhausted, th- collieries are gradually 
producing a greater tonnage, and the 
officials of the company anticipate that 
they will wind up the St. Lawrence 
season in very good shape. In four or 
Jive weeks now shipments will practi 
cally cease, and then the company’s in­
tention is to commence banking at once 
in preparation for the next season. This 
means that there will be steadv and 
continuous work for all the men in the 
pits this winter, and the seventeen hun­
dred men now walking the streets here 
are seriously reflecting on what their 
situation will be if they do not go back 
ends'01* *>€^°re shipping season

What might possibly 1* a prelimin­
ary move to end the strike took place 
on Saturday afternoon, when Premier 
Murray and Messrs. Kendall and Gillie, 
local members, met the committee of 
the men and discussed the whole situa­
tion. At the close of the conference 
Premier Murray stated that nothing had 
been suggested towards ending the 
strike, and that the whole meeting had 
been simply to talk over the situation 
No proposals of any kind had been sub­
mitted, and he had not been asked to 
interfere in any way.

Unless the strike comes to an end 
very soon the prospects for the men 
now on strike are about as had as 
they possibly can be. The allowance 
given them for food is just sufficient 
for their actual wants. Some of the 
people are getting along all right on 
this now, but others are not. and tales 
of little children coming to the camps 
of the troops and asking for food are 
heard very frequently. The situation 
of those families which have been 
evicted from their homes is also verv 
bad. Some of them have got into other 
houses, but many have been forced to 
take bams or any kind of a shade. 
What will happen to these people if 
they are in the same situation in mid­
winter is a problem that is looming up 
very formidably now. The fuel ques­
tion is also one which is assuming much 
importance.

The name of one wealthy 
sporting man, well known as a strong 
financial backer of Ottawa's hockey 
teams, was mentioned as being behind 
the move, along with the Ottawa Street 
Railway. .

Asked about any knowledge of the 
movement one of the local directors of

the club declared that speaking for thti 
majority of the directors, he would be 
perfectly willing to dispose of the fran­
chise for twenty per cent, less than ill 
was worth at the beginning of the pres­
ent season.

At the commencement of the present 
season the franchise was valued at $30,-

The ball must be 
leather, and must inclose an inflated 
rubber bladder, and it must have the 
shape of a prolate speroid, which is 
much the shape a goose egg would be 
if both ends were small.

ft't crpt"! study of th. 64 of
the rule book fail» to shed light on the 
question. "How large is a football or 
bow large may a football be!" The

«ïvh*B ***** tn 8a.T the subject :
The football used shall he of 

!*!*'.. r' '"'losing an inflated rubber 
bladder. The ball shall have the shape 
of a prolate apberoid.”

That is all. The hall is referred to 
frequently, but there is nothing in the 
rules to indicate its sise. This is one 
of the points of thé games left to the 
unwritten law.

The rule makers are rerv specific 
about the size of the ba.chall used in 
league games. Tt must weigh just so 
much and be just so great in circum- 
erence. But the collegians who vearlv 

tinker with the football rules left the 
matter of size and weight of the ball 
to the manufacturers. A few veara 
ago a foxy Carlisle Indian ran almost 
the length of the field at Cambridge 
for a touchdown against the Harvard 
team. The Indian had secreted the ball 
under his sweater, and in the dusk of 
the evening the Crimson tacklers looked 
in vain for the football.

The defence would object, but what 
could the umpire do? He would con­
sult the rules earefullv provided by 
the rules committee. Would he get 
he-lp? He would not. He would run 
into that stuff about the spheroid, 
W he would learn nothing shout the 
size of a football. Possibly he could 
attack the shape of the new ball and 
get- a verdict against it. Just think 
how the people with the new ball could 
could run for touchdowns—cne touch­
down at least!

Also, consider how the new ball would 
revolutionize the forward pass. With 
the goose-egg ball introduced at the 
proper moment—for the rules say noth­
ing about keeping the same sized ball 
through the game—the hack fielders 
could get off some throws that would 
make the long distance baseball throw­
ing record look «cared.

Then we would see some forward 
passes that were never dreamed of by 
the rule makers.

Doubtless they will continue to plav 
the game with the usual ball, but it 
will be the custom and not the statutes 
of the game which will govern.

“ Whiter” Iroine Found Guilt)) of 
Assault on Mr. Porteo us.

Struck a Witness a Severe Blow 
In Court Room.

Will Come Up For Sentence on 
Friday Next.

David Irvine was tried at the Criminal 
Court by Judge Monck this morning, on 
the charge of assaulting Mr. Fred Por­
tée us'xm July 18 last, in company with 
Mark Tompkins, who was recently sen­
tenced to ten years penitentiary for the 
offence. He pleaded not guilty and elect­
ed to be tried at once.

Mr/ Porteous swore that he had $350 
on his person when going home about 
12.15 Sunday morning, and when going 
into his home was struck with a scant­
ling and again with a billy. He could 
Bee in the dark two men. He was knock­
ed down and slugged several times. The 
assailants, however, ran when he yelled, 
and attempted to make theire scape. 
They ran to Napier street. He ran after 
them. Irvine, he swore, faced him for 
a moment and then ran north while he 
followed Tompkins. He said the prisoner 
was the man, as he saw him clearly in 
the light and later identified him in 
Brantford from two others without be­
ing told who he was. He swore that no 
shadow was cast upon the prisoner by 
trees or any other obstacle between him 
and the light.

