this surface the usual depth is to tear 
up the roots and interfere with their 
progress, seriously checking the 
growth of the tree. The roots 
fine, and not easily seen, so that the 
mischief islittlq suspected. Wo want 
all the growth kucan get for young 
trees, and the exposure of the roots to 
the warmth and the rains, and the 
immediate effect of manure spread 
over the surface, are favourable to 
this. Shallow culture, mainly with 
harrow and cultivator, is the thing 
heie, in connection with mulching, 
which is equally important.
Mulching in summer guards against 
the heat of the sun, and against the 
drouth, both of which will work mis- 
chief if no protection is given. Also 
a coat in winter guards against the 
cold. Nature has her shade and her 
leaves for these purposes. As such 
shallow soil usually occurs in our 
clays, some vegetable material is pre­
ferable for a summer mulch, such as 
weeds or coarse grass cut and applied 
green, and immediately after work­
ing the soil. This will keep moist a 
long time. The mulch, well rotted, 
will form an excellent material in 
the soil, loosening and enriching 
it.

For a fall and winter coat, coarse 
barnyard manure is the thing, serving 

.for enrichment and for protecting an- 
preparing the trees for an early and 
vigorous growth. And this care must 
be continued while the orchards lasts, 
increasing the attention as the roots 
more and occupy the soil. A single 
neglect may be hurtful, and sometime 
fatal—as were protection during an 
open and severe winter is witheld, or 
during a very hot, dry summer. In 
the latter case, more cultivation, al­
though a benefit, is not sufficient; it 
needs a coat to protect ; and as the 
weather of no season can be foreseen, 
regular attention^ is the only safe 
way.

It will be seen that an orchard on 
such gronnd is no small undertaking. 
But where there is no such-soil avail­
able it must be used ; and most of our 
northern land is of this character or 
approaching it—clay predominating, 
With usually a cold, herd subsoil, 
overlaid by a thin arable stratum, 
which the roots are forced to occupy. 
And it is this exposure and the neglect 
which attends it that are to a large 
extent the cause of so much com­
plaint with our orchards. But when 
all has been that is stated the most 
important thing remains to bo men­
tioned— underdraining—which our 
clay land 90 much needs, but parT 
ticularly for an orchard, and never at 
less than a depth of four feet. This 
done the roots will work downwards, 
following the warm rains and the air 
as they benefit the crude soil, thus re­
quiring less attention and less man­
ure.— Country Gentleman.

are tilions gave the same results. To as­
certain how long they would live 
without food, of forty-five beetles, 
which were allowed nothing to eat 
after changing to beetles, four died 
the fourth day, thirty-three the fifth 
day, two on the sixth day, and three 
more by the eleventh. Over 75 per 
cent, died within five days ; the males 
(tying first. The next experiment 
'was to take thirty mature beetles, 
which had partaken of food ; they 
were then kept without it. Two died 
by the fourteenth day, six by the 
nineteenth, five by the twenty-third, 
three more by the twenty-seventh, 
while 20 per cent, survived forty- 
seven days’ fasting. This experiment 
which was repeated with like results, 
show that beetles may bo secreted fn 
the packing of merchandise in ships, 
and may easily cross the Atlantic 
and come out alive. Other experi­
ments were made by which it was 
ascertained that on an average one 
beetle will eat an inch square of 
potato loaves in thirty hours, the maxi­
mum rate being ten hours, and the 
minimum thirty-seven hours. One 
beetle is able to defoliate entirely one 

. of potatoes during its beetle 
.lie. The experiments on feeding the 
beetles, and the time required for 
their death by starvation, seem to 
show conclusively that if no potatoes 
were planted within their reach the 
race would'soon dio and disappear.

Canadian Cattle in Britain!1— A 
Edinburgh correspondent of the 
Toronto Globe, wrote lately the follow­
ing letter on the above subject. It 
applies to New Brunswick as well as 
to Ontario :

The Rubicon is passed, and our 
Canadian cattle have been quite a 
success in Scotland this year. They 
have stood side by side with the Irish 
and Scotch in the north—Aberdeen, 
Montrose, Dundee, Arbroath and 
Perth ; in the south—Galashiels, Kelso, 
Dalkeith, and Hawick, besides this 
grand city of Edinburgh and the 
manufacturing city of Glasgow, and it 
was pleasing (o me to find our cattle 
from Guelph, Qalt, Fergus, Peel, 
Pickering, and south Ontario looking 
bright and fresh amongst the Scotch 
heather. And, moreover, a small 
number as a test were sent to the 
Dublin market.

May I ask, then, our Canadian 
farmers, through the columns of the 
Globe., to see to it that they look to 
their interests and improve their herds 
There is no need for Canada to take a 
second position in this transatlantic 
trade. 1 want Canada to do her duty 
in the matter, for depend upon it there 
is a permanent market in Britain for 
Canadian produce.

Nutrition in Fruit.—It, F. Kenzle, 
of pausing, Mich., furnishes some 
f^cts and deductions froqi analysis, 
showing the relative nutritive value 
of fruit as compared with other foods. 
Taking the average of the more 
common large and small fruits they 
contain from four-fifths to nine-tenths 
water. They do not rank high for 
repairing and building up the human 
body. An egg, weighing a little 
over an ounce and a half, and contain­
ing 77 grains of albuminous matter, 
is equivalent in nutritive value of 
77 ounces of heart cherries, 22 ounces 
of grapes; 30 oz of strawberries, 40 
os. of apples and 4 pounds of pears. 
Heart cherries contain only 'three- 
fourths water, and have nearly double 
the nutritive value of strawberries, 
which have more than nine tenths 
water. These, wo may remark, arc 
the resuttVf analysis ; but in actual 
use the case may be different, as some 
foods arc more readily assimilated 
than others, and those which contain 
little nutriment in themselves may 
strongly promote the digestion of 
other substances. In one respect, 
fruit possesses a power of preventing 
disease, when regularly eaten, which 
gives it great value. Residents of 
newly settled portions of the country, 
when they can have a regular supply 
of well ripened frliit, arc rarely at­
tache with malarial diseases which 
so often prevails in these regions, 

v

The difficulty about the crystali«a- 
tion of the syrup from Indian corn 
and sorghum having been now over­
come, there is a possibility that those 
northern countries in which beet sugar 
is a financial impossibility in ay yet 
find themselves supplying their homo 
markets. One of the features of the 
Minnesota Sts to Fair now proceeding 
is the manufacture, on the grounds 
of sugar from the amber sorghum, a 
new fariety of corn that will succeed 
in any climate where common field 
corn will ripen. There seems to be 
no doubt that the quality of the sugar 
made is first-rate. The real test is on 
the financial point, and that can only 
bo decided by actual experience. In 
' -antinie Canadians, and especi- 

y our brethren in the North-West, 
where sugar brings a dreadful price, 
can afford to wish well to the project. 
—Canada Farmer.

A State Fair was lately held in 
Portland, Me., of which the Maine 
Farmer gives a full report in its issue 
of Saturday last, September 28th. 
From the account given of the cattle 
department and of the high character 
of the stock, it would appeal that the 
breeders and farmers of Maine are far 
ahead of those in New Brunswick, 
and that there State Fairs have done 
much to raise the standard of stock 
than our Provincial Exhibitions have 
done for the stock of Now Brunswick. 
The improvement of stock is a matter 
of the first importance now that the 
exportation of live cattle to England 
from America has developed into a 
vigorous and growing trade. But the 
farmers of Now Brunswick never can 
hope to compete with the Americans 
in that trade unless they give far 
more attention to the raising of stock 
than they yet have done. Wo ex­
tract a portion of the Mainr Farmer's 
report.

