Hard Times in Melbourne.
I suppose, writes u Melbourne cor-
respondent, that very few move
gloomy seasons have been known for
a long time than that which we are
now witnessing in Melbourne. The
richer classes ave really uneasy, and
feel constraioed to economize in evs
ery possible way, in the view of the
taxation with which they may be
visited. The workingmen are partly
out of emplyment, and partly—what
every Australian workingman detests
and fears almost as much—working
for smaller wages than those carrent,
viz., for four or five shillings a day.
The order of the day is the dismissal
of servants, the dispensing with horss
es, dogs, carriages, parties, and gens
erally all those things which make
life comfortable. Many are the ladies
who have to come down to menial
work, especiallly among the ranks of
poor dismissed servants. Festivities
had been singularly rare,and although
absotute failures in business have not
yet been common. it is felt that econ-
omy will have to be practised for a
long time to come. It can, therefore
hairaly be cousidered ill-timed td im-
press on young men hoping td betépr
themselves by coming to Australia
the nistorical word “ Don’t” unless
you have pieuty of capital or can
work with your hands. KEvery av-
enue scems to be blocked up, save to
workingmen or to capitalists. The
bar is supplied by young Victorian:
educated here, who have a very good
opening, from :he fact of beng edu~
cated together with those to whom
they must look for work. The schools
\gain, are amply supplied with good
nasters, who are in the main Mels
bourne gradnates; and for the cler-
gy, I should say that they would do
much better to stay in anold country
where it is possible to arrive ata large
prize some day, than to go t» a
new <ountry in which they could
hardly hope to get more than £600
at the very outside, and this only it
they had toiled and gained prestige
in their career. But domestic ser~
vants can command almost their own
price, and a good cook is worth her
weight in gold.

. Edward Falconer the Irish
Poet.

Edward Falconer, the Irish poet,
actor, and dramatis*, died near Mans
chester, England, on the 2T7th Sept.,
in very destitute ciicumstances, ana
his fellowsmembers —of the Savage
club of London defrayed the expenss
es of his funeral, He was born in
Dublir;, and his natal date is given as
1829. Mr. Falconer first appeared
as an actor at Liverpool, but for many
years made little headway in the
provinces. He assumed management
of the Lyceum (August 26, 1858),
and there superintended his latest
comedy—in which he played the
hero—and which was entitled ¢ Ex-
tremes, or Men of the Day.” He
made a great hit as the original of
Dunny Mann in the “ Colleen Bawn,”
that was first produced at the Adel--
phi, Sept 10, 1860, and by that re-
presentation he will snrvive as as
actor. Luck now came to him. His
adaptation of *“ Ruy Blas” for Fecht-
er proved also a success. In 1861
he again assumed management of the

Lyceum and for more than a year
profitably 2nd successfully supervised
.aere his best known drama of * ¢ Peep
o'Day; or Savourneen Deelish,” in
which Mrs. Bowers played the hero-
ine to his own personation of the
hero. Afterwards he became manas
ger of Drury Lane jointly with Mr,
Chatterton, and next of Her Majes-
ty’s Theatre, where he met with ill

1luck. In April 1869, Mr. Falconer

arrived in New York to op-
en at Duff’s Olympic Theatre. He
played in ¢ Peep o’ Day” and in sevs
eral other of his pieces, and subse-

A Romance of the Pee;'age.

There is a new ‘ romance of the
peerage’ brewing in the British paps
ers. Lord Ussulston, the oldest son
of the Earl of Tunkerville (the lord
of Chillingham Castle and of the last
important herd of the British white
cattle), died the other day on the
Continent at the eariy age 29. His
next brother succeeding him has tak-
en the title of Lord Bennett, Bennett
being the family name, instead of
Ossulston, as his designation by cour-
tesy. This is a common and very
natural practice in such cases, few
men caring to step so visibly and
distinctly into the shoes of a dead
brother if they can avoid it by a cir.
cumlocution Upon this thread, how-
ever, slender as it is, seems to have
been hung a sto.y darkly hinted at
in the ‘society papers’ for some time
and now openly printed, that the
late Lord Ossulston left a wife and a
son behind bhim by a clandestine
marriage With a very pretty still-
room maid—a sort of Hetty Sorrel—
on his father’s estate at Chillingham.
O¢ course, if this be true, the child is
now the true heir %nd entitled by
courtesy to assume thgtisle of Lord
(I)Qaulsl;on. The Earl of Tankervitfe,
now in his sixty-ninth yeéar, married
the only sister of th#-Duke of Man-
chester, so that the dead FEord Ossuls
ston and the living Lord Bennett are
the cousins of Lord Mandeville, who
qarried Miss Yznaga, of New York,

The secret of the prosperity of
France may be readily understood
from the rature of the occupations of
the people. According to the cens
sus of 1870 there were 18,968,000, or
53 per cent of the population engag-
ed in Agriculture, and of this num-
ber 10,620,000 cultivated their own

roperty; 5,708,000 were farmers,
and 2,639,000 were laborers and gar-
deners. Of the remaiader of the popu-
lation, 2,974,000 or 26 per ecent were
engaged in manutacturing and simi-
lar industries; 3,837,000, or 14 per
cent., in trade; and 1,231,000, or 4
per cent in liberal professions.

