From an address delivered before 
a convocation of youn? men’s socie­
ties in Dumphries, in Scotland, by 
Mr. P. L. Beazley, we make these 
extracts showing the part the 
Church has had in the civilization 
of the world.

“The spirit that ia aroused 
favor of virtue and moral purity by 
a sound Press is a surer obstacle to 
the progress oi immorality than any 
artificial regulations. In awaking 
this spirit and keeping it alive the 
Catholic Press should play an im­
portant part. Again, its value as 
an instrument for the defense of re­
ligion cannot, I thIBt,-he easily 
over-estimated. You know how 
the Catholic Church is aaaailed. 
You know how the old fables are 
made fresh for the credulous by 
new variations—how we are told 
that Protestantism swells prosperity 
and Catholicity decay ; thatr we 
are narrow - minded persecutors 
whenever we possess the opportu­
nity ; that we are not in touch with 
science and art, and so on and so 
on. These fablee have long been 
stale and the statements of the fa­
bulists exploded. They will hence­
forward cause lose and less annoy­
ance ; but a glorious work remains 
for the Catholic Press to accom­
plish ; and that is, as a guide for 
the polity of the future, to familiar­
ize men's minds with the monu­
ments in the civilization of the past 
which we owe "to the Catholic 
Church. Of couree, £ wish to guard 
against any unfair estimate. I 
know that there is a grandeur 
which is natural to the human soul 
and which found its expression even 
in pagan productions—in the cle­
verness of the Sooratio dialogue, in 
the logic of A rs to tie, ip the dramas 
of Æjsohylue, Euripides, and 8k>- 
phoolee, in the comedies of Aristo­
phanes, and in the marvelous fculp- 
tured figures of Phidias and Prax­
iteles.

How 
thoroughly ashamed of ever having 
belonged to the organization the 
survivors of the Worcester council 
are may be judged from the fact 
that Mr. Lewie, when preparing hie 
paper, sent a letter of inquiry to 
seventy-six different addresses, with 
the following result : “ From fifty- 
six of these no return at all was re­
ceived in two and one half months. 
An answer of any kind came from 
only twenty. Of these, one letter 
was returned after being advertized ; 
two proved to have been sent to 
persons who had recently died ; one 
correspondent proved an alibi by de­
claring that he was not born until 
1857, a year after the break-up of 
the party; six claimed that some 
mistake had been made, as they 
never were connected with the 
council in Worcester, one man going 
so far as to cite his wife’s authority, 
that she had no idea that he be­
longed to any snob organization ; on 
being shown the signature, however, 
he acknowledged that it was genu­
ine. Qne business man, prominent, 
on Main street, ourily informed me 
that on the subject of my inquiries 
he had nothing to say." Out of the

He arrived in Bonlogne last Friday 
week and pat np at the Hotel Folk- 
stone, where he did not heeitate to ex­
pound his Fenian views. Hie move­
ments had been watched from the time 
he had arrived in French territory. 
The local commissary of police, together 
with an English detective, burst into 
hie room at 4- o’clock In the morning. 
The detective held a loadpd revolver to 
his head and threatened to shoot him 
if he reelated. Tynan admitted his 
identity. Incriminating papers and a 
large sum of money were found In hie 
possession. The prisoner was lodged 
in a cell in the Boulogne police station 
and was to-be arraigned in the morning 
with a view to his extradition to Eng- 
and. The warrant on which the ar­
rest was" made charges that the prison­
er was concerned in the murders of 
Lord Frederick Cavendish, chief secre­
tary, and Mr. Burke, under secretary 
for Ireland, in Phoenix Park adjoining 
the viee regal lodge in Dublin on May 
6,1882, and with the manufacture of 
dynamite bombs for use in England. 
Detective Inspector Wslsh came to 
Bonlogne from Scotland Yard" to conduct 
the ceee. He said that there would be 
some oonneetlon between Tynan’s ar­
rest and the arreet of a man named 
Bell, the previous day, at Glasgow, 
and J .Walker at Rotterdam.

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Sir Charles Tapper’s Oplnl on.

