ises and absolutely forfeited public
confidence. That the Government
should have the temerity to ask
the electors  of any constituency
in the Province for support in the
light of their incapabl>, extrava=
gant and corrupt administration of
public affairs canoot be characterizad
by any other term than the most
brazen political effrontery. Befors
entering into details of the Gov-
ernment’s mal-administration ot our
Provinciel finances, we will give a
brief summary of their operations.
All our readers remember the words
of Mr. Frederick Peters when he
became Leader of the Government
in 1891. He declared that revenue
and expenditure must meet and that
he day of taxation was far off.
Now let us see how he and the Grit \
Premiers who have succeeded him
have lived up to these soloma de
clarations.

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Electors Do Your Duty.

A very serious responsibility rests
upon the electorate in the districts
in which the Provincial Government
have brought on the by-elections.
It is of the utmost importance that
every qualified voter in these dis-
tricts should place himself on record
on the 16:b, of March.

Outside of the two candidates— Mr
MclIsaae, the Conservative standard
bearer, the farmer-editor belongnig to
the district, and Mr Kickbham, the
liberal from Souris.—the Government
was represented by Premier Peters and
C mmissioner of Public Works Com-
miskey. while the Opposition was re-
presented hy Mr Jonh A. Mathieson,
Mr John McLean, and W. A. O Morson.

All of these gentlemen are members
of our Provincial Legislature. They
are the Local Liberals’ best and the
Local Conservatives’ best, and snyone
who heard therh all last evening, who
would draw fair comparisons, man
against man, debater against debater,
statesman sgainst statesmen (if that
word is applicable to Messrs Peters and
Cummiskey at all ) could not but award
the palm by all odds to the Liberal
Congervatives.

At the beginning of the meeting the
andience appeared to be fairly well
divided, and Mr Kickham when he first
came forward received a bearty recep-
tion.

Mr. Lemieux Sr., in 1902, accord-
ing to the Auditor General’s re-
port, was paid $2,474,12. That
was his reward for committing
perjury for the Liberal party.

It printed three
columns of items of expenditure
lin connection with the furnish-
ings for the High Commissioner’s
home, of which the following are

Mr. Fielding has since -been
called to the finance department
and is responsible for the expen-
diture of the High Commissioner.
He seems to have lost interest in
the bedsteads, wood spoons, ete.,
however, and the Auditor Gener-
al’s report shows, that whereas in
1886 and 1887 Sir. Charles Tup-
per spent $13,609 and $12,748
respectively, in 1902 and 1903,
Lord Strathcona, under Mr. Field-
ing’s patronage, disbursed $31,198
and $38491 respectively. The
money has without doubt been
expended wisely, and the Conser-
vative party has not gone into
Lord Strathcona’s kitchen par-
lors and bedrooms to secure evi-
dence to tLe contrary.

But Mr. Fielding, who was so
solicitious in 1887 as to the num-
ber of spoons and bedsteads Sir.

MHUSSIANS COMPELLED TQ RETIRE.

The Rassian cruisers Novik, Askold
and Bayan and four torpedo boats
steamed out to meet the attack but
were forced to retire.

The Askold was in a sinking condi-
tion and the Novik was badly damagsd
when the fizht ceased. One torpedo
boat was sunk. The cruiser Retvizan,
which was torpedoed in the first attack
on Port Arthur, was farther damaged
in Monday’s attack.

LASTED TWO HOURS.

The bombardment lasted two hours.
The Japanese troops withdrew in per-
fect order. It is presumed that the at-
tack was made in bad weather- Prev-
ious to telegraphic advice it is reported
that a severe gale was ragiog at Port
Arthur. As usual the Japanese did
not remain long enough off the harbor
to enable the gnuners at the fort to get
their range.

Shelley was an enthusiastic fireman
for years, and he has been fighting
fires from his boyhood, being one of
the brigade which battled with the
great conflagration on Grandville Street
in 1859. Of late years he has been
connected with the Vererzn Fireman’s
Association, and when the alarm sound-
ed this morning he arose from his
bed and turned out. He hastily dressed
and proceeded to the fire. Just as he
reached the corner of Hollis and Duke
Streets he fell dead. Police officers
Jobn Nickerson and Spruin picked
him up, but they at once seen that he
had breathed his last, and they carried
his lifeless body to the Police Station.
Dr. Finn the Medical Examiner, wae
called, and after examing the body,
he stated that death resulted from
a woakness of the heart, brought oo
by excitement. He was recognized as
one of the best fire fighters of his day,
and through over sixty years of age
he was still smart and active.

