Mr. Carling’s remarks 
were confined to a simple statement of 
his rearms for coming out reluctantly 
after receiving promises of support from 
both parties.

Out 
of patience at last, the Dr. called ont, 
11 stop that calf's mouth I” to which the 
immediate answer was, “ Is that you, 
Whiskey Nio?" an interrogation nhich 
convulsed the assembly with laughter at 
the Doctor's expense.

Then came Mr. Crabb, the newly- 
(Hedged tory orator, who, like moat 
cleventh-hoor converts displayed more 
seal than discretion. He opened a tirade 
of rabid abuse against Mr. Gibbons, 
which was only remarkable for Billings­
gate slang and utter disregard of truth­
fulness. . By accident, ho attributed his 
knowledge of vituperation to the foot 
thu he was born in. Billingsgate—a 
statement that was received with roars 
of laughter. Mr. Sinclair said it was 
apparent enough to all present without 
any such voluntary admiasion. During 
the unmerciful overhauling he received 
from Mr. 8-, Crabb fairly frothed with 
rage,'while he gnashed out, " It's a lie I 
it's a lie ! it’s a lie I " In view of the 
benefits conferred upon our cause by 
such Crabbed manifestations, we sincere­
ly trust Mr. C. will be taken to all the 
political meetings between now and elec­
tion time.

As to the result of the meeting, it 
was the candid opinion of disinterested 
parties that, had the vote been taken, 
Cameron and Gibbons would have had a 
majority of theta present on their aide, 
notwithstanding empty boasts to the con­
trary.

Tlae Oundaga salt Springs

We have received from a friend a copy 
of the Annual Report of the auperinten- 
dent of the Onndigo salt springs, a few 
facta from which will doubtless prove in­
ter-sting to our readers, especially as sny 
comparison that is made, or can be made, 
ia decidedly in favor of Goderich as a salt 
region.

According to this Report the Ononda­
ga salt region comprises four contiguous 
districts, via : —Syracuse, Saline, Liver­
pool and UJdles, within an area of one 
mile long by half a mile wide, outside of 
which it U unfafe to link wells. The 
number of wells now^urnishiog brine is 
fifteen, those of the Liverpool having 
been abandoned on aoepant of the weak­
ness of the brine. The water pumped 
from these welts is of different degrees of 
strength, ranging, when worked to the 
fullest extent, from 52s to 74° of the 
salometer. The whole amount of salt io- 
spreted io 1606 was 7,158,503 bushels of 
56 pounds each. Of this, 1,976,133 
bushels were made by solar, evaporation, 
and 5,130,320 by artificial heat. The 
wells are from 312 to 380 feet deep, and 
cost about $4000 each, and from experi­
ments made, it appeara that the sinking 
of wells close to each other does not in 
the least diminish the strength or quanti­
ty of the brine produced.

tty reference to a tabular statement, 
we learn that the exportation of American 
salt during the year coding June 30) 
1866, amounted to 070,644 bushels,- for 
which the aggregate receipts were, 1300,- 
980. Although the exportation extend­
ed to 15 different countriei, 601,38/ 
bushels of that quantity ($266,866 worth) 
was sent to Canada, hitherto by for the 
best foreign customer for the article. 
To give an idea of the immense amount of 
wealth accruing from these salt deposits 
durinr the past 70 years, wo may men­
tion that the quantity of salt produced 
sioce 1797 amounts to 175,857,072 
bushels, the money value of which would 
be within a fraction of eighty-eight mil­
lion dollari !

Aa you have kindly acceded to the 
insertion of my first essay in local sketching, 
I feci emboldened to make a further attempt 
in that line, although my pen would seem 
to have a rather stiff point for that sort ot 
employment. Indeed, I think I must fall 
back oh the old and partially extinct, alt ho' 
classical and immortal, goose quill pen, as ita 
flexibility ot point and genuine elasticity 
may harmonize more with the irregularities 
of prosaic composition, and the erratic 
phraseology so necessarily incumbent or 
unavoidably linked tc the dry details of 
common life experience. Besides, i^liàve 
a peculiar penchant (so to speak) for goose 
quill pens— a sort of tenacious reverence, 
mixed up with the various reminiscences and 
homage ot schoo. boy dreums. A leaning 
towards the “ antiquated, intellectual wea 
pon ” has been through life a special hobby 
of my mind, and promises to be heiid;tary in 
ray faulty, who, taking very much of their 
father in th-ï foibles of their nature, evince a 
strong desire of endeavoring to “ pluck a 
goose” wherever they may chince to detect 
one. It is doubtless come heriditary influ­
ence of this kind to which we must attribute 
the wide-spread and stereotyped tendency 
throughout the great family of mankind, of 
running so frequently and eagerly on what 
is commonly termed a wild goose chase. 
But I find 1 am digressing from the path I 
had chalked out at the commencement of 
what I meant as a short paragraphical essay, 
which you will be pleased to understand I 
again resume, aided by the desideratum al­
luded to—i. e., a goose quill pen.

