Please tell how you or your friend
started in with the unusual work,
what its advantages and disadvantages
are, and how well it pays.

An unique niche in the real estate
business has been both created and
filled by a very clever woman, with
a small amount of money and a large
amount of taste.

After failing to obtain a regular
position as a real estate agent, this
woman started the business of mak-
ing. undesirable summer houses de-
sirable.

She began by renting a house that
was desirable in locality and in every-
thing but furnishings, and completely
overhauling it. She repapered, paint-
ed, cleaned and refurnished it—mosty
17 with second-hand furniture reju-
venated, and dainty but inexpensive
hangings. All aof the work this re-
juvenating entailed, she, herself did
with the help of a scrub-woman. -Not
a room cost more than fifty dollars,
but it was all done with such taste
and daintiness that as soon as it was |
furnigshed she rented the house for the
summer for twice what she had pde
for a ‘whole year.

Shé was at once offered a position |
by the real 'egtdate agent, but preferred
to“work ‘along this new 'line ‘and has
made a good living in this way. Often
she furnishes the house with antigue

furniture rejuvenated, and sometimes
sells the furniture. This year she ex-
pects to imake desirable, and sub-let
five houses at a good prlom.

Because of the high cost of food-
stuffs, woman’s time honored occu-
pation—keeping boarders—is-said to
be difficult to make profitable just
now.

One clever woman, however, has
evelved .a variation upon it that she
_has been able to make pay very well.

She boards helpless and “cranky”
cld folks, charging from ten dollars
up, according to the care required,
and as caré is the chief commodity
supplied and the food they consume
is a comparatively small considera-
tion, she makes a very comfortable
thing out of it.

At present she has six guests and
keeps two maids. One maid does the
washing and ironing, the other does
the table work and chamber work
and helps her with the old folks.
She herself does all the cooking and
takes care of the guests. Under pres-
ent conditions she could accommo-
date eight. Four are the least with
which such an establishment could be
made to pay, she says.

Of course, most of the old folks are
just like children and require in-
finite patience and watchfulness.
Scme of them have to be dressed and
undressed  and fed. Some are weak-
niinded and ask the same question
half a dozen times in half an hour.
They are also apt to forget to be blue
and depressed, requiring constant
cheering.

“No one could do it who do not like
old people,” she comments, “but foi
anyone who does and who has much
patience and vitality, I think thers
is a good opening for such work ir
any good-sized town or city. Get the
doctors to be on the lookout for cases
for you to apply for, and advertise i1
the local paper.”

Archbishop Ireland
Sees In Socialism
a Serious Menace

DULUTH, Minn., August 7.
Socialism was pointed out by Arch-
hishop Ireland in an address here as
the most. momentous question that
America will be called upon to face.

Eng-
land was deeply impressed with the
importance of an efficient navy; and
here in Newfoundland she found an
apparently inexhaustible fishery,
which reason after season attracted
the splendid seamen of Devon and
Dorset. When their season’s voyage
was completed these men returned
to their English homes. In this
great industry, England found the
nursery of her navy. The mer who
were reared in there stormy seas and
amidst perilous surroundings were
men whom she would not permit to
drift away from her. Her Navy
must be manred, and these were the
very men that she required, men who
“used the sea,” as the quaint old
phrase went, and were fearless, stal-
wart and enduring. And so in order
that she might keep these men for
her fighting ships.l the severest of
repressive laws were enacted. Every
fishing crew was required to have a
certain number of “fresh men.” Ev
ery boatmaster was required to have
in his boat at least two fresh men
one who had never been at sea be-
fore and one who had made one voy-
age only. Masters of fishing ships
were required, under heavy penal-
ties, to bring back to the Homeland
the men whom they had brought out.
The bulk of the men’s earnings, was
by law retained from them, in order
that they might return to England to
cldim it. - Statute after statute re-
cites as the “mischief” to ke remedi-
ed that fishermen had failed to re
urn to England, and that “some had
become robbers and pirates.” Every
man wheo did not return was regarded
as a human asset lost to ‘m English
Navy. Under laws like these, it is
easy to perceive that the settlement
of the Colony ‘w aB"made iniposstble.

