To remove rust* /rom kettles, fill 
them with hay, packed tightly fill in 
with boiling water and let boll for 
several hours.

A good cleanser for hardwood is to 
wash it with a clean flannel wet in 
turpentine and rub lightly afterward 
with linseed oil.

Figs and dates chopped with diced 
apples make a delicious combination 
for a salad with mayonnaise. Serve 
on lettuce leaves.

The juice of stewed cranberries, 
with the addition of lemon and sugar 
to taste, makes a delicious drink, di­
luted with cold water.

Most modern brassware is laquer- 
ed and needs only to be wiped off with 
a damp cloth. Work quickly, and do 
not let the surface get wet.

Paint the inside woodwork of bed-, 
steads with corrosive sublimate and 
turpentine, 5 cents worth of the form­
er to a pint of the latter.

Bric-a-brac should be carefully 
dusted before being washed In hot 
borax water or soapsuds in whjch a 
little ammonia has been dissolved.

Cover pltuster of Paris figures with 
a thick coating of starch and water; 
let it dry on the surface, and the dirt 
will brush off with the powder.

Never darn knitted underwear with

wool, as It will shrink and make a 
hole larger than the original one. 
Vse loosely twisted knitting silk.

To prevent hard-boiled eggs from 
turning dark, place them in cold water 
for a few minutes as soon as they are 
taken from the boiling water.

Dishcloths should always be well 
washed in hot water after being used, 
or they will soon become not only 
sadly discolored, but full of bacteria.

A kitchen churn that holds but one 
quart is useful for turning cream into 
butter, and also as a cake mixer and 
for beating eggs for angel cake.

Cold water should be poured on 
grease as soon as it is spilled on the 
floor, as it will harden the grease and 
prevent it soaking into the wood.

Unlacquéred brass can. be washed 
In warm soapsuds, then rubbed with 
salt and vinegar, put on with a piece 
of flannel.

Last night a great assemblage of 
people gathered in the S. A. Citadel 
tu say farewell to Lieut. Col. and 
Mrs. Rees, who have laboured long 
and well for the social and spiritual 
uplift of Newfoundland. The chair 
was occupied by Hon. D. Morison, 
Minister of Justice. Proceedings com­
menced by song, followed by a pray­
er led by Ensign Hargrove. Then 
the Chainpan expressed the apprecia­
tion of the work of the departing 
commander and his wife, and the 
good citizenship of Salvationists.

He then called upon the Hon. John 
Harvey who expressed his apprecia­
tion çt Lieut. Col. Rees’ co-operation 
in the efforts of the A. P. C., and his 
own gradual recognition of the soc­
ial service of the Army.

Mr. Lloyd of the Evening Telegram 
referred to the Commander as a man 
who did his whole duty, typical of the 
Army workers, who found evils un­
heeded in the world, and who grap­
pled with them manfully.

The Grey Speech 
Last Night.

■ipeclal to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, Nov. 28.

In addition to what has previously 
been reported, Sir Edward Grey told 
Ambassador Metternich that the Brit­
ish Government knew that the recti­
fication of the Congo frontier had 
been proposed as a basis of settlement 
between Germany and France, and 
said he thought the matter might be 
arranged on such a basis without af­
fecting British interests. We shall be 
very glad if this happens, and in the 
hope that it would happen we have 
hitherto stood on .one aide—Sir Ed­
ward said to the Ambassador, and 
continued—but I have been made anx­
ious by news regarding demands 
which the German Government had 
made from the French Government, 
which it was impossible for the 
French Government to concede. I 
pointed out that the Germans in 
Port Agadir were landing amt nego­
tiating with the tribes, and for all 
we knew might be acquiring conces­
sions. It might be also that the Ger­
man flag had been hoisted at Agadir, 
which is the most suitable port on 
that coast for a naval base. Sir Ed­
ward pointed out to the Ambassador 
that in the event of the negotiations 
with France failing, Britain would be 
obliged to ta.ke some steps in order 
to protect British interests. On July 
3rd Sir Edward Grey informed the 
German Ambassador that the situ­
ation created by the dispatch of the 
Panther to Agadir was of so serious 
importance that it must be discussed 
at a Cabinet Council. On July 4th he 
told Count Metternich that Britain 
wes not able to take up so disinter­
ested an attitude concerning Morocco 
as not to. recognize that any new ar­
rangement could be come to without 
her consent. A long silence followed, 
and the next conversation between 
Grey and Metternich took place on 
July 21st, when the British Foreign 
Secretary told the German Ambassa­
dor that he adhered to his statement 
made on July 4th, and thencefor­
ward there were no further difficul­
ties.

