The Best Way
To Bake Fish.

Clean, dry and stuff tke fich with
one of the :tuflings given below,
grease the pan well, put two broad
strips of cotton cloth across the pan
before you lay the fish in (with
these you can lift the fish out easily
and without breaking), use salt pork
or clear drippings to grease the pan
Sprinkle the fish with salt, pepper
and a little flour, dot with very
small bits of butter. Have the oven
very hot, and baste the fish with
the liquor that is in the pan. Con-
stant basting s essential. Some
cooks put a little water in the pan,
but the juice from the fish and the
fat from the pork will be sufficient.
Medium-sized white fish will bake
in one-half hour.

Stuffings For Baked fish.

Cracker Stuffing. One cup of
crack crumbs, onec level tea-
spoon%&%z}t' pepper to taste, two
teaspoons of chopped parsley, four
tablespoons of melted butter. Mois-
ten all with . ope-half cup of warm
water and add one eag well beaten.
This will make stufting for a four-
pound fish.

. Onion Stuffing. One egg beaten
light, one tablespoon suet chopped
fine, one tablespoon of minced on-
ion, pepper and salt to taste, one
cup of dry bread ecrumbs. Mix
all together, stuff the fish, sew or
tie up and bake.

Oystery stuffing. One cup of
bread ecrumbs, two cups of oysters.
Roll the ‘oysters in the crumbs,
sprinkle with salt and pepper to
taste. Rub the unside of tge fish
with soft butter, ' fill the fish with
oysters, fasten up and bake.

Dr. Endicott Addresses
W.M.S.

A large audience gathered in the
Sunday School Rooni of Gower Street
Church, yesterday - afternoon, when
Rev. Dr. Endicott, now visiting St.
Jobn's as missionary Field Secre-
tary, of the Methodist Church of Can-
ada and Newfoundland, addressed the
women of the Missionary Societies,
and the members of the Mission Cir-
cles and Bands. After the opening
exercises, Mrs. (Dr.} Curtis- intro-
duced the speaker, Dr. Endicott said
he needed no information regarding
the work done by the women of the
Methodist Churches in Newfoundland.
If the same interest in Missionary
work were’ shown by the men, he
could pack his valise and return to
Canada at once.

When women ask for opportunity
for service they receive our fullest
sympathy. The world will never, to

.| the end of time, pay the debt it owes

to womanhood. The Missionary Prob-
lem is not altogether one of Finance.
The secret of its .success lies in en-
listing into active service every man,
woman and child. A few loyal
hearts should -not bear the whole bur-
den. If every church member in Can-
ada and the United States gave to mis-
sions the insignificant sum of five
~ents per week extra, the additional
missionary  income would total the
nagnificent sum of ‘$50,000,000, which
would not only defray all the expenses
f the present Missionary equipment,

ut in five years send the Gospel to
every man throughout the world.

Speaking of Woman’s work, Dr. En-
dicott said that when a Christian wo-
man goes out and influences for Christ
2. heathen woman, the whole relation
of that woman to her home, her hus-
band and her children is changed;
and when the womanhood of any nat-
ion is uplifted, that nation is uplift-
ed also. The general attitude to-
wards the Chinese woman is that she
does mnot count. In the Religion of
Confucius she is despised and over-
looked, nor ‘is she allowed even to
enter a Confucian temple. There are,
however, in China, great and noble
women; whose heroismi and beauty of
character, charm the hearts of the
voung girls of that land. These wo-
men, competent to fill, even in.west-
ern-lands, high and exalted positions
refuse in China to hold any position
where the principles of Christ’s re-
ligion are not given first place. Spec-
ial reference was also made to the
martyrs of the Boxer Riots in 1900
when in a few days more Christians
went to death than during the whole
reign of Nero. Not only strong men
who refused to trample on the sign of
the cross, and little childrén, who,
hand in hand, went singing to their
death in the face of brutal men and
unsheathed swords. In . Christian
lands we should long ago have pass-
ed the time when we.need to even ask
the help of Christlan women in mis-
sionary work.

