A CITY
Under Contederation.
A citizen of an incorporated Cana­

dian city in reviewing public debts, 
revenues and expenditure which lie is 
called upon to face, must direct his 
attention to three sets of finance. One 
set is that of the city he dwells in; 
the second set is that of the province 
in which his city is located, and the 
third set is that of the Dominion. He 
has therefore three sets of burdnes to 
bear. In Newfoundland it is differ­
ent The whole public debt, Colony 
and City, is included in me statement 
issued by the Finance Minister in his 
Budget Speech. For instance the 
Public Debt to 30th June, 19Vi. vas 
shown in the statement issued in the 
last Budget as $29,470.060.54. A note 
appended showed this sum included 
$i.429,104,022 of the Municipal Debt 
of St. John's.

The interest on this sum of $1,429,- 
B.4.22 is paid by the city to the Gov­
ernment; and therefore the burden 
le ne of this gross debt by any per­
son, as art inhabitant of the ( olony is 
$28.040,956.32.

This city debt is small as compared 
with that of such a city as Vancouver. 
R.C., as will be seen by a perusal of 
figures which tve otbain from tho 
Twenty-Seventh Annual Report of the 
Vancouver Boaid of Trade.

The outstanding debentures and 
stock of the Vancouver City Corpora-- 
tion is given on Dec. 31st. 1913, is 
given as $30,7?$,885.46. The popula­
te n is given as 114,220. This gives a 
city per capita debt of $269.

In contrast fo this we have a city 
debt in St. John's of $1,429,104.22.
borne by 32,292 L911 Census). This 
gives a per capita debt of $44.

In other words the debenture debt 
of the Vancouver City Corporation is 
six times as large as that of the St. 
John's City Corporation, reckoned on 
a per capita basis.

It is of course true that St. John’s 
is backward as far as needed im­
provements is' concerned. But the 
fact remains that if St. John's could 
raise on debentures and spend a 
Million and a half on such improve­
ments, the per capita debt of the city 
would still be three, times less than 
that of the Vancouver City Corpora­
tion. x

In this connection it shBuld be re­
membered that Vancouver has built its 
police stations, five halls, hospitals, 
cemeteries. schools and equipped 
them.

The following paragraph which is 
taken from the Memorandum sent by 
Premier Mackenzie Bowell to Earl of 
Aberdeen Governor-General during 
the time of the last Confederation 
movement throws some light on the 
situation. It is as follows: —

“To-day the Newfoundland Govern­
ment practically assumes the whole 
burden of the poor relief, educating 
the people, building the roads and 
bridges, and. performs other services 
which, in the Provinces of Canada 
are dealt with almost exclusively by 
the Municipalities, and in no cases by 
the Federal Government."

The fact however remains that in 
Vancouver city, the per capita burden 
of the city debt is twice as much as 
the whole debt of Newfoundland, 
Colony and city, and that in addition 
a citizen of the Western city bears liis 
proportion of the Provincial and also 
of the Dominion Public Debt.

Daring Thief
fauglit at Bell Island.

Sergt. Cox arrived in the city this 
morning from Bell Island in charge 
of a prisoner named John Bucken, 
who was brought to the Penitentiary 
to serve six months. Bucken was the 
perpetrator of a series of thefts which 
were committed in daring fashion be­
cause most of them were carried on 
at daytime. Within the past month 
he broke into shops and houses on 
several ocasions and stole a consid­
erable amount of goods altogether. 
He was shadowed by the police on 
the Island and on Thursday last after 
forcing an entrance into and looting 
a shack he was captured. On Satur­
day the accused was tried before 
Magistrate Power, convicted and sen­
tenced to 6 months imprisonment.

