BRITISH STEAMER SUNK. '
AN ATLANTIC PORT, §¢gt’h22.
The British steamer Lanegra, oh her
way from Buenor Aires to Havre with
a cargo of Argentine beef, was sunk
by a German submarine on Sept. 3rd,
45 miles off Plymouth, according to
survivors of the crew, who. arrived

here to-day on an American ship.

GERMAN INTRIGUE.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 23.

The most startling revelation of
Germa nintrigue since the war began,
implicating a Supreme Court Justice
of New York City, was made last night
by the Government Committee in Pub-
lic Informati4n. The expose is part of
a 'systematic plan decided upon by the
Government to present to the public
evidence of plots and intrigue against
the interests of the TUnited States
which héve been traced to the Ger-
man Embassy. Those named in the
information given out last night as
being connected with the plots include
Supreme Court Justice Daniel F. C,
Chalan, who is known as an ardent
champion of the Irish cause; John
Devey, editor of the Gaelic-American,
a violent anti-British paper published
in New York; Dr., Theo. Otto, of Al-
lentown, Pa., who is still practising,
and claims to be an American citizen;
Geo. Silvester Viereck, editor of Vie-
rick's, Weekly; Marcus Brun, editor
of Fair Play and a pratical leader
among the Hungarians of lower se-
cond Avenue, New York; Edwin Ma-
son, a magazine writer, said to be in
Africa. In this expose the Govern-
ment officials make public letters,
telegrams, bank cheques, receipts for
cash paid, and a wealth of memoran-
dum dating back to 1914, showing that
the German Imperial Government was
concerned through its representatives
here in the violation of the laws of
this land.

THINKS BELGIUM IN THE WAY.

AMESTERDAM, Sept. 22.

Maximilian Harden lecturing in Ber-
lin yesterday said that he was con-
vinced that peace was attainable this
year if Germany promised to waive
the right to rule Belgium. This state-
ment aroused a hostile demonstration
from the audience and many persons
quitted  the hall. After. the interrup-
tion Herr Harden continued, “Who-
ever brings us peace, whether Social-
ist or Pope, is welcome. The fate of
Belgium must be brought to a speedy
decision, either we must annex Bel-
gium or state openly that we never
had any such intention. In any case
the German ppople must decide for
themselves their own lot.”

COSTA RICA DECLARES WAR.

SAN JOSE, Sept. 22.

The Costa Rican Government, by
an official act yesterday afternoon,
severed diplomatic relations with Ger-
many. Passports were handed to the
diplomatic and consular representa-
tives of Germany here and the Costa
Rican Legation and Consuls in Ger-
many were recalled. The people and
newspapers strongly approve of the
Government’s action.

SCHOOLS CLOSED IN PETROGTLT

The War Situation.

The Ypres Dbattle is
over. Even the -furious
counter-attacks have ex-
\ hausted themselves and
left the British absolute
victors in one of the most brilliant at-
tacks of the war. It was one of the
swift, hard punches so much to Gen-
eral Haig’s liking and more effective
_than his staff seemed to have antici-
pated. The same artillery preponder-
ance that made the advance possible
at all—though nothing can minimise
the gallantry of the infantry—served
to permit the consolidation of the
positions won and completely to check
the German counter assaults. No line
can ‘long -withstand the repetition of
blows such as these which win the at-
tackers the double advantage of gains
in terrain and greatly smaller losses
of men.

