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* I am directed by His Excellency the Governor in
Council to issue the following notice under Authority
of Minute in Council passed 28th February, 1918.

Augmentation of the Pay
of Royal Naval Reservists
Newfoundland.

The Government of Newfoundland have decided
to augment the pay of Newfoundland Royal Naval
Reservists so as to place them on the same footing as
men of the Newfoundland Regiment.

Under the provision of the War Measure Act, au-
thority is given to the Minister of Militia to deal with
the matter of augmentation of pay of the Royal Naval
Reservists, Nfld.,, in consultation with the Senior
Naval Officer, St. John’s. -

It is ordered that a sum of 33c. per day be placed
to the credit of each Naval Reservist from the time of
commencement of the war, in cases where men were
then serving, or otherwise, from the time when their
services began up to the time of discharge, or of death,
or to the 30th of September, 1917, inclusive.

As the rate of pay of Naval Reservists was in-
creased from October 1st, 1917, and as the difference
between the amount they receive and that allowed the
members of The Royal Newfoundland Regiment is
17¢. per day, this difference will also be credited them
from that date.

The foregoing amounts will not in any case be
made a payment from Admiralty sources. The Min-
ister of Militia, St. John’s, Nfld., is solely responsible
for the issue of any sums due.

Newfoundland Royal Naval Reserve men serving
in any of H. M. Ships, including all members of the
Trawler Reserve and those in Defensively Armed
Merchant Ships etc., are eligible for the pay as set
forth, and should be informed of the following alter-
natives as regards the method of payment:—

(a) Payment will be made on personal application
to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s.

(b) Payment will be made to the nominee of any
Reserve man, on written application duly witnessed,
to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s.

(¢) Sums due will be placed to the credit of Re-
sesrve men who do not desire to avail themselves of
the foregoing and can be drawn by them at the ex-
piration of their service.

The following form is to be compiled and for-
warded direct to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s,
Newfoundland, at the earliest possible date:—

In cases where members of the Royal Naval Re-

serve (Newfoundland) have been killed in action or .

died of wounds or sickness, or through any other
cause, the amount due as Augmentation Pay will go
to the Estate of the deceased. Thé authority to ob-
tain the Estate of the deceased is, in case of a Will,
Letters of Probate; and in case there is not a Will, Let-
ters of Administration. Such letters are issued by the
Supreme Court of Newfoundland on the Petition and
Proofs of Executor of the Will, or the next of kin. If
the Estate does not exceed $500.00, after the proof of
the facts has been obtained the petition can be applied
for by the Minister of Justice. .

It is plainly patent that another
shuffle is to be made by the Govern-
ment touching the Conscription Bill,
one which is not only likely to bring
discredit (if that is still possible) on
them, but what is infinitely worse up-
on Newfoundland.

It will be observed then,
that expedition in the issue of the
writ was ever the essence of the law,
“in order that a representative may
be chosen without loss of time, by the
place which is deprived of its mem-
ber.” In adopting the principle of
this law, the legislature of Newfound-
land provided that the Governor shall
issue a writ within six months after
the happening of a vacancy in the
House of Assembly. The difference in
the period provided by the law gov-
erning the British House of Commons,
and the law governing our House of
Assembly may be accounted for by
the impossibility, on account of cli-
matic difficulties, of conducting an
Election in the majority of districts
in this Colony except at certain
geasons of the year. But, be it noted,
gsix months was the time limit per-
mitted by the law of Newfoundland
that any district should be deprived
of its member. As I said in my letter
yesterday, this law, so wisely enacted,
to secure a prompt recognition of
public right, was violated by the late
Governor, who failed to carry out the
sovereign law of Parliament, and, as
a result, the House of Assembly to-
day is not properly and legally con-
stituted. The late Governor may
have been a very wise man, but the

