isLondon, Dec. 14.—Because man 
mortal, not infallible, and fortunate at 
her brightest a fickle jade, it was In­
evitable that sooner or later a day 
must come when a crippled German 
submarine would submerge beneath a 
hail 0f shells, miraculously succeed- 
in patching up her damaged hull, 
and under cover of darkness, crawl 
back to port. Word would then go out 
from Wilhelmshaven of a British 
man-of-war disguished as a lumbering 
tramp, with such and such a marking 
on bsr funnel, with stumpy masts and 
msty deckhouses which carried guns 
concealed in wheel-house and hen­
coops, whose bulwarks collapsed and 
whose bridge screens masked quick- 
firers and desperate men. To ap­
proach such a vessel was to enter a 
death-trap, unless every precaution 
was first taken to ensure she had been 
abandoned.

The Newfoundland Marine Insur­
ance Company’s annual meeting was 
held In the Board of Trade Rooms 
yesterday, at which the following 
Directors were elected for the com­
ing ÿear: President, Hon. R. K. 
Bishop; Vice-President, Hon. A.® F. 
Goodrldge ; Hon. M. G. Winter, W. S, 
Monroe, J: Browning, A. H. Murray, 
C. P. Ayre, Eric A, Bowring, W. A. 
Munn. The following Directors’ Re­
port for last year was read:

In meeting you to-day on the 8th 
annual general meeting of this Com­
pany, your Directors regret to report 
that the past year, which has been 
hard upon Marine Underwriters 
everywhere, has been found by this 
Company during the early months 
especially, a particularly untortun- 
at© year.

The loss of the s.s. Florizel, a mar­
ine disaster such as we have seldom 
to record in this country, and which 
unfortunately involved a tremen­
dous toll of human life, was a severe 
blow to the Company, as our maxi­
mum of risk was being carried at a 
minimum premium, and It will take 
years of business between New York 
and St. John’s to recoup the Com­
pany for its loss upon that occasion.

Frequent and heavy losses occur­
red during the first half of the year 
upon our foreign business by sailing 
vessels, and our figures show that 
this business, always unprofitable, 
will demand from your new Directors 
very serious consideration. During 
the past year between fifty and sixty 

the Newfoundland vessels en­
gaged in foreign, trade have been 
lost, and we now learn that London 
Underwriters are demanding greatly 
increased rate- of premium on fu­
ture business.

We have been very fortunate In 
our war risk business the past year, 
the gross premiums amounting to 
over $16,000.00, and up to the present 
time no loss has been reported. But 
for our good fortune In this line, our 
business for 1918 would be very dis­
appointing. Profitable operations 
in this branch are no longer possible,

of the paid-up capital stock 
Company to fifty per cent.
000, and with this effected 
empowered, under the provisions of 
our Charter, to increase the nominal 
capital of this Company from $150,- 
000 as at present, to $500.000, a 
change which would give this Com­
pany a better standing to meet ex­
isting and prospective competition.

If you approve and confirm this 
proposal, your Directors suggest is­
suing $60,000 of new stock at once, 
making a subscribed capital of $200,- 
000, and they anticipate no difficulty 
In placing this new stock mainly 
among present stockholders.

Hew the Decoration was Won.

LONDON, January 7.
(Via Renter’s Ottawa Agency)—The following ad­

ditional Victoria Croos le gazetted:—
PRIVATE THOMAS RICKETTS, First Battalion, 

Royal Newfoundland Regiment, for the most conspicu­
ous bravery and devotion to duty.

