With the opening paragraphs 
of the Address of the President 
of the Fishermen’s Protective 
Union, delivered to the 14th An­
nual Convention, few will find 
fault, unless it be the sharehold­
ers themselves. The sentiments 
expressed are purely commer­
cial, and is in effect a brief re­
sume of the volume of business 
done by the Trading Company 
during the year. Of course the 
usual bombast is there and the 
perennial boast that the U.T.C. 
is doing far more trade in im­
ports and exports than any 
other concern in the island. 
Whether this is so or not is an­
other matter. If the Trading 
Company has only accomplished 
half of that which the President 
says it has, then it is to be con 
gratulated as a going concern 
and one of the main integers of 
commerce in the whole colony. 
Wîth the internal economy of 
the Trading Company or any of 
the other associate companies, 
the public has nothing whatever 
to do Only the shareholders are 

> interested in the financial state 
ments. These companies are no 
more to be criticized in the con­
duct of their affairs than any 
other firm in trade. And we 
must repeat once more that it 
has never been our policy to 
delve into the transactions of 
any copartnership or limited 
liability company. How these 
manage their own affairs is not 
any person’s business, so long as 
the conduct of the same is legi­
timate and within the law. 
Whether they make profits or 
incur losses depends entirely on 
the methods and system of man­
agement, but such has no place 
in the scheme of public affairs, 
and is not a matter for public 
discussion. No person, so far as 
we know, has made, any move to 
kill the commercial present or 
future of the Union Trading 
Company. The daily press has 
ever treated the business end of 
the Union with the same court­
esy and respect shown similar 
ventures. Nor is there any de­
sire whatever on the part of 
those who are and will remain 
strongly opposed to the political 
aspirations of the Union itself, 
to injure in any way, shape or 
form the credit or reputation of 
the concern, which Mr. Coaker 
says has carried on such a tre­
mendous business. May it con­
tinue to do so is all the harm any 
honest person wishes it. But 
there is another aspect to this.

The Magis­
trate of Channel was sent for to try 
these men for their crime—-it it can 
be called a crime under euch Circum­
stances—and after trial all tour were 
sentenced to one month’s imprison­
ment each in Channel gaol. They 
were taken to Channel In the motor 
boat "Douglas” owned by the tog alarm 
keeper and his son. Our light keep­
er here once had a boat, but was com­
pelled to sell it or lose his Job. But 
it is not so with the fog alarm keeper

He can have hie boat and carry pas­
sengers, to the detriment of the fisher­
men who oould earn a few dollars in 
this way. The money paid tot hiring 
the "Douglas” to take these four fish­
ermen to Channel would hâve not 
been accepted by any of their fellow, 
and we do not believe that the Magis­
trate could have offered enough to 
induce any fisherman of Rose Blanche 
to convey these men to prison.

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Turkish Nationalists
At Home.

In the afternoon, I repaired to the 
wide and pleasant terrace above the 
beach at Inebolu, for a dish of sherbet; 
in the coffee-house. This terrace was 
a favorite resort of the men of the 
town in their hours of ease, and I 
never lacked a companion who knew a 
little French or English.

French and Italian ships appeared 
in the roadstead at least six times a 
week, and an occasional Russian ship 
shows up under a French flag . The 
watched the boatmen at work. The 
cargo brought in consisted chiefly of 
army supplies. I was told that small 
Bolshevist boats had been making this 
port with precious cargo for the Na­
tionalists, but that they were now go­
ing to ports farther east. Occassional- 
ly a Greek warship appeared in the 
offlnç, on the lookout for the venture­
some Turkish boats from Constanti­
nople, but it dared not interfere with 
steamers flying the flags of the Allies 
and could not stand helplessly by 
while they discharged Nationalist pas­
sengers and cargo for Angora.

In the evening all the men of the 
town congregated there for their 
“nightcap” of Turkish coffee. The 
last bulletin with news from the front 
had already been posted on the terrace, 
and the courier from Castamuni had 
arrived with the daily paper. There 
was much eager discussion of the 
day’s news.

“In this new Turkey,” said a mer­
chant to me as we sat on the terrace, 
enjoying the cool evening breeze from 
the sea, “the Turk must remain the 
effendi. We shall never again permit 
the control of business in this land 
to slip out of our hands.” And he had 
confidence that by the fiat of govern­
ment the commercial monopoly of the 
Turks in Turkey had been for all time 
assured.

As we talked, great ox-carts were 
being loaded at the Custom-house near 
by with supplies for the army in the 
interior and were setting out in creak­
ing procession to make the steep as­
cent of the mountains in the cool of 
the night. “The young ir.cn are all 
with the army." said my companion, 
"and the transport, as you see, is in 
the hands of boys and old men and 
women.” I was amazed at the st-ength 
and agility shown by the worn women 
who heaved bales and boxes into place 
on the wagons, adjusted the loads and 
with poles worried the oxen into 
proper position and started them off 
on their long pull. Their scanty drees 
was frayed and dirty; their feet were 
bare; but they never forgot the Mos 
lem tenet of feminine modesty. In 
the midst of their scurrying hither and 
thither they kept their scarfs drawn 
over their faces, holding them in place 
by a fold clenched between their 
teeth. The veil, like the fez, was a 
symbol of the Nationalists. In the five 
weeks of my sojourn in Anatolia, I saw 
only three unveiled Moslem women.—
