As this
cheque was apparently questioned, it
seems only fair that I should set my-
self right in the eyes of the public.

Let me tell you, sir, I am the Re-

lieving Officer for a portion of Placen-
tia Bay. I received my appointment
from the Commissioner of Public
Charities, who instructed mé to sup-
ply as little relief as possible and to
investigate carefully all cases before
giving any relief. This I have always
endeavoured to do and I feel sure I
have not spent one dollar that was
not absolutely necessary.
The cheque referred to above, while
it was drawn in my favor, was not for
me personally, as many people may
think; but it was for different people
in other parts of the Bay.

When I received my instructions
from the Commissioner to relieve the
very needy cases, T had to communi-
cate with business men in other parts
of the Bay ,and arrange with them,
through the Justices of the Peace and
Clergymen, to ‘relieve distress in
their settlements; but only as little
as possible. These bills in time came
to me to be certified, and I certified
only those from people who had been
anthorized by me io relieve distre:s.

In many cases bills were sent me
to be certified, but as I had given np
authority I could not certify them:
consequently the people did not get
their money. The certified bills were
always sent to the Commissioner, who
sent a cheque for the total amount of
the bills received. I then had to pay
the different busigess men who had
supplied the necessary goods.

My only idea, in reference to the
above is, as I said before, to place my-
gself right with the public.

Burbank 'celebrated in the vegetable
kingdom is looked forward to as
possible by a contrlbutor to Le
Matin (Paris).

hagen, who has gained fame by prac-
tical discoveries in ichthyology, and
especially by finding that the French
eel brings up its families far from
home, near owr own continent.

“A Danish scientist, Dr. Johs
Schmidt, - has demonstrated a dis-
turbing fact.

celebrated by Rabelais, interest them |
very much. No one has ever discov-
ered how they reproduce their kind.

“Now Dr. Johs Schmidt has shown
that the eel 6f our streams isfan ex-
traordinary creature, who leaves
France and emigrates to the sea to
lay its eggs in the open ocean, in the
neighborhood of North America, to
the northeast of the Antilles.

“In this relatively small region
the young ell develops slowly and
neeks again the shores of France,
where it arrives at the age of three
vears. Our fishermen then call it
civelle, bouiron or piballe, and. catch
it in vast numbers. Those that escape
the nets ascend rivers and brooks,
even travelling over solid ground on
wet nights, and establish themselves
in lakes, ponds and ditches, far in-
land.

Unfrocked Clergyman
as Brazilian Hero

For some time past rumors have

Quite often I have been criticized by
some persons because I have been paid
huge sums of money for my end of the
fights I have engaged in gince winning
the championship.

" It has been pointed out that $100,~

000, was the top price before my day,

but that since then I have been paid

$300,000 for one fight and something
liké $450,000 for anmother. Which is!
about true. )

But I can't figure out why I should
be condemne® for getting all the pay
that I can get for my services. Isn't
that the common custom. in work?
Doesn’t every mén try to get as big a
salary, as big a commission or &5 big a
percentage as is possible? ;

Since I won the title, I have engaged
in five battles. My purse has been big-
ger for each new fight. But I have the
consolation of knowing that in each
and every instance—but one—the man
who promoted the show I engaged in
made money for himself, Never, ex-
cept in Montana, did any promoter or
group of promoters lose money when I
fought in defence of my crown.

Floyd Made Profit.

I got something like $55,000 in Ben-
ton Harbor when I fought Billy Miske

 handled right.

Perhaps they figure another $500,000.
That made a total of $1,000,000. But’
the intake was reported to be about

{ $%,600,000. So Tex made a neat profit |
{ for himself and the crowd saw a good
| fight.

The Montana men offered me $310,-l
000 to fight Tommy Gibbons. They paid ;
$210,000 and then flunked. The day be-
fore the fight they turned the gate over
