But I have not been able to conjure
up any other manner than this of ex-
posing the slanderous nature of the
charge referred to.

The street was busy all along the
waterfront, and the glare of the glec-
tric' lights seemed to impart anima-
tion to the scene.

It was
solemn, Just there and then, it was
as unexpected as was the accident
which cauded the death of the young
man; but it {8 the unexpected which
often happens—it {s the unexpected
that checks us in our forgetfulness,
and sometimes brings us, 1liké the
prodigal of old, to ourselves. Halted
was our car and silent was our com-
pany. The procession was up to us,
The members of the Society of which
the deceased had been a member, led
the way, and in the elaborate regalia
of their order, they respected them-
gelves as well as their failen brother.
Flowers—ever the emblem of purity,
hope and immortality— were laid in
rich profusion .upon the casket. The
flowers suggested a ‘host of memories
—memories better understood than
expressed.

They told of gentle hands which
twined the wreaths, of tender love
which prompted the token, of distant
friends who could not be present, of
youthful bloom so soon cut down, and
of the fragrance of abiding friendship.
These sentiments are all beautiful in
their place, but there was more than
t : there was the sanctity of a

'oman’s love, The flowers were not
altogether unexpected; it was the oc-
casion which was unexpectea, for it
was a funeral instead of a wedding.

Slowly the procession passed on in
the direction of the railway station,
from which place the young engineer
had driven his engine yesterday
morning, as he stood at the throttle,
master of the situation.

Resolved: “That the present Gov-
ernment was justified in repealing the
Prohibition Act.” Such was the inter-
esting topic of debate at Wesley
Young Men's Literary Class last
night. The affirmative was led by
Messrs. B. S8immonds and 'W. Grouchy
and the negative by A. B, Hayward
and Henry Francis, The affirm-
ative contended that after a trial of
over seven years the Prohibition Act
has been branded by public opinion
as a farce and @& demoralizing Act.
It did not prohibit; it turmed out to
be a huge joke. Plenty of rum could
be got with a script and the present
Government was certainly justified in
repealing an Act which did net serve
the purpose for which it was intro-
duced. They also claimed it would
be absolutely ridiculous for a newly-
elected Government to abolish an Act
which gave satisfaction and served
the purpose for which it was intend-
ed, but it was because it turned out
to be a huge joke, and because rum
could be got just the same as if there
was no prohibition, the present Gov-
ernment threw it out. The people
demahded that something be done
with it and the members of Parlia-
ment being the mouthpiece of the
people were certainly justified in re-
pealing the Act.

The negative contended that the
present Government was not justified
in' repealing the Act when they had
nothing better to put in its place, and
their attitude in doing something with
it- should have been the enforcing of
the Act right to the letter, The nega=
tive further claimed that nearly all
laws are sometimes broken, and the
violating of a law was not an argu-
ment that it was a failure and o
good. The negative despised the bot-

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We give to-day a review of the work |
of the Association for the past few
mr- to show what has been accom-
plished by this association for poultry
ooult\n'e in Newfoundland. It has been
ve since 1910, having been .or-
l‘lnllly organized by the late Judge
Emerson, Wm. Barker (Secretary),
the late Hen. Geo. Knowling, Percie
Johnson; John McNeil, Hon. W. C.

| Job, Judge Frank Morris, Walter Reid,

Otto Rusch, W. R. Butler and others,
who had the body incorporated under
Nfid. laws, “to. introduce superlor
breeds of fowls, ducks, geese and
turkeys into the Colony, and to en-
courage their distribution amongsi
its people and arouse a deeper inter-
est in the importance of poultry cul-
ture generally as is done by the other
gountries of the world.”

