SHEEP FOR MIicHIGAN.—Mr. A. Bab-
cock has for the last few days been enga-
ged in making purchases from some of
the choicest Leicester and Cotswold flocks
in this neighborhood, and yesterday ship-
ped a car load. The following are some

of his purchases we have heard of : From

\'THE GUELPH PACKING HOUSE.
Some of our redders may not be aware
|that the Gidelph Packing House has been
in operation for a month past. As this is
a new branch of business in the town,
and as everything which tends to in-
crease our prosperity and add to our pop
ulation, deserves encouragement at our

be put of place.

The buildings in which the slaughter-
ing, packing, &c., is carried on, are situa-
ted close to the Waterloo Road, a little
south of Sleeman’s brewery. Quite a
large space of ground has been secured
for the purpose, so that as the business
expands, as the proprietors have every
reason to expect, the premises may be
greatly extended. On ane gide of the
road leading to the works are situated
the slaughter house for cattle, ice house,
and building where the beef is cut up,
salted and barrelled. The ice-house is
capable of storing 500 tons of ice, which
is used for summer curing, so that the
heat is no impediment in carrying on the
work all the year round. In winter, of
course, this extra labour is not required,
for then after the carcases have hung a
sufficient time, they are at once taken to
the packing room, cut up and salted.
Underneath this packing room is & capa-
cious stone cellar 30 feet square, which
will be used in winter for thawing out
frozen hogs, and also for dry sal—ting and
curing hams and bacon for the English
market.

On the opposite side of these buildings
another range of houses are being put up,
and arc now nearly finished, for slaugh-
tering, scalding, dvessing and packing
hogs. The arrangements are such that
all these processes will be performed in
the least possible time. The tank in
which the carcasses are scalded will be
supplied with hot water from a large
boiler with a capacity of driving an en-
gine of ten horse power, which is now be-
ing made by Messrs. Robertson & Sons.
In an adjoining building the lard and
tallow will be rendered by steam suppli-

for the market. No part about the
animals is wasted. The heads and horns
of the cattle are rendered down for grease,
and from the feet is made neats foot oil.
The blood even is preserved, and carried
off in A drain to a large tank, from
whence it is taken and spread over the
ficlds as manure. The offal too is also
sold for pigs feed or for manure. The
hides are taken away each day by the
tanners. The meat cuttings, and other
parts of the animals used for food, but
not sent away are sold by retail at the
Company’s shop on Gordon street, at a
cheap rite. A plentiful supply of water
is provided at the slaughter housés, so
that after the day’s work is over, and the
floors washed and cleaned up, nothing
in the shape of offensive matter is left
which would cause an unpleasant smell.
The beef and pork are cut up into differ-
ent brands to suit the English market,
and packed intostrong hardwood barrels,
each barrel containing 304 lbs., this be-
ing the regulation weight for the British
army and navy.

Although the works have only beenin
operation a few weeks, and the necessary
buildings arrangements not yet complet-
ed, 250 barrels of choice beef have al-
ready been packed and shipped. It is
expected that in a week or two the works
will be in full operation, when there will
be facilities for cutting up 100 hogs aday,
and about 100 cattle a week. The

atic and expeditious manner. As an in-
stance we may state that two of the
butchers the other day killed and dress-
ed two oxen in the remarkably short
space of six minutes. When the workg
are in full blast from 30 to 40 hands will
be steadily employed. The wages of so
many hands, coupled with the money
laid out for barrels, &c., &c., all
made in fown, will amount to a very
large sum in the year; to say nothing of
the vast amount which will be paid out
to the farmers for cattle and hogs.

The proprietors are at present paying
the highest price for live hogs, and we
think it would be greatly to the advan-
tage of farmers if they would give more
of their attention to this part of their
business now that they have a ready
home market at all times for their hogs,
as well as for their cattle, for which the
highest figures will be paid. We trust
that the spirited projectors of this estab-
lishment will meet with all the encour-
agement they deserve, and that ere long
the Guelph Packing House will be a
source of profit to them, as it assuredly
will be of great advantage to the Town
of Guelph.

GARIBALDI ARRESTED.

FRENCH TROOPS SENT TO
ROM

ITALY IN A FERMENT.

