Records of the Crops,

We have received from the head office
of the Grand Trunk Railway, the annual
report of the state of the crops
that line, and its branches. The follow-
ing report of the cropsgin this section
and neighbourhood will be of some inter-
est:

Hausure.-~The quality of the differ-
ent kinds of grain is good. The yield
will average from 12 to 14 bushels per
acre, and spring wheat will yield about
15 bushels per acre; peas, bar! and
oats a light crop, and it is almost impos-
sible to tell the average as there issuch
a difference in the yield. Some fields
show a splendid crop, others are not
worth cutting, so that on the whole there
will not be an average crop. Thereisa
large quantity of flax sown in this neigh-
borhood this seasdn, but the crop is
light both in fibre and seed ; potatoes and
turnips will be a good erop, Thereisa
large quantity of cheese made in this vi-
cinity.

The Provincial Exhibition.

The Twenty Seventh Provincial Ex-
hibition may be said to bave fairly open-
ed on Tuesday. All Hamilton was astir
at an early hour, the streets assumed a
more than ordinary busy look, and on
the arrival of the early trains the main
thoroughfares leading to the grounds
were crowded with visitors, Still the at-
tendance during the day was not, in our
opinion, so large as we have seen it in
other places, and in Hamilton on former
ears, The weather throughout was;
autiful, and all day long groups of
sight seers roamed about from one place
to another, all eager to gratify their
curiosity.
The Show outside is very attractive,
and equal’in nearly all respects to any
preceding onces. In implements, espe-
cially, there is a decided improvement,
and the large increase in the number
shown testifies to the interest felt in this
important branch of agricultural industry
both by the makers and farmers. The
Show inside is not equal in many respects
to the last one held in Hamilton, or the
one in Toronto or London. In nota few
of the departments there is a positive fall
ing off. Long stretches of space are
quite empty, nota few tables are entirely
bare,which gives the visitor an unfavour-
able 1dea of the show, and gives the
palace rather a bare looking appearance.
In the horticultural department there
is a fine display of fruit of all kinds, but
in roots and vegetables the show is not
y any means remarkable. We have
seen a better display of vegetables at a

There isan excellent display of Devons,
Mr. Geo. Rudd, Puslinch,and M. Wm.
Aitcheson, Guelph, exhibit largely in
this class, The former shows an aged
bull, two bull ealves, cow, heifer, heifer
calf and herd of Devons. The latter
shows aged bull, 3 bull ealves, cow, heifer
calf and herd of Devons,
As we said before there isa splendid
show of Ayrshires. S
The Galloways do not make such
a. large display. Mr. Wm. Hood,
of Guelph, shows a herd of 20
Galloways, comprising .2 three year
old bulls, 1 two year old bull, 5 cows, and
the remainder young cettle. They make
the finest herd in any variety on the
grounds. Mr, Thomas McCrae, Guelph,
shows a herd of 12. There is 1 two year
old bull and 1 bull calf, 8 cows, and the
rest young heifers. Mr, Peter Rennie,
Garafraxa. has an aged cow, 1 three year
old cow, and 1 heifer calf. Mr. Alex.
Watt, Elora, has 1 aged cow,1 three year
old ¢ow, 2 two year old heifers,1 yearling
and 1 heifer ealf.
In the grade class there isa very fine
show, and here again Wellington takes a
prominent piace, Mr. Henlock Young,
Messrs, Hunter,and Watt, of Pilkington,
and Myr. P. Rennie are exhubitors of some
very superior cattle.
In fat cattle Mr, John 8. Anmstrong,
Eramosa, makes a most creditable dis-
play. He shows some splendid fat steers,
in prime condition ; two of which weigh
about 3,000 1bs each, two 2,600 1bs each,
and one about 2,500 1bs.

We notice some fine animals
shown by Mr. Stone, and also some good
sheep by Mr, James Anderson, Puslinch.
The other classes of eheep do not call for
any special rémark.
