Mr. Mackenzie says, avoid for the
present the construction of about
1,300 miles of railway, estimated to
cost from sixty to eighty million of
dollars, When the summer
route is completed, the Government
will turn its attention to building
the 900 miles through the desert
country north of Lake Superior, and
the line from Fort Garry through
the Saskatchewan country to join
the long link to the Pacific. ta
It is easy enough to talk glibly, as
Sir John A. Macdonald did, about
building hundreds and thousands of
miles of railway; but doing the work
is a very different thing.
