OTTAWA, Oct. 11.—Victoria islanq,
close to Chats falls in the Ottawa river,
thirty miles from Ottawa, has been
éold. Thereby is said to hang a tale
which is a sequel to the story of Hon,
William Harty’s control of a part of
the enormous water-power at the Chats.
The islands which give him this -par-
tial control were “alienated: years ago
by the province of Ontario during the
Liberal regime. They have since then
very greatly increased in value. The
falls are situated immediately above
Fitzroy harbor, and extend from Msland
to island across the river. The city of
Ottawa has had an eye on this power
but the party control was found insuf-
ficient to back it. Victoria island has
been counted upon as the key to the
power sftuation. It belonged- to the
crown. Mr. Hardy is said to want the
island in order to tighten his gBrip.
Negotiations were opened with the de-
partment of public works for the sale
of the island -to Mr. D. O'Connor. of
Ottawa. The O'Connor-Hardy connec-
tion was not revealed, if any. The
proposal was considered by the Liberal
government ofter the election, and the
island  sold to Mr. O’Connor, fourteenm
acres, at $100 an acre.

“The' recommgndation to the, Liberal
cabinet has not yet been returned to
tha” publié works -department.’ Iu the -|
meantime, Hon. F. D. Monk, the new
minister, has given instructions that
nothing be proceeded with until his re-
turn.

One of ‘the workmen ran across the’
fields to the Colwood hotel and dashing
into the bar shouted ‘“Nine or ten blown
up Grilli's cut. Telephone doctor, come
quick; get help!” Mrs. Campbell and
Mr. Dan Campbell -ran t& the camp to
the westward of the hotel where the
steam shovel crew was working at an-
other cut, and grasping shovels the
workmen ran to join those working hur-
riedly to dig out the entombed men.
Grilli’s body was found in a field close
by, and a sheet placed over it. The body
was badlv burned and mutilated, death
having evidently been instantaneous.

Meanwhile, in response to telephone
messages sent to the city—the first
messages being to the effect that ten
had been entombed alive—two ambu-
lances and automobiles with Drs.-George
Hall, Sinclair and Bechtel were sped out
from the city.

Dr. Nunn of H. M. S. Shearwater and
an ambulance party, including Sick Bay
Steward Ingledew and two men, also
came to the scene. Lieut. Newcombe
of H. M. S. Shearwater had been shoot-
ing near Colwood and when he heard
Of the accident he telephoned to the na-
val yard and Dr.
were rowed across to Parson's bridge,
and ran from there to the scene.

The scene in the cut was a pitiful
one. While workmen shoveled desper-
ately, several of the partially-buried
cried in agony, but the workers. left
these temporarily to seek in the piled
earth for those covered and in more dan-
ger. With a shout one man uncovered a
hand, and there was a rush there and
soon the head was brought from under
the mud, the clay brushed off, and it
was seen that the unfortunate workman
lived, and then another reachied a man’'s
shoulder and another was uncoverad,
both having been buried for ore or two
minutes and yet ‘both lived when the
earth was lifted from them. The others
were not completely covered, and as
quickly as possible all were freed, the
buried men squirming to endeavor to
loosen their hodies in the debris which
caught them. .

Quickly the workers tallied the sur-
vivors. S@lvatori is not here, they said,
and again the shovels scattered the
earth. It was some time before the blue
shirt of Salvatori was seen and although
the shovelers kept up their hurried
work they knew that there was no hope
that he lived. Salvatori had been bur-
ied underneath Mauzzillo, and his body
was deep in the debris near the side
of the cutting. Finally the head and
shoulders were uncovered and Dr. Nunn
of H. M. S. Shearwater went down into
the cutting and pronounced him dead.

(OURT HOUSE
AT VANCOUVER

New Hall of Justice is Formally
Opened with Fall Assizes—
Compared with Courts in
London

VANCOUVER, Oct. 9.—The fall crim-
inal assizes opened today in the new
courthouse, which for beauty of ap-
pointments and splendor of decorat-
ing, is excelled by few halls of justice
in the British Empire.

