New York, June 28 —Yesterday the
New Yok Central & Hudson River railroad
aonnounced its intention after July 1 to ad-
vance the wages of the swirchmen $5
per month, boss porter doormen $3, gate-
men $2 50, and porters $2 50.

JERSEY C1TY, June 28.—The shopkeep-
ers and residents of fifty towns on the
Erie railroad, dependent on New York for
supplies, are greatly embarrassed on account
of the freight handiers’ strike.

The board of trade transportation com-
mittee yesterday resolved to employ coun-
sel to compel the railroads promptly to
perform their duties as common carriers,
and pay damages sustained in consequence
of their failure to do so. A commitiee was
appointed to solicit subscriptions for carry-
ing out this purpose and receive from
merchants claims for damages. A letter
was addressed to Commissioner Fiuk, pro-
testing against a proposed advance in treight
rates by trunk lines.

The trunk line managers met to-day.

The
owers of one of the petunias is of a
rather cu ious shape ; with  delic-
ately crimped  petals. A
variety of double petunias almost re-
sembling roses in shném and of various hues
areshowa by Colin Skinner of Davisville,
The begonias exhibited by Government
house are very large, well. developed and
with leaves of very deep line.

And some men do not re-
cord their vote but look on politics as
something to avoid. No douht many
women, even if eufranchised, would take
Do more active interest in the government
of the country than they do at present,
But that is no argument at all in favor of
depriving men and women alike of the
right to vote ii'desirous of dving so, Life
is a serious matter to most women, as it is
to most men ; and the world loses by not
having the ability of women roused and
educated to ite rightful place in its work
and respousibility. Grant women the fran-
chise and the free use «f all her powers and
a new force will be added to the advance
of purity snd ' morality throughout al] the
intricate ramifications of social and politi-
cal life.

Vankoughnet Hung at Kingston Yesterdny
=He Breaks Down on the scaffotd—The

Execution Bungled, . Y
KingsToN, June 28.—Vankoughnet, the

murderer of Richardson at Buck’ lake, was
executed this morning. After the depar-
ture of Vankouglihet’s relatives yesterday,
he was in a sad state of mind. ' He ate no
supper, with the exception of a few sweet
cakes. In the evening he was placed under
special guard, and at 6 o'clock retired to
his cell and " apparently slept. This morn-
ing he awoke at daylight and dressed, but
refused to partake of food. He said he
could eat nothing. He was still depressed.
About 7.15 o'clock he was given some
strong tea, which’ he drank. About 7.30
Rev. Mr. Jolliffe, Vankoughnet’s -spiritual
adviser, entered the cell and was kindly re.
ceived. ‘Fora considerable time the two
continuel in devotion. At 7.45 o’clock
the black flag was hoisted on the jail
above the place of execation. The private
nature of the execution will be understood

when it is stated that only the sheriff, gov-
ernor of the jail, Mr. Jolliffe, the jail sur-
geon, and the press men present. During
the time the Rev. Mr. Joliffe was in the
cell he pointed the poor felon to the
Saviour's love, and read from the new
testament. The responses given by Van-
koughnet. showed that he was deeply
moved.
THE PRISONER BREAKS DOWN,

At 8:12:0’clock Sheriff Ferguson informed
the murderer that the hour of deatk had
come. Vankoughnet took a copious
draught of tea, removed his shoes, arose,
and took a white handkerchief. As he
walked out of the ward he burst into tears
and paced the corridor in his stocking
feet, accompanied by the prison guard and
Rev. Mr. Jolliffe. © When Vaokoughoet
reached the landing to ascend the stairway
to the recond storey he cried piteously,
but stopping a moment asked, * Is my
brother here ?* He had anticipated bis
vresence. Another corridor was walked,
Here Mr. Jolliffe put his arm arouud the
poor wretch, aud again told him of the
Suviour's love. The procession then en.
tered the surgeon’s office, which was neatly
whitewashed, the work of the man who
Was 80 goon to pass into eternity. Ascend-
ing a short and narrow slairway the
chamber of death was reached. The poor
'ellow bravely stepped upon the trap.
To prevent any one sceing what transpired
the sheriff refused to remove the ou er
shutters, and the place had to be lit by
lamps. The tiap was about three feet
wide by six long, and painted black.

THE SCENE ON THE GALLOWS.

