The train bulletin boards iz the Upion
station last night were as eagerly watched
as clection returns,  Looking at the great
number of passengers who were strutting
around about 7 o’zlock, one wonld fancy
that they bad come on a large excursion.

turned around and they were once more to
be hurried into December’s c¢hilly blaste.
The storm lefc its traces more plainly along
the lime of the Midland railway, which was
blockaded from one end to the other. ~Be-
tween Agincourt snd Millikin’s stations on
the Nipissing braoch were long drifts of
snow from three to fcur feet deep. The
drifts on the Nipissing branch of this
r«ilwsy proved to be looger than on the
ot her branches or main line since it bas so
many turns it sffords s ready field for
drifte, Even the slightest storm will block
this division, So violent was the storm
that an engive stsuding st Scarboro
at 9 o'clock on Tuesday evening was sur-

INSANE MURDBRERS.

Californis baving had a pretty large ex-
perience of murders snd scquittals con’
ducted on the inssnity plso, the wise men
of that state are contriving how to put a
step to this kind of racket, A law is now
under 'consideration, the provisions ol
which, ssys an American contemporary,
remind one of the darkey’s coon-trap—they
sre designed to ‘‘cotch” the animal both
“‘agwine” an’ acomin’.” If & man sccused
of murder makes » ples of inssnity, he is
$0 be examined first on that point. If the
examination declares him sane, he is theo
tried for murder, and his first ples is to
eount as an sggravation of his offence, If
the exsmination declares him to be insane,
he is $0 be sent to a mad-house for life, and
is not to be released unless his sanity
ot the time of his crime is established,
in which event he is to be at once
put op trial for his crime, There is no
inducement for s murderer to plead in-
sanity under s law like that unless he pre-
fors life in an insane asylum to hanging.
By plesding not guilty and standing his
trial an acoused murderer might get free on
the ground of insufficient evidence, or some
other cause ; or he might get off with a
term of imprisopment; but by pleading
insanity he sccepts one of two certsinties
—sither to be shut up for life in an insane
asylum or be hanged. Should all this be-
come law, Californis’s ineane maurderers
will have s most embarrassing siternative
before them. Once in court, snd suppos
ing evidence of the deed done to be suffi-
clent, they will be caught either way. TkLe
only resource left them will be to ** take to
the woods,” if possible, and so escape the
court sltogether,

A new tariff bill has been passed at

Washington, but still the question at issue

is not settled. Already the free trade papers
sre saying that the compromise adopted is
sll in tavor of the protectionist side, and
that it can mever be regarded as s settle.
ment, The fight must be continued right
slong; snd next year's democratic congress
will passs revenue tariff bill, The agita-
tion is not ended by sny means, but has
only just in earnest begun, Such is the
talk of the free trade press generally,

There is one circumstance, of considerable
practioal importence, which may seriously
interfere with the carrying out of this pro-
gram, It is a fact of the day that the two
mest powerful labor organizations in the
United States have emphatically declared in
favor of protection and sgaivst fres trade,
These two sre—the Iron and Steel Workers’
union and the Knights of Labor, Ata pro-
tectionist mass meeting held in New York
not long sgo each of the two was repre-
sented on the platform by its president—
Mr. Jarrett for the former and Mr, Pow-
derly for the latter. Both these representa-
tive men took strong ground in favor of
protection, and that they spoke truly the
mind of their comstituents is something
that nobody ventures to contradict,

Now, after the proof thus and in other
ways given of the fact that the masses of
the working men are almost unsnimons in
favor of protection, will the democratic
leaders still further tempt fate by hurling
defiance to the death sgainst this large
body of voters? We scarcely think they
will, but it must be left for time to tell.
Suppose that at next session of congress the
democrstic majority were to pass a bill re-
ducing materially the already reduced fig-
ures of the tariff just adopted, where would
their chances of success be  in the
presidential election fight in 1884 7 Beyond
all doubt they wounld have to encounter
such an uprising of the masses ageinst
them as has not been ween since the time
just before and during the war, It is
therefore very uncertain, notwithstanding
present bluster, - whether the editor of the
Chicego Tribune, Mr, Watterson of tho
Lonisville Courier-Journal, and the strong
corps of English or Anglicised free trade
writerson the New York press, will be able
after all to push them into the' gaping pit
of destruction which now lies straight be-
fore them,

BARLEY AND MALT,

Iu its article of yesterday on the export
malt trade the Globe ix just a little right
and a great deal wrong. It would un-
doubtedly have heen lbetter had we re-
frained from putting any duty at any time
on Americin malt, seeing that our exports
of that article were so large, and our im-
ports of it ®o smull or next to nothing,
Considering the touzhiness of our neigh-
bours in trade matters, it shonld have been
our policy, while protecting onrsclves at all
points where protection was really neces
sary, to have let them sovere'y alone whers
ther« was very little interest of ours in
volved, Weare free to admit that the
finance minister would have done batter 1l
he left Ameriean malt fren from o
beginning of the N ' unier the cir
stances, But this admitted, it atill v
oxtreinely donbtful whether thie sost con.

(Hobe thinks that if we had left malt free
nothing would have been doge ageinst ue
on the other side in this parccular mat-
ter; and that we might have continued for
many long years exporting malt in-large
quantities under the old system. But
known facts forbid this view of the
probabilities, It was the quantity of Oana-
(dian malt coming in that troubled American
maltsters, Suppose the Globe's counsel
to have been followed from the beginning,
and that our exports ot malt across the
lakes had increased enormously in conse-
quence, The greater the increase, the
greater would have been the strength of the
opposition aroused, on the part of American
malting interests, to any plan whatever
which caused the malting to be done here
instead of on the other side. Under any
system such a thing as Canads manufac.
turing for the States could not very long
continue, becsuse our neighbors would not
tolerate it, and would fret and fume every
year of its continuance,

The Globe is outrageously snd ridicu-
lously wrong in its figures. Under the
old tariff the American duty on malt was 20
per cent, under the new it is to be 20 cents
per bushel of 34 pounds, The old duty,
says the Globe, was equal to aboub eight
cents per bushel, and this it sots against
twenty cents, ‘To make the old daty
eights cents only, the export value of the
malt would have to be placed at forty cente.
Now will the Globe tell us when, snd for
how long, malt was obtainable here at forty
cents? The declared value of malt for ex-
port at present is about eighty cents, mak-
ing the duty under the old American tariff
sixteen conts, against the twenty cents
to be charged’ ‘under ' the new.
With malt at & dollar a bushel, the old duty
and the new would stand exactly even, at
twenty cents, But barley\ is exceptionally
low in price just now, as the Globe has
taken pains recently to show; snd the
chances are that i the long run of many
years malt will be oftener above a dollar
than below it. Now, whenever malt goes
above a dollar, the new American auty
will sctually count less than the old. In-
asmuch as the Globo either does not know
tifese facts, or wilfully misstates them, it is
not a safe guide for the public,

The Americsn_duty on barley bas been
vreduced from fifteen cents per busbel to ten;
but the Globe thinks that none of the dif
ference will go into the Cenadisn farmer’s
pocket, We leave our contemporsry to
reconcile this, as best it can, with its own
oft repeated and glowing pictures of the
benefit to accrue to our farmers from the re-
duction or abolition of American dutieson
their grain, The Globe seems to be going
back sltogether on the late Hon. Mal¢olm
Cameron’s dictum that reciprocity meant
two dollars on a hog and fifty cents on a
turkey.
