OTTAwA, March 26, —After,a little uninter-
esting routine the House to-day went into
committee of supply, taking.up the estimates
of the Department of Agriculture. The dis-
cussion turned first upon the approaching
cepsus, the minister being pressed for details
of the plan to be pursued.

gregations. The statement of receipts of
both funds showed that $43,500 had been re-
ceived for missionaries and $22,240 for aug-
mentation.

Grants were made amounting to nearly
$45,000 to the mission flelds for the ensuing
year and $25,000 to the suﬁmented charges.
Of this amount nearly one-half goes to Mani-
toba and the Northwest. Rev. Dr. Robert-
son, superintendent of missions for the
Northwest, had the sphere of his operations
extended so as to include British Columbia.
Considerable time was spent in discussing the
state of the augmentation fund, which is
about $4000 behind, and reductions were
adopted. The convention reported the re-
ceipt of £150 from the Free Church
of Scotland and £150 from the Irish
Presbyterian Church on behalf of the
home mission - fund, upwards of $3000
have likewise been received during the year
from the Maritime Provinces in response to
the appeals of Rev. Dr. Robertson. An
application from the Presbytery of Montreal
for the appointment of a missionary to meet
immigrants arriving in Montreal from the
Old Country was submitted, but the com-
mittee tted their inability owininto the
state of the finances to take action this

matter.

The number of flelds for which supply was
asked was 160; the number of men whose
services were atthe disposal of the committee
was 273, so that upwards of 100 did not re-
ceive appointments. .