Being cross-examined by Mr. A. M. 
Lewis witness said he could not identify 
him in the alleyway, nor had any im­
pressions by which he could do so until 
he saw him in the ljght. He had been 
talking to two men just before he step­
pe- into hb gate, and the instant he 
stepped into the gate he was struck. He 
called after being struck three times, 
about one-half minute after being first 
struck. In the police court when asked 
about the other fellow he gave a des­
cription of the man's size and clothing, 
but said nothing about his features or 
complexion. At that time he told all he 
was asked about him. Mr. Lewis asked 
if he knew anything about prisoner’s 
features at tilat time, he said he wasn’t 
asked to describe his features. Mr. Lewis 
then produced the police court evidence 
to show that the witness had admitted 
not knowing anything about the pri­
soner's features, and that he said the 
prisoner was in the shadow of a tree 
and could not be distinctly seen when 
he saw him. He was shown a photograph 
of Irvine, but couldn't say whether it 
was uéfore he went to Brantford or not, 
but didn t believe he had seen it un­
til after he had seen him there. In 
the Tompkins trial he said there were 
no electric lights in the neighborhood, 
and it was dark on the morning in ques-

John Robinson was called and testi­
fied that he had known both prisoners 
and saw both prisoners together on the 
day preceding the assault.

Mr. Lewis objected, but Crown Attor­
ney Washington proceeded to question 
the witness, who said the two men were 
together on that day, about 3 o'clock 
in the afternoon. He heard of the crime 
on Sunday morning, and admitted hav­
ing told Porteous he saw the men to­
gether the day before.

John Ira Flatt, being called, said he 
had measured the electric lights on the 
corner of York and Napier, and found 
there could be no shadow to obstruct the 
view of a man placed in such a position 
as Portedus described. He said he could 
identify any man there standing in a 
favorable position.

Mr. Lewis then recalled Porteous and 
asked him if he hadn't admitted to sev­
eral individuals that he couldn't identi­
fy the prisoner, but the witness said he 
didn't remember telling any man he 
couldn’t identify the prisoner. He said 
he was advised not to tell reporters too

The crown's case was concluded bv 
calling Chief Smith, and Mr. McHaffie, 
the court reporter.

William McLaughlin, for the defence, 
•aid he met Por?.eôii<$ ori the street ju=t 
before he went into his bou«e. After he 
had gone about half a Mo<-k. he heard 
Porteous calling for help. He returned 
and saw two forms crossing XapW 
street, but couldn’t identify them. He 
b*H he was a« close to them" as Porteous. 
and he saw four men in all. He knew 
Irvine, but in the dark could not identify 
anv man.
'Walter S. Clark was with Mr. Mc­

Laughlin. and also said there were three 
others beside Tompkins, and in parting 
the men stopp'd and hesitated for a 
moment, in deciding which wav to go. 
He also said he could not identify the 
men at all.

Mr. Lewis informed His Honor thajk 
he would not put the prisoner in tbe_br»v 
If the Crown could not nut up a ca=« 
It was unnecessary to put un a defence, 
He saijd it was the duty of the Crown 
to establish its grounds, and h« had 
never seen such a contradictory evidence 
as that given by Porteous.

His H^nor found the prisoner guilty, 
and Mr. Lewis asked for a reserved case 
on the grounds that there had been no 
evidence on which the prisoner could be 
convicted. Mr. Washington said it was 
a question of fact against which Mr. 
Lewis contended it was a question af 
law, but His Honor refused to grant a 
reserved case, and remanded the prisoner 
until Friday for sentence.

his feat by Denmark, Dr. Cook remark­
ed:

Danish authorities in Greenland, who are 
in reality the advisors of the Danish 
(iovernroent, have been for nearly four 
months in possession of all details "of my 
trip. The Danish Government and the 
University of Copenhagen as well as the 
Danish Geographical Society, have, on 
their responsibility, taken over the vir­
tual guarantee for the sincerity and au­
thenticity of my records.

Referring to Peary. Dr. Cook said:

GOVERNORS 
ARE HUFFED.

Two Boards at Odds Oner Iso­
lation Hospital.

City Will Not Stand for Un­
necessary Expense.

Mayor Calls Joint Meeting to 
Adjust Matter.

Things are in such a muddle over the 
isolation hospital that Mayor McLaren 
has arranged a special meeting this af­
ternoon of the civic Finance Committee, 
the Board of Health and Board of Hos­
pital Governors to thrash the matter 
out. It was thought that the scheme to 
use the Holland A. White house, now 
owned by the city, to care for the over­
flow from the scarlet fever wards, the 
Hospital (governors to have charge of it, 
would solve the problem. The action" 
however, of the Board of Health last 
night in taking steps to operate the tem­
porary hospital independent of the Hus 
pital Governors has caused a breach.

When Chairman Peregrine called up 
Col. A. H. Moore, acting Chairman of 
the Hospital Board, to-day, to ascertain 
if that body was willing to look after 
the temporary hospital, he was informed 
that the Board of Health could look 
after it.

“If that is the feeling of the Hospital 
Board it is a big surprise to me,” said 
Mayor Mcl.ra.ren. "The Hospital Gover­
nors are quite anxious to have $10,000 
spent down on the Hospital grounds. I 
was always opposed to this money being 
spent there, but I was always of the 
opinion that the Hospital Board should 
look after the patients, no matter where 
they were, because it could be done more 
economically. We are now placed in the 
position of having to spend $10,000 down 
there, and in addition to that open an­
other building to care for the overflow 
in the meantime.”

The Mayor says his attitude on the 
question was misrepresented in reports 
in the morning |tapers. “My position.” 
lie said, “is this: When the Board of 
Health informed me that t-h? intention 
was to rent a house to care for scarlet 
fever cases, I asked what was tire roe of 
going to this expense when the city al­
ready had a place. I intended that the 
cases should be looked after in this 
house by the Hospital Biard. and I was 
surprised to find last night that the 
Board of Health wanted to equip and 
maintain it separately.”

His Worship is hopeful that a satisfae. 
tory understanding will be reached this 
afternoon, when the three bodies inter­
ested get together.