“ Commencing at the right of the 
cattle department, near the Secre­
tary's office, for the purpose of making 
the long circuit of Uio neat stock 
division, we first come to the stall as 
signed to working oxen—a grand 
show of themselves, and one of the 
strongest features of the lives lock de­
partment. In all there were more 
than eighty pairs of oxen and steers 
of the different ages, and it would bo 
a difficult matter to say which Was 
the bolter pair in the whole lot. The 
largest exhibitor was Mr. A. J. Libby 
of west Waterville, President of North 
Kennebec Society who led off with 
eight pairs, three of live year olds, 
two each of four and three year olds, 
and one of six year olds— all being 
first class animals, the two year old 
steers, very tine The next largest 
exhibitors were the Hiltons of Anson 
—men who for forty years or more 
have been famous among the leading 
farmers of Somerest county for good 
cattle—Edgar Hilton & Son, Francis 
Hilton, John M. Hilton, and Colum­
bus Ailton—contributing largely to 
this department. The latter shows a 
pair of four year olds, girthing 7 ft.
2 in. ; and John M. llillon had on the 
ground a pair of steers seven months 
old measuring close on to five foot, 
and very handsome. Francis Hilton 
is the man whoso four year olds, 
girthing G ft. 7 in., pulled the 6,GUO 
lbs. load twenty feet at one pull, on 
Wednesday. lie also showed a pair 
of two year olds that girthed fully six 
feet and a half, very well made up.
N. S, Sanborn of* Vienna showed a 
pair of four year olds, girthing U ft.
3 in., and said to weigh 2,220 lbs. A.
S. Rand of Thorndike had a good 
pair of four year olds tilling out al­
most eight feet of the girthing chain ! 
One of the largest and handsomest

fairs on the ground was owned by A.
I. Pettongill of J.ivermore Falls, 

throe years old, girthing 7 ft. 5 in. 
and weighing 3,070 lbs. Other exhi- 
tors of working oxen were City Farm, 
Portland, two pairs ; Wm. Brooks, 
Palmyra, two year» old, girth 6 ft.
3 in., weighing 2,300 lbs ; Joseph 
Blanchard, Cumberland, a pair of 
eight feet catUc, very handsome 
indeed ; Wm.- Warren, Sear boro, five 
years old, splendid workers ; Lorenzo 
Knight, Auburn, and Eli Stone. 
Several good pairs were shown with­
out cards being attached and it is im­
possible to tell who were the exhibi­
tors or owners.

Herefords. Mr. J.S Hawes of Mt. 
Pleasant Farm, Vassal boro, was the 
principal exhibitor in this class. He 
showed twelve head, and at the time 
v. e visited his booth eight blue and 
three red “ New England ” ribbons 
were flying from his various pens—an 
evidence tuat ho had not been slight­
ed in the distribution of the awards at 
Worcester. His five year old bull 
Highland Chief led the herd,in which 
were several good cows, and three 
very handsome calves the got of 
Chief. Mr. Geo. W. McKonney of 
Monroe also showed seven Herefords 
of the Underwood strain, his bull 
Waldo Cocmpion, five years old 
weighing 2.10U pounds.

Shorthorns. Almost the only con­
tributors to this class word Jj'. R. Bod- 
well and S. G. Otis, Ilalimyell, and J. 
Winslow Jones. Portliuid—flip whole 
number of animals being some forty. 
Mr. Jones showed two bulls, six cows 
and four calves, his hull Prince Vic­
tor, four years old, being a hull of 
very line quality, and showing good 
breeding although his color, nearly 
white, was disliked by some. But 
color should never receive much con- 
çuusidcratiou, indeed il should be 
wholly sot aside, when other points of 
merit so far outweigh l it, MS in this in­
stance. At one year old Victor weigh­
ed 1,300 lbs. Mr. Bod well had a herd 
ol fourteen animals—in charge of his 
head farmer, Mr. 11. Austin—and
was headed by the hull Jd Airdrie 
Duke of Oxford—bred by the Talcotts 
of Rome, N. Y., and consisted of seven 
cows, and a number of heifers and 
calves. Among them were several of 
the Beauty and Bianca families by 
Kennebec Chief and 3d Baron of Fair- 
view, cows noted as deep milkers, and 
showing by every mark and character­
istic that they excelled m this particu­
lar. Lucy 4th, with a calf by Ken­
nebec Chief’ by her side (she by 2d 
Baron of Fail-view) was especially 
noteworthy in this particular. Had 
his animais been pampared for exhi­
bition they would undoubtedly huvo 
shared hotter at the hands of the com­
mittee, hut were exhibited from a 
common pasture to show how practical 
farmers keep , their stock—and the 
committee should have taken this fact 
into consideration, Which, perhaps, 
they did. S. G. Otis of Jlallowell 
showed four cows, two heifers, m d 
two calves of this breed—chiefly of 
the Whitman strain, Fitchburg, Mass.,

—the gem of the lot -being the coi^ 
Perfection, which has given nine 
pounds of butter per week on common 
feed. IIis bull calves, dropped in 
January and April last, girthed about 
five feet, and were very piomising 
animals. W. W. Waugh & Sons, 
Starks, were also contributors to this 
department.

Alonzo Libby of Sacearappa, was 
the loading exhibitor of Atrsiiires, 
who had twenty-three head of this 
breed upon the grounds. The bull 
Harry—<kf the Dane herd—ten cows, 
four young heifers, six calves and 
three yearling bulls making up the 
number. His cow Snowbird (46G, N. 
A. Ayrshire Register ), four years 
old is a celebrated milker, having 
given 8,000 lbs. of milk in the year 
1877, while for some days hti<[/y ield 
has been as high as 50 lbs. For his 
own herd the coming season, Mr. 
Libby is to vso the young bull Maine, 
of the well known Douglass strain. 
The State Reform School showed the 
young Ayrshire bull, fourteen months 
old, presented to that institution by 
Frank Buck, Esq , of Orland. Maj. 
Seward Dill, Phillips, also showed 
several grade Ayrshire and Jersey 
cows, very pretty animals.

We now come to the Holstein 
section, and here Gen. W, S Tilton of 
Togus is the only exhibitor. His 
beautiful animals have been so fre­
quently described in our columns that 
it is unnecessary to say mote than 
that the whole dollectiou consisted of 
the bull Zaandam, with twelve cows 
and ten calves, and wore much ad­
mired by all visitors—and thej’ held 
good reception every day-

•Terseys. In this class the show 
was very slim, though some choice 
ani nais were exhibited. The ex­
hibitors were W. W.-Harris, Portland, 
seven animals; L. 8, Robinson, War­
ren, three animals ; Geo. A, Pike, 
Winthrop, seven animals ; 8. Dill, 
Philips, five heifers ; P. II- Snell, 
Withrop, two animals ; O. Gaidiner. 
Rockland, one—a yearling bull The 
cows exhibited by Mr. Pike and Mi1. 
Snell wore choice animals and showed 
good brooding. Mr. Robinson's now 
Milkmaid Gth, gave 4341 lbs of milk 
from March lGth last, to Sept. lU'.li. 
Sixteen pounds of her milk made one 
of butter, and her record is 1fj lbs. of 
butter per week.

pearance of the larva ? The orthopter 
have been shown by crickets and 
grasshoppers all through their stages. 
The lopidoptera have been in the 
same way extensively shown in such 
well-known pests as the three white 
cabbage butterflies, Pieris brassicœ, 
napi, and rajur.. These were plentifully 
shown in each stage of their respective 
seasons, with the parasitic ichneumons, 
which in a state of nature keep the 
balance so beautifully, never allowing 
the lopidoptera to become too plenti­
ful. In Canada and some parts of the 
United States, where these white but­
terflies have become colonists from 
various causes, it has been found 
necessary to resort to the introduction 
of the cocoons of the parasitic ichneu­
mons to check their ravages. Several 
kinds of Noctua• have been represented 
both b}' those which feed in darkness 
and those which feed on roots oâ 
plants, also the stable moths, oidinary 
clothes moths, &c. The less conspicu­
ous Aphidte, or plant lice, have been 
also included. One set ofdivisions of 
the cases has been occupied with silk­
worms, which will feed on English 
trees, such as plum, apple, oak, and 
besides the usual species so well known 
as feeding on mulberry or lettuce, 
though this is rather apart from the 
principal object. There is hardly a 
village school in the country without 
a palrou who takes an interest in the 
school, and who might be found ready 
to contribute the small cost of glazed 
cases in which insects might be kept. 
Mr. Carrington has practict lly shown 
how simple such un arrangement may 
be ; and his happy idea goes a long 
way to solve the question how chil­
dren in agricultural districts may be 
luugbt to recognise, In thoif various 
changes, the insects which are useful 
and ti. ise which are damaging to 
crops and gardons.—North British
Agriculturist.

ENTOMOLOGY AND

ACRICUL.