Theearth hasan oveny ap
pearance, and is cracked open in large
fissures with the intense heat, and
soorehes the feet even ‘through thick-
soled boots. The miserable trees look
unhappy and hang their poor wilted
leaflets. 'Fhere is not a spear of grass
visible. Folks out doors drag their
weary lengths along as though cach
were carrying a ball or chain. Tliey
seem to have no ambition oh ca:th but
to arop down and die quietly in sowme
shady nook. The roads are some
inches deep in dust, and the air is fill-
ed with it, so that breathing is diffi~
cult and paioful. There are no vege-
tables nor any fruits. Wells and tanks
and cisterns are low aond the water
muddy and unhealthy. [ndoors aod
furnitare burns the body through the
clothing. Thesun glears into every
erack aud crevice so persistently that
biinds and shades and thick ecurtains
can hardly darken a room sufficiently.
Every outside door is closed tighuly
from early morning unti! after sundown
to keep out the heas. The air becomes
stagnaut and suffoeating. A little re-
lief is obtainable from the punkah, a
large fan suspeuded 1rom the ceiling,
and worked by a servact fiomn the outs
side. The punkah swings day and
vight. The mau whose business it is to
keep it swinging sometimes falls asleep
and then the air seems to press upon
one at the rate of 1,000 to the square
inch, Breathing is ncxt to impossible,
At night there is still less comfort to
b: had. The bed is hoster than the

Chronecle :

Truro, Nov. 1st, 1879,
Sir. —

A member of your staff lately wrote
that from the interest yoar correspon-
dent has taken in historical questions
associated with this county, he hoped
he might be able to furnish a more
satisfactory account of the public ser-
vices of the Honorable Edward Morti-
mer Archibald, C. B.,, Her Majesty's
Coosul-General at New York, thao the
pbrief notice which recently -appeared in
e Awerican papers and was copied
by the Caandian press, and which he
thought was inacewrate in several par-
ticulars, the letter enclosing the notice
in question, taken from ‘ Harper's
Bazaar.” Feelingim pressed with the
umportant nature of this request, and
cousidering the desirability of its being
acted upon by some person, should you.
receive no better account than the fols
lowing sketeb of Mr. Archibald’s life,
based upon information derived from:
his relatives in this Province and from
access to copies of the Jourpals of the
Newfouadland Legislature, you are a
liberty to publish it for a narrative of
the principal facts in"the life of one of
Nova Scotia’s most laborious acd use-~
ful sons.

As preliminary, it might seem proper-
to give some account of Mr. Archibald’s
distinguished father and brothers; Hon.
Samuel George William Archibald, L.
L. D., Master of the Rolls in Nova
Scotia, Judge of the Court of Vice—
Admirality at Halifax, and Chief Juss
tice of Prince Kdward Island; the
late. Sir Thomas Dickson Archibaldg
Knight, Judge of the Court of Common:
Pleas in England; and the late Colonel-
Peter Suther Archibald ol this town.
and to trace their1elationship with Hi’
Hevor Adams George Archivald, C. M’
(3. Lieuteoant-Governor of this provs
ince, all being decended from a common
ancestor, who, abont ons hundred and
fifty years ago, resided in the north
of Ireland. But the facts relating
to e{'h member of this widely known
Nova Scotian family are too numer-
ous, and of too great historie impors
tance to admit of being compressed
within the limits of one newspaper
communication, and must therefore
be left for articles seriatim.

Edward Mortimer Archibald ‘was
born.at Truro on: the 10ch of May,
1810. He was educated at the Hali-
fax and Truro Grammar Schools, and
at the Picton {Academy. He was
trained for the profession of the law
under his father, the late Hon. S. G.
W. Archibald, L.LL.D., then Solicitor
Greneral, and speaker of the Assembs
ly of this Province, He was admitt-
an Attorney 1813, and subsequently
Barrister of the Supreme Court.