Daring the debate, in the House of 
Commons, on the question of dismissal 
of Government officials, Sir Chasles 
Tapper, Lesder of the opposition, gave 
expression to the following, stateeman- 
like opinion, which we commend to 
those who are anxious for the inaugur­
ation of the “spoils” system : I do not 
think it desirable that anybody should 
keep out of politics, whatever position 
be may occupy, provided he conducts 
himself in a reasonable and proper 
manner. There is nothing that will 
tend so mnch to the elevation of public 
Ife as the desire and the ambition of 
the best educated men in the commun­
ity to take a part in the politics of their 
country, I know of no greater mis­
fortune that can happen to any country 
than for men of high character, intelli­
gence and position to dissever them­
selves from the political life of the 
country. I do not teei that it is at all 
desirable, that gentlemen of education, 
character and standing should be ob­
liged to suppress any expression of their 
opinion: on political matters because 
they happen to hold office in the civil 
service of their country. I trust that 
the result of this discussion will not be 
to promote in the slightest degree the 
policy of dismissing officials. It is 
policy from which the government have 
nothing to gain, bnt a great deal to 
lose. I do not look at this question 
from a party point of view, From that 
point of view I should not object, in the 
slightest degree, to the hon- gentleman 
making the most sweeping changes and 
dismissing large numbers of cavil ser­
vants in order to replace them with 
their own friends,z A more disastrous 
course, from a partisan point of view, 
the Government could not adopt. "
course if any pereon holding office 
the civil service bas taken a viole nt and 
offensive course against the party whicn 
has been elected, he must be prepared 
to take the consequences. - I do not 
hesitate to draw the line at that ; but 
beyond that I think it most desirable, 
in the interests of the Govervment and 
country, that no party man ehonld go

The Oraneda Cathedral.
We get glimpses of another Span­

ish oily in the piper, '* Granada and 
the Alhambra,” with which tre cur­
rent Cosmopolitan opens. This 
paper is one of fhe series of Spanish 
articles which Mr. Obatfleld-Taylor 
is contributing to this msgazine, and 
of which articles the Review has 
already made mention. The present 
paper deals largely with the Alham­
bra, bat we find in it this description 
of the Granada Cathedral, which, 
Mr. Taylor Bays, was built in 1529, 
its architect’s intention being to con­
struct a church which should be 
sec end only to St. Peter’s; though 
he adds that in realty the edifice is 
second to many Spanish churches.

This chapel is really independent of

The iuterior has 
the impressive gloom, absent in the 
larger church. There are slender, 
palm-like pillars of unusual charm, 
and the basso rtjievo of the retablo, 
representing the surrender of Gra­
nada and the conversion of infidels 
recall stirring times. Effigies of 
Ferdinand and Isabella kneel beside 
the altar, and in the centre of the 
chapel are the alabaster sepulchres 
of the Catholic-kings, with those of 
Philip I. and Orazy Jane at either 
side.

An Exceptional Case
That the earlier educational insti­

tutions of New England, including 
both schools and colleges, were- de­
nominational ones is something that 
requires no proof, albeit it is con­
veniently lost sight of nowadays by 
the advocates of non-sectarian schools. 
In the article on “The University of 
Vermont," which Mr. Robert E. 
Lewis contributes to the current issue 
of the New England Magazine, the 
reader is informed that when Har 
vard College was founded it was pro­
vided that among the overseers 
should be the Congregational minis­
ters of the six surrounding towns. 
The constitution of Yale demanded 
that new trustees should be chosen 
from “ ministers of the Gospel inhab­
iting within the colony ” ; Prince­
ton's trustees were to include twelve 
ministers ot the Gospel. “Dart­
mouth," Mr. Lewis declares, “ was 
Congregational; Brown was secured 
to the Baptists. Columbia and the 
University of Pansylvania were dom 
inated by Episcopalians.” The claim 
is made in this paper that the Uni­
versity of Vermont was an exception 
io the general rule which placed the 
colleges of New England under de­
nominational control, since in the 
first by-laws ol that institution it was 
stipulated that this University should 
“ not tend to give preference to any 
religious sect or denomination what­
soever. ’’ It should not be concluded, 
however, from this declaration, that 
the University of Vermont was ori­
ginally a non-sectarian institution in 
the true sense of the term. The pro 
vision of the by-laws quoted above 
simply meant that no Protestant de­
nomination should control the insti­
tution ; J)Ut the University was strict­
ly a Protestant school, and among 
its first trustees were a Congregation­
al, Baptist and Episcopalian minister. 
Then, ss now, non-sectarianism sig­
nified with most of "the Protestant 
community something which exclu­
ded the domination of any individual 
Protestant sect, but which, neverthe­
less, provided for general Protestant 
control. How far this spqcies of 
non-sectarianism has prevailed in the 
University of Vermont we have no 
information ; but in providing that it 
should '* not tend to give preference to 
any religious sect or denomination 
whatsoever," it would seem that the 
founders of this institution placed it 
on a different basis from that of the 
other early colleges, all of which were 
dominated by the influence of par 
ticular Protestant sects - Exchange.