JAPS HAVE STRONC POSTS IN KOREA.
An exchange thus sums up the situ-

ation in Korea :—

The Timese’ despatch from Chemulpo
We are in pos-

sions, is establishad on tha Saoul-
Chemaulpo line.
A Japanese division

consists of

twelve battalions, gronped in regiments
of three battalions, and brigades of two

regiments. Ia peace time a division is
about 8,000 strong. When mobili-
zation takes place the ranks are filled
by reservists uatil the division is from
14,000 to 19,000 strong. The force re-
ported by the Times’ correspondents
amounts to at least 40,000, and probably
50,000 men. The Japanese battalions
will be very strong.

We know definitely that this consid-
erable force is in Central Korea. We
are told that it is advancing towards
the Yalua.

The first objactive naturally is the
line of the Tai-dong River. The famous
Ping-Yang position, out of which the
Japanese stormed the Chinese in Sep-
tember, 1894, is about seventy-five
miles up the River, which is paralled
with the Yalu. The port of Chinampa
is at the mouth of the Taidong. Gene
san, on the east coast, is 100 miles due
eastof Ping-Yang. In 1894 a Japanese
colump marched over the mountains
from Gensan to a point to the north of
Ping-Yang.

When the army has seized Ping-
Yang, and the navy has established
iteelf at Chinampo, the Japanese will
held two-thirds of Korea. The one
wesk point in the line seems to be
that Chinampo is on the north side of
the estnary of the Taidong, and there-
fore nearer the Russians. The Japan-
ese saem to be calculating on the
weather to safegunard their march to
the Tai-dong. The country consists of
paddy fields, i e., low-laying, marshy
tracte,<devoted to the growing of rice.

When these fields are frozan, the
horses of the Cossacks should flad the
goirg difficult, and travel will be re-

stricted t o the roads. The Japanese

must regard the Russian light horse-
men with apprehension.

The silence regard-
ing Port Arthur continues to be complete
while the Japanese flest might be non-
existent, so far asany information concern-
ing it is concerned.

Sc. Petersburg, March 4.—An official
despatch receivod from Major-General
Pilug, Viceroy Alexieff’s chief of staff,
dated March 2, says: ‘¢ According to the
report of our patrols to Ping Yang and on
the road to Gensan Wensan.) There
were no signs of the enemy, Ping Yang
has been occupied by six thousand Japan-
ese who include 200 cavalrymen. No
particulars have been learned that the
Japanese bring troops by seo from Fusan
to Chemulpo (on Ping Yang inlet) whence
they come to Ping Yang.

Between 1,000 and 2,000 Koreans have
been sent to Ping Yang from Seoul. Qur
patrols on February 28th, were within
twelve versts of Ping Yang, and reports
that the Japanese have fortified the town.
The enemy’s troops are arriving daily.

““ At Port Arthur and in Manchuria all
is calm, According to. Korean reports
from Vladaistock, a detachment of 2500
Japanese. without artillery, landed at
Song Cheng, (Naeug Seng) north at Cape
Draut, on Febraory 19th, anb marched to
the Sonth.

There have been heavy snowfalls at
Port Arthur and in Manchuria recently.
Port Arthur there were ten degrees of
frost, and Vladvistock had a heavy snow-
storm.”

New York, March 4.—Reports received
here, say a cable to the World from St.
Petersbery, from troops along the route to
Harbin, show a disheartening condition of
affairs.

Disease is among the soldiers, a small-
pox epidemic is raging in East Siberia and
has spread among the regiments, vaccin-
ation being unheard of in the army.
Pheunmonia and bronchitis are claiming
many and already thousands of men have
been rendered unfit for service by frosf |
bites. Intense cold, more than nmal,ot
experienced in East Siberia and blinding
snow blizzards are frequent.

Progress of troops trains is constantly
impeded by the snow drifts. At every
station soldiers partially frozen are left
behind without medical attention except
that afforded by the rough and ready
service that the villagers can supply.

The commissariact has broken down
badly and the men have often to go 24
hoursa stretch without food or drink.
The worst portion of the journey is across
Lake Baikal.

London, March 4.—The Far Eastern
news published this morning consists
chiefly of more or less reliable reports of
Japanese military movements and the
general idea among correspondents ap-
pears to be that no importaat land battle
is expected befo the end of March.

A despatch to the Daily Express from
Chemulpo, dated March 2ad, says that
15,000 Japanese troops have landed at
Chioaampo and gone to Ping Yang.