As ray former epistle was somewhat de­
scriptive of the physical and industrial pro­
gress ot the district around, and not at all, 
as far as I can Jearn, unpleasing to the 
parties to whom I had occasion to refer, 1 
trust that a few cursory observations on our 
social and political, if not moral and intel­
lectual, sUtm, may likewise prove relishable

mankind have to contend, in endeavoring to 
carry into progressive order,' the- more ex­
alted sciences of civil life in a new colony, 
from the cutting away of the first impeding 
l ife twig, to the erasure ot the last terra- 
ci jus stump or root from which the shoots of 
native wildness m»j still enow symptoms of 
future vegetation. It would bo too tedious 
to recou rt all the obstacles, in fact, almost 
i npraciicable j but some of the sources from 
which they arise are sufficiently obvious, and 
require very little illustration. In one point 
of view we may place the hardships of pover­
ty contending with the rudest toils of life, 
.beset with the dangers, difficulties and disad­
vantages resulting from the absence of pro­
per machinery and experimental knowledge. 
In another point we may with equal justice 
place thi different nationalities, creeds, inter 
ests and habits of a widely scattered and 
diversified community, and anon the over- 
tfeeuing rapacity of the lyuxeyed myrmidons 
of perverted justice, who under the bland

less, endowed with certain aspirations, which
although far beyond their real endowment*,

. . Je ' * - *operate with at leirat a facetious if not with 
a briliiant effect. Then we have at times 
visits from those erratic stars, whose privilege 
it seems to be capable of performing a revol-" 
ution on any sort tf axis, or in any or no 
orbit at all. These itinerant constellations 
(excuse my qaill pen) ot either sex, who 
perambulate the darksome paths of society 
and always seek ont the benighted on whom 
to shed the lustre of their distorted nehulæ, 
often calling together such of our local genus 
homo as may have a surplus dime to spare 
on the entertainment of their fancies, or the 
culture of their mental faculties, each diffus­
ing in accurate proportions (?) such amount 
of bogus value as may seem tantamount to 
the real value received. Our school rooms 
and sometimes our parlors, or our trade men’s 
workshops, are thus frequently brought into 
requisition by travelling vocalists, showmen, 
ventriloquists, phrenologists, temperance

Madoc, April 13th, 1867. 

The good people of this locality have been 
a good deal excited and alarmed by the rob­
bery of Mr R P Young's shop, which occur­
red on Thursday night, the 10th inst. The 
tacts appear to be about as follows : On 
Thursday night Mr'Young left bis shop ear 
ly, leaving his brother to lock|up the cash»and 
make all right for the night, ns he slept in the 
store. The brother as usual counted his cash 
and put it with the cash box, in a desk sitting 
on the counters—fastened thé back door in 
the usual manner, and wetrC out for a short 
time; after being out for about an'hour, he 
went back with some parties who wanted 
some groceries. Having occasion to go into 
the back shoo, he found the back door brok­
en open. He at once examined the desk to 
see if the cash was all right, but found that 
the cash box was missing, which contained 
about $500, with notes amounting to $1,200 
to $1,500. For some time it was hard to tell 
what course to pursue; but in the morning 
warrants wer-‘ issued by A F Wood, Esq,, for 
the apprehension of two parties known as 

Den. Thompson” and Jim. Wright, who 
were apprehended shortly after. Nothing of 
any importance waa found upon their per­
sons, but ao impression of a safe key in wax 
was found secreted under a stairway, in Hud- 
gen’s hotel where they were stopping, also a 
skeleton key for a safe. Upon enquiring, the 
impression in wax was found to correspond 
exactly with the safe key ot Messrs. Deans, 
Grey A Macgreggor. Theie were many very 
suspicious circumstances; but upon the exam­
ination before the justices, A F Wood, Jas 
O’Hare, and John H Dunn, Esqs., which 
took place yesterday, sufficient evidence was 
not advanced to commit the prisoners, and 
they were consequently discharged.

A Devolution Predicted.