The Charter, then, which was
granted to Guy, was, ac I have said,
a “new departure” in English policy
and statesmanship. We know that
Francis Bacon, the most far-seeing
statesman and the most brilliant in-
tellect of his age,' was deeply inter-
eoted in the development of New-
foundland; and one wonders if his
prophetic soul did not penetrate the
coming years to “see the vision of
the world and all the wonder that
would be” in the boundless expansion
of the mighty British Empire.
that as it may, in the grant of this
Charter for settlement there wag the
‘nitiation of a new doctrine, and its
enunciation as a workine theory. It
was a policy of inspiration; and it is
idle to speculate or philosophize upon
the springs of action by which the
culers of that age were moved. Pos-
sibly, wire as they were, these wise
old Master Builders little thought

Flies Across Channel
With Passengers.

Special Evening Telegram,
DEAL, England, Aug. 17.

It has been reserved for an Ameri-
can citizen to perform one of the most
daring feats in the history of aviation.
John B. Moissant, of Chicago, to-day
flew across the English Channel to
Telmanstone with a passenger, and by
this achievement far surpassed the
rats of Bleriot, De Lesseps and the
infortunate English avitor; Rolls, who
iater met his death at Bournemouth.
“he two man flight from France to
“ngland was the more astonishing as
was only a month ago that Mois-
:ant learned to fly, and made so few
lights and was so little known among
ir men that even his nationality was
ot disclosed. To make the feat more
surprising Moissant was totally ignor-
wnt of the geographical part of the
country. He had never been in Eng-
‘and and was obliged to rely entire-
- upon the compass, while the cross-
ng of the Channel was accomplished
a1 the teeth of a strong westerly wind.
I'he Channel fiight was an incident in
ihe aerial voyage from Paris to Lon-
don. Moissant left Issy yesterday in
company with Hubert Latham and
rcached Amiens in two hours. Lat-
ham’s machine was wrecked, and this
morning Moissant leaving Amiens at
m early hour headed for Calais.
Thousands who had gathered to watch
the daring aviator were amazed, and
urged him not to make the attempt in
the facé of the high gale that was
blowing. He cared nothing for the
warning of the people, and even the
fact that there was no torpedo boat to
fcllow in his wake but only a slow
moving tug boat, did not deter him.
He made the trip in 37 minutes. When
ne descended his eyes were bloodshot
and greatly inflamed, as a result of
the heavy rainstorm into which they
drove on approaching the English
coast. The high wind beat rain into
the faces of the men like hail and
almost blinded them. An average
height of between 300 to 400 feet was
maintained over the water. . The avia-
tor expected to land at'Dover but was
ferced by the wind a few. miles north
and made the coast near Deal. The
cold was intense, and both men were
benumbed. Moissant seemed to take
his feat as though it was a daily oc-
currence. When he revived sufficient-
ly he said to an interviewer: “This is

my first visit to England.”

The Cholera
Scourge Increasing

Special Evening Telegram.
ST.. PETERSBURG, Aug. 17.

The horrors of the cholera scourge
in Russia, according to Prof. Rein, of
the Red Cross, who has been sent by
the Government to South Russia to
study measures of combating the dis-
ease, are steadily increasing. Child-
ren are starving in many instances
because their parents and adult rela-
tives have been swept away by the
disease, leaving them unsuppotted.
There is no indication yet of the epi-
demic diminishing in vigor, and
thousands of new cases are being re-
gistered daily. The official figures,
according to reports, though immense
in themselves, understate the full ex-
tent- of the disease, owing to the im-
possibility of registering all cases.

The Flag.

The large British flag measures 3
feet by 22 feet, and is made of th¢
very strongest and best quality bunt
ing.

The Monument.

The monument is in the form of an
obelisk and is-of native granite from
the quarry of the Colonial Granite
Co. in Old Man’s Bay, on the South-
west Coast. It was partly polished ir
New Glasgow and otherwise trimmed
and set up by Mr. H. Tremblet, of St.