“A good deal of misunderstanding 
could have been avoided," remarked 
Sir Edward, “if Germany had made 
more clear about July 4th that shf 
had no intention to take any part o: 
Morocco.” Alluding to the policy of 
isolation, Sir Edward thought il 
would be a disastrous jioliey for Brit 
ain to allow it to be ‘understood she 
would under no circumstances give 
friends assistance if asked. “Let uf 
make new friendships- by all means 
but not at the expense of those w, 
have." I desire to improve our rela­
tions with Germany and intend t< 
maintain our friendship unimpaired 
The German Imperial Chancellor hai 
recently made two speeches, whicl 
were inspired With the hope of seeing 
his country strong but not aggres­
sive. If that Is the spirit of Germai 
policy, then the talk' ot a great Euro­
pean war within two or three years 
will be done with. The effect of the 
Moroccan settlement must be to re­
lax the tension of the times, remove 
a great obstacle from thé path oi 
European progress. Morocco has beer 
a source of discomfort to diplomats 
The trouble has now been settled 
without breaking the peace of Europe 
and the part His Majesty’s Govern­
ment has taken has contributed ma­
terially to that result."*

Fraser, of the S. S. Bonavista, and 
fifteen fishermen of this bay have 
made some queer statements about 
this light. The keeper is now getting 
the pay formerly given to two men all 
but $60, which is not much of a sav­
ing. Formerly two men got a living 
out of the work and such has been the 
case for the past fifty years. Why not 
give Brown the job of assistant. By 
leaving only one man to run the light­
house Messrs. Devercaux and Howley 
must think that Cape St. Mary’s is 
dead, but they will find that they are 
mistaken. The men of St. Mary's and 
Placentia Bays will let them know 
later on. and Messrs. Morris, Dever- 
eaux and Howley will rue the day they 
turned Mr. Engflish out of Cape St. 
Mary’s Light House and made Mr. 
Houiahan sole keeper and giving him 
a free hand to appoint his own assit- 
ant. Well, you may be sure, he did 
not go out of doors to look for an as­
sistant keeper, thereby to put a living 
in the way of another family. No, he 
put his own son in the job and con­
stituted himself as “Governor in Coun­
cil with power to appoint Assistant 
Light Keepers.

w "a s a noted 
stump speaker 
and inventor of 
t hje immortal 
axiom, “Et tu, 
Brute,” being the 
only public 
speaker of any 
prominence who 
ever used the 
word “et” with­
out being hooted 
off the stage. He 
was also the 

author of the Latin pony, which has 
become so popular in our colleges. 
Caesar was rather disappointing in 
physique, being constructed some­
what çn the order of a hall tree and 
having considerable more nose than 
was necessary, but he took good care 
of himself, wearing flannel and Arc­
tic overshoes both winter and summer 
and seldom had a sick spell. (>esar 
is the only person of historical im­
portance who ever came under the 
influence of Cleopatra and got away 
with his equilibrium and his check­
book. He had great strength of will 
and won several desperate battles on 
sheer nerve and a shoestring. Being 
desirous of goiiig to the senate, Caeser 
invented the primary election law and 
succeeded in busting the machine 
after which he organized the game 
wardens and oil inspectors and con­
structed quite a neat article of hie 
own. He then became secretary oi- 
agriculture and originated the free 
seed joke and the naval orange. When 
he became president, Caesar turned 
down the late M. J. Brutus for sec­
retary of state and appointed a re­
presentative of the woolen industry, 
who was a generous contributor to 
his campaign fund, whereupon Bru­
tus and a few disgruntled politicians 
gathered around Pompey’s statue one 
evening and expressed this dissatis­
faction by burying a. number of short 
Roman swords in " Caesar’s anatomy 
This unfeeling act was not without 
its compensations, however, for it 
gave Mark Anthony a chance to. make 
Chauncey Depew look like the winner 
of the fourth prize in a Demorest med 
al corUest. Caesar was buried with 
great pomp and ceremony and left 
heartbroken circle of creditors.

Sir Edward Grey has cleared the 
political' atmosphere and poured oil 
upon the troubled waters of Anglo- 
German relations by a speech which 
lasted* for an hour and a half In the 
House of Commons this afternoon. He 
reviewed the whole Moroccan episode 
from the sudden appearance of the 
German gunboat Panther at the port 
of Agadir in Southern Morocco, up tc 
the signing of the Franco-German 
treaty, and unflinchingly upheld the 
attitude taken by the British Govern­
ment. At the 'same time he declared 
that its action, was never antagonis­
tic to Germany or to any settlement 
that she &as able to arrange with 
France which would not threaten the 
rights of Britain. Sir Edward made 
no secret of the fact that the situ­
ation had at one time been tense, but 
thought his statement tc-day would 
prove a sedative to the world, which 
had been indulging in a fit of politi­
cal alcoholism ; that the time- had ar­
rived for it to get and keep cool and 
sober. Britain had no secret treat­
ies. Both France and Russia knew