OTTAWA, To-day.

Deadlock
midnight.

YOKAMA, To-day.
A fire which began yesterday caused
damage to the extent of seven million
dollars in the business quarter of the
city exchange. A number of silk fac-
tories and warehouses and 250 other
buildings were destroyed.

BALTIMORE, To-day.

Three hundred tons of ~dynamite,
that was being loaded on the British
tramp steamer ‘Alum Chine’ in the
Lower Harbor, off Fort Howard, ex-
ploded yesterday morning, instantly
killing from forty to fifty men,
wounding and maiming three score
more, some of whom may die, and
dealing destruction = to more < than
$600,000 worth of property. The ‘Alum‘
Chine’ and the loading scow along-
side, were - completely annihilated.
The tug Atlantic, which twice went
to the rescue of the imperilled sea-
mwen was set on fire, and later sank.
The United States collier Jason, just
completed and ready for trial, was
raked and her deck and armor rid-
deld. Buildings in Baltimore - cities
and towns many miles away were
rocked by the force of the explosion.
The cause of the disaster is unkhown,
but the federal authorities have ‘in-
stituted a thorough investigation to
place the blame. Hxcited survivors
told conflicting stories, some insisting
that a negro stevedore caused the ex-
plosion by jamming a pike into a case
of dynamite.  This, was denied by eye-
witnesses who ‘declare that smoke
had been pouring from the - ‘Alum
Chine's’ hold. for several minutes be-
fore the ' explosion occurred. Many
bodies, it is believed, will - never be
recovered from the ' icy. waters. Of

the injured, a score were frightfully
maimed, their skulls fractured, arms
¢nd legs torn off, bodies terribly lac-
erated. At least fifteen are expected
to die.

OTTAWA, To-day.

There is‘reason for believing the
Government has drafted an amend-
ment to the rules governing the de-
bate in the House, providing for a re-
striction of lengthy speeches and a
modified form of closure. This
amendment may or may not be intro-
duced next week. This will depend
entirely upon the attitude which the
Cpposition may take. If the deadlock
is continued next week, the Govern-
ment will have the committee rise and
will introduce its amendment. This
is the only constitutional weapon in
the hands of the Government. An
appeal to the people has not been and
is not being considered. The House
will automatically adjourn dt mid-
night to-night until Monday after-
noon.

LONDON, To-day.

King & George yesterday received
Rechad Pasha, former Turkish Grand
Vizier. Grey, Foreign Minister pre-
sented him. A reply of the Allies to
the - Powers’ offer of mediation of the
war in South Eastern Europe, is still
awaited. It is asserted in diplomatic
circles that the Allies in no case will
consent to anything in the nature of
submitting any questions to arbitra-
tion, even if they should be willing to
accept European mediation. Accard-
ing to a report from Sofia, the reply of
the Allies will be handed to the Pow-
ers on Monday, terms including de-
mand for indemnity. No news was
receiyed from the theatre of war yes-
terday. It is stdated that the Greeks
captured, 108 around Janina, in-
cluding 35 siege guns.

. LONDON, To-day.
The British Parliament was
prorogued for one of the shortest re-
cesses in its history. It is to re-
assemble on Monday, March 10th for
another of those busy sessions . for
which the Liberal Government have
become famous. The King's Speech
from the Throne will probably be the
briefest on record, on such an occa-
sion, merely expressing regret that
imembers of the two Houses would
have only a nowminal period of release
from their labors. Last session was
2, long one, but .almost every day was
nmarked by a determined fight between
the two front benches, in which pri-
vate members had little opportunity
of doing - anything but register his
vote when the time came. ;

Brazen Attempt to Delude the

People in the Dying Days of

His Government.

Morris hopes to delude the people
by his daring election kite—the reduc-
tion of taxes on tea, sugar, pork and
beef—Dbut his hopes will die unfulfilled.
The people are well aware that this
is done to deceive them; that it is-as
Mr. Kent properly described it, in
criticising the Speech ff“om the
Throne, a deathbed repentance.