Dear Sir,—Allow me space In your 

valuable paper to make a suggestion 
to the people of Newfoundland. Now 
that the disaster fund is closed, and 
when all the subscriptions are in. the 
abount,-Will be in the neighborhood 
of $275 000, as there is a sum of 
$25,000 to be received from the Do­
minion Government. There is also a 
sum of $25,000 from the Newfound­

land Government Marine Disaster Act, 
It looks as if it will reach the $300,- 
000 mark; in fact twice as much as 
was expected at first. Now, Sir, the 
disasters the last spring was the 
worst in the history of the seal indus­
try with the loss of the Southern 
Cross, with all hands, and the crew 
of the ‘Newfoundland’ overwhelmed 
by a terrible snow storm, and two 
days and two nights’ awful suffering, 
during which time seventy-seven 
brave men gave up their lives and 
thirty-seven (37) others were seri­
ously frostbitten. Surely the people 
of Newfoundland sliould open a sub­
scription list and erect a monument 
at a cost say three or four hundred 
dollars. It is only the matter of get­
ting a committee and open up a list, 
and l am sure the people would do 
their share. I would suggest that the 
Citizens’ Committee take the matter 
up as a nice monument in one of our 
streets would attract attention to the 
visitors who visit our little Island 
Colony every year, and show them 
that we honor our brave dead. I ven­
ture to say if it was in Canada or the 
States they would have a monument 
or some memorial to those men who 
lost their lives at the icefields the 
past spring. Now. Mr. Editor, on July 
1 »th we shall have the pleasure of a 
visit from His Royal Highness the 
Duke of Connaught, as Governor- 
General of Caiyida, and 1 am sure if 
we could have a monument nothing 
would give him greater pleasure than 
to conduct the ceremonies. I would 
like to hear from anyone their opinion 
on the subject.

A telegram was sent by him to the 
officers of the mine's union, Hillcrest.

the sufferers and announcing the de­
sire of the Government to assist the 
work of relief. The Miner’s Union is 
asked to advise as to the best way 
which such assistance can be render­
ed. A similar message offering all 
possible assistance was sent to the 
Manager of the Mine. The latest in­
formation in possession of the Gov­
ernment shows that at the time of the 
explosion there were 237 in the mine, 
of these only 43 got out safely. Ninety 
bodies have been recovered. The 
Government sent J. D. McNiveu, re­
presentative of the Dept, of Labor in 
the West, to the scene of the disaster, 
and offered the services of the Mount­
ed Police.

LONDON, To-day.

The final lap in the long Parliament­
ary struggle over the Irish question 
will be entered upon this week, when 
the Lords will hear the Government’s 
proposals for amending the Home 
Rule Bill. On Tuesday Lord Crewe, 
leader of the Oovernment in the Up­
per House will introduce the amend­
ing Bill and after Lansdowne's reply 
the debate will probably be adjourned. 
Speculation regarding the proposals 
for amending the Bill has been met 
to some extent by Lloyd George's de­
claration at Saturday’s demonstrat­
ion in South London. The Chancellor 
stated the proposal would be that 
every county in Ulster should have 
the option of voting itself out of the 
operation Home Rule Bill, until two 
general elections have passed. This 
differs but little from the offer made | 
on March 9th, by Asquith of the ex­
clusion of any county Ulster by vote 
for a period six years, since the aver­
age life of Parliament is now about
four years. In well informed iwliti­
cs 1 quarters the belief Is expressed, 
that Ministers are in a conciliatory 
frame of mind, that if the Lords can 
offer some alternative reasonable pro­
posal rather than mère stubborn op­
position the Government will not con­
sider the amending Bill as introduced 
to be the last word. Any new conces­
sion would probably take the form of 
abandonment of the time limit. 
Though this would be strenuously re­
sisted by the Redmond Party. T. P. 
O’Connor writing in Reynold’s news­
paper declares that Carson is almost 
isolated and that he knows it, while 
Redmond was never in a stronger 
position, having united Ireland behind 
him. Although the Commons will not 
participate in the Irish struggle this 
week, a struggle is brewing over fin­
ance Bill. Several prominent liberals 
object that it exceeds the usual lines 
cf a Money Bill and it is expeetpd 
that the Si>eaker will be appealed to 
in regard to several of the Bill’s pro-* 
posai.