It is not certain whether any more
attacks will come this year, though
the course of the.Somme battle would
lead us to expect them. September
nears its close; October, will be less
favourable; November will impose a
final cessation of really important
operations. The campaign of 1917 is
fairly well finished. The Allies can
look around them with every 'satis-
faction, ahead with every encourage-
ment. There have been uneasy mur-
murs among them lately, especially in
England, where it has been felt that
the war was halting, but that is a
common sort of manifestation which
need not be taken too seriously and
which the last drive has doubtless
already cured. Events and the situa-
tion everywhere give ground for com-
plete confidence. In the West the
German line is strained to breaking
point. On the Italian front (or why
not say, in Austria?) Cadorna is on
enemy soil and pushing ahead where
every mile is momentous. In Russia
things are going from better to better,
unless surface indications are again
deceptive. Germany has had to retain
there troops already ordered to the
west; another ambitious, deep-laid
scheme, perhaps the last to be. at-
tempted there, has gone awry. 1917
might have been the year of the great
Armagedden, the anti-Christ attacked
on every side, and it was in the Allies’
plans that it should be. That the Rus-
sian revolution and succeeding mili-
tary collapse have postponed, not pre-
vented. It has been postponed, too,
to a time much more favourable, when
Russia itself will be united and power-
ful and America strong in the field,
with unlimited strength in reserve.

But it is Germany, not the Allies,
that is looking round. A remarkable
suspension of the censorship is per-
mitting the press there to talk peace
unreservedly and as it pleases. The
German proletariat .is being “prepar-
ed,” that its own peace longings may
find an expression which will anti-
cipate the direct overtures of the gov-

ernment which the government knows

are inevitable some day. The replies
of the two Central Powers Lo the Pope
do not affect the situation a jot. They
are hardly worth a perusal, There is
nothing in them, as there was little
in the papal note itself, to encourage
pacific elements among the Allies, and
that was all that either could achieve
to help Germany and her tools. The
Vatican itself is said to be displeased
with the manner of their presentation,
even as it can take little encourage-
ment from the empty formality of
their contents. The world may or may
not (probably not) hear again from
the Pope, but it is certain that it will
hear again before long from the Cen-
tral Powers words that will stand in
striking contrast with the Kaiser's
magnanimous “offer” a twelvemonth
earlier.

We have plenty of laws on our
statute-book, but instances of their
enforcement are almost as rare as
refreshing. To-day Judge Morris
fined a number of householders for
disobeying the Municipal Act com-
pelling the installation of sewerage.
The offenders, and hundreds more,
ghould have been in court long ago.
The law in question is not merely very
reasonable and lenient in the terms
given ecitizens who find such installa-
tion beyond their means, but it is a
most necessary one to carry into ef-
fect. We trust the Council will con-
tinue such prosecutions until the oc-
casions for them cease.

Not Kerensky versus Korniloff, but
Kerensky and Korniloff. This con-
jecture from Petrograd may be im-
probable, but no one will deny that it
is desirable. These two great men
should never have been enemies. To-
gether they could save Russia. Any-
one vvho could succeed in crushing the
Bolsheviki and Workmen and Sol-
diers at once would be a benefactor
not only of Russia but of mankind.
Anything at all may yet emerge from
the strange situation. Last heard of,
Korniloff was prisoner in a _ hotel
writing out a statement. An unusual
licence, and dictated probably by
more than mere magnanimity.

o _ldle Ships.

More than one hundred neutral
ships have been waiting two months

at our Atlantic ports for export licen-
ses \\'hic}’l' will not be given to them.
Four-fifths of these ships  are from;
| Holland? In New York Harbor alone |
at Teast seventy Dutch vessels can be |
seen. A large majority have cargoes
of wheat and fodder that were placed '
on board before July 15, when the |
embargo became effective. The grain !
is rotting. Thus far the Dutch Gov-
ernment and owners of the ships
have refused to unload it. They have
rejected, our Government’'s reason-
able proposition ' that they  should '
send the carriers to Australia, where
150,000,000 bushels of wheat await
transportation. Surely they will not
be permitted to carry their cargoes
of American grain to Holland or any
other European neutral country. This
was the decision of our Exports
Council before Sweden’s foul work for
Germany in the case of Argentina's
ships was brought to light, and the
disclosures do not suggest any relaxa-
tion of the strict embargo on exports
to Sweden, Norway, Holland, and
Denmark. But the cargoes have not
been disturbed, and all these ships
are idle.