wisdom of the law is greater than
man’s wisdom. In dealing with_ this
question I am obliged to refer to the
late Governor personally because un-
der the law to which I have reference
he is distinctly, and of purpose, sep-
arated from his Ministry. The non
carrying out of the law has therefore
to be charged directly to him. As
under the English law the Speaker of
the House of Commons directs the
Clerk of the Crown to issue writs for
the Election of Members when vacan-
cies occur, under our local Statute
the representative of the Crown here
is bound to do the same, within the
period therein prescribed. The law
never intended to, nor does it, invest
the Governor with a discretion incon-
sistent with the real sense and spirit
of the Act. Its provision was un-
alterable, except by the Legislature,
and until it was changed by that au~
thority it was a sacred injunction that
the representative of the Crown
should have respected. A very grave
wrong has been done this people, and
Omnipotence itself is incompetent to
alter the essential constitution of
right and wrong, not to speak of a
Governor. The House of Assembly,
as at present constituted, is not a
just representation of various inter-
ests; it does not represent the whole
people; it is not constituted in ac-
cordance with the Statute law of this
Colony. The number of persons who
shall be representative of the whole
people is fixed by Statute, and as a
contract between the Crown and the
people it should be inviolable and sa-
cred, and no set of circumstances
can justify a departure from its pro-
visions.
Constitution is, that the subject shall

Legislature. I affirm, therefore, that
the Legislature as at present consti-
tuted is destitute of one of the essen-
tials to the legality of its decisions.
Thousands of people are practically
disfranchised.

The Sirius
and Brilliant were already past the
Stream bank buoy, when the wind
changed, revealing our arrangements
to the enemy who extinguished the
smoke flares with gunfire. The Sirius
was already in a sinking condition,
when at length the two ships, having
failed to find the entrance, grounded
and were forced to sink themselves
at a point about 400 yards east of the
piers. Their crews were taken off
by motor launches under Lieutenants
Hoare and Bourke. Motor launches
were here under the command ' of
Commander Hamilton Bonn, RN.V.R.,
while' those at Zeebrugge were com-
manded by Captain Collins, the Vice-
Admiral’s Flag Captain. All other
coastal motor boats were commanded
by Lieut. Wellman, D.S.0. RN. The
torpedo boat destroyer flotilla was
commanded by Capt. Teekinson. The

A German Trick
That Didn’t Work*

A Hun Dressed as a British Staff Offi-
cer, Brought Orders to the Cana-
dians, But He’s a Dead One Now.
With the American Army in France,

April 10.—During a battle, untsual
stories always crop up, but the fol-
lowing is one which the correspond-
ent hegrd from an unquestionable
source and it is said to have been
verified:

In one of the periods when Ameri-
can engineers and their Canadian
comrades in arms were holding a po-
sition, what appeared to be a British
staff motor drove up. The driver was
in the uniform of a British soldier and
a man in the tonneau was in the uni-
form of a British staff officer. The
officer stepped out and asked for the
commanding officer. He was taken
to a Canadian officer nearby. The
staff officer ordered the commander
to retire four kilometres, saying that
the Germans were pressing on both
flanks and he might be cut off.

For some reason the Canadian
commander became suspicious. He
had the staff officer searched, when
the latter failed to produce his au-
thority, and papers were found on him
proving that he was a German offi-
cer. He and his chauffeur were im-
mediately shot.

Owing to the collapse in Russia,
which allowed Germany to remove
the main part of her Army from the
Eastern to the Western front, the Al-
lies have been severely handicapped
in meeting the greatest offemsive of
the war.

There is an urgent call to 211 parts
of the Empire for men.

In the United Kingdom steps are
being taken to conscript all men up
to the age of 51 years.