On October 14th, 1918, during the advance from 
Lodeghem, when the attack was temporarily held up 
by heavy hostile fire, the platoon to which he belonged 
suffered severe casualties from the fire of a battery at 
point blank range. Ricketts immediately volunteered 
to go forward with hie section commander and a 
Lewis gun to outflank thé battery. Advoncing by 
short rushes under heavy fire from enemy machine 
guns and a hostile battery, their ammunition was ex­
hausted when they were stUI three hundred yards from 
the battery. The enemy seeing the opportunity of get­
ting their field guns away, began to bring up their gun 
teams. Ricketts immediately realizing the situation, 
doubled back a hundred yards under heavy machine 
gun fire, procured further ammunition, dashed back 
to the Lewis gun, and by very accurate fire drove the 
enemy and gun teams into a farm. His platoon then 
advanced without casualties, captured four field guns, 
four machine guns and eight prisoners; the fifth field 
gun being subsequently intercepted and captured. By 
his presence of mind in anticipating the enemy’s inten­
tion and his utter disregard of personal safety, Ricketts 
secured a further supply of ammunition which directly 
resulted in these important captures and undoubtedly 
saved many lives.

ents’ part in their children’s educa­
tion, but do we, as a rule, seriously 
think of all that we are responsible 
for? And If we do, are our thoughts 
productive of corresponding actions? 
Our present low status of education is 
sufficient answer. Now, I think, you will 
admit that there is no class of men 
more intimate with the present un­
satisfactory results of our education 
than the teachers themselves. Take 
any other class of people and it is ob­
vious that the work they are engaged 
in is that which occupies most of 
their time, and even if we exclude 
the government from the foregoing, 
we must note that the government 
is concerned with all the affairs of 
the country and not education only, f 
therefore the teachers are the parties 
responsible for causing the govern-. 
ment to give that legislation which is | 
essential for better and more wide- ; 
spread educational facilities, and . 
more praiseworthy achievement. | 

If such is true, and who can gain- ' 
say it, then we are not only chained 
with a sense of responsibility but we 
also stand convicted of having shelv­
ed our responsibilities in the past. 
Of course It Is no good to pine over 
what ie gone for as Wordsworth says: 

i “Nothing can bring back the hour 
1 of splendour In the grass, of glory In 
the flower," but we can profit by the 

! past, believing as an eminent educa­
tionalist said, “that the duty of each 
generation is to gather up its inheri­
tance from the past, and thus to 
serve the present, and prepare better 
things for the future.”

Here we have the teachers’ watch­
word, “servitude.” How have we 
served during our time of engage­
ment? or, to be more explicit , what 
have we left undone and how can we 
best atone for past neglect of our 

colour“"of ! responsibilities? The welfare of the 
nation is in a big sense dependent 
upon the teachers, and therefore how 
best to provide that welfare is part 
of the teachers’ responsibility. In no 
profession or work is the responsi­
bility of man shown so fully as in 

! teaching. The children of today, the 
j men of to-morrow, are in a great 
measure the products of education, 
and their lives throughout are affect­
ed by the tutork, of their youth.

Now, even admitting, fellow teach­
ers, that the best possible work has 
been done with the material at our 
disposal, hav*we tried hard to per­
fect ourselves in our particular vo­
cation? Remember we are not only 
responsible for the. children we 
teach, but we are, what I might tprm, 
self-responsible. For the ills of our 
educational system to-day we are in 
part to blame, and perhaps our 
greatest evil is the sending out of 
untrained teachers for the moulding 
of the child’s mind. Another great 
existing wrong is the number of chil­
dren who grow up in a state of ignor­
ance, or in other words, the lack of 
compulsory education. The latter 
would come as the result of trained 
teachers, therefore the important 
need of the hour in. our educational 
programme is the training of teach­
ers. Our responsibility in this is 
apparent. For how much longer Is 
the present state of apathy or indif­
ference to exist? The answer lies 
chiefly, if not wholly, with the
teachers themselves.