The invitation to form the associa-
tion was issued by Hons. Judge Em-
erson and W C, Job, and the first
meeting was held in «the Board of
Trade Rooms on Nov. 10th, 1910. The
first annual general meeting was held
February 2nd, 1911, and the Associa-
tion then had been duly incorporated
and forty members had taken shares.
The President was Judge Emerson;
1st Vice-President, Hon. W. C. Job;
2nd Vice-President, Hon. Geo. Know-
ling; Secretary, Wm. Barker; Treas-
urer, S. O. Steele; Directors, A. Mac-
Keen, John McNeil, Percie Johnson,-
Walter Reid and H. Parsons. At this
meeting P. Johnson reported that he
had the pleasure of meeting Prof. J.
P. Landry, of the Canadian Govern-
ment College, Truro, whom he hoped
would visit Nfid. and lecture on Poul-
try Culture. Judge Landry has visited
Newfoundland many times since 1910,
and is now visiting St. Johp’s again
to make the awards on the Poultry
Show this year. Newfoundland is un-
der a deep sense of gratitude to Prof.
Landry, who has come here often at
a great personal sacrifice in the inter-
est of poultry culture, and he has seen
wonderful improvemé‘nts since 1911 :n
the quality of the birds shown and
those around the country generally.
The Association has always had the
strong support of the various Minis-
ters of Agriculture, and the present
‘Secretary, A. J. Bayly, has done yoe-
man service in assisting the Associa-
tion in every way possible, Mr, Bayly
during the past two years accom-
panied the lecturers of the Associa-
tion in their visits to  suburban lo-
calities and villages and has Je€tured
on agriculture, principally of the var-
jous diseases attacking our potato
crops and giving the public various
remedies to overcome the pests. In
this connection the Poultry Associa-
tion has given free illustrated lantern
lectures at the following places:—
Kilbride, Petty Harbor, Topsail, Kel-
ligrews, Pouch Cove, Mount Cashel,
Topsail Rd. Sanitorium, Brookfield
School House, Ropewalk Club House,
St. Bon’s College, Bishop Spencer
College and at their poultry shows.
The attendance was good and the
people were all keenly interested
everywhere. As a result some modern
poultry houses were erected and pure
bred birds and eggs Wwere purchased
and the results are now in evidence,
the general effect being that with the
knowledge gained at these lectures
interest has been aroused to more in-
telligent ways and methods which re-
sulted in increased egg supply and
larger birds, This idea of public lec-
tures was inaugurated during the time
that Dr. Campbell was Minister of
Agriculture, The doctor joined the
Association, raised pure bred birds as
an example to others, won many blue
ribbons at the Annual Exhibitions,
and was the first Minister of Agricul-
ture to have done so.

It is estimated that 6 to 8 thou-
sand eggs are distributed every spring
for hatching purposes by members of
the Association as well as a large
number of breeding birds every year.
Evidences of this can be seen at He-
bron, Labrador, St. Anthony, West-
port, Fogo, Bonavista, Kelligrews,
Placentia, Bay Roberts, Grand Falls,
Pouch Cove, Belleoram and many
other places too numerous to men-
tion. The Association has issued
pamphlets on Poultry Culture through
the mails, and have published locally
written articles on various subjects
©of poulgry breeding in the pregs. Two
of its members, to test the quality of

pirds grown in Nfid., have sent birds

to the big Exhibitions in the TU.S.A.
and have won ribbons there. ‘One
member secured five silver cups and
gold his six birds for four hundred
and fifty dollars, thus showing what
can be done in this country. The As-
sociation’s annual show costs a thou-
sand dollars, and acts as a practical
demonstration of the class of birds
produced here. The blue ribbon and
cash prize of one dollar for first prize
are an incentive to breed good stock
and maintain a high standard. Mem-

Stewardship of Culture

“Of the many admirable speeches
to which I had the pleasure of listéh-
ing at the Birmingham Copec in Ap-
xil last, there is one, I think, that re-
mains so fixed in my memory as an
earnest plea put forward by a young
lady for the fuller recognition of the
stewardship of culture,” writes “G.J.”
in the Manchester Guardian.

“The Christian conscience, she re-
minded us, grows daily more and more
uneasy concerning wealth which is
amassed and used for merely personal
ends, but it still suffers to go unre-
proved those who keep to themselves
intellectual riches, while yet they do
little or nothing to share their great
possessions with others. The speaker
herself was speaking under the flve-
minutes rule of the Conference, and
was therefore unable to develop her
theme in any detail, but here surely
is an extension of the Copec idsal of
service which well deserves to be con-
sidered.

“‘If anybody,’ Macaulay once wrote,
in a charming letter to his little niece,
‘i anybody would make me the great-
est king that ever lived, with palaces
and gardens and fine dinners and wine
and coaches and beautiful clothes afid
hundreds of seivants, on eondition thal
i wotld not read books, I would not
be a king. T would rather be a poor
man in a garret with plenty of books
than a king whe did net leve reading.’
And there are thousands Wwhe have
only tasted of the stream of which
Meaeaulay had drunk se deep Who
would say the same, But of the de-
lights of culture it is superfluous to
speak, as superfluous as to wurge its
worth and need.