The Atlantic telegraph despatch of
lagt night, gives the following import-
ant news from Italy :—

FLORENCE, Sept. 23 —The Roman
government is takmi Freoautionary
steps aﬁninst an attack from without
or a sudden rising within the city.—
All the pontifical troops are being
withdrawn from outlying pointsin the
provinces of Civita Vecchia, Viterbo
and Villetri, and concentrated in and
around the city of Rome. s

FLORENCE, SEPT. 24.—Thegovern-
ment is sending troops to the frontiers
of the Roman territory. Despatches
from Rome state that many arrests
have been made there of parties sus-
pected to be in correspondence with
Garibaldi and his followers.

FLORENCE, Sept. 24.—Garibaldi has
been arrested by the Italian govern-
ment. He was taken prisoner while
crossing the Roman frontier.

PaRis, Sept. 24,(evening).—Troops
have left France for Rome.

Manchester, Sept. 24.—Arrests of
alleged rioters are still being made
here by the police. A special commig-
sion is to be appointed and will soon
assemble to try the cases of the parties
now in jail on the charge of taking
part in the riot last week.

Dublin, Sept. 24.—A report has
been received here from the south of
Ireland that asuspicious looking craft
supposed to be a Fenian vessel, has
n seen cruising off the coast of
Kerry. An unfortunate conflict oe-
curred in the streets of Limerick yes-
terday between the people and the
royal troops. The latter fized bay-
onets and charged upon the crowd.—
Eight persons are reported wounded,
ang one man killed.

Berlin, Sept. 24.—The North Ger-
man Gazette, the reputed organ of
Count Von Bismarck, says the South
German states are now free to join
the Confederation of the North and
make Germany one nation. In the
North German Parhiament to-day dur-
ing the debate on the address of the
King of Prussia, Count Von Bismarck
made a patriotic speech. He declared
that if the German nation wished to
unite there was no power strong
enough to hinder the union, nor was
there any power paltry enough to
make the attempt.

London, Sept. 24.— It is reported
that the Emperor of Russia has refus-
ed a proffer of alliance made by the
Sublime Porte, and he is now seekin
an alliance between = Russia an
France.

New York, Sept. 24— An extensive
fire occurred this evening near thé in-
tersection of Grand and Tompkins
streets. Fourteen buildin%%{v)vere de-
stroyed. Loss about $200,000.

New York, Sept. 25.—The follow-
ing are special telegrams to Herald—

%‘lorence, Sept. 24—QGaribaldi was
engaged in perfecting his plan of in-
vasion of tﬁ: Pontifical territory,
which embraces the /idea of an imme- l
diate march on Rome, which, if suc-|
cessful, the eternal city was to be pro-
claimed the capital of united Italy by
the leader of the party of action. His
intentions and designs were made
known to his adherents and conse-
quently to the King's government in
t&‘lis city, by the ecirculation amongst
the reyolutionists of a very inflamma-
tory address, dated and issued on the |
220d inst. The issue of this revolu- |
tionary paper placed king Victor Em-
manuel 1n a very difficult position. By
the-recent convention with France,
under which the French troops evacu-
ated Rome, he is bound to maintain
the Papal territory frec from fillibus-
terism. Coming from Italy, even at
the cost of offending his progressive
friends among the people, the king has
executed his treaty with fidelity. He
replied to Garibaldi by a royal procla-
mation ecircular on Sunday, in which
he denounced the Garibaldian move-
ment, cautioning his subjects adgainst
aiding or taking part in it, and declar-
ed his resolve to arrest and nﬁqrously
punish any of his people who disobey-
ed him, as well as others arrested on
the soil of Italy engaged in_any way
against the laws of nations. By virtue
of this proclamation, Garibaldi has
been arpested, and dn'ough this act
may ensue the settlement of the long-
pending Italio-Roman and Papal tem-
poralities question.. The arrest of the

For
the Canada Company’s premium there
are nine entries, nearly all the intend-
ing exhibitors living east of Toronto.—
For the prize offered for the best two
bushels of white winter wheat, there is
what promises to be a very lively com-
petition. The number of entries is twen-
ty-five, and the local agriculturists come
out strong. The prize for the best two
bushels of red winter wheat brings out
eleven competitors.