“I think I may say ' Wwithout exag-
geration,” commented His Honor Judge
MclInnes, *“that-the appointments are
equal to those of the new Strand
courts in London, England, to which
the British bar points with pardonable
pride as being the last word in court
furnishings.”

After a long acqualntance with the
0ld courthouse one is almost lost in
entering the new bulilding. Barristers
were flitting 'in all directions today
looking for the assize court, the court
of appeals, supreme court chambers
and other courts, and it was some time
before they got their bearings.

The court of appeals is a palatial
roem. The panneling and other wood-
work is of mahogany and a massive
canopy frowns over the bench where
the highest provincial tribunal will sit.
The color scheme is crimson.

The attorney general, Hon. W. J.
Bowser, and Mr. L. G. McPhillips, K.
C., representing the British Columbia
bar, . attended at the opening of the
criminal assize. _Mr. Justice Murphy
presided at the first court held in the
new building.

Rex vs. Clarke was the first case at
the criminal assize. The aecused ,Frank
V. Clarke, is facing a charge of forg-
ery. It is alleged that Clarke ob-
tained possession of a money order for
$90 sent to Mr. C. S. Wormald, who
was living at the time with Clarke at
Prince Rupert, by the former’s father
from Newecastle-on-Tyne.

California Gives Close Vote on
Women Suffrage: — Other
' Proposed Changes Carried
by L-arge Majorities..

SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 11.—Tabula-
tion of the constitutional amendmént
election .held .in this state yesterday
indicated at 1:30. o/clock this morning
that the woman suffrage provision,
previously conceded to have been beaten,
was making a close run. Complete re-
turns from 1,367 precincts out‘of the
3,120 in the state, give 60,968 in favor,
63,589 . against. This showed such a
decided change, due principally to the
back country vote, that the suffragists
claimed that the amendment had car-
ried.

The initiative and referendum and
the recall, which includes the judiciary,
have received a most emphatic endorse-
ment by the voters of the state. The
enlargement of the powers of the state
railroad commission also has uandoubt-
edly has carried, though by a smaller
majority. The vote in favor of placing
in the hands of the electors the power
of recalling its public officials, in-
cluding the judges on the bench, was
somewhat amazing, even to the friends
of that proposed constitutional amend-
ment.

San Francisco, which voted almost
two to one against. woman suffrage,
voted more than four to one in favor of
the recall, while the vote for tne in*
itiative and referendum was aimost
equally large.

Inspector Gordon Reports Re-
“sults of His Observations on
Trip to Attend Convention
at Lincoln

Mr. C. R. Gordon, inspector. of factortes
in ‘British Columbia, has just returned
from’ Lincoln, Neb., where he attended as @
official representative of .this.province the
twenty-fifty annual convention . of factories
lnspectors of Amerlca, continuing from the |
18th to the 21st “ultimo. - Representatives
from all the various statés of the Union ,
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yet?
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and also all thé provinces of Canada were
in attend@ince, and numerous interesting re-
poris and papers were read, in which con-
sideration was given to the latest safety
devices adopted: for the protection of the
lives and limbs of factory operatives. Which
appliances if prepérly made use of will tend
tow:grds gecuring a marked diminution in
the number of factory “accidents.

In. a preliminary report 'to the attorney-

general, Inspector Gordon says: “I also
attended {llustrated lectures given by Pro-
fessor Sweetzer showing safety devices em-
ployed im . wvarious :Buropean countries, also
statistical tables of accidents occuring  in
various  industrial concerns. The professor
showed one saféguard which is much in use
in Europe, and which might well be adopted
generally in  this country. It consists in
painting guards and safety devices, and,
wherever 'practicable; thé moving parts of
dangerous machinery; a bright red. This
serves most effectually to call attention to
danger. One leadihg matter discussed dur-
ing the progress of ‘the convention was the
sanitation of factories, and several ;valu-