The spectators of the execution ranged
themselves on the porth side of the room,
while the hangman, a stout person envel-
oped in a mask of crape, stoud alone on the
sou'h side nar the spring which dropped
the trap. The hangman then adjusted the
rope, which h d been a'retcho-ti] by a 160
pruud weight attached to it for twenty.
tour hours., There was a slack of about
six feet. After the rope hud been fix-d
the hangman pinioned the doomed man
with bed cord. As he did this Vankough-
oot remarked “Not so ti.hr, it hurs my
shoulders.” His legs were also fastened.
Vauokoughnet w:s meantime praying “God
have mercy on my poor, poor soul.”” “Lory
rec-ive me into thy kingdom,” ‘ Oh ! God
have compassion on me and accept me ag
thine own.” He sked Mr Corbett to give
Mr. Jolhiffe a photograph of him (the priso-
ver) to be sent to hisold m ther. Then he
said, in a voice .druwned in sobs,
*Good-bye  to  yom all, gentle-
men,” Rev. Mr. Joliffe  offered
a final prayer commending the soul of
the uufortunate man to God’s keeping. The
concluding words of the prayer wers very
affecting,  Not a sound was heard save the
sobbings of the dying man; while with
dowucast heads the company heard the sol-
*mn words which: preceded death, Mr.
Jolhffe utt'red the word ‘““Amen,” when
with a thrillng click the - bolt underneath
the trap was shot, and Vankoughnet drop-
ped with a heavy tLud.

A TERRIBLE MINTAKE.

The body fell avour six feet, and re-
bounded with a sudden jerk, causing the
kuot to slip from its place behind the right
car and come under the chin. - The hanging
«as clearly bunglel, The struggles of the
dying man were horrible.  His neck was
pot broken, and death resulted frem apo-
plexy.  Vankoughnet groaned, and for
some time gasped for breath, the body
twitching convulsively. In two minutes
the breathing became less labored. At
the end of eight minutes the jail surgeon

felt the pulse, which indicated that ceath
had pot yet occurred. The pulsations of
he heary, ceased at the end of fourteen
minutes. The drop fell at 8.19 o’clock.
The customary black mask was not placed
over Vankoughpet’s head. The rope that
pinioned his legs, too, became undone when
the body fell. The handkerchief which he
held to his lips fell below and lay under-
neath his feet. At the expiration of the
usual half hour, the body was cut down,
coffined iu a rude, unpai ited box, and left
in the surgeon’s office waiting the inquest,
which occurred at 10 o’clock.
DISPOSAL OF THE BODY.

Vankoughnet anticipated that the body
would be buried along side of that of his
brother Moses. The sheriff has teiegrphied
to the authorities asking what should be
done with the body, as his friends were
anxious his remains should be buried at
Duck lake,

The Buckley marder trial opened at the
assize court yesterday morning before Jus-
tice Golt. 2B Irving conducted the case
for the crown‘and the prisoner was defend-
ed by Dalton McCarthy, Q. C., and Nicho-
las Murphy. :

On opening the court a witness for the
defence named Thomas Bolan did not re-
spond and s bench warraut was issued for
his arrest However, in the afternoon Bo-
lan appeared and upon promising to re-
main in court was released from custody.

The following are the jury :—John Mat-
sou, Jos W _McCulloch, Wm Wood, Jas
Ward, Addrew Anderson.- Wm Swine-
bourne, Jot!Smith, Wm Minton, Alfred
Mace, Alled Grsham, Samuel Doherty, and
Wim Basteon.

Nineteen other jurors were vclullengv.»d,
18 for defence and one for the crown. They

Mr. Irving addressed the jury on behalf
of the cFowi, giving an ‘outline of the par-
ticulars of the murder. He described the
position of-the prisoner’s two-roomed cot-
tage on the Brockton road, where the mur-
der took place, aud the position of the
body ofsthe murdered woman as found on
the Under the bed was found an

axe, but it evidently bad pot been used.
A pair of wetsccks and a shirt, supposed
to bestained with blood, were fouud in the
house. Evidence would be given to show
that theé prisoner aud his wife, who
were hoth : addicted to drivk, had not
lived together on_the best of terms. Medi-
cal testimony would estab ish the fact that
the wounds found upon the body of the
woman were sufficient to cause death.