When the conference on insects in­
jurious lo crops and gardens was held 
on the 71h Juno 1877, at the Society 
of Arts, under the pre-idoncy of the 
Duke of Buccleueh, one of the ques-r 
lions discussed was how a knowledge 
of the life histories of insects hurtful 
to and useful to the farmer and market 
gardener could be spread among those 
employed in such work in a manner 
to enable thorn readily to learn to dis­
tinguish in the different stages of 
metamorphosis their friends from 
thoir foes ? The late Mr. Andrew 
Murray who opened the conference 
with a paper, juoted from articles in 
The Times of September iCtb, 1S7G, 
October 4, 187ii, and March I, 1877, 
bearing upon the subject, in which the 
experiences of French and American 
societies who had considered these 
matters were referred to. Direct leg­
islation on the destruction of injurious 
insects had been resorted to both in 
France and America; but at the con­
ference it was felt that, at least for 
the present, all that could be done in 
this country was to promote a know­
ledge of the appearances and the 
habits of the insects in their different 
stages. The Government collection 
of the science and Art Department, 
arranged by Mr. Murray, had the 
subject largely in view; but the mak­
ing of copies of this collection in 
various agricultural districts was re­
cognised as somewhat expensive, and 
as needing skilled artists both with 
brush and pan, and in suiting up pre­
served specimens. It occurcd to Mr, 
Carrington, the editor of the Entomo­
logist. and now naturalist at the West­
minister Aquarium, that a simple way, 
which most village schoolmasters 
could adopt, Would ho to Jeep the in­
sects under glass during all their

Don’t Allow the Cows to Shrink. 
—The milk yielded by a cow repre­
sents the only basis of profit to her 
owner. When the milk ceases she 
becomes a bill of expense. The dairy­
man then should study how to keep a 
full flow of milk through the whole 
season. He must remember that the 
milk is allowed to shrink in quantity, 
from poor pasturage, it cannot be 
again recovered when the feed be­
comes good. If the dairyman has 
green food—such as green oats, pease 
or corn—lot him feed these ; but, if 
he has not such green food, he should 
then resort to grain to make up a full 
ration. Four to eight quarts of bran 
or middlings to each cow per day, or 
four quarts of eats or corn meal, will 
keep the flow of milk while the grass 
is short. The extra food will be paid 
for each day by the milk it produces, 
besides keeping up the quantity of 
milk ready to be continued when the 
grass grows again from the fall rains, 
What we wish to impress upon the 
minds of all dairymen is, that under 
ill circumstances the only chance of 
profit in a dairy must be from liberal 
feeding, to produce a uniform and 
abundant flow of milk ; and when a 
dairyman makes up his mind that ho 
cannot afford to feed liberally he had 
better sell his cows at once and get out 
of a losing business. We know a man 
with twenty cows, who watches the 
condition of his pasture and the thrift 
and yield of his cows constantly, and 
adds extra feed in barn at once on any 
appearance of falling off in milk. And 
the consequence is that his annual 
yield of milk is fifty per cent, more 
than many of his ppighhors; while 
the cost ol the extra food is not one- 
third what he receives from the extra 
yield for the season Do not bo afraifl 
to trust your cows with a few quarts of 
grain per day. They will pay for it 
every night.—National Lice Stock 
Journal.

FUTURE OF TUB DRAFT HORSE! 
BUSINESS.

Breeders of draft horses have every 
reason to feel encouraged, says the 
National Live Stock Journal : There 
has never boon a time when good 
heavy horses were in greater demand 
than at present ; and the prices which 
such horses now command arc very 
little, if anything, below those of 
five years.

Notwithstanding the extensive 
imporations of draft stallions from 
FranceTmd Groat Britain to the 
United States during the past ’ten 
years, the supply of large, well-formed 
draft horses in this country is still bo- 
low the demand ; for as the supply in­
creases, the demand grows apace ; and 
little horses, unless they possess ex­
ceptional speed, are correspondingly 
neglected.

We are satisfied that the increased 
size, which must inevitably result 
from the extensive use of these im­
ported Stallions in the West, cannot 
fail to have a beneficial effect upon 
other horses than those especially 
used for draft. Many of the stallions 
imported from Franco show unmis­
takable indications of possessing a 
large share of the Percheron blood, 
once so famous for ability to make 
long journeys at a quick pace with a 
heavy load, and from their docendents 
in this country, outof well bred mares, 
we may reasonably expect to produce 
by a proper coarse of breeding her? 
after, another typo of horse for which 
the demand is active, and the supply 
very light—good, stylish, high step­
ping large coach or park horses. The 
use of the Olydeedalq is alsogiving us a 
foundation of much the same sort, 
upon which we can build, with large 
stylish, thoroughbred, and well bred 
trotting stallions of good size and 
style, -with certain profit.

Breeding for speed alone is at best 
an uncertain business; and when to 
this uncertainty we add the expenses 
oj training, the chances of profit are 
so sligh1 that wo "would not advise

Hens in Orchards.—Speaking of 
keeping hens in orchards, the Poultry 
world says: “ Last fall we visited an 
orchard in which fowls were kept, 
the owner of whieh told us that be­
fore the fowls were confined in it the 
trees made little or no growth, and a 
corresponding amount of (fruit was 
obtained. But what a change was 
evident now. The grass was kept 
down, the weeds were killed, and the 
trees presented an appearance of 
thrift, which the most enthusiastic 
horticulturist could not but admire 
and envy. The growth of the trees 
was most vigorous and the foilni e re­
markable luxuriant. The fruit was 
abundant, of largo size, and free from 
worms and other imperfections. This 
excellence was acounted for by the 
propietor, who remarked that the, 
hens ate all the worms and ouroulio 
in their reach, even the canker worm." 
Ho found less trouble with their roost­
ing in the trees than he expected, and 
that a picket fence six feet high kept 
them within bounds. His orchard 
was divided into throe sections, and 
the fowls were changed from one to 
another, as the condition or the 
fowls or the orchard section seemed 
to require,”

On the contrary, 
those who breed largo, stout, and well- 
formed draft, or active, stylish, good­
stopping coach or park horses, in­
variably find a ready sale at good 
prices, and this demand must Lo a 
permanent one,

Baron Liebig says of agriculture. 
“Not merely for its utility, but on 
account of the vory intelligent nature 
of its pursuits, it stands above all 
occupations, and ils practice procures 
to the man who understands the voice 
of nature, not only all the advantages 
for which he strives, but also those 
pleasures,.science alone can afford. 
There is no profession which for its 
successful practice requires a larger 
amount of knowledge than agriculture 
and nono in which the actual ignor­
ance is greater."

WHA£>S A THOROUGHBRED.

While well informed, practical 
men have little controvercy on this 
subject, it is amazing how never 
ending is the discussion in relation 
to it, by men interested in tbe various 
rings that have been established by 
dealers in mere pedigree.

A thoroughbred, thoroughly bred 
animal, is one whose ancestors have 
been bred to a certain standard of 
form and quality, for such a number 
of generations that this standard is 
nniformely reproduced in the off­
spring, Experience has established 
that by the use of mails of tho old 
races, such as Devons, Short-Horns, 
Herefords, etc., in cattle, upon good 
cows of common or mixed blood from 
five to seven generations, wo establish 
in the progeny the fixed characteristics 
of the superior breed.

Hence, the Short Horn Herd Book 
published by tho association of the 
breeders of Great Britain, admits to re­
cord bulls having fivocrosses of record­
ing sires, and cows with only four such 
crosses. The American Herd Book 
admits all animals tracing to imported 
stock, or to stock previously in that 
work. The American Short Horn 
Record admits all tracing to imported 
stock. And in both these works the 
decendents of animals imported with­
out a pedigree, are admitted to record. 
In many cases the record in those 
American publications shows only 
four or five crosses; while animals of 
equal excellence in all particulars, 
and having ten dr more good crosses, 
are rejected unless they show connect­
ion with imported stock in all their 
crossed or p in tho American Herd 
Book) with animals recorded in that 
work, Is their any reason or justice 
in this, when it is known that animals 
not of pure blood have been im­
ported ?—Ohio Farmer.

Treatment of Cal vino Heifers 
and Calves.—Ait enthusiastic be­
ginner in Jersey breeding asks the 
following : “ As my Jersey heifers are 
springing very fast, I thought I would 
consult you as to the raising of the 
calves—whether I should leave them 
with the heifer until her bag is in 
good condition (that is if it should 
get hard and feverish,) or take thorn 
away and food on skimmed milk, as I 
was told had to be done with all Jersey 
stock. I take the liberty of asking 
you (as you have been among this 
kind of stock and seen them raised) 
before any calves arc dropped, so 1 
will know just what to do.” In tho 
first place your care should begin bo 
fore calving. Do not allow the heifers 
to run with older an lands, for fear of 
accident from “ bullying ;” give thorn 
all tho fresh air and sun light you can 
keep them from dam]) land, and while 
keeping thorn in thrifty condition be 
careful that they do not get too fat. 
Let the first calf suck at least three 
days, and until tho bag becomes 
thoroughly soft. It will bo well to 
milk tho heifer dry three times a day 
so that the calf shall have to work for 
his living. If the teats are small it is 
a good plan to leave tho calf on her 
for a month or more until they arc 
well developed. Tho calf must L 
changed from new milk to skim milk 
very gradually. First touch it to 

“ There is a great deal of fresh milk, then add a little
skim milk—more and more every day. 
If the quantity is increased too rapidly 
the calf may scour. The remedy tor 
this is to decrease the proportion of 
skim milk.—Bulletin of Jersey Cattle 
Club.______ _