In 1832 he was appointed, by his
late Majesty, Chief Clerk and Regiss
ter of the Supreme court of News
foundland, am{) clerk of the general
Assembly of that colony, to which a
legislaiive charter had just  been
granted. In November of that year
Mr. Archibald assumed the disecharge
of the duties cf these offices. In 1834
he was appointed an aeting Assistans
Judge of the Supreme Court, which of«
tice he filled for about six months, aod
duriog two important terms of the Courg,
In 1837 he ceased for a time to ba
Clerk of the General Assembly. In
1838 occurred the ecelebrated ecase of
Kielley vs. Carsons, involving  the
the right of the Assembly to . puaish,
by imprisonment, for an #lleged breach
of its privilegzes. The able opinions
prozonnced by Judge Lilly, as' well in
discharging Mr, Kielley under a ‘habeas
corpus,’ as in subsequent argument oa
den‘:lu'réf before t.he}Su?é;‘: Court in

the action for damages brought by
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- the Colony, receiving the thapks of Her
- Mejosty's Goverument.. -
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Kielley against the Speakerand others,
were prepared by Mre. Archibald.
The majority of the judges having des
cided in favour of the Assembly, the
«case wasjearried by appeal to the Privy
Council, which reversed the deeision of
the Supreme Court sustaining, in als
most identical terms, the judgment
pronounced by Mr. Justice Lilly. The
<ase, as well us the judgments of Mr.
d. Lilly, excited no little attention at
that period, both 1n Kogland and in the
colonies, and Lord Glenelg, Minister,
learving from Governor Preszott Mr.
Archibald’s action in thematter,intima-
ging his intention of advancing him to a
scat on the Bench on the occurrence of
a vacancy. The opportunity for this
did not present itself’ untill 1846, when
My. Simms, Attorney Generzl, perfer—
ing to be placed on ‘the Bench, Mr,
Archibald was promoted by Earl Grey
to the office of Attorney Gineral.

In 1841 Mr. Archibald was summon-
ed to give evidence before the House of
Commons in regard to the unsatisfacts
ory working of the legislative constitus
tion of the colony, and 1n that year
drew up and submitted to the Colonial
Minister a plan for the temporary ams
algamation of the Council and Assemb.
ly wiitch was substancially followed in
the Act of Parliament by which the
Constitution was thus modified. In
1842 Mr. Archibaid was eleeted Clerk
of the new Legislature—being at the

same time Chief Clerk of the Supreme |

Court—and so continued during the
existence of the amalgamated Legis.a-
ture. The estimation 1n whieh bis

services were held by it is evidenced |

by the following extract from the Jouon-
als of that body:— : :
“ Arriy 28, 1846.

“ Resolved unanimously that this|
House canrnot separate without expresss |

ing its seose of the merits of Edward
Mortimer Architald, Esquire, Clerk of
this House, and of his strong claims
on its regard. FEducated vunder the
especial care of his late lamented father
when Speaker of the House of Assemb-
ly of Nova Scotia, he arrived in this
country at the period of first intrndyec-
tion of a representative form of Govern-
ment, and under his iostructions the
members of the first House of Assembly
were initiated in a knowledee of those
laws aud rules so necessary for the gui-
dauce of deliberative bodies. Firom
that time to the present pericd, with
some slight interruption, he has filled
rhe tmportant situation of Clerk to the
House of Assemble, in which office his
unceasing industry, his ersat abilites,
and his oblizing disposition have, cven
under circumstances of the greatest pol-

lasting esteem of every member of the
House; andthey therefore deem it u
duty they owe to him to place oa record
this public acknowledgment, and to
express a wish that services and merits
such as these may be appreciated by
his Sovereign and his coiutry.

In this year 1846, Mr. Archibald
was again appointed an acting assistant
Judee of the Supreme Court, and held
the northern Circuit. on returning from
which he received his appointment of
Attorney General and shortly after—
waids that of Advocate General, He
became also a member of the Excentive
and Legislative Councils. The daties
of these several offices he discharged
for nearly nine years.

In 1849 he drew up an able and
confidential paper which wassubmitted
to the Colonial Minister, as weli as to
the British Minister at Washineton on
the subject of admitting the Americans
to the Iree use of our fisheries in con-
sideration of reciprical free trade in
agricultural produce as wzll as fish.
between the British North American
Provioces and the United States, a
policy which he was among the first
to advocate, and which wascarried out
by the Recipracity Treaty of 1954,

During the time he filled the office ol
Attoroey General he was much occupi
ed with the vexed questions growin.
outofthe Fishery Treaties with France.
In 1853. he was for several weeks as.
sociated in Loodon with representatives
of the Foreigu and Colonial offices, in
preparinz proposed wodifications of
those treatics ; but dissented from his
colleagues who favored too extensive
concessions to the French, His cor-
respondence and opinions on this sub
ject are contained in the Jourvals of
‘the Newfoundland ,Legislature. The
roundness of his views was confirmed
by the subsequent collapse of the pro-
jeeted Treaty of 1856 with Fraunce, for
the modification of the Treaties in
question.

In 1835, on the concession of respons
gible Government te Newfcundland,

Mr. Archibald retired from the office of
Attorney of General on a pension from