The Harbin, Machurian correspondent
of the Daily Chronicle gave a rumor that
60,000 Japanese have landed at onsan.

The Shanghain correspondedt of_tke
Daily Telegraph, asserts that three separ-
ate Japanese armies have landed in Korea,
and the Paris edition of the New York
Herald published a report from Che Foo
to the effect that six Japanese curisers,
escorting ten trasports, have been seen
steaming in the direction of the Gulf of
Liso Tung.

Nothing in any of these reports is im-
probable, but is evident-that Japan is
maintaining striot secrecy as to her plans.

Cabling from Che Foo under date of
Marce 3, a correspendent—of —the Daily
Telegraph says that although Japan has
lost a small cruiser and that the machin-
ery of two of her warships has been dam-
aged, these probably have been fully re-
paired, and in any event Japsn bas com-
plete command of the sea and will effactu-
ally isolate Port Arthur. He anticipates
the early renewal of naval movements,
the landing of Japanese troops at the best

Refugees from Port Arthur, the Nag-
asaki correspondent of the Times cables
under date of March 3rd, believe there
were 30,000 troops, there the middle of
February. The report that the 10,000
Russian troops who were despatched to
Korea the beginning of February were so
ill equlpped with transporte and supplies
that it was thought they would be com-
pelled to return.

London, March 7.—A despatch from
St. Petersburg says that a telegram from
Viadivostock, states that at 1.05 o’clock
Sunday afternoon a squadron of five
Japanese warships began bombarding
that town firing at long rangs. After
continning the bombardment for some
time the Japanese squadron withdrew.
The shells which fell ashore where
mostly harmless owing to the percns-
sion caps not acting. The forts did not
fire a single shot but were ready to open
fire if the Japanase approached nearer.
It is reported that there were a fow
Chinese in the town hit. It is believed
that the Ruesian squadron did not saf-
fer. There is no word yet from Japan-
ese sonrces concerning the bombard-
ment. A general report comes that the
Russian fleet was effectively blockaded
at Viadivostock as at Port Arthur.
Thotgh the latter place has not besn
attacked for some days the ships there
nave not shown the slightest sign of
going out of the harbour. This also
snggests corroboration of the report
that the outlet ia considerably hamper-

sank there. Admiral Pogo’s aim in
bombarding Viadivostock is considered
to have various objectsa in view ; first
the hope of tempting the Russian
alterable determination to flzht until
the death for faith, the Czar and the
country. ”
The Czarina today inspected with
mauch interest a hospital train of thir-
teen cars, with a capabity of 160 men
and officers, besides attendants, which
is ready to be sent in the front. The
cars are going out under the auspices of
the Grand Dachess Tatiana Vichola-
evna.
London, March 8.—Up to a late hour
last night the Japaunese legation received
oo official information regarding the bom-
bardment of Vladivostock. It is believed
that the Japanese are now between the
Russian cruiser equadronand Viadivostock,
and there is reason to believe the Russian
squadron is in the vicinity of Possiet Bay.
The Russian official despatches do not men-
tion this equadron, and this fact lends color
to the belief that the Japanese warships
shut it out of Vladivostock, if this is true
the Russian vessels are in a critical posi-
tion since they must run the gauntlet of the
Japanese squadron off Vladivosteck or the
Japanese squadron off Port Arthur before
re-entering Russian ports.

LANDING OF JAPS CONFIRMED,

The reported landing of 2,500 Japanese
% Song Chin, Plaskon Bay, on the east
coast of Korea, has been confirmed.

Paris, March 7.—Telegraphing from Har-
bin, a correspondent of the Martin says a
special staff of officers has started for Lake
Baikal to meet General Kuropatkin.

The concentration of Chinese forces west
of Mukden arouses suspicion, in spite of
the repepted declarations of China’s neu-
trality.

Cossacks are advancing into Korea,
where the attitude of the natives toward
them is very variable,

The people here believe that Port Arthar
was mined a long time ago by the Japanese,
who are now trying to send there a few
men who know the place well to blow it
up.

* .  BLOCKS THE CHANNEL.