A writer in Blackwood'8 Magazine pre 
diets a revolution, unless England adopts a 
more liberal policy toward Ireland. He bays :

“We are not alarmists—quite otherwise . 
but we express, it is believed, the opinions of 
all thoughtful people, when we say that not 
within the memory cf living men, nor leng 
before it, has England stood iu a position of 
greater danger or difficulty than that in which 
she stands at this moment. Be the causes 
what they may, the old feeling of loyalty to 
the constitution of which tbeir fathers made 
their boast, has very much died out among 
large sections of the population of these 
islands. We say nothing of the temper which 
is so paii-fully manliest amid the great bulk 
of Irish people. With them hostility to Eng 
tub rule is patriotism. They are ripe for 
armed revolt ; and the late demonstrations in 
Chester, Liverpool, and even in London, 
show that a far more perfect organization 
subsists among them, not in Iralcnd only, 
but iu England also, than had been supposed. 
A weak government confronted iu the Legis 
latore by a numerous yet divided opposition, 
while, both are libelled and threatened by well 
organized bodies of men out of doors — this 
i's a state of things which no thoughtful 
person can contemplate without alarm. It 
is precisely each a disposition of moral force 
as has in all times past preceded and worked 
up to revolution ; and there is too ranch rea­
son to apprehend that unless counteracted 
and restrained in the Legislature by a prin­
ciple loftier than the mere impulse of party, 
it will, in our own case, precede and work 
up to revolution again.”

The hadoc UaM Region.

Cortmpoedmce of the Free Press.

Having paid a visit to the gold minea last 
week, I shall give yoe a brief account ol 
what I saw and heard, aad the position of 
affaire in general. As the doings in and 
about Madoc village are pretty well known, 
I shall confine myself more particularly to 
the vicinity of Richardson farm. .

Oar party left Madoc village about t ight 
a. ta., by stage. After a two hours’ ride over 
a pretty rough road, we came in sight of the 
Richardson mine, which is situated on a hill 
about fifty feet in height, and which is covered 
by a rude heard ehauly, which makes it con- 
spicuous at the distance of about a mile. 
We soon found oerselves in the village of 
Lower Eldorado, which is about a quarter of 
a mile south-mat of the mine. The village 
already contains about thirty house* uad 
for hetela, Moras, saloons, dwellings, Ac., 
aad about aa aaanv more m courseoferection. 
Mroeemliog further oo, about half a mil. or 
taaa, wa came to Upper Eldorado, and found 
things here in about the same .late of progres­
sion as in the former village, with the 
exception that the hotels ate ranch better. 
The whole pcaaanted quite a busy seen-. 
Conspicuous amongst the many business 
mgWiAe, w. noticed the inevitable law 
vara’ “shingles’'—end they were not few. 
la the two villagae there appeared to be ovei 
a doaen, and in Madoc I am informed there 
are ova» twenty. How they all obtain em­
ployment (if they do) ie hard to imagine, 
Very few of them can procure offices, and, 
aa a eoaaequenca, you me the “aforeeaid' 
ahjaghe struck up inside pod out of the 
different hotels, and the aforemid legal 
gentlemen walking about with their hands in 
their pockets.

Thefoehardatmminei.mill lathe same 
stats that k has been all winter. In a coo 
vmmtfon, however, with Mr Lombard, one 
of the Chicago Company, I waa informed 
that it would be opened so soon aa they could 
erect buildings «unable to carry ou the work 
of crashing, stamping, Ac. I found large 
qaaatitiea of banding maternais and cord wood 
on the ground, aad the Company appear to 
he peaking on the works as rapid as pomi-

Uwnd quite a number of visitors at work 
washing some of the dirt, which had been 
thrown out from the mine, in order to obtain 
with their own hands some of the precious 
metal.

In Upper Eldorado I found our enterpris­
ing fellow townsman, Dr. Delvin, ready to

The ones paid by the doctor for the proper 
ty 1 did not learn at the time. Since then I 
have heard different amounts stated. One 
was 910,000, and another was 910,000, but 
which ft correct I cannot any. The lot a con- 
si*red the moat valuable (except Richard­
son's) of any in Madoc, and the Doctor is 
cometaled here lo have made a big strike, 
anwMthe latter figure.

Daring Bobbers.

The daring robtiens seem to have transfer­
red their scene of action from Michigan to 
Canada, for during the past week two bold 
crimes of this character have been perpetrat­
ed in the vicinity of Windsor. The first oc­
curred on Tuesday evening, when a farmer 
returning home from Windsor was met a few 
miles from that place by three highwaymen 
and robbed of about $1,00.

They 
told him they were informed tc the contrary, 
and that be had some $3fi0 or $400, which 
they wanted as soon as he was able to bring 
it forth. Mr. ‘ Dennison, however, still per­
sisted that he had no money, when one of 
the men turned his attention to Mrs. Denni­
son and her son, a lad of ten or twelve 
Tears, and with a drawn revolver threatened 
the#n with death unless they unlocked a 
bureau drawer, and procuçd tor him the 
desired treasure. They finally yielded to 
these demands, and handed over the, key of 
the bureau drawer to the villain, who secutv 
ed the money, amounting to $33Am Canada 
funds. The jobbers then left the premises 
with their pjniftier. Mr. Dennison proceeded 
to Windsor the next day, and gave to the 
efficera oi-tbaVplaca the above information.