If the revenue is capable of bearing
a reduction of $400,000 at the present
time, it was just as well able to do
su in the first year of Morris’ term.
Reduction of taxation, so that it might
bear equitably on rich and poor alike
was one of the earliest as it was one
of the most oft repeated and solemn
pledges of the Premier. Yet he waits
until the very latest session of the
House to put it into force. In the
meantime the fisherman, the farmer,
the tradesman and all who work for a
living have been compelled to pay un-
necessarily high prices on these esseri-
tials for the poor man’s table.

Each recurring vear since Morris
assumed office, the revenue, as a re-
sult of the statesmanlike, far-sighted
meaures for the development of the
country’s resources, adopted and put
into force by the Government of Sir
Robert Bond, has enjoyed overflowing
revenues.. Not a cent, with the ex-
ception of the Bell Island royalties, is
due in anyway to Sir Edward Morris.

The great mainstay of the Colony,
the fisheries, have not had their pro-
ducts enhanced in value one jot or
tittle by anything that Morris or his
Minister of Fisheries has .done. 1t
would be’ more true to say that be-

to catch and market their voyages of
codfish. The best his apologist, the
Editor of the News, can claim for
him, is that he aided in the formation
of the Board of Trade.

But that gentleman in the long seri-
es of thirty or more articles boosting
the Morris works, preserved a signifi-
cznt silence on this aspect of the Gov-
ernment’s policy.

Why, we ask, did Morris wait so
long to grant this boon to the labour-
ing classes of the country? He has

had control of tremendous surpluses

fur the past four years and the rev-
enue has showed the same proportion-

ate increase that obtained under the!

Bond Administration. Is it that he
might have greater freedom in that
remarkable career of extravagance
that was sown, bore fruit and is still

bloeming under ‘ the presiding genius
of the Picnic Chief? Is it not an in-
disputable fact, that will be borne out
by the figures of the Finance Minister,
that if the country can now afford this
large reduction of taxation, but for the
8ross extravagance and the careless
way in which money has been squan-
dered the tax burdened toiling masses
would have had the benefit of free su-
gar, tea, pork and beef three years
ago?

It the great misfortune which befell
this country when the present gang
of spendthrifts, land and fee grabbers
were given control of the Colony'’s af-
fairs had not happened; if a deluded,
but now clear seeing and repentant
electorate, had entrusted Sir Robert
Bond and his standard bearers of the
great Liberal Party, the task which
that statesman imposed on himself
when he reduced taxes to the extent
of $160,000, would have been continu-
€d and extended and included not
alone the articles Morris has placed
on the free list, but many other neces-
saries of life.

It is doubtful.  if Morris is sincere.
He has so loaded the back of the tax-
payer with his railway debts and has
laid the Colony under obligation for
80 many increases in the permanent
charges against the Colony's révenues
that it is difficult to see how even his
methods of frenzied finance will suc-
ceed in reducing duties by $400,000
without leaving a large deficit for the
Colony to face.

In counting on a progressive increase
in the surplus Morris apparently takes
no account of the ever increasing in-
terest; road, poor, education and other
annual revenue charges. Probably he
does not care. H sioptimism at most
times runs to downright foolishness
and heisnotoriously incapable of under-
stunding figures. Praying and believ-
ing that the wrath of the people will
€scape him and fall on his successors
h_e is prepared to make any promise,
to undertake the most hazardous feats
if he can succeed once more in deceiv-
ing the people. Another four years of
big fees, picnics, soft jobs, railway and
legal fees, land and other grants and
they all can snap their fingers at the
people.

But they must be blind if they do
not see, or if they mistake the trend of
the popular movement now sweeping
the country. That movement presents
clearly day after day that one thing is
certain, the Morris-Morison Govern-
ment must go! Disgust and contempt
are the mildest terms the majority of

the people hold for them.