We and those associated with us in
the war need ships for ocean work.
Our Government is taking vessels for
this work from the coastwise service,
filling the places of some of them
with carriers drawn from the Great
Lakes. There is pending in Con-
gress a bill, which has much support,
to permit use of foreign ships in our
coast traffic. While the need and de-
mand are so great, all these large
carriers are lying idle in our har-
bors, and no plans for moving them
have been made known.

When we think of the suffering
Belgians and the food requirements
of our-allies, to allow these grain
cargoes to rot seems almost a crime.
This food should be saved. And the
ships would not be idle. They should
be doing work to relieve the lack of
sufficient ocean tonnage. If those
who control them will not accept the
fair propositions of . the export au-
thorities, our Government should take
possession of the vessels, unload them
and then use them in war service.
Under international law it has a right
to take them, making proper pay-
ment. We should save the ‘grain and
get the ships at work.—N. Y. Times.

Than Death Trap for
the Germans There.

Their Position is Abominable and Life
in the Tunnels and Cellars Defend-
ing the City is Very Drear—There
They Live in Terror and Some Pre-
fer to Face Almost Certain Death’
in the Open to Remaining in their
Dungeons.

(By PHILIP GIBBS.)

War Correspondents’ Headquarters,
Sept. 17.—The Germans still hold
Lens,  Saturday I saw more closely
than T had before how abominable is
their position there and how dreadful
must be the fate of the men garrison-
ed in its cellars. Lens is no longer a
city; it is a ruin, surrounded with
ruins stretching for several miles on
each side of it, where there were sep-
arate little cities self-contained,’ with
their own power stations and pit-
heads, high slag-heaps and long rows
of miners’ houses, shops, schools and
gardens.

The Canadian and English troops
during the five months’ of _fighting
have captured all the outer belt of
these mining cities, and their artillery
and the enemy’s has left nothing of all
the neat little houses and mine build-
ings but a wild orgy of ruin through
which I walked yesterday on my way
to Hill 70, which the Canadians took
by a great assault a few weeks ago.
Lens itself is now no better than its
outer suburbs. It is a town of bat-
tered houses without roofs and with
broken -walls leaning against rubbish
heaps of brickwork and timber.

The enemy sent out a wireless mes-
sage that the‘English gunners were
destroying French property by bom-
barding the city, and then made a
deep belt of destruction by blowing up
long blocks of streets. After that the
British guns completed the ruin, for
there was a German garrison in every
house, ard in this kind of warfare
there must be no tenderness of sen-
timent about bricks and mortar if the
enemy is between the walls. “So now
in Lens the only cover, for the Ger-
mans and their only chance of safety
is below the ground in tunnels. and
cellars. These are reinforced by con-
crete and were built by the forced la-
bor of civilians two years and more
ago, when the city was menaced by a
French attack. Into these tunnels
the German garrison of Lens made
their way by night, and in them they
live and die. Many die in them, it is
certain, for a tunnel is no more than
a death trap when it is blocked at the
entrance by the fall'of houses or when
it collapses by the bombardment of
heavy shells, which pierce deep and
explode with fearful effect. That has
happened, as we know, in many parts
of the German line, and recently on
the French front whole companies of
German soldiers were buried alive in
deep caves. It is happening in Lens
now, if the same effect is produced
by the same power of artillery.

But death comes to the German
soldiers there in another way, without
any noise and quite invisible and very
horrible in its quietude. Many times
lately the Canadians have filled the
City of Lens with gas that kills and
soaks down heavily into the dugouts
and tunnels and stifles the men in
their sleep, before they have time to
stretch out their hands for gas
masks, or make them die with their
masks on if they fumble a second too
long. The enemy, who was first to
use poison gas should wish to God he
had never betrayed his soul by such a
thing, for it has come back upon him
as a frightful retribution, and in
Lens, in those deep, dark cellars be-
low the ruins, the German soldiers
must live in terror and be afraid to
sleep. Yesterday, when I went to that
neighborhood I saw four German sol-
diers who had come out into the ope.
preferring to risk death there rathe
than stay in their dungeon. They a;
peared for a minute around the corne:
of some brick stacks in Cite St
Auguste.