As a self-govérning Dominion New-
foundland has been called upon to do
her part in filling the gaps. ‘We have
been specially called upon by the

| Secretary of State for the Colonies to

keep the Royal Newfoundland Regi-
ment at its full war strength. Th}'ee
hundred men (300) are required im-
mediately and sixty (60) men addi-
tional per month. The need for these
men is set forth in the despatch re-
ceived Tuesday, April 9th, from the
Secretary of State for the Colonies,
which reads as follows:—

“April 9th.—Statement has been
received from Army Council to the
effect that the Newfoundland Regi-
ment in France is now short of the
authorized War Establishment by
170 men, and that the number of
men under training in England is
not sufficient to make up this de-
ficit. Since very heavy fighting must
be anticipated, at least 300 men will
be required from Newfoundland as
early as possible in order to bring
the Battalion up to strength and an

_ additional sixty men per month will
be required to maintain it in the
field.

H. M. Government trust that your
Government will be able to supply

these men.
(Signed) LONG.”

Conscription prevails throughout
Canada and the United States, and
Newfoundlanders in Canada are be-
ing conscripted.

Under the War Measures Act the
Newfoundland Government have or-

dered:—

That no unmarried man between
the ages of twenty and thirty-five,
who is eligible for the Army or
Navy, shall be permitted to leave
the Dominijon.

That no person whosoever shall
be allowed to leave the Dominion
without a Passport.

Newfoundland must do its part, and
cost what it will, the Regiment must
be maintained. Our Regiment has
performed deeds of valor equal to any
in the history of the British Army.

Its gallantry in the field has won
the recognition of the King by the
bestowal of the glorious prefix
“ROYAL”.

It has earned so many encomiums
from the Commander in Chief, the
Divisional and Brigade Generals, that
we cannot allow it to be withdrawn
from the scene of conflict.

It has placed the name of New-
foundland on the Honour Roll of the
nations. It;would be an eternal dis-
grace to the eligible men of Newfound-
land to allow the name to be erased
from that Honour Roll by failing to
keep the Regiment up to its full fight-
ing strength:

An oppertunity is now afforded the
young men of the country to join the
ranks.

On St. George's Day, the 23rd April,
the Legislature will be convened, and
immediate attention will be given to
the consideration of the steps to be

Germans Capturé i
Key to Ypres:

Kemmel Hill in Their Posses-

sion. Fighting

Nature Being Waged. . Allied
| Reserves Intact.

of Most Bitter

WAR SUMMARY.

Kemmel Hili, a position which has
been looked upon as the key to the
southern side of the Ypres salient,
and one of the most important strat-
egic points on the north battle front
in France, has been taken by the ene-
my after a defence which will be one
of the heroic chapters of the war. The
hill was surrounded and the French
forces entrenched on its slopes were
overcome. The loss of the hill is ad-
mitted in an official by Generaal Del-
ma Radcliffe, Chief of Military Opera-
tions of the British War Office, which
says the whole Ypres position is in
peril from the German drive north
from the low lands lying to the west
of Armentieres. The Teutons launch-
ed terrific attacks on the whole Wyt-
schaete-Bailleul-Meteren line Wednes-
day, apparently for the purpose of
finding a point which might yield.
They evidently found that spot in the
section of the front held jointly by
the British and French troops and
against it they hurled fresh divisions
which fought thei? way forward all
day Thursday until at nightfall they
had surrounded Kemmel Hill and iso-
lated the French troops holding the
position. All night long the fight
went on and it was not until Friday
that the Germans succeeded in storm-
ing up the slopes of the height. The
loss of Kemmel Hill is serious, for it
overlooks much of the low lands ly-
ing back of the Allied lines in the
Ypres salient. The hill is 46% feet in
height. Rising from low lands on the
south and east it is six miles south-
west of Ypres and three miles west of
Wytschaete. The German success cuts'
a deep notch in the Allied line to the,
southeast of Ypres and completely |
outflanked the British on the northern j
slopes of Messines Ridge which they
were forced to evacuate by the Ger-!
man assaults of two weeks ago. The |
line to the southwest toward Bailleul !
apparently is in no particular danger
at present, although the village of
Dranoutre has been lost to the enemy. :
So important is the” possession of
Kemmel that the Allies must launch .
a counter attack to regain it. The
latest reports from the scene of bat- |
tle are that the Germans ary attack-
ing on a line from La Clytte ¢o the}
Ypres-Comines Canal. La Clytte is|
about a mile and a half north of Kem- !
mel Hill and is six and a half p-es |
west of the Ypres-Comines Canal
which runs almost due south from
Ypres. The evidéent purpose of this
attack is to roll up to the Allied posi-
tion south of Ypres and force a re-|
treat from that war-tortured town. |
The position of the Germans is such!
that only the sternest defense will
avail to check their advance. At oth-
er points along the battle line the
Germans have made important gains
but at Villers-Bretonneux the British
have held their lines and completed
the work of clearing out the last Ger-
man position on the ground held be-
fore the German attacks on Wednes-
day, but Hangard is apparently still
in German hands. The enemy has
forged ahead just to the north of this
village and are reported to have
launched attacks on the town of Cu-
chy without, however, having occu-
pied the place. Further south imme-
diately north of Castel, the Germans
have penetrated the village of Hailles
and are in possession of Hill 82, south
of the village. The French have coun-
ter attacked on this front and regain-
ed ground. At no other points has
the enemy advanced althought bitter
fighting has been going on in many
sectors in both the Somme and Ar-
mentieres battle areas. There have
been artillery duels at many points
along the French front, to the south
of the Somme as well as further
south. Only the usual patrol engage-
ments have been reported from the
Italian front.