The return to Paris of President 
Wilson, the arrival of Lord Robert 
Cecil, and the presence here of Leon 
Bourgeois, the French representa­
tive, marked the inauguration of ex­
changes on the definite terms by which 
the League is to be constituted. Al­
ready considerable progress has been 
made oq the various tentative pro­
posals put forward, but ln the recent 
absence of President Wilson these 
have not taken definite form, as it is 
recognized that he personally will take 
a leading part in the final formulation 
of the plan. Meanwhile, however, the 
various Governments chiefly interest­
ed are presenting outlines in quite de­
finite .form. Two British plans of this 
tentative nature have been presented, 
one by Lord Robert Cecil, the other 
by Lieut. Gen. J. C. Smuts, of the 
War Cabinet. The French plan as for­
mulated by M. Bourgeois, also has 
been compared by. the American speci­
alists, who arc preparing the ground 
work for President Wilson. Lord 
Robert Cecil’s plan outlined a broad 
and comprehensive organization of 
the League of Nations but this far it 
is in general term and has not yet 
been reduced to definite terms of en­
actment, as it would appear in a 
treaty. General Smuts’ plan is along 
similar lines, but more general, and is 
mainly a thesis on the advanages of 
such a League of Nations.

GERMANS' EVADING ARMISTICE 

CONDITIONS.
PARIS, Jin. 7.

Only ten days remain before the 
expiration of the time allotted to 
Germany for the meeting of thé arm­
istice terms of Marshal Foeh, and 
many of the details still remain not 
entirely complied with. This is par­
ticularly true as concerns article four 
of the armistice regarding the sur­
render of war materials, especially 
guns and airplanes.

A 
great number of the 150,000 railway 
cars in good working order called for 
are still undelivered.

Add­
ed to the non-fulfillment of the sur­
render of war paraphernalia is the 
failure of Germany to abide by her 
agreement to repatriate immediately 
a great number of Entente soldiers 
still held as prisoners, and in high 
quarters here the question has aris­
en if, in spite of Marshal Foch's ac­
customed indulgence, the- InteV-Al- 
lied Command will not be more severe 
ln its dealings with Germany when 
the expected request by Germany for 
a further delay in meeting the Allied 
terms comes up for discussion.

NATIONAL MOURNING.
HAVANA, Jan. .

Congress, to-day, unanimously 
adopted'a resolution, declaring Wed­
nesday a day of national mourning, in 
honor of the death of Colonel Theo­
dore Roosevelt. It was also decided 
to have inscribed on a bronze tablet a 
copy of the former President’s -letter 
to President Palmas, written on the 
occasion of the “institution” of the Re­
public of Cuba.

A 
monument is to be erected to Colonel 
Roosevelt, and sculptors in all parts 
of the world will, be asked to send de­
signs for the menjorlal, an award be­
ing given to the person whose design 
is accepted.

HUNDREDS KILLED.
LONDON, Jan. 8.

Several hundred persons have been 
killed in the fighting in Berlin, ac­
cording to a Copenhagen despatch to 
the Exchange Telegraph Co., but up 
till two o’clock this morning no de­
tails of conditions there had been re« 
ceived. The government seems, at 
least provisionally, to be master of 
the ,situation.

SERIOUS STRIKE TROUBLE.
BUENOS AIÉES, Jan. 7.

Several persons were killed and 
more than a score wounded, during a 
fight betaween police and strikers 
at the Vasena Iron Works, on the 
outskirts of this city this afternoon. 
It is understood that a general strike 
of labor workers will be declared to­
morrow, because of the refusal of 
shipowners to meet the demands 
made by the men three weeks ago. A 
prefect of the port assembled troops 
to-night to prevent disorder in case 
a strike is called.

PREMIER TO MAKE CHANGES.
LONDON, Jan. 7.

Premier Lloyd George returned to 
London from Wales to-day, and Is 
expected to bring about the adoption 
of some of the contemplated changes 
for a more rapid demobilization of 
these men who can be spared before 
the treaty of peace is signed. A War 
Office statement issued to-day. prints 
an address by Mplor General Field­
ing, commander of the London Dis­
trict, to troops assembled in the War 
Office quadrangle to-day. He abso­
lutely refused to consider grievances 
submitted In such a manner by the 
troops, and told them they must bring 
their objections to their own head­
quarters and to their commanding 
officers. He reminded them that the 
war was still oiuand that “although 
we have won the war we may lose the 
peace.”