‘abje spggestions weve advanced as to means

of . overcoming ‘' the insanitary conditions,
from “which I learn there is considerabie
work ‘to ‘be done in this province to bring
conditions to a higher standard. The sub-
ject. of. safety devices is indeed a. difficult
as well as -a technical one, but inasmuch
as the subjéct has been gssigned to me, I
hope it: will" mot- be considered immodest
on my  part to state that 1 consider the
safety devices provided for in the province
of_ British. Columbia to more nearly ap-
proach the ideal safety than those em-
ployéd in the various places that I have
visited,

His task has not been an
easy one.. When the clouds and whirl-
winds of the -polltlc;l hurricane had
passed away one fact ‘stood out in clear
relief. Canada had declared, not only
for loyalty to the crown. but for the
conservation of her resources for the
use of her people and for those of the
Empire to which she belongs. This, if
anything, is the mandate which the
people, Wwith no uncertain voice, have
given to Mr. Borden.. In the promoting
of her destiny along these lines an
.immense duty has devolyved apon the
new prime minister, In the carrying of
which it is necessary for him to sur-
round himself with the men of the ut-
most integrity who will ha.vg the in-
terests of their country at heart first,
last and all the time. That he has suc-
ceeded it is too early to say yet, but
it is certain that his first act of power
in the creation of -his ministry, con-
taining as it does such excellent ma-
terial, will go far towards illustrating
to the people the manner of govern-
ment they are going to have.

The government came-into power on
a great national 1isSue. The new cab-
inet is composed of men Who embody
perhaps different ideas along certain
lines but who are one in their belief
of Canada for the Canadians. In the
selection of his ministers Mr. Borden
has® shown the same courageous mo-
tives which have inspifed his political
career. It is evident that he allowed
no considerations to weigh with him
against the importance of choosing the
best men, and thosé whom he believes
will most faithfully perform the ser-
vices which will fall to their lot. His
choice shows him to be essentially
broad minded. If, as his opponentg
have sald, his supporters are composed
of warring elements which he will find
it difficult to reconcile, the best answer
to this statement is to be found in the
cabinet honors which have just been
announced.

We cannot commend too highly his
action in including among his ministry
the name of the Hon. W. T. White. Mr.
White was one of those Liberals in the
recent campaign who set country above
party and who was instrumental in
forming what was known as the Na-
tional League, which did such good
work prior to the election.” He is only
forty-five years of age. This is young
for such an important pos‘mon, but Mr,
White has the reputatlon' of being not
only a sound financier but a man wWho
%or yeai‘s past - has been marked as
destined for high place.

The past record of all Mr. Borden’s
ministers will, ‘we’ belleye, bear the
closest investigation. ' Speaking from
a British Columbia. standpoint we can
assure the prime minister that in select-
ing Mr. Martin Burrell from this prov-
ince hé has chosen wisely. Mr. Bur-
rell enjoys the confidence of ‘all classes,
He can be relied upon to promote . our
interests to the utmost ©f his well-
known ability. If all the new ministers
turn out as satisfactorily as we are
certain Mr. Burrell will, then the new
government of .the country will con-
tain a phalanx of names which will be
remembered with praise for a long time
to come.

Mr. Borden's cabinet is not so much
a Conservative as a national one. It
was evidently chosen after the fullest
and weightiest consideration had been
given to the popular verdict and what
it meant. If we are not greatly mis-
taken the new administration will rank
among the greatest, if it does not prove
to be the greatest, that has ever gone
into power in Canada.