Mis. Elisabeth Parker saw Mary Buck-

ley avout!8 am. on May 28. Had a gen-
eral conversstion with her ; she was per-
fectly sober and o good health. Saw
her  agin between 12 and 1
o’clock iu her garden. Saw prisoner goiag
home about 3.30 p.m. in'a staggering con-
dition. Watctied him till he got opposite
his own> house. After a while prisoner
came to_house or witness and said his wife
was dead, - Witness said, ‘‘Patrick, that
cannotbe.”: He replied, ‘‘Yes, she’s dead
asa rock.” Witness was not in a fit con-
dition to go to prisoner’s house to assist
him. Shesent him to Maloney’s and short-
ly after he came back and said they were
out. 1]
To Mr. McCuithy—Knew the family
“15 months, Kuew he was drunk
by his gait. He was druuk
when he sail his wife was dead. Deceased
drauk to excess, i

Mrs. Aou McKenna saw deceased at her
house at 10 30 that forenoon. In the even-
ing he said bhis wife was dead and he want-
ed her togo and wash her. Witness could
not g, being ill with rbeumatism.

Michael Maloney was told of the death
by Mrs. Patker. Hewenr to the huuse and
found deceas.d lyiug on the bed.

The court then adjourned for lunch,
after which William awde te-tified that
he lives on the east side of the road, 150
yurds north of Buckley’s; went to Buckley’s
hou~e betweey 7 aud 8 J'cleck. Coustavre
Johnston came wuile he was there, and an
hour afterwards the coroner came. In the
bedroom heifound the floor wet, and there
were clots <of biood. Tne body was lying
on the bed,the heard towards the south and
the left hand was clinched. There wus an
axe under the bed which did not
appear tobave been used. There was
blood under the bed. Have be n
a neighbor to the Buckley’s for four years.
About two weeks before this happened he
drove his wife out into the road. That wus
about the 6th of May. He struck her and
then ran her back into the house.
Cross-examined by Mr. McCarthy — I'he
prisoner would speak to me and I would
speak to him. I had no reasou to speak to
Buckley. I thought him beneath my
notice. Never said *‘if no person else
could be got to hang him I-wouald hang
him.” Small difference to me whether I
got rid of him ornot. I went to .uckley’s
ard dou't remember who else were there.
Did not remain in the hou-e five minutes
Parker eame there, but I did not tollow
bhim up. kcould have killed a calf and not
made sach @ mess. Deceased was lying in
the bed with her head towards the south.
There was a smear of biood on the bedpost
as if by a hand. Have seen Michael Barnes,
I told him I thonght the doctor’s evidence
was rufficient to hang Buckley, Never
said he was a disgrace to the neighbor-
hood, but I said *‘ he was a puisance to the
neighborhood.

Joseph  Sherry lived two months with
Buckley and his wife, and left at the end
of March. Mrs Buckley kepta “nice, reg-
ular, clean lictle house ” Saw her some-
times having a drop. His habits were
much thessme. Buckley might speak a
little rough to her if he saw her taking 2
drop. Never saw Buck ey hLit her.,  When
I went there first she had a black eye. I
don’t know how she got it. There was a
cut over the eye.

Charles Johnston, went to Buckley’s
place about 7 o'clock in the evening of the
231. Found no person theie but Mr.
Buckley himself. Can’t say when the
coroner came T'ook 1o notice of the place
till Dr. Lynn came. Just went in,saw the
body and came out. Sometime after the
coroner cawe, Parkercame first. Asked
Buckley where he found the body. He
said he threw his arm over the bed and
found her as cold as a corpse. A few min.
utes after I asked him again and he said
he found herdead on the floor. A few
minutes after [ asked Lim again and he
said he found her dead in the bed at 3
o’clock. Heard Dr. Lyon ask him the
same question. He asked him where he
found the body.

To Mr. McCarthy—Dr. Lynn asked the
question when he was locking at the lady
ou the 231d of May. 1t was not when he
was showing the jury the body. He had
not summouved the jury av that time.
Buckley was not svber when Dr. Lynn
came.

To Mr. Irving—Prisoner was guarrel-
some. He toid Dr. Lynn he found her on
the floor. Befoire this the corouer did not
caution the prisover to say nothing. It was
about dark and- I could just discern the
womwan. [ tovk no notice of any scars or
anything, I was_left in charge of the
place till Constable Keeley came about 11

o’clock,
Cross-examined by Mr. McCarthy—

When [ got there there was no person in !

house before the coroner artived. When I
weut iuto the room it was quite dark, I
could ou y discern the face of the woman.
Buckley was not there all the time. Oune

me person said a boy brought liquor to
him. I did not see him drinking. Later
on [ observed him to be under the influence
of liquor. He knew I was a constabie,
Afterwarks I warned him not to say any-
thirg  Wax sober myself.