Portable Food for Horses.—The 
Journal de St. Petersburg furnishes 
the following details regarding the 
preserved food for horses, prepared 
in the event of scarcity of oats, or in 
case tho transport of the food as used 
at present should prove too difficult. 
This food is composed of pounded 
uals and gray-pca flour, mixed with 
hemp seed oil and salt. Tho paste 
obtained by thik mixture is then cut 
up into thick cakes of about tour 
inches in diameter, pierced with small 
holes, to assist the soaking in water. 
On being taken from the oven, tlic.-o 
cakes are strung upon wires, so that 
each wire holds tho daily ration for a 
horse. Each ration, of tho weight of 
four pounds, is equal in nutriment to 
ten pounds of oats. U is stated that 
the horses are extremely fond of 
those cakes, whether soaked in water 
or quite dry ; and although, when fed 
exclusively on these cakes, they be­
come thinner in appearance, they do 
not lose any of their strength, though 
hard worked.—Druggists’ Circular.

table with an abundance of eggs. A 
dozen hens, with careful management 
would supply an orinary family with 
all tho eggs they wanted, and a fowl 
now and then for the table. The 
cost of food for this small npmber of 
hens would amount to little ; the 
care and attention given to them 
would be amply repaid by the plea­
sure afforded in studying their habita 
and watching their cunning waye ; 
and the profits realized from the food 
obtained would amount in a year to » 
very handsome sum. During thia 
period a dozen hens wonld.lay at leaet 
a hundred dozen of eggs, and raise 
chickens enough to supply the family 
with a weekly dinner. From these 
data calculations can easily be made 
of tho profits gained by keeping 
poultry. »

Spruce butter tubs are the best; 
white hemlock makes a sweet tab ; 
acids from the oak colors the butter 
and injures its appearance ; white ash 
gives tho butter a strong flavor if 
kept long and increases the liability 
to mould ; maple smells and cracks 
badly. Soak all tubs four to six days 
in brine before using.

The Farmer's Days. —Where are the 
farmer's days gone ? See they are bid 
in that stone wall, in that excavated - 
trench, in tho harvest grown on what 
was shingle and pi ne-barren. He put 
his days into" carting from the distant 
swamp tho mountain of muck which 
has been trundled about until it now 
makes the cover of fruitful soil. 
Labor hides itself in every mode and 
term. It is massed and blocked away 
in that stone house, for fifty years. It 

twisted and screwed into fragrant 
hay which fills the barn. It surprises 
in the perfect form and condition of 
trees clean of caterpillars and bor­
ers rightly pruned, and loaded with

rafted fruit. It is under the house, 
in the well ; it is over the house in 
slates and eopper water-spout; it growa 
in the corn; it delights us in the 
flower-bed ; it keeps the cow out of 
tho garden, tho rain out of the library ; 
the miasma out of the town. It is in 
dress, in picture , in ships and cannon; 
in every spectacle in odors, inflavors, 
in sweet sounds, in words of safety,

Orchard in Grass.—An’old friend 
writes us.
nonsense talked and written about 
apple tfqçis requiring cultivated 
ground. Thomason why the trees 
do not do so well when the ground is 
in grass, is because it. is not grazed 
and kept short as in Rowland, where 
all the orchards, or at least ninty-nine 
out of a hundred, are kept in grass, 
and never under any circonstances 
plowed. But the grass is grazed with 
sheep ami calves and never mowed, 
and it is well-known to be wrong to 
grow what is not returned to the soil 
in some shape. Americans do not 
understand tho difference between the 
fine old permanent sod which is never 
blowod and the timothy and clover 
temporary grass here. When the 
sward is grazed in England, there is 
nothing to prevent sun acd air from 
benefiting the roots, and the sheep lie 
a great deal under the trees and leave 
droppings and urine.— Rural New 
Yorker.

Although it was believed that the 
Great Eastern would be well-nigh 
useless after her value as a passenger 
steamer had boon disproved, she de­
velops latent capacities every onoe in 
a while that show her builders to 
have been wiser than they knew. 
Everybody remembers the immense 
service she rendered in laying the 
Atlantic cable, which, without her, 
it is highly probable conUl not have 
been successfully put down. She has 
laid a number of cables, and has in 
that way been a benefactor to the 
whole of civilization. Now she is to 
be employed in a new manner—as a 
cattle transport between England and 
Texas, making regular trips between 
London and Galveston. She will 
carry, it is said, 2,300 head of cattle 
and 5,700 head of sheep, and will 
thus go far toward feeding the British 
Metropolis.

Experiments are being made by 
the Government of New Zealand with 
a view to acclimatizing the English 
bumblebee. The object is to assist 
the New Zealand agriculturist in cul­
tivating their fields of clover. Common 
bees are not strong enough to force 
their way into the petals of the clover 
flower, and thus fertilize the plants 
as they fly from one to another- For 
this purpose, therefore, the humble- 
bee is needed ; but so far the nests 
rent out have been destroyed. At­
tempts to acclimatize the common 
boo in some hot climates have so far 
proved useless. After a short period 
they quit the hives and cannot be en­
ticed back.

Indian Corn Sugar—Professor 
Collier, chemist to tho Agricultural 
Department, has boon making a series 
of experiments upon tho manufacture 
of beet sugar from tho stalks of Indian 
corn. A Washington dispatch says 
ho is not yet able to tell whether his 
experiments will result in showing 
that sugar can be profitably made 
from Indian corn and sorghum. In 
the use of the new process he has 
proceeded so far as to show that a 
most excellent quality of syrup can 
be made from ordinary corn stalks.

This is about all that can be said in 
favour of tho horse's health ; by at­
tending to his comfort and wants, and 
by following tho advice given, the 
farmer or owner will be repaid ; yea !

His flower gar­
den alone comprises 102 acres, where­
in sixty laborers are constantly em­
ployed to keep it in order. The .re­
mainder of tho 2000 acres is all in 
grass and woodland, and stocked with 
deer. This is said to be the finest 
private residence in Europe.

Something Extraordinary in the 
Potato Line.—Mr. Patrick Hooper, 
Moncton, has raised two crops of po- 
latocs this year from the same piece 
of ground. He planted the seed for 
his first crop in tho latter part of April 
digging the potatoes, which were of a 
large size, about tho 11th July. The 
seed for the second crop was not put 
into tho ground iill some two weeks 
uft _r this, ana Mr. Hooper, last Sun- 
was eating potatoes tho result of thia 
planting.—Times.

A Terrible Crime.—A frightful mur­
der was committed near Coaticook, Stan- 
stead County, Eastern Townships, on 
Saturday night last. It appears that there 
had for several years past existed a bitter 
feud between the victim, Francis Daly, 
farmer, living near the above named village, 
and a neighbour named James Bowen. The 
feud arose from a former criminal prosecu­
tion by Daly against Bowen. On the .Satur­
day afternoon previous to the murder, Daly 
and Bowen were in Coaticook Village to­
gether, when the latter affected a desire to 
overlook the past differences and make friends 
with Daly. The two were seen to leave the 
village about 8 o’clock p. in., in Daly’s car­
riage, ostensibly with the purpose of driving 
home, and were also seen still driving to­
wards their homes when they had gone half 
the distance. About nine o’clock, a Mr. 
G, Brown, who was driving over the same 
road, discovered Daly lying motionless and 
dead beside the road within a mile of the 
spot where he and Bowen were last seen 
together. The unfortunate man's skull was 
broken, as if by a blow of some - heavy in­
strument. His head was tied to the hind 
axle of the buggy by one of the reins, which 
had been taken from the horse. The body 
had, evidently been dragged a number; of

It was intended to hold a Provincial 
Exhibition last year, but the calamitous fire 
which visited our commercial capital induced 
the Government to postpone it till the pre­
sent year. Similar exhibitions arc also held 
in the other Provinces of the Dominion, and 
only last week one was held in Truro, Nova 
Scotia, opened with an able address by 
Lieutenant Governor Archibald, in which lie 
has anticipated and expressed much on be­
half of his own Province that 1 might say 
for New Brunswick, which address I presume 
many of you have read. While admitting 
the existence of many valuable deposits of 
coal, as well as gold in our Ulster Province, 
far exceeding those yet developed in New 
Brunswick, we can refer with pride and 
satisfaction to our great Albertite deposits in 
Albert County, which have for several years 
been yielding immense profits : and we have 
the confident expectation of further de­
velopments of this most valuable material in 
both the Counties of Albert and Westmor­
land.

Now, however, a new and large 
market is opening up by the shipment of

on the River St John, will have their attention 
turned to this new and important exportation.

The very rapid increase in our manufactur­
ing industries throughout the province within 
the last few years arising in part from im­
proved machinery, is highly gratifying and 
encouraging. The first 1 would refer to is 
our ship-building, which is largely carried on 
in this Province, on a larger scale, perhaps, 
in proportion to our population than in any 
other part of the world, with the exception 
of Nova Scotia.