According to the Sebastopol correspon-
dent of the London Daily Grophic, Ad-
miral Syrydloff has learned privately from
Port Arthur that the Russian battleshi
Retvizan lies in such a position as to bloe
effectually the exit of hattleships from the
harbor, the passage being practicable oaly
for cruisers. The correspondent adds thst
Russia’s new battleships now building on
the Baltic, will not be ready for active
commission before the end of Angust.

some information. From this return
it was found that interest to the
amount of $1,225 was due oo these
loans for 1goz. This threw some
light on the mystery of an increase of
debt and an apparent decrease of in-
terest ; but did not cledr the matter
up by any means. Mr. Mathieson
made a calculation from such data as
was furnisbed, showing that the ac—
cumulated unpaid interest on these
loans for past years must amount to
at least $2,500. That would bring
the interest charge for 1g9oz up to
$27,086, almost 828,000 or within
$2,000 of the $30,000 recently added
to ur subsidy trom Ottawa. These
figures very probably pretty fair'y re
present the interest charge on the
debt of this Province for the year
1902. How much bas been atlded to
it during 1903 we cannot say, as tbe
Government has oot furnished any
accounts. Isit possible the people
caa any longer have confidence in a
Government that tries to deceive
them as has been attempted in this
matter of interest alone? Surely the
electors of this Province now see
that the Government bas deceived

them on every point. On the
question of debt, taxes and interest
they have falsified their promises and
led the people astray. Are they
worthy of further confidence ?

THE GOVERNMENT KEEP THE PEOPLE
IN THE DARK,

In the discussion of theee financisl
quostions one whcle year of Grit ad-
ministration has to be left out of the
calculation, because the Government
keep the people in the dark and have
given no account of their steward-
ship for 1903. Why have the Gov-
ernment failed to give the peogle ap
account of the public business for the
year 1903 before calling on the by
elections ? One of the first acts pass-
ed by the Provincial Liberal Govern-
ment after coming to poweér in 1891
was that authorizing the publication
of the public accounts for each year
immediately after the close of that
year ; yet here we are two months
after the close of the year and no
public accounts are published. In
the face of this the Government have
the effrontery to ask the people to
vote for them in two by-elections
without any knowledge as to the
manner in which the business of the
Province was conducted during the
year 1903. It is quite probable that
$50,000 were added to the Provincial
debt last year; but the Government
insult the intelligence of the electore
by asking for support without giving
aocount of their stewardship, If the
public accounts made a good show-
ing we may depend they would be
published ; but otberwise the people
must be kept in the dark.

The manner in which the Govern-
ment are dealing with our public
highways under the present road act
is simply outrageous. Thousands
upon thousauds of dollars are taken
from the people under the guise of

. road tax, and this money, along with
all the other taxes is appropriated
by the Government, as they think
most advantageous for msintaining
themselves  in power, regardless of
the condition of the roads and the
requirements of the people in thie
regard. Oar public roads, winter
and summer, were never 80 wretch-
edly attended to. Instead of appor-
tioning a " part of the money taken
from the people aa road tax, to keep-
ing the winter roads broken and in
some kind of passable condition,
these taxes are dealt out to favorites
and the roads are completely neg-
lected and, this very winter, are a
great part of the time almost utterly
impassable,

Eartkly goods,
such as food, clothes, a dwelling
house, money and other things
Decessary to man’s subsistenve,
Consequently, every man is justi=
fied in strivipg to gsin earthly
goods in an honest and just man-
ner, and in possession of them as
his personal property. This will
not be denied by any one who
can reason. Because, since it is
the patural right of every man
to preserve his own life, he is
justified in gaining for bimself, and
keeping as his own, those externsl
goods which are indispensable to
his existence. We will go farther.
Man is bound to provide for those
depending on him, and this he
could not do if be himself lived
from band to mouth. We read in
the Book of Genesis that God com-
manded our first psrents in Para-
dise to fill the earth and and sub-
due i.” We also read that Cain
and Abel bad seperate possessions ;
that each brought his own offer of
sacrifice, and trustworthy inform-
ation respecting the earliest ages
of humanity bears evidence of the
possession of personal property, a
thing absolutely necessary. It was
necessary that each one should have
his own, otherwise mankind could
oot have been in peace. There
would have been continual strife
acd contention.