ENEMY ADVANCES.

FRENCH HEADQUARTERS, April
26. (Via Reuter’'s Ottawa Agency.)—
Pursuing the policy of alternating
his attacks the enemy attacked south-
ward on the Somme. His artillery
preparation left no doubt that his
aim was the junction point Ybetween

of Hangard. A subsidiary blow was
delivered against the French positions
south of the River Luce, suggesting
that the Germans were endeavoring
to drive a wedge between the British
and French Amiens-ward, or wipe out
the Hangard salient where so many of
their attacks have been broken. The
enemy artillery attacked on a front of
sixteen miles between Rebement-sur-
Ancre and Ailly-sur-Noye. Gas shells
were hurled against the French lines
like hail. The fire of British and

thére is no sensitive part of the lines

French batteries in reply,- however,
never .~ This lasted all: night
long and in the morning the fire was
intensified 'to a degree not reached
since the opening of the German of-
fensive a month ago. An enemy in-
fantry attack was then launched on
an eight mile front between Breton-
neux and Senecat Wood, on the south
bank of the Luce, The heaviest fight-
ing ranged around Hangard where
our line curves in a narrow salient.
By the middle of the’ afternoon the
enemy had fought his way into the
village, capturing the woods 'to the
north. The French managed to re-
take Hill 99 overlooking the village
and it appears to be still ours. The
Germans have retaken Hill 63 south-
ward on the Luce and the Avre Riv-
ers and fought up to the village of
Hailles, thereby advancing their lines
a mile.

ALLIED RESERVES INTACT.

ON THE FRENCH FRONT IN
FRANCE, April 25. (By the Associa-
ted Press.)—The more they advance
along the road towards Amiens the
more perilous becomes the salient
the Germans are . forming in the
Somme region, especially in view of
the fact that the Allied reserves are
virtually intact, and the Allied armies
are now commanded by a single chief.
The present moment is less favorable
to the German plans than when they
started their advance on. March 21.
Then & weak point’ existed between
the French and British armies. Now

since the unified command has been
given the opportunity to make the
most practical use of the Allied troops.
From March 21 until to-day the Ger-
mans have employed  approximately
130 divisions, of which 40 have been
withdrawn to refill their ranks and
have been sent into the battle for the
second time, rvking. the total divis-
ions in action 1\). About 70 other di-
visions have not yet been engaged in
the battle, but of thése a considerable
proportion are unfitted to more than

hold quiet sectors. The forward
moverrent must therefore be carried
throwgh very quickly,. as otherwise

the German staff will itself be with-
out further reserves. '

ENEMY PROGRESS.