Items of Interest
At the morgue in Paris, where are 

laid the bodies of unidentified victims 
of unsolved crimes, detectives are told 
off to watch the crowd of visitors who 
come to look at the ghastly remains, 
for It is well known that murderers 
have a peculiar fascination in seeing 
the dead bodies of their victims again.

A uniform system of long distance 
and toll telephone rates is to be put 
into effect by the U. S. Postmaster- 
General January 21. A big redaction 
in night telephone rates is made. Be­
tween 8.80 and 12 p,m. the rate on 
long distance calls will be one-half 
the regular or day rate. Between mid­
night and 4.30 a.m. the rate will he 
one-fourth of the regular rate. The 
statement from the Post Office De­
partment announced that in future rc- 
ducions are contemplated.

So far as England was concerned, 
the end of the greatest war the world 
has ever seen was celebrated far more 
quietly than the end of far less im­
portant wars. After Waterloo amaz­
ing scenes were witnessed In London 
and the provinces. In one of the sub­
urbs of the metropolis a wealthy ec­
centric announced that he would burn 
down his house on the following 
night, which he did amidst scenes of 
wildest enthusiasm.

By it the Province of Lower 
Canada again received Its old name 
of Quebec, and Upper Canada re­
ceived the name ot Ontario. But as 
regards Quebec, no change was made 
in its territorial Jurisdiction.

of Hudson’s Straits. I give these de- 
toils to shew that from time immem­
orial the above portion' of our great 
dependency was under the jurisdic­
tion of Newfoundland.

The dispute at present existing over 
the Boundary Question is not, of 
course, an international one, and can 
be settled by the Privy Council, and 
that quickly in our fàyor, because 
Quebec has no right whatever on the 
disputed territory, and has no busi­
ness to interfere with our affairs. As 
I understand it the storm m a tea-pot 
arose over thé fact that a Customs of­
ficial had been appointed at Rigolette, 
near Lake Melville, and compelled 
Canadians, who had made a settle­
ment or business centre there, to pay 
duties, which went into the revenue ot 
this country.

The Letters Patent of 1876, which 
were practically a repetition ot form­
er ones, based upon the Treaties and 
Acts of Parliament, state as follows:

“And further knew ye, that We of 
Our special Grace, certain knowledge 
and motion, have thought fit to con­
stitute, order tod declare that there 
shall be a Governor In and over Onr 
Island of Newfoundland, and the Is­
lands adjacent, and all the coast of 
Labrador, from the entrance ot Hud-_rti_____ii- n line 4/i ha Aeewm Hna

=J=Uf^tions which follow, the expression 
used is always the "Coast of Labra­
dor,” though "distinctly moaning the 
coast with the land behind it, to some 
distance.

In the present case the land from 
the mouth of the River fit John to 
the head waters of the same river, a 
distance of one hundred and twenty 
ciilee inland is called "the Coast,” 
aa* Quebec accepts that Interpreta­
tion of the word.

Secondly. The above description 
throws light on the hitherto inex­
plicable words of the Newfoundland 
Royal Instruction already quoted, 
viz., “a line to be drawn due north 
and south from Blanc Sablon to the 
53rd degree of North Latitude.”

“Now," continues His Grace, “by 
the Proclamation of 6 Geo. IV. (18»), 
the dividing line between Quebec and 
Newfoundland was removed east­
wards from the River SL John to 
Blanc Sablon; as there is no river at 
this latter place, they adopted a 
straight line drawn due north and 
south, iu other words a meridian, 
until it reached a point due east­
wards of the head waters ot SL John 
River, namely, to the 62nd degree 
north latitude.- Hence the northern 
boundary of Quebec Province in this 
place Is the 68nd degree, or parallel,

It seems that there can be no 
doubt that at that time the western 
boundary of Newfoundland territory 
was a straight line drawn from the 
head waters ot the River SL John to 
Hudson’s Straits. Now, when by the 
Act ot 1826 (6 Geo. IV.) the final 
change was made, and the portion of 
tiie coast between the River SL John 
and Blanc Sablon was again given to 
Quebec, it was distinctly defined on 
the north as being the 62nd parallel 
ot north latitude.