miles, the angle of vision enables us
to see the white peaks lying beyond
the range which flanks the river val-
ley. The summits of the range arle
less rugged than those of the Rockles
and the forests extend higher up the
flanks. in the middle of the land-
scape therev»‘ls thé winding emerald-
green Cofumbia, ‘often broken by  isl-
ands, ‘some of them hundreds of acres
in extent and either wooded with or
fringed with these golden trees. The
forests are not uniformly distributed. In
one place there may be a mass of deep
green broken here and there by a
flame like spray of gold. In another
place green and gold with an occasion-
al splashiof yellow may cover a full
square mile. In yet another the slop-
ing mountain side may be covered with
threads of green and gold reaching up
from the forests at their base to meet
the threads of silver reaching down
from the eternal fields of snow which
are sharply outlined against the deep
blue of the sky. In other places a
sudden turn of the road may bring the
traveler to the verge of a valley gleam-
ing like gold in the sSunlight, each of
the countless millions of poplar leaves
quivering in the soft breeze as though
trembling ‘with a sense of its own love-
liness. Here is a lofty peak curtained
with a ' cloud of fleecy whiteness; here
is a lofty valley filled with snow white
cumuli, As the road turns around a
sharp curve we look down the valley for
thirty miles; as the motor tops a ‘hill
we look up the valley for perhaps fifty.
To the right and left there are lateral
valleys occasionally, and these lose
themselves in a tangle of mountain
peaks. At short distances the road
crosses rapid streams of emerald water
flowing from the glaciers hidden from
sight. Then above all was a sky of
bright blue, partly covered with clouds,
throdgh the rifts in which the sunshine
fell ih great shafts. Here are the fac-
tors out of which this five thousand
square miles of landscape are composed,
Group them as you /may choose, give
your imagination free rein, think of
what is the most beautiful combination
of these elements of which you can
cencelive, and the reality will surpass it.
Through all this splendor you go for
mile after mile, thinking that nothing
can be more wonderfully beautiful than
what you have seen, when suddenly you
find before you the long hill south of
Sinclair Bridge. As the car mounts it
slowly, beauty is piled upon beauty,
splendor upon splendor, glory upon glory
until you reach the summit, and then—
but I have no words for it, This must
be the acme of majestic landscape. As
the car dashed ‘into the park-like pilat-
eau beyond one’s feeling was of relief
not unmixed with humility.

There is much to be said about this
valley from the more prosaic - stand-
point of industry. Just now what I wish
to speak of is its utilizatiow by tourists
and persons of leisure. It is a little
late this year to make arrangements
for the journey; that is for those who
may read this; but in the future it ought
to be one of the most favored resorts,
It has not yet been much advertised:
nor are the public familiar with it from
photographs. It is too great to be
handled by the camera. The road is
very good for almost the whole of the
82 miles between here and Golden, and
the few miles that are a lttle rough will
be in first-class condmon next year.
The provincial government is’ spending
a good deal of money in improvements,
and capital work is being done. It is
money . well spent, for even after the
Kootenay Central railway is completed
travelers for pleasure will prefer the
highway. Surveys are being made for
two motor roads thrc;ugh the ‘meountains
to Banff. They will be scenic high-
ways of exceeding grandeur, One of
these will pass by the Sinclair Hot
Springs, and this is. certailn to be a |
popular resort. There will be another
highway that . motorists will find of

SEATTLE, Oct. 9.—President Taft
faced here tonight one of the largest
and by far the most enthusiastic and
responsive audiences he has met on any
of his recent travels. He was greeted
with prolonged. cheers and constantly

The president uiscussed a variety of
subjects, including the relation of gov-

| ernment to business, the tariff vetoes

and Alaska, the: latter subject of vital
interest here. He declared that Alaska
shay}d have at least a semi-self- -govern-
ing body. Two years ago Mr. ‘Taft ad-
vocated here a - straight 'commission
form of government. for the territory,
declaring the population not . stable
enough for a full measure of selfcontrol.

In discussing the Sherman anti-trust
law. Mr. Taft said he was just as much
bound by his oath to enforce that sta-
tute as the law against counterfeiting.

Following his address at the Armory,

His Work in China . .

When young Hart first went out o China
in 1854 the Southern and Central® Provinces
were the scene of a great: popular upheaval,
the Taiping Rebellion. The Taipings had in
that very year swept down the wvalley of the
Yang-tze and seized the native city at Shan-
ghai, compelling the Chinese Superintendent
of Customs to close his office. ~ The Eiuropean
settlement held its own, and two months later
the ‘Shanghai custom-house was reopened in
the settlement for the collection of Imperial
revenue under the joint inspectorate of .the
three Treaty Powers, then in relation with the
provincial authorities—Great® Britain, “the
United States, and France. ’

This was the origin of the great organiza-
tion which Sir Robert Hart' was destined to
govern for so many years and which he first:
represented at Canton.