Henry Keeley, ex constable, arrived at
Buckley’s hou-eat 9.20. Johnmston was in
charge. Tue cornor came at 6.40 and the
jory was summond at 10 o’clock.  Buckley
came in at § .e time the jury were inte: view
ing the bidy. They retired at 11 3C and
r mained in charge of the premises. [ vail-
ed up the bedroom door where the body
laid. Made a search in the kitchen. It
was after the prisoner was in the célls.
Found a pair of tocks in a cupboard be-
hind the stove. They were wet with water
and staivs «f blood as it appeared to me.
G ve prisoner’s* boots to the corner. On
the 26:¢h fouud shirt stvined with what ap-
pesred to be blood. Prisoner spoke to me
several times about her. On the 25th or
26th he said he picked his wife up off the
fl or and lsid her on the bed.

Cross examinell by Mr. McCarthy, saw
nothing to lead me to believe cthat the
prisoner | ad changed his socks. Don't
| recollect the socks he had on when arrest-
ed. Fouud the shirt where there were a
Jot of women'’s clothes. I did hot see that
the other clothes were stained with blood.
Buckley’s brother went there. I did not go
in the closet the night 1 arrested the man.

Coroner Lynn arrived at the house be-
tween eight and nine o'clock i the
evening Found the womsn on the b d.
Noticed blood in several places about the
room. There was not sufficient light to see
clearly. Had a candle. The next day {
looked into the closet, There was some
meat hanging up there. There was a
stream of blood on the floor about as large
as a tea p ate. Alterwards we fouud a pair
of socks and some hair sticking to straw.
There were two paner packages given me
by Dr. Kennedy containing pieces of wood
covered with blood. Saw Mr. Awde that
evening. He aad Mayor Gray went iuto
the room with me.

To Mr. McCarthy. —Simply examined
the body of the woman on the first even-
ing. Ot conrse, saw marks of blood as I
passed through. Can’t swear that the
blood stain in the cl set was dry. Got the
hair from Dr. Kennedy on the 24th and
returned them to him.

Dr. Kennedy was requested to make a
post mortem examination of Mis Buckley
on the 24th of May. Dr, B-ddell assisted
me. [The writen evidence of Dr.’ Ken-
nedy given at the coromer's inquest was
here read.] I cut portions of the wood
from the floor of both the outer and inner
rooms. I observed stains ujon that por-
tion of the floor first. These blood tracks
led towards the door of the inner room. In
the inner room I cut one portion from just
in front of the cluset. I got whitish paper
and wrapped up separately portions from
the inner room and outerroom. I handed
them to the coroner who returned them to
me. EX .mined them carefully and micro-
scopically.  Dr. Jot vston éxamined most
of it. I have not the slighest donbt these
fragments of wood coutain blood. With
reference to the socks I got them from the
coroner the last night of the ivquest,
Tested them both chemically and wicro-
scopically.  They contain large quantities
of blood.

To Mr. McCarthy—The fragments of
wood were taken from the outer and inner
room.

There was no difficulty in distinguishing
blood on the socks. The blood was com-
paratively rec-nt but how many days o/d I
cabnnut say. You canoot distinguish with
certainty human blood from that of api-
mals, %‘he straws and bair were tinged
with a red color but I could not di-cover
blood. The staius had gone. Saw no in-
strument I think could make such woands.
An ordinary tall would not produce such
licerastion. I believe it to be impossible.
From the deprh of the wound, 1 believe it
would not be caused by a fall, and another
reason would be thas the wound was lacer-
ated on both sides, Any of these wouuds
would be capable of causing death, but I
would not sav it did so. I would thiuk
the wouud would give a shoek to the
nervous system to cause death. There was
only one circumstance to prove her intem-
perance, and that is, the fatty degeueration
of the liv-r.

To Mr. Irving—This condition of the
liver did not cause death. She might have
got to the bed. I would not say whether
she could have covered herself up with tue
clothivg. She was not dead when put on
the bed. !

This concluded Dr. Kennedy’s evidence
and the court was adjourned till 9.30 this
morning,