There are also our foundries for steam- 
engines, agricultural implements, stoves, 
furnaces, etc. ; also hardware, from ship- 
knees to nail tacks, as at the Coldbrook Mills; 
sash factories ; cotton, paper and other fac­
tories; manufactories for furniture of every 
description, and tanneries for the manufac­
ture of leather of all descriptions, including 
patent and enamelled. It is to be regretted, 
however, that wo have no woollen factories 
of any great extent, such as thuso at Oxford, 
N. S., where a superior description of goods 
is manufactured aud imported to England at 
a profit. Before concluding my address, I 
cannot help referring to the Exhibition 
Building now in course of erection here, which 
xv hen completed in accordance with its design, 
with the spacious grounds in connection 
therewith, will be so well calculated fur the 
holding of Provincial Exhibitions.. With 
observât ions, I now declare this Exhibition

Soon after the . speeches the Knights of 
Phvthias, clad in black frocks with black 
helms, plumed some with red, some with yel­
low feathers, with variegated scarfs, mid red 
belts, and steel scabberated small swords, en­
tered the building, and the chiefs among 
them paid their respects to the Governor.

Hours before the cermony of opening took 
place, many visitors had an opportunity of 
surveying the Exhibition though it was not 
completely set out.

Before noticing the exhibits, we shall take 
a look at the Exhibition Building. Want of 
time and funds prevented its being finished 
according to the architect s design with front 
toWer, projecting transept cornices, ventilator 
a top, but though none of the finishing touches 
have been put to it; though it wants coloring 
outside and iu, it is it fine structure very well 
adapted for its purpose. The main ent.erance 
is 14 feet high and 14 feet wide. The 
length of" the nave aud aisles, 200 by 75 feet 
wide ; of the transepts ( that on the right 
being used for a committee room and a 
ladies’ dressing room, that, on the left, for 
restrurante) 20 by 75. Thu height from the 

j floor to the centre ridge in the roof is 72 feet, j 
The roof is supported by a series vf gallery ; 
posts from which spring argil vs aiid.uraamental 
truss work. The galleries ‘which- mils con­
tinuously round the building rising four f--t, ' 
at the rear end one, is all of I I feet in In i_Ft j 
and 1G in width. The building is a 1 mjrably 
well lighted. In the front end then! is large ! 
pavillion window with circular head sashes I 
and flanked by two long narrow windows, |

The interior of the building was unpainted, 
the ceiling should have been blue and the 
post arches with buff with stencillings, but 
numerous quilts, -white, green and red, and 
parti-colored and whole enamelled hides, 
maroon and black, hanging over the gallery 
rails, and hiding their open x work—supplied 
a certain amount of colour. Some of the 
quilts were beautifully worked and awakened 
thn admiration of lady judges. There was 
no lings drooping down anywhere. The 
Royal Arms, and a large moose head above 
the dais, in the rear end, was the furthest 
attempt at decoration; an eagle of galvanised 
zinc (from the works of J. Smith, St. John) 
perched on a globe, with outstretched neck 
and open beck and wings distending, looked 
as if it was meditating a swoop down, oc­
cupied the centre of the front gallery.

Immediately on entering, a rather inter­
esting sight met the eye, a table with Indian 
Bead Work at which two sisters sat and 
worked, a suggestive picture.

The Nave was occupied leaving open space 
in its centre, by lines of Phætons, Wagons, 
Sleighs The exhibit in this department of 
manufactures was the best filled in the build­
ing, and" was very line, yet it was confined to 
St. John, Fredericton and Douglas, St. Mary's 
builders. Fredericton work, here, stood well 
in comparison with that of St. John. It 
seems to us that the St. John builders are 
constructing their work more substantially 
than they used to do : at any rate they show­
ed no specimens of the spider looking, slight, 
large wheeled box wagons that they used to 
do in former years.

Price & Shaw of St, John, exhibited two 
Carriages, and three sleighs. A double top 
phaeton, with reversible seats ai.d brown 
leather cushioning was very handsome.

Outliers, Henderson & Wilson, St. John 
a top-buggy, gieen cushioning, aracing sulky 
weighing 50 lbs, and a very handsome sleigh 
in maroon, and silver plate mountings. 
Kelly <fc Murphy, St. John had several ex­
hibits, single and doubled seated open wagons, 
with black and blue black bodies and wheels 
striped with red, a fine sleigh, in crimson, 
and a concord wagon.

Edgecombe «fc Sons, Fredericton, had a 
show that justified their reputation. A 
double and single Ph.-vton, % Top Buggy ; and 
a double and single Sleigh of ash with 
ornamental trimmings and purple plush 
linings; the double Phæton, with canopy top, 
cushioned and trimmed with brown leather, 
with black body and wine colored wheels 
stripped with red, set on three patent springs, 
two behind and one in front, aud with cross 
straps behind, was very handsome.

Ebon Miller, Fredericton, also showed 
very handsome wagon, in maroon, and 
Sleigh.

Robert Colwell, F’ton, exhibited a nice 
looking vehicle, with two turn-over seats. 
His workmanship, to our eyes, seemed in no 
way behind his compeers.

George McFarlane, of Douglas, had a large 
show of open wagons, including single and 
double seated Concord, and Top Buggy, well 
put together, and admirably suited for 
country work.

Further up the Nave, on each side, there 
were tables on which were placed fine dis­
plays of hot house plants, that on the left 
being made by Mr. Bebbington, F’ton, 
showing a great variety of geraniums, petunias 
ferns, and rich and rare foreign plants. On the 
right Mr. James Berry was the other Exhibi­
tor. Turning back, on the right aisle, near 
the main entrance—Bradley Bros., St. John» 
make a display of steam blocks, &c., and 
behind Mr. James Tibbits showed one of In- 
gursoll’s Eagle Presses, for pressing hay, 
hemp, «fcc., and which are manufactured in 
all sizes. About here S. Lipman of St. John, 
had a tobacconist’s case filled in varied assort­
ment with the smokers’ desiderata.

James McDade, Mill St., St. John, exhi­
bited something novel, a largo piece of 
lopper ornamental work, a copper balcony, 
(intended for Mr. J. II. Boyd’s house, St. 
John,) also a piece of galvanized cornice ; a 
baptismal font of tin covered with sand, to 
represent stone ; and an assortment of tin-

G. M. Cussil «fc Bros., Sackville, Ont., had 
a select show of their celebrated machines. 
An improved Buckeye Mower, with patent 
adjustable box in front of crank and shaft, 
a very valuable improvement we believe; a 
new and improved Reaper, and a patent 
Etliica Rake—this last Machine is much in 
use in the Dominion.

Thompson, McFarlane «& Anderson, had 
nil extensive show of articles of their own 
manufacture. Three Mowing Maclgnes, 
after approved designs with all the latest 
improvements, a Band .Saw, with 40 inch 
draw wheel; the saw goes around continu­
ously. A Vertical Engine drill, wood turn- 

g lathe, a latest improved, Whitby's Har­
der : the firm have made arrangements 

with tlio patentee to manufacture the ma­
chine here for next year. A line of turned 
shafting and driving geering, «fcc. Also two 
Steel Ploughs, after pattern of «Scotch Iron 
Plough, and a variety of iron plows, and all 
"kinds « J cooking and parlor stoves. Messrs. 
Md*. T. «fc A. manufacture the new Tubular 
Stove Ranges, which give out double the heat 
of common stoves, and can be regulated. 
Ibis linn al.-.o showed, besides, a Grain and 
i'eed Crusher, Grubber, Cullender, Harrow, 
«fcc., au assortment of School Furniture 
lliure was a very good and substantial work 
displayed in all the varied articles above 
mentioned.

!*• Chestnut «V -Sons, Fredericton, showed- 
one or two very handsome (imported) im­
proved self-feeding stoves, nicely finished 
with nickel silver, also Cooking Ranges with 
hot water tanks, aud with or without warm­
ing closets ; also one or two of the famous 
steel Canadian Ploughs, «fcc.

Connul Bros., Woodstock, had some good, 
well finished, high, shop and house stoves, 
next to him.j Near the right transept en­
trance, Moses Burpee, Upper Sheffield, 
showed a patented invention—a Car Coupler 
—by which cars may be self-coupled easily 
by a simple process, and uncoupled by the 
drawing of a chain. If found effective iu 
practical working it must come into general 
use. Flaherty A: Co., showed one of their 
celebrated Safes, and S. Woodliug, St. John, 
specimens of their self-acting water closets. 
William Hazelhurst, St. John had a fine and 
large display of stoves, ranges (Winthrop 
pattern) mammouth heaters, with revolving 
light*, well finished, also specimens of “ hol­
low ware,"’and of fancy railing in renaissance 
style.

Allan Brus., St John, showed Shop Pumps 
and Ship ( apstans, «fcc.