B:-csuse if, the} State were to sp-
portion to every one the exact
amount required for his livelhood,
what more probable than that cn>
would spend it all apd another
would put a part by. Thus, an
inequality would immediately arise;
and to enforce surrender of a man’s
savings would be sheer tyranny.
The same endless varisty which we
see in patare exisis among mankind.
Difference of age, of sex, of healtb,
of pbysical power and mentsl en-
dowment, above all, of character
and manpe's, cannot be affeoted,
and these difierences of position and
of possession are inevitable,

“ Tae sum= must be said a8 to the
otber theory, the propised absorp
tion of individusl property by the
State, for this conld not be accom-
plished without serious disturbances.
Who would be williug to surrender
his property without a struggle?
Socialists are wrong, We have
said it, and we repeat it, the tkeories
of the Socialists are against the or-
dinance of God, and, even if they
were not, eome of them are utterly
impracticable : some others might,
perbaps, be carried out, but they
would be attended by fatal conse
quences. - Sooialists, even if they
succeeded in all they wish, would
never obtain the happiness to whioh
they aspire,

“They imagine that with their
theories in practice every one would
be happy, but, dearly beloved, such
bappiness 88 they dream of is not at-
tainable upon earth. Whatsoever
exertions may be made to amelior-
ate the lot of man here below, none
can succeed in -eliminating from it
suffering, sickness and death. Sor-
row and sufforing are the portions
of mankind; alife of peace snd en-
joyment is not for this world, True
happiness is not to ba found in
sensusl pleasures, but in God: and
while the world lasts, orime, vice
and poverty cannot be wholly ban-
ished from it. Oar Saviour has
said : “The poor you bave always
with you.”

“ We will, then, say that those
who defend and propagate Socialis-
lio theories, though perhaps in good
faith, are endeavoring by uvlawful
means to deprive their neighbor of
his personsl proverty, and this is a
sin against the seventh command-
ment. Nay, the mere faot of covet.
ing what belongs to another is a sin.
And we know, dearly beloved, that
all sins bring othersin their train,
and this is no exception to the rule.
St. Paul says that the inordinate
desire of money is the root of all evils
and the utterances of Socialists at
their gatherings (though perhaps
not approved by them all) prove
the truth of these words. Beocause
their speeches often abound in viru-
lent attacks upon 41l in suthority :
on the Pope, on priests and civil
magistrates. We  acknowledge
that though the holding of property
is an ordinance of God, the distri-
bution of wealtb, a8 it is under ex.
isting circumstances, is not entirely
according to the will of God. For
it cannot be His will that. & small
minority should enjoy a superfinity
while an overwhelming majority of
His phildren should live in poverty
and destitation,

“Dearly Beloved, this brings me
back to the statement made in the
beginning of this pastoral, that sin
is the cause of all evils and miseries,
For this great inequality is also the
result of sin. Yes sin. There isa
decrease of religious feeling every-
where. These words of the Apostle.
¢ To give easily and communicate to
others,’ is almost forgotten. None
—aupeither the rich nor the poor—are
perfect ; there are wrongs and injus-
tices among the rich as well as
among the poor ; among masters and
among servants, employers and labo-
rers ; and we can apply to all classes
of society the words of reprosch
which the prophet Isais addressed
to the Jews. ¢ All bave turned aside
into their own way, every one after
his own gain, from the firet to the
last ' The msjority in 1he world
forget that the tundamertal principle
of Christian cbarity which urges to
almegiving, is thia : ¢ Brother, what
is mine is thive;' whireas mavy,
iocluding Socisliste, if they mean
what they teach, say, °‘ Brother,
what is thine i8 mine.” We do not
observe the ccmmand of God to love
our neighbors as ourselves.

“ Whence arises the dissatisfaction
which exists to.day, more than ever
in society; the violent antagoniem
between the poor and the rich ; those
mutterings of discontent and that
rumbling of a strite that  threatens
to subvert society ? Itis because
there is Lo longer charity among
men. People have become selfish ;
each one secks cnly his own interest;
and envices all that are above him in
rank and fortune, and men are not
aghumed to employ the most unjast
means to elevate and enrich them-
selves at the expense of others. Few,
very few, mind the words of God , “I
command thee to open thy band to
the needy ;' and the words ‘of St.
Luke, ‘Tbe laborer is worthy of his
hire’; and those of 8t. Paul, ¢ Every
man shall receive his own reward ac
cording to his labor.” In a word, we
will say to you that the principal
cause of the present position of so—
ciety is want of religion. Religion,
and religion alone, will destroy So-
cialism, Aparchism and all the “1sms.’
The world will vever be what it should
be; will never bave true peace and
tranquility, but inasmuch as religion
is allowed to resume her sway, or, as
our Holy Father, PusX., says in
bis first Eaocyclical Latter, till the
buman race be restured to Christ.
And ‘¢ all things to Christ, ’ so that
* Obrist may be all in all." ¢ The
desire of peace, ' says the Holy Father,
‘ig certainly in every breast—but to
want peace without God is an absur-
dity, seeing that where God is absent,