LONDON, April 26.

(Official.)—North of the Lys River
the battle is cortinuing fiercely on
the whole front from the neighbor-
hood of Dranoutre to the Ypres-
Comines Canal. The enemy has gain-
ed possession of Dranoutte, Kemmel
village” and Mt. Kemmel. The ene-
my’s attack yesterday was made in
great strength by nine German
divisions. This morning the French
and British troops ‘counter attacked
and succeeded at first in making some
progress 'capturing a number of pris-
oners. Later in the day the enemy
renewed his attacks directing his
assaults with particular insistence
against the position from Loore to La
Clytte and,kK Scherenberg. All the
enemy’s attacks have been held; but
after severe fighting, in the course of
which a series of determined attacks
were repulsed with: heavy losses to
his troops, he succeeded in pressing
our line back in the direction of Lo-
cre. On both sides of the Ypres-Com-
ines Canal the enemy also progressed.
Early in the day the French and Brit-
ish troops attacked the enemy posi-
tions south of the Somme in the
neighborhood of Hangard and Han-
gard Wood, and have carried their line
forward at certain points by heavy
fighting. On the remainder of the
B({itish front the situation is unchang-
ed.

FRENCH OFFICIAL.

PARIS, April 26.

(Official.)—Our- troops counter at-
tacked the German lines this morning
from YVillers-Bretionneux to south of
the Luce, and have succeeded despite
the fierce resistance of .'the enemy,
who had brought up important forces,
in retaking a large part of the ground
which was lost yesterday. We have
retaken the position at the monument,
south of Villers-Brettoneux, pene-
trated into the wood of Hangard-en-
Sauterre and conquered a part of the
western part of that village. The bat-
tle has been going on all day and is
continuing with exceptional violence.
The Germans have tried to arrest our
advance at any price and have suffer-
ed great losses which were inflicted
by our artillery. The German resist-
ance was most notable north of ihe
wood of Hangard-en-Sauterre where
the enemy seven' times launched their
assault battalions against our lines
without forcing our valiant troops to

DEPRIVED OF COMMAND.

AMSTERDAM, April 26.

Vice-Admiral Schreeder, the Com-
mander at Zeebrugge, according to re-
ports reacking here, will be deprived
of his command for being taken by
surprise by the British navy. Ger-
man newspapers in commenting on the
raeid at Zeebrugge generally take the
hint given in the official report at
Berlin and represent the enterprise as
having been a failure. Some however

‘admit that the attack was made with

great boldness.

FRENCH COUNTER-ATTACKING.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN
FRANCE, April 26— (By the Asso-
ciated Press.)—The French this morn-
ing were counter-attacking at Mont
Kemmel in an attempt to reclaim the
positions taken by the Germans. Yes-
terday’s figliiting was of a desperate
nature and the enemy gains were only
made ¢t a fearful cost.

CONSCRIPTION FOR IRELAND.

LCONDON, April 26.
It is reported in Nationalist circles
that an Order-in-Ceuncil will be sign-
ed enforcing conscription in Ireland
next week, says a Central News de-
spatch from Dublin.

OFFICIAL REVIEW.

To Governor, St. John’s:
LONDON, April 26.