In 1861 Prince Kung, the President of the
Tsung-li-Yamen, formally invested the Collec-
torate of Foreign Customs at the Treaty ports

with regular powers from the Central Governi- -

Destroyed
also were the letters of Chinese Gordon and
many other priceless documents. The preser-

vation of his correspondence with Mr. Detring -
. would have enabled future historians to recon-

struct the history of the French and Japanese
wars from materials which are not to be ex-
pected from purely Chinese sourcés. Only his
private diary was rescued in the nick of time
from destruction. It is charaeteristic of the
man that, seeing it brought for safety to the
British Liegation, he. expresséd regret that it
should have been saved, and’ there is reason to
helieve that the executors will receive instruc-
tions that no use shall be made of its records
for biographical or othér- purposes.
Personal Character

With his remarkable personality and wide
range of sympathy, deep learning, and almost
poetic imagination, Sir Robert Hart endeared
himself to a very wide circle of friends and ac-
quaintances.

Sir Robert Hart was the possessor of 13

and many other distinctions which, as he
quaintly put it himself, gave him the appear-

ance of a Christmas tree. His life will godown
to history as_one of the greatest monuments

of British administrative capacity and loyalty:.
His opportunities were undoubtedly great, but
the man rose to them, earning golden opinions
not only from his own countrymen but from
the many men of other races with whom he

That there were weaknesses and errors in his
administration of affairs few will deny; one of
the most conspicuous ‘was that quality of au-
tocracy which has left the Customs™ Service
without cohesion or definite policy to face the
uncertain future.

On ~Gr¢wi‘h of Knowledge

At the banquet-eecently given in connec--
tion with the guincentenary celebrations at St.
Andrew’s University, Mr. Balfopr:delivered a
most intefesting speech.. Heg said in part:

“I now have the honor of addressing a great
international'assembly.  Learning is represent-
ed in this room: from every country boasting
Western civilization, and in this we are carry-
ing on, after all, the traditions of the.great
medieval universities. * The ;medieval univer-
sities were an absolutely new product owing
nothing, so far as I am awire, to ancient tradi-
tion, to ancient organization,; to aneient meth-
ods of organization; and, from the beginning,
they were international.in their character.
Learning was welcomed ffom every country
in the world, every country that could attend
irrespective of national jealomsies, irrespective
even of national hostilitiess In the 13th cen-

tury, as in the 14th, as in the 15th, when this °

university was established, the fact that a stu-
dent even belonged to a hostile country was
regarded as being no bar to his having all the
advantages which a university could give.
There is something, I think, splendid in this
idea of a great international task to be carried
on in which all the nations of the world are
equally interested, in which all sections of hu-
manity to whatever race they may belong,
whatever religion they may profess. are:all
equally concerned, and nothing could illustrate
the greatness of this truth or the nobility of
that cause than'such an assembly as I now see.

The looting by the Arabs, which oc-
curred after the bombardment and the
disorderly flight :of the Turks was to
a great extent the work of 450 crimi-
nals left in prison who beat down the
doors and éscaped. The looters made
a clean sweep of the Vali’'s palace,
the public buildings,:the barracks-and
the forts. Nothing was left but the
bare walls and a great litter of offi-
cial documents. Even doors and win-
dows were removed, .and the powder
magazines pillaged. v

The Turks appear to have enormous.
supplies of ammunition, guns, rifles
and projectiles. Quantities of powder,
cartridges and shells have been: re-
covered. and the Italians have blown
up three large powder magazines, La-
borers and escaped prisoners are-con-
stantly being recaptured:

Signs of:loot are visible on all sides
in the incongruous- attire worn ‘by
miserable negroes and ragged native
children,” who for. the first  time in
their lives are _able to wear boots,
fezes and fine clothes, formerly the
summer uniforms of Turkish soldiers.

One of the curious sights of the
town is the appearance of the Turkish
police and soldiers who have been en-
rolled in-the Italiam service, all cliad
in Turkish -uniforms and _wearing
Turkish arms, accompanying the
Italian governor and _ other officials
and aiding the Italilan marines to re-
store order and arrest criminals.