In the right aisle in front of Chestnuts* 
Gunnel and Hazel-hurst, Harris Allan, St. 
John exhibited a variety of Brass Castings, 
well finished. Campbell «fc Foster, St. John, 
a number of Carriage Springs,, Common

a Hay Fork of his own invention, light, 
simple, and he says officient ; it looks like a 
pointed steel bar, and encloses a rod which 
being drawn up by a ring attached, causes 
two small forks to protrude.

A. M. Broderick, Carleton Co., and the 
Carleton Society, showed assortments of 
Horse Shoe and specimens of Horse Shoeing. 
Also Israel Risteen of Fredericton exhibited 
in this line. Walter McFarlamVSt. Mail's 
showed Horse liâmes and a Peevy.

At the upper end of the left aisle, B. B* 
Vane, Wakefield, showed a Grain Cradle and 
Cradle Saythe, aud Geo. Todd of Fredericton, 
seven or eight of liis famous sturdy Ploughs, 
so much prized in York County. Near by, 
Atherton «fc Nixon had a large assortment of 
Soaps of different kinds, one enormous mass 
marked 823 lbs. and another 75 lbs. There 
were several articles, iM-icks, Colours shown 
here, but the left aiskNvffs principally de­
voted to Horticultural Produce. One of the 
striking features on the tables in this section 
was the enormous quantities of Quashes and 
Pumpkins in every variety and every size. 
But before proceeding, in this line we must 
go back and mention the show made by John 
Meal, Fairville Foundry, «St. John, which 
comprised a large assortment of tin ware, 
heavy and well made, a railing for cepietries 
rail and chain urn for flowers, made of gal­
vanised iron, and two ploughs with extra long 
boards, which he claims are easy of draught 
and work the ground to a charm ; also a new 
<l facing" for foundering casting purposes.

It may be observed, iu general remark, 
that the show of roots, potatoes, carrots, 
turnips, beets, mangel wurzels, was large in 
quantity and in great variety. The largest 
exhibitors were from F’ton, a number from 
Kingsclear, and other parts of York, and 
from Carleton, Sunbury ,and one or two from 
Kings. Samuel Fleming had a large exhibit 
occupying considerable space—so had James 
Berry, Jas. Clark aud Robt. Fleming. Swedes 
aud red topped and turnips of other, varieties 
were excellent. The potatoes of many 
kinds were large and wholesome looking, and 
beets and mangel wurzels, enormous in size.

The show of Indian corn and sweet corn, 
was fine, and here, not to speak invidiously 
of other exhibitors, the farmers of Kingsclear 
distinguished themselves. The enormous 
quantity of squashes shown, has been alluded 
to in this connection, may be mentioned, 
some «Squash, j English vegetable of great 
weight, smoothe in surface fine in color, and 
a variety of Cucumbers shown by James Kill- 
ner, Fredericton, also fine bundles of red and 
white Celery, by the same exhibitor, and Jas. 
S. Beek. We have not space to say more 
of this department, in which a successful ex­
hibit has always been made. The show of 
beans, bush and pole, &c., red, black, white 
«fcc., was large. The show of grains was 
good, but not very extensive ; about four 
bags of barley, 30 to 30 of buckwheat, 10 to 
20 of white oats, half as many of black oats 
0 of white peas, 10 of white beans, and 10 or 
50 of wheat. Several hags of meal, and bar­
rels of flour were shown by Alex. Gibson, 
Marysville, who was the only exhibitor.

On the table above the grains, also in case 
a find display of apples was made by T. E, 
«Sharp, of Woodstock, of over 30 varieties. 
The New Brunswick and Alexandras were 
particularly noticed for their enormous size 
J. E. Camber, Kingsclear, had a show case of 
apples almost as fine, also C. E. Grosvenor, 
Canterbury, and John Edgecombe, Freder­
icton-. Above the apples was the show of 
crock and print butter. TJie exhibit of 
honey was poor compared to that made at 
former Exhibitions. Going up the gallury 
stairs, the name of Whelpley shaped with 
«Skates, and passing to the right along the 
lower gallery in which there was a show of 
paper, steam made mattrosses and'turner’s 
work, and iu the centre was the well-known 
largo circular saw of the Alexandra Saw 
Works, after the side gallery was reached, 
some harness and collars by J. E. «Smith first 
struck the eye, then a large assortment of 
School Furniture by Burnham «fc Co., St. 
John. B. E. Barnes, of St. John, Furniture 
Polisher, showed how, by his art, he could 
unturn a bedroom set of bare pine, into a 
beautiful shining one of dark walnut.

Turning into the transept a.startling and 
solemn sight met the eye, a memento /iw"> 
from Jackson Adams, Fredericton. A case, 
in which there were three Rosewood Caskets 
brightly polished, with rich silver plated 
mountings, and other funeral paraphervnalia 
J. C. Risteen & Co., Fredericton, had a good 
display of articles that reminded one of living. 
A large handsome walnut door, (for Sheriff 
Temples’s house,) plain pine doors and pine 
doors mounted with walnut ; Sashes, a win­
dow frame showing outside and inside blinds 
reading desks, «fcc.

C. <& E. Everett, St. Jolm, had a bower 
that reminded one that wintor in New Bruns­
wick is severe, luckily, however, the best of 
Furs are still toN*e procured here. The 
bower was hung around with black N. B.

fine display of Marbelized Slate Mantles 
with registered grates, of different designs, 
known iu his trade as Eghvpt, Spanish 
Broad, Venetian, Tennësso Black and 
Pyrenneae, Gilt, Porphery, «fcc.

The Gibson Leather Company made a 
line show of Leathers, Maroon, dark green 
Upholstery, English Carriage Stock, Patent 
and Enamelled whole Hides and .Splits, Wax 
Splits, «Shoe «Stock, «fcc.

Along the wall, James Adams, Frederic- 
icton, had a show of small cabinet ware, 
and racks of every description.

Isaac Simmons, Fredericton, Had a first- 
class display of nineteen kinds of leather.

Clerk «fc Co, «St. John had «t table ut all 
sizes lasts, and J. C. Hurley, «St. John a 
regular assortment of Ladies" Misses' and 
Gentlemen's Boots and Shoes.

Smith, the working of a new power 
scroll saw, which deftly cut out figures in a
solid chunk of wood. There was quite a dis­
play of .Sowing Machines of all kinds and 
powers for different purposes by Miller Bros. 
Davis & Co., and the Singer Manufacturing 
Company. R. Pollock exhibited his patent 
thread cutter attached to Machines. The 
classes of Domestic Manufactures and Ladies 
Fancy Work were both well filled. The 
hand and m.nchine knit woolen mitts, gloves, 
stockings, shawls, and cotten stockings, &r.t 
were by the instructed in that line, pro­
nounced admirable ; a large pair of brown 
gauntletts, rather spoiled by some red and 
green figuring by S. Stains Carville, .Sack­
ville, were much admired. Miss Kiluer dis­
played some beautiful specimens of knitting 
on Bickford's Machine from gentlemen's com­
forters to the finest zephyr wool ladies’ ties.

The Ladies* Fancy Work, Crotchet and 
Lace work, Point, &c., IJonition, Limerick 
Lace, Silk Embroidery and Berlin work, 
Hair work, Wax Flowers, «fcc., on which we 
venture no opinion. A case of New Bruns­
wick Mineral» exhibited by Prof. Baily, and 
all collected by himself was interesting, but 
we must pass it by, also a collection of Clays 
and Sands aud Minerals shown by W, Ileed. 
In this part of the gallary there were several 
interesting cases, Jewellers Cases, Babbitt 
and Shute, a Fishing Tackle Case. D. 
Scribner, «St. John, a Bookbinder’s Case, II. 
Cropley, a Taxidermists Case. S. J. Carnall, 
St. John, an Indian Work Case. Lgmont & 
Sons, a Clothiers Case. T. O’Connor included 
in which were some well executed,Dvawnings 
and berlin-work by Miss Francis O'Connor 
A Ladies Bonnet Case, Mrs Gilman, Freder­
icton.

In the Fine Arts department there were 
some good Water Colors, a River View, bits 
of Old Church Architecture, a scene of Rock 
Wood and. Stream, a" Flower and some 
promising studies in Crayons, but the greater 
part- of the exhibit was rather disappoint­
ing. A much more satisfactory show on 
the left end of the gallery, were the rolls of 
Woolen Homespun, unfulled and fulled, of 
Cotton Wool Homespuns, of Carpets and 
Blankets, ; the pieces of Cotton unbleached, 
by Win. Parks «fc Sons, the hanks of Woolen 
Varn, of divers colors, all of native manufac­
ture. Along with their yarns, Wm. Parks, 
«fc Son’s exhibited a loom,—and so we have 
spun our yarn.

Tbe conclusion we draw is, that tlio exhibi­
tion taking many of the individual exhibits 
by themselves, was an excellent one, but in 
a number of classes there was no competi­
tion, so that there was not a fair, adequate 
representation of many of the manufacturing 
interests.