Operations to April 25: Raids had
been carried out on both sides, chiefly
for identification purposes, and artil-
lery at times was very active. The
new offensive began on the night of
April 23. After an sdvance westward
on Hazebrouch was definitely check-
ed, the enemy still made very seri-
ous endeavours at different points to
reach objectives of valué and just as
he made onc final desperate offensive
beore transferring his attack to the
North. In this case also he accepted a
rebuff for the moment and centered
his energies on the next operations.
After artillery preparation on the 23rd,
infantry attacks were launched by the
encmy at dusk north and westward
of Albert, and in the neighbourhood of
Dranoutre, which were broken up.
After general artillery activity during
the night of April 23-24, strong hostile
infantry attacks developed between
Albert and the Avre. The enemy made
some progress, capturing the village of
Villers-Bretonnheux, from the British,
and a small wood fo the northward of
Hangard from the French. Counter-
attacke deprived him of the greater
part of his gains, including Villers-
Bretonneux. The resumption of the
fight for Amiens is not yet developed.
The erdemy had only set himself limit-
ed objectives, aimed at points favor-
able for further exploitation. The use
of tanks by the Germans for the first
time in attack gave the impression
that the operations were experimental.
In s casc he aimed at the Cuchy-
Fouilloy road, about two miles west-
ward of his former positions. In re-
newed fighting or: the 24th the French
were gradually driven back short dis-
tances .from Hangcrd, which already
had changed - hands frequently, but
they remained in possession of Hailles
and Senecat wood. Although the
French are involved in this fresh. at-
tack, the blow is still mainly directed
against the British. The enemy, who

‘| now launched his new offensive after

a pause, wherin he was. able to same
extent rest his tired troops and or-

hoped. On other fronts there is no
special feature except in Palestine,
where the Hedjaz railway was raided
by Arab troops.

Five Austrian destroyers were en-
gaged by British and French destroy-
ers in the southern Adriatic. The ‘en-
emy retreated to Durazzo pursued by
Allied vessels. : e

The activiiies of the Royal Aircraft
were hampered- in.the week under re-
view by advrse weather conditions.
Aerial operations . consequently A were
greatly restricted, and. it was impos-
sible to undertake long distance raids
into Germany. During’ operations on
the 17th on the .Meteren-Wyischaete
front, airmen continually attacked en-
enmy infantry, guns and transport,
dropping over five hundred bombs in
this neighbourhood ~and firing a
large quantity’ of gmmunition at dif-
ferent ground  targets with excellent
effect. Night bombing squadrons,
whenever ihe weather permitted, con-
tinued to harrass the enemy's com-
munications, hampering the bringing
up of vitally important supplies, al-
lowing the troops withdrawn to billets
no rest. Aerial ccmbats were few, but
the enemy suffereg an irreplaceable
loss in the death of their foremost
fighting ‘pilot, Von Richtofen, who was
brought down as the result of a.fight
between our own and the enemy’s
scouts in the Somme area, constitu-
ting a heavy blow to enemy morale.

In Ttaly the weather has been unfav-
orable. British airmen on the 17th
downed eleven machines and drove
down another in addition to those
downed by Italian pilots!

Again the value of aireraft in out-
lying theatres is strikingly demon-
strated. - In consequence of our aerial
activities, the: enemy has been com-
pelled to scatter his camps and live
largely in dugouts.

The congestion on the railways
tends to throw the greater burden on
transport by road and canal and the
depletion of man-power has increased
the difficulties of ‘the railways. The
Board of Trade is tackling both prob-
lems through the Canal Control Com-
mittee and the Road Transport Board
by promoting the most economical use
of boats and vehicles to meet the re-
quirements of food and munition trans-
port. The Food Ministry .reports the
national meat rationing scheme work-
ing as smoothly troughout the coun-
try as the local scheme previously
worked in London and some counties.
The rationing of tea is under consid-
eration. Improved weather encour-
ages hopes regarding the Home meat
supply. The improveed’ milk yield is
satisfactory, enabling a greatly need-
ed increased ration of fats. Improved
imports of sugar are being utilized to
stock against the winter period of
short supplies. There is no increase
in bread consumption, but increased
imports of cereals are urgently needed,
also cheese.

We may pro-
bably be in just as good a position
to sell against the Wood Co. had we
been asked for prices. The local man
is a taxpayer and some of us are
pretty heavy ones at that. Are neot
our rights the same as the man who
is asked to quote on Hay, Oats, Kero-
sene Oil, and other civic necessaries?
I say yes, '‘and the local representa-
tive or dealer should get the prefer-
ence and not send away the business
from our doors without a proper ex-
planation for so-doing.