Turkish Torpedo Boats Sunk

LONDON, Oct. 10.—A despatch to
a London hews -agency - from: Pera
says the Turkish torpedo boats To-
kata, Hamid Abad, Alpagut and An-
tanillia, while returning from - the
Ionian sea were surprised by 'an Ttal-
ian squadron near Mitylene on Oc-
tober 9.

A smart engagement followed, and
three torpedo boats were severely
damaged and sunk.  The fourth es-
caped by hoisting a foreign flag.

Italian Force Landed

ROME, Oct. 10.—The first Italian ex-
peditionary force' which left Naples
October 5, was landed at Tobruk, Tri-
poli, today. It consisted of infantry, ar-
tillery and a company of engineers.

The largest part of the total force
sailed from' Naples last night and an-
other fleet of transports left. Taranto at
sunrise today. These three groups will
assemble -as one east of Malta. The
landing of a whole army ‘corps on the
Tripolitan coast is looked on as one of
the most difficult operations of the war
despite the fact that little fear of an
attack by the enemy is entertained.: Ac-
cordingly every precaution looking to
the safety of the troops has been taken.

The battleship convoy covers a mov-
ing area over one mile wide angd- five
miles long. Within this square the
transports appear secure from any dan-
ger except the ever-present one of the
elements. .

All lights on the transports were ex-
tinguished at. night and the vessels 'prd—
ceeded in two:lines a half mile apart
being preceded/flanked and followed by
battleships and ‘cruisers. The warships
in turn, are protected’ on all sides by
smaller but faster craft.

According to advices from Constantin-
ople, it appears that Turkey desired to
have a Christian in’ the post of foreign
minister, and urged several Armenians
successively to ‘accept the offer.:

The naval ‘attaches of all  European
countries and the United States, Japan
and China, ‘who accompany ‘the expedi-
tion, were most:cordially received by the
‘Italian naval and military :0fficers. :

The great secrecy comncerning the sail-
ing of. the expedition is' explained by

the danger from a 'surprise attack on
the forces at Tripeli. because of the
withdrawal . from . the  blockade . along
that coast of ships to ‘convoy the trans-
ports.

COUNTERFEITER -
WAN AT NOTRA

‘Albert Leon, Captured by U, S.

Secret Service Men.at New
York; Had Plant at West
Coast Point

WASHINGTON, D. C., Oct. 9.—After
a search across the continent and up
into British Columbia, the secret serv-
jce operatives today captured Albert
Leon, a Russian Jew and political ref-
ugee, as he was about to leave New
York for South America. Leon is al-
leged to be at the head of an exten-
sive counterfeiting gang -‘whieh - has
flooded the Pacific Coast with spurious
ten-dollar bills during the last year.

The ‘secret service was advised: to-
day ‘that Leon was alleged to -have per-
fected a process by which he photo-
graphed ' the face of a note which
looked so much like surface p}'inting
that many experts declared it to have
been printed from an etched plate. Two
of Leon’s alleged confederates, ' Ru-
dolph Swanson and Fred Mernek, were
arrested ' in Chicago two weeks ago,
charged with passing - counterfeit
moéney. 4

Leon arrived in this cotintry about
three years ago. He took up a sec-
tion of land.near Beaumont, Los An-
geles, Cal., Wwhere it is believed the
first. spurious notes were made, -In. De-
cember, 1910, he went fo Nootka, Van-
couver Island, British Columbia, ‘and
it was charged that most of his coun-
terfeit work came out of his plant
there.

The notes of these national banks, it
was alleged, were counterfeited ' by
Leon: The -Riverside National Bank;
the First National Bank, Yuma, Ariz.;
First National of Orange; Pasadena,
Cal., National Bapk; First National of
Williamsport, Pa.; El Centrod, Cal, Na-
tional; First National of Portland,
Or.; Nationdal Bank of Commerce, Wich-
jta, Kas.; Anglo and London-Paris Na-
tional Bank of San Francisco;- Illinois
National of  Springfield, IL;  Blair
County National of Tyrone, Pa., and
the Crocker National of San Francis-
co. .