The show of Stock was to many the finest 
part of the Exhibition. All the classes of 
cattle were filled. At no former Exhibition 
were so many line pure bred animals brought 
together. Jerseys, Ayrshire», «Short Ilorns, 
Herefords and Devons were well represented. 
In Herefords there was a great show made 
by (J. Todd of Milltown, (the only exliibiter) 
and the animals were in lino keeping, and if 
all that is said of them by the breeder is true 
of all Herefords.—that they are the hardiest 
of Rattle, keep in condition oil scrub pastures 
on which other breeds would piue and loose 
Hesfi, they are the cattle for this country. 
The young calves and yearlings were surpri­
singly forward in their growth. A great 
show was also made (in the building in 
middle of the show yard) of a herd of 
thoroughbred Devon bulls, cows, and heifers 
by Colonel Laurie, Oakfield, N. ,S.; though 
not in the finest condition, they were an at­
tractive lot. E. W. Smith, Smith Farm, 
St. John, also made a good show in this 
class; the Devons seem to have fallen 
something in the estimation of the farmers of 
New Brunswick, but except in bulk, there is 
no finer breed. The Jerseys seem now to be 
taken into favor, their appearance, with their 
lino deer like heads, and their black and dun 
color is peculiar aud attractive. The largest 
exhibitor in this clsss was C. E. Grosvenor 
Canterbury, also Joseph Pritchard, «St. John, 
Michael Yerxa, Douglas, J. F. Fellows, St. 
John, Keys McBrine and S. Hall, Rothesay, 
G. II. Gorman, Kingsclear, Gideon Phillips, 
Brighton. The Ayrshires were in. great 
force. There were some fine bulls by Geo. U. 
Morrow, Uromocto; Allan C. Uttj, Kings; 
Robt. «McLean, Portland ; Thos. Davidson; 
St. John; II. McMouaglu, Sussex; Jas. 
Belding, Hampstead. The Bull and Heifer 
Calves and cows in this class were also very 
good.

The .Short Horn (Durham), were largely re­
presented. A white Bull “ Agricola," im­
ported by Compton, Quebec, shown by 
Robert Brown, Northampton, was a notice 
able animal, some of bis stock were on the 
ground. Among the exhibitors were \V. E. 
Perley, \V. T. Hugh, Blissville, B. Titus, II. 
P. Bridges, Sunbury, Thos. F. Barker, «St. 
Mary’s, Murray Bros., John Camber, Kings­
clear, Elijah !§iip, Carleton, and \V. Coburn 

Maimers Sutton, John .Slipp, Hampstead, «Si-c. 
There were some fine animals among the 
grades. The Leicester sheep imported by 
the Government were in open pens in the 
yard, and attracted much attention. In the 
side pens a fine pure bred Cotswold Ewe 
lamb, was shown by J. II- Reid. As usual 
Sunbury came cut strong in pure bred Eei- 
cesters, in all the classes, the principal exhi­
bitors being N. and II. A. Burpee, «Sliellield. 
II. P. Bridges, William McGee, C. B. Harri­
son, Maugerville, also S. L. Peters, Otnabog. 
There was a la^ge and good show of crosses 
and Grades, by G. «S. Peters, «St. Mary’s, J. 
du Lancoy Robinson, G. Clements, Douglas, 
Wm. Pringle of «Stanley. The swiue made 
a very good show. Black Berksliires appear 
to be coming into strong favor, in most shows 
they assert their superiority over other 
breeds. N. and II. A. Burpee, «Sliellield had 
one or two choice prize pens, of boar pigs 
and sows. C. E. Grosvenor, Canterbury, 
sow and litter, C. Tabor, Kingsclear, exhibit­
ed two 1 year sows. J. II. Reed, Boar Pigs, 
R. II. Dayton, Douglas, J. J. Feffows, «St. 
John, had a splendid boar and sow with lit­
ter. There was a very fair show in large 
and small white breeds.

Ihe horse ring was the centre of attrac­
tion to many iu the cattle yard. The draught 
horse class was particularly strung. There 
was a magnificent dark Norman Percheron 
stallion standing 18 hands, and a Clydesdale, 
of tlio same color aud build but a trille 
coarser and a trille heavier, between whom 
it was difficult to judge which was the better 
animal, but the French horse carried the 
vote. The four grey imported Percherons 
were shown and appeared toL be in good 
form. There was a stallion shown by T. J. 
Davis, «St. John, a good deal smaller than 
the «Scotch and French horses, but uncom­
monly compact and well knit, looking the 
model of what an agricult ural horse should

Among the three year old stallions. J. G.
Brown s cult, which took first prize last week 
at «Stanley was the finest. There were 
.several promising Percheron colts in the 
x i'd. 1 here were several fine brood mares 
wi ll colts shown, also pairs of driving horses, 
and trotting horses. In tit ; working horse 
class, tln-iv was a grand pair of greys shown, 
by S. Ewing. St.John, and a stout pair of 
bays by A. Robinson, Fredericton.

The show of Poultry was large and very 
interesting. Particularly noticeable were 
the Light and Dark Bramahs, enormous 
fowls compared to which the Game Bantams 

, were quite diminative, there being as much 
difference in size between them as between a 
pouter pidgeonand a sparrow. The Plymouth 
Rocks, black and white speckled ; the 
Patridge Cochins, Buff Cochins, White Leg- 

, horns, the quaint looking Iloudans, the Silver | 
I and Golden Polands were remarkable 
variations of the barnyard fowl.

Inside and,outside the Exhibition Building 
there were many articles and objects we 
would like to mention, but we have made 
our notice as extended as space will permit.

HARD ES. SOFT MONEY.

Carl Schurz made a great .Speech on the 
l . S. currency question in Cincinnati lately. 
His arguments were ^directed, both against 
those who would postpone the resumption 
of specie payments, and those who would 
abolish gold and silver as standards, and 
issue illimitable irredeemable paper. He 
showed that the commercial crash of 1873 
and the depression that followed, were not 
owing, ns asserted by many, to the contrac­
tion of the' greenback currency, for the 
amount oatstanding then was much greater 
than iu years of acknowledged prosperity 
The fact was, the country had been prosperous 
when the currency was contracted, and depres­
sed when it had been inflated. For the United 
-States, now that they had got over the worst 
and began to see light, now that the paper 
dollar was within a fraction of the value of 
tiie gold dollar ; to postpone the resumption 
of specie payments, would be to Set most 
unwisely ; to abolish gold aud silver alto­
gether, and issue the fiat “ dollar of the green-- 
back party," would be to throw back the 
monetary affairs of the country into chaos, 
and bring down ruin and bankruptcy on it.

The present duty of hour calls upon every 
patriotic man for an honest effort to put an 
end to senseless and destructive agitation, 
which prevents the revival of the confidence 
necessary for the run wal of business and the 
return of prosperity. There is scarcely a 
mail in the country who will not admit that 
at some time the restoration uf the specie 
system must come. The question is whether 
it is to come after new and disastrous con- 
vid-jons. \Yu can never tje better prepared 
t"i it than wo are to-day. Our national- 
debt, formerly held abroad, has returned to 
our shores. Our national credit is good be­
yond precedent, our products exported in an 
abundance never seen before, linds a profit- 
aide market; current prices are on the gold 
ba>i>; our Treasury is well stocked with 
C"in. If not now, when can we expect to

Emigration from Liverpool.—The re­
turns prepared by the Government emigra­
tion officers at Liverpool show that during 
the month of August 9,495 persons left the 
Mersey as emigrants, the largest number in 
any month this year, except May, when 
9,889 sailed. The largest proportion, viz., 
7,684 proceeded to the United States, while 
1,041 went to British North America and 03 
to Australia. The remainder sailed to South 
America, the East and West Indies, Chinn, 
and the west coast of Africa. The nationali­
ties of the emigrants were—English 5,834 : 
Scotch, 114; Irisa, 780 ; and foreign 2,001. 
Of 070 the nationalities were not denoted. 
The returns show an increase of 2,229 over 
those for August last year. The total num­
ber of emigrants from the Mersey during the 
present year, up to the end of last month, is 
48,333.

ORIGIN OF THE NAMES OF DAYS.

The idols which our Saxon ancestors 
worshiped, and from which the days of 
the week derive their names, were vari­
ous, atfd where the principal objects of 
their adoration.

The Idol of the Sun.—This idol, which 
represents the glorious luminary of the 
day, was the chief object of their worship. 
It is described like the bust of a man, set 
upon a pillow, holding with outstretched 
arms a burning wheel before his breast. 
The first day of the week was especially 
dedicated to its adoration, which they 
termed Hie Svn's Daeg ; 1 once Is derived 
the word Sunday.