Thanking you in advance, Mr. Edit-
or, and trusting the Government Pur-
chasing Agent, if such exists and
which we were given to understand
did exist, to give a proper expianation
of why the local agents were not ask-
ed to quote prices at the time these
accessories were really. purchased.

A Brilliant Record.

Lance-Corporal James Stanley of

It is probable that, by this time, all
the capital ships of the new program
are completed and are either in com-
mission or shortly will be so. To-
day, the resources of the British yards
are being devoted, just as are those
of the United States, to the construc-
tion of destroyers and other anti-sub-
marine craft. -

The latest capital ships of which the
censor has permitted any information
and photographs to be made public,
are the five well-known ships of the
“Queen @izabeth” class. -These ships
mark a long step forward in that ten-

dency to merge the best qualities ot‘

the battleship anr the battle-cruiser
in a single vessel. They are credited
with a displacement of 27,500 tons,
but with full equipment of fuel, stores,
etc., their displacement is probably
nearer 29,000 tons. The class takes
its name from the “Queen Elizabeth”;
the other four are the “Warspite,”
“Valiant,” “Barham” and “Malaya.”
The “Queen Elizabeth” is familiar

to the public because of the part
campaign, when she engaged in &
long-rang?, indirect-fire bombardment
of the Turkish forts commanding the
Straits.

The “Warspite,” it will be remems-
bered, got into difficulties when she
was engaged with the ships of the
German fleet in the Battle of Jutland.
Her steering gear was jammed, and
she circled in toward the German line
and‘ was for some time the target for
the heavy gun fire of half a dozen
German ships. ' She straightened out
the difficulty and resumed her place
in the line with surprisingly small
damage. Although no particulars as
to their armor have been made publie,
it is certain that these ships must be
well covered. The survival of the
«“Warspite,” is sufficient proof of that;
for the German rfie was very accur-
ate on that day. The “Queen Eliza-
beth” is reported to carry 13 inches of
armor on the beli, turrets and bar-
bettes.

The two notable features in the
“Queen Elizabeth” are the armament
and the speed. In these ships a new
type of gun, the 15-inch, 40-caliber
piece, first made its appearance. Eight
of these are carrled, four in two tur-
rets forward and another four aft.\The
secondary battery consists of 16 eix-
inch guns, half a dozen anti-aircraft
guns, and several 12-pounders. She
has four submerged torpedo tubes,
firing the 21-inch torpedo.

The “Queen Elizabeth” has a rated
speed of 25 knots, which is remark-
ably high for a battleship—in fact, at
the time these ships were built it prac-
tically placed them, so far as speed is
concerned, in the battle-cruiser class.
They are turbine-driven, and some of
the ships, on trial, reached a sp,ed of
26 knots and over. Their high speed
stood them in good stead in the Battle
of Jutland, but not quite good enpugh.
Could they have made a knot or two
more, they would have steamed in
column. with the British battle-cruis-
ers, and, theoretically, Beatty would
have wiped out the battle-cruiser
squadron of the Germans.

The 15-inch gun is the most power-
ful piece afloat to-day in any of the
world’s navies; although it will be
outclassed by the 45-and B50-caliber,
16-inch guns which are being built for
for our latest dreadnoughts. It is 50
feet in length, weighs 86 tons, and
with a charge ~f 380 pounds of cord-
ite it delivers its 1,920-pound shell
with a muzzle velocity of 2360 feet per
second and a muzzle energy of 83,500
tons.

, It will be noted that the velocity,
judged by our standards, is low; for
our own naval 16-inch gun has been
designed for a muzzle velocity of:2,800
foot-seconds. The lower ‘velocity of

How the Kaiser
Raises Money.

Some piquant revelations of the
Kaiser’s efforts to raise money for
himself are given by Miss Edith
Keen, who spent seven years at the
German Court.

Miss Keen was engaged eight years
ago as a dresser to Princess Leopold
of Prussia, the German Empress’ sis-
ter, and during her service she met
many great personages of the Court,
including the All-Highest himself. She
only returned to England after great
difficulty. “You know too much!”
she was told.