Leon also was alleged to have coun-
terfeited the ten dollar United States
Buffalo note and to have circulated it
on the Pacific -Coast.. The national
bank notes were circulated principally
in Los Angeles, ‘San Francisco, Port-
land,- Ore., Seattle, Chicago and New
York.

“James VI. lived chiefly at Holyrood before
his accession to the throne of England, and it
was here Sir Robert Carey brought him tid-
ings of the death of Queen Elizabeth. He,
visited the palace only once afterward. The
two visits of Charles I..have already been re-
ferred to. - While no reigning sovereign occu-
pied Holyrood subsequently:for a couple of
centuries, James II. lived there twice while he
was Duke of York. ; L

The palace, too, played a romantic part in
the rising of 1745.- -For six weeks Prince
Charles Edward held a court in it and gave
receptions, balls and so forth. After . the
French Revolution Holyrood twice provided a
residence for the exiled royal. family .ot
France. In 1859, King Edward, then Prince
of Wales, lived in Holyrood . while he - -was
studying, and in 1863-1864 the Duke of Edin-
burgh, afterwards' Duke of Saxe-Coburg-
Gotha, resided in the palace while he was at-
tending ' Edinburgh University.

Of the ancient Abbey of Holyrood, fre-
quently plundered and burned, nothing re-
mains but a part of the fine church, afterward
the Chapel Royal. The palace was set fire
in 1544 by the English, and although at once
repaired, was again destroyed three years
later. Rebuilt almost immediately, it suffered
once more during the civil wars, when most of
the building was burned by Cromwell’s troops.
After the Restoration it was rebuilt by Charles
II., who took a great interest in the work and
made several suggestions which, it is said,
were treated with great respect, although they "
were ignored. g

The existing palace, with-the exception of '
a remnant of the building of James V., (the 4
northwestern towers, in which are situated the
historical apartments), is the structure of
Charles II.

‘I'he residential part of the palace includes
throne room, drawing rooms, dining rooms,
etc., and several have - magnificent outlook
towards Arthur’s ‘Seat an~d  the ' Salisbury
Crags. In anticipation of the present royal
visit the building has been thoroughly over- |
hauled and extensive renovations carried out
externally and internally. Many modern fa-
cilities have been introduced. Most of  the
private apartments of the King and Queen
have been redecorated, and Her Majesty has
taken a great interest in the details of the
work. ‘The wall papers have been selected by
herself.

Moses Breeze, who gave up an influential pas-
torate to get into homé mission work, in which
he has won a national reputation through his
sensational activities.

“In the first place, Breeze believes that the
training of ministers is deficienf: The machin-
ery-for making ministers seems to have no re-
lationship to the purpose of its product. For-
eign missionaries, city pastors, theological
professors, and country parsons all pass
through the same hopper.

“Why shouldn’t the theological seminaries
prepare men for the particular work they have
to do, just as a university gives vocational
training according to the special bent of the
student? ~They will do so, in time. But
Breeze is taking ridicule with Christian com-
- -placency ‘just mow- for ‘advocating’ a chair of

British M.P. on the Empire

A Unionist demoristration attended by 15,-
ooo people was held in Witton Park, Black-
burn, England, recently, the principal speaker
being Mr. A. D. Steel-Maitland, M.P., the head
of the Conservative Central Office.

Mr. Steel-Maitland said no one ‘would deny
that during the last six weeks this country
had had to deal with problems such as it had
not-been faced with for a hundred years. There
were rumors of war between Germany and
France, and the end was not yet. - There had

We had got one safety which other na-
tions had not. Our colonies were increasing
at a rate greater than our foreign rivals. One
talked about the British Empire, but was it
anything more than an empire in name? Not
if it was tested by countries like Germany or
France, where, if one part went to war the
We trusted that
-our colonies would help us, as they did.in the
South African war, but they had expressly re-
served the right not to do so if they did not
want. In that way no one would say our Em-
pire was an empire in reality but in name.