The Idol of tfu Moon.— The next was 
the idol of the moon, which they wor­
shiped on the second day of the week, 
called by them Moons Daeg ; and since by 
us Monday. The form ol this idol is in­
tended to represent a woman, habited in 
a short coat and a hood, with two long 
ears. The moon is held in her hands.

The Idol of Tuitco.—Tuisco was at first 
defined as the father and ruler of the 
Teutonic race, but in course of time lie 
was worshipped as the son of the earth. 
Fiom this came the Saxon words. Tuisco a 
Daeg, which we call Tuesday. He is re­
presented as a venerable sage,. standing 
on a pedestal, clothed in the skin of an 
animal, and holding a scepter in the 
right hand.

Tlit Idol of Woden or Odin.—Woden or 
Odin was one of the supreme divinities of 
the northern nations. This hero is sup-

Eosed to have emigrated from the east 
ut from what country, or at what time K 

not known. LI is exploits form the great 
part the myteological creed of the north­
ern nations, and bis achievements are 
magnificent beyond all ereditbility. Tho 
name of the fourth day in the week cal­
led by the Saxons Woden's Daef and by 
us Wednesday, is derived from* this per­
sonage. Woden is represented in a bold 
and martial attitude, clad in armor, with 
a broadsword uplifted in his right hand.

The Idol Thor.—Thor, the oldest and 
bravest of the sons of Woden and Friga, 
was, after his parents, considered the 
greatest god of the Saxons and Danes. 
To him the fifth day of the week, called 
by them Thor's Daeg, and by us Thursday, 
was consecrated. Thor is represented as 
sitting on a throne, with a crown of gold 
on his head, adorned with a circle in front 
wherein wcie aet twelve bright, burnished

gold stars, and with a regal scepter in his 
right hand.

The. Idol Fiiga or Freja.—Friga or Frega 
was the wife of Woden "or Odin ; and, next 
to'him, the most reverend divinity among 
the heathen Saxons, Danes and other 
northern nations. In the most ancient 
times, Friga or Frega, was the same with 
the goddess Ilertha or Earth. To her the 
sixth day of tho week was consecrated 
which „by lhe Saxons was written Friaa's 
Daeg, corresponding with our Friday. 
Friga Is represented with a drawn sword 
in her right hand, and a bow in her left.

The Idol Seater.—The idol Seater is re­
presented on a pedestal whereon is placed 
a perch, on the sharp prickled back of 
which he stood. His head was uncovered 
and his visage lean. In his left hand he 
held up a wheel and in his right was a 
pail of water, wherein were flowers and 
fruits ; and his dress consisted of a long 
coat, girded with linen. The appellation 
given to the day of his celebration is still 
retained. The Saxons named it Sealer's 
Daeg, which we call Saturday.

A LAW
To consolidate and amend the 

Law for preventing the running 
at large of cattle and other 
animals.

Bf. it Enacted by the Mayor, Aldermen 
and Commonalty of the City of Fredericton, 
as follows:—

1. No horso, sheep, swine, goat, cow, or 
neat cattle, shall be permitted to run or go 
at large in any of the streets, highways, 
alleys, or public squares, or commons, or 
open plots of ground, in that part of the city 
comprised within the following limits, that 
is to say : beginning at the water line of the 
river St. John, at a point where a continua­
tion of the North-westerly side line of Smyth 
street would intersect the said water line, 
thence running south-westerly along the said 
line of Smyth street, until it intersects the 
south-westerly side of Charlotte street, thence 
south-easterly along the said line of Charlotte 
street to the north-west side line of York 
street, thence south-westerly along the said 
line of York street to the south-west side of 
the railway land (at the depot), thence along 
the said railway to the south-eat aide of the 
college road, thence north-easterly along the 
said line of the College road to the stream or 
drain near John Doherty’s cottage, thence 
following the bed of the said stream down 
stream to the riverSt. John, at the Second 
Greek so called, and thence along the several 
courses of the water line of the river St, 
John up stream to the place of beginning, 
under a penalty of one dollar for each horse, 
sheep, swine, goat, cow, or other cattle 
so found going at large, to be paid by the 
owner, or person having possession of the 
same.

2. For the purposes of this law, any horse, 
sheep, swine, goat, cow, or neat cattle found 
standing or wading in the St. John river on 
the Fredericton shore opposite the limits set 
out in the preceeding section shall be held to 
be going or running at large within the said 
limits, and may be driven to pound, and the 
owner be liable to the *ame penalty or pen­
alties in nil respects, as if the said horse, 
sheep, swine, goat, cow, or neat cattle had 
been found at large within the said pre­
scribed limits.

3. No goose or geese shall be permitted to 
run at large within the limits aforesaid 
under a penalty of ten cents for each bird, 
for each and every offence, to be paid by the 
owner or person in possession of such goose 
or geese,

-1. Any horse, sheep, swine, goat, cow, or 
neat cattle, or goose found at large contrary 
to the provisions of this law, shall and may­
be driven to pound by any Commons driver 
appointed by the City Council, or by any 
Peace Officer w ithin the City, and may be 
impounded until the drivers and pound 
keepers fees are p»id.

5. In the event of the owner of any horse, 
sheep, swine, goat, cow, neat cattle, or goose, 
claiming the same from the driver before 
actual impounding, and paying or tendering 
to such driver his fee fur driving, the said 
driver shall release such animal or goose 
and deliver the same to the owner claiming. 
The payment of any drivers or pound keepers’ 
fee not, however, to relieve the owner of the 
animal found running at large from the penalty 
mentioned in the first section of this law.

G. It shall be the duty of the driver when 
any cow is released by him as in the fore­
going section, and of the pound keeper so 
soon as any animal or animals impounded are 
claimed by the owner or owners thereof, to 
make a complaint of‘such animal running at 
large contrary to the provisions of the first 
section of this law, to the Police Magistrate, 
and to prosecute the offender, so far as is in 
his power, to conviction,

7. The yard in connection with the Jail 
in the City shall be and is hereby established 
as a public pound.

8. The Pound Keeper shall keep a book 
(to be supplied to him by the City Clerk) to 
be called a Pound Book, and when any horse, 
sheep, swine, goat? cow, neat cattle or goose 
is impounded, he shall enter a short descrip­
tion of the animal or animals, the name of 
thie driver or Peace Officer impounding tho 
same, the name of owner or claimant, the 
amount of driver’s fees due such driver or 
due the City in the case hereinafter specified, 
and the hour and day when the animal was 
delivered to him, and when released from 
pound, and any other matter that may arise in 
any case of. impounding, such book to be the 
property of the. City of Fredericton, and to 
be open to inspection to all persons without 
fee.

i>. The Pound Keeper shall immediately 
after any animal is impounded give notice 
thereof by a written or printed advertise­
ment to be posted up in three of the most 
public places in the City, and if the fees of the 
driver and Pound Keeper be not paid within 
seven days after such notice, such animal or 
animals, or so many of each owners as may be 
necessary, may be publicly sold by the Pound 
Keeper to defray such charges and expenses, 
and the surplus, if any, shall be paid to the 
owner of such animals on proof of property 
and demand.

10. The Pound Keeper shall make a full 
entry of his proceedings under the foregoing 
section in the Pound jlooj».

11. Any Commons Driver oy any Peace 
Officer shall be entitled to demand and re­
ceive the following fees:—

For driving every horse, swine, cow,
or other neat cattle.................... $0 50

For driving each sheep or goat.......... 40
“ driving each flock of geese (two

or more to make a flock). ...... 40
12. The Pound Keeper shall be entitled 

to demand and receive the following fees:—
For receiving into and delivering out 

of pound, each horse, cow, sheep, 
goat, swine or ««eat cattle............$0 30

For receiving into and delivering out
of pound each goose.................... f>

For feeding any horse, cow, sheep, 
goat, swine or mint puttie (after 
detention 6 hours) per day.,,,,,, 2Ô

For feeding any goose (after de­
tention u hours), per day....... o

For posting notices of impounding 
ami sale from each owner irre­
spective of the number of ani­
mals or geese................................ 3l)

13. Any fees collected by any Polipeoian 
or other Officer in the, direct pay of the City, 
or by the Pound Keeper for driving fees of 
anv Policeman or Officer payed by the City, 
shall be handed over and accounted for to 
the City Treasurer by such Policeman, or 
other Officer, or bV the Pound Keeper as the 
case may be, not later than one week from 
receipt of such fee*.

14. Any person keeping rabbits within the 
City and allowing the same to run at large 
either on the public streets or thoroughfares, 
or on the private property of their neigh­
bors or otheis shall be Ijable to a penalty of 
one dollar for every offence.

15. The City Council shall immediately 
after the passing of this law, and annually 
at the time of appointing City Officers, 
appoint such and so many Commons Drivers 
as may be deemed necessary to carry this 
law into effect.

10, A law passed the 12th day of Septem­