In 1908, writes Miss Keen, the Kais-
er was getting into financlal difficul-
ties. Many of the household accounts
had not been paid for some years.
The Kaiser had a heavy personal
overdraft at his bankers.

“Ultimately, the Kaiser relieved
himself of all his pecuniary embar-
rassments by the sale of some of the
Royal estates at Potsdam.

“It was at this time that the habit
sprang up at the German Court of;
very wealthy people paying large
sums to obtain for their daughters
some sort of a  position about the
Court, either as maid-of-honor or
lady-in~waiting to the Empress. I
heard that in the season of 1910 four
Court appointments brought in £35,~
000 for the Empress.

“I.was told by the Princess Leo-
pold that one lady paid ‘the German
Empress £10,000 to . be allowed  to
accompany the Kaiserin to "the Brit-
ish Court on the occasion of the last
visit of the Emperor and Empress to
Windsor Castle. :

“Royal warrants were sold-at high
figures, as much as £1,000 being
paid by some’ tradesmen for a war-
rant, though-some, of them never, as a
matter of fact, got'any Royal custom.

“Invitations to great Court func-
tions and ceremonies could be bought

{ almost by anyone-who cared to pay |

the price for thig honor. A thousand
pounds was the usual fee for an in-
vitation,”. :

The
awful struggle seems to be approaching its climax
now and your close kinsmen are in the middle of it.

Some may ask, What is the danger? and it is my
purpose to endeavour to make it clear to you.

By some permission of Divine Provilence, which
we do not understand, a nation of criminals is now at-
tacking all that is just and true in the whole world.
Germany has set herself deliberately to violate every
law of Right and every principle of Humanity.

Never before in History has a War been planned
like this. Hitherto all wars have had some. sort of
pretext of right or impulse of passion. It has been re-
served to the German military party to plot wilfully
lzg:l wantonly a great crime against the peace of man-

And the hypocrisy with which Germany supports
the crime makes it still more abominable. As Judas
treated the Christ, Germany is treating Civilization.
Under appeals to God, Germany masks the utmost
malignities of the devil. The German nation  to-day
knows no Law except that of the pagan, the liar, the
ravisher, the murderer.  They are a curse let loose on
the Earth. And the task demanded of all of us is to
fight and conquer this curse just as in our moral life
we are bound to fight and conquer Sin. The Cause is
a far broader and holier Cause than that which im-
pelled the Crusaders against the Saracens.

We may thank God that the greater nations of the
World have realised the justice of the Cause; and I
believe that every man in Newfoundland will one day
be thankful that he was at least asked to face this
question—*Is it not my higher duty to go out and save
humanity from destruction?”

Remember that your wives, your children, your
cottages, your boats, are in positive danger if the Ger-
man breaks through France. As he is treating the
foolish Russians, so he wyill treat every nation whom
he touches—America, Canada, Newfoundland, are to
him mere objectives for his greedy brutality. He is
entirely evil, he has no sense of right and no feelings
of Mercy.

This mass of incarnate selfishness is held back by
the strong arm of the Allies in France. Will any man
of Blll'igs‘;[h race decline to do all he can to defeat and
crus

At this moment the need is specially great, for the
Germans are now desperate. They begin to realise
the truth of that dread decree' “He that takes the
sword, shall perish with the sword”. At no horror
will they hesitate if they can but escape.the punish-
ment that is their due. ..

Now on every man and woman among us lies the
duty to bear a hand in administering that punishment
a duty not only to ourselves but to posterity. If age
or health prevent some of us from going they do not
prevent us from following the greatest example ever
set to mankind and making the sacrifice of that which
is dearest to our hearts.

You young men I ask to listen carefully to the ap-
fea.ls which will once more be made to you in the next
ew weeks. Believe.me that the voluntary act of a man,
impelled by the high sense of duty, is far nobler than
the mere obedience to the provisions of a public enact.
