Paris Rentes Fluctuate With the Health
of Russia’s Emperor—The British Gov-
‘en-at Refuses to Disclose 1ts Policy

House of Lords—
Has Resigned.

London, Sept. 80.—Advices received by
great financial houses in London are un-
derstood to confirm the worst news re-
garding the condition of the Czar of Rus-
sia. His Majesty’s condition is said to
be hopeless, and his death can be de-
layed but a few months. .

* The general opinon in this ¢city coin-
cides with that expressed in Paris and
Berlin, to the effect that the accession
to the throne of the Czaréwitch will re-
sult in depriving France of a friend. Per-
sons closely associated with the Czare-
witch believe that when he ascends the
Lthrone he will materially alter the pol-
icy pursued by his father, and will cul-
tivate cordial relations with England
and Germany and hold aloof from France,
The fluctuatious in the priceof French
rentes during the week are attributed to
the impression that the Czar's death
would cause a tremendous fall in prices.

The Statist holds that it is unwise to
attach grea portance to the likes and
dislikes of the Czarewitch, as heirs appar-
ent are very frequently opposed to the
policy of their predecessors: until they
ascend the throme,, when they fail to
carry out their previously expressad
jdeas. While the Czar lives the bourses
are convinced that war will not be per-
mitted, but should he be remoyed it is
apprehended that it would be difficult
4o long maintain peace.

2 Htnes
Anxiety Over the Czar's Nilness.

New York, Sept. 80,—Mr. Georze w.
Smalley cables from London to The Tri-
bune; The Czar's illness creates wide-
spread anxiety, It has been known for
& twelve month in London court circles
that His Majesty's iron constitution has
gradually been snapped by some serious
complication. Foreizn newspapers now
tell us that the ailment is a disease of
the kidneys or diabetes. There is no
man who has done more than Alexander
III. towards 'rubbing off DBritish antipa-
thies. Since Gortschakof’s death Enzlish
statesmen have been able to trust Russia,
because her destinies were controlled by
an homorable despot. Moreover, he was
counted the Zreatest factor for peace in
Europe, and his chief success has beer{ in
holdinz his owh war party in restraint.
The system he administered found no
sympathizers in free countries like Great
Britain or the United States, but noth-
inz short of a revolutioh can change it.

His - disappearance from the scene

#would gausc great apprehension in every
European capital ; for no one knows the
Cgarewitch’s capacities for rule. He is
credited with no desire to wear the
Imperial purple. He has seen S0 much
of the world as to know something of
the overwhelming burden of its folds,
but it is idle to believe the continental
reports that he would prefer to pass by
his inheritance. He is known to have
caution and g;udence; his life is unstain-
ed by secandal or discredit, but many
doubt whether he has sufficient force of
character to restrain the ambitious in-
fluences. that surround the court. It is
highly . gratifying to the English people
that his wife, like his mother, is to be
closely related to- the English court.
The Czar is said to be anxious that the
wedding shogd take place as soon as
possible. i

St. Petersburg, Sept. 30.—The Oificial
Messenger says in regard to the Czar’s
illness that siuce his severe attack of in-
fluenza last January his health has not
been restored. This summer nephritis
supervened, and it therefore became ne-
cessury to better eflect a cure that his
Majesty should pass the coming winter
in a warmer climate. With the Empress
and ‘his son George he will soon ieave for
the south eof Europe.

Ministers leep Thelr Counsel.

Both the private appeals and public
warnings by the leaders of the Irish
party have failed to disturb the reti-
cence of the Ministers with regard to
the policy they intend to pursue in the
coming session of Parliament, and the
position of affairs political verges on &
great crisis.

Lord Rosebery shirks in every way the
bringing before the Cabinet the question
of ‘the Govermment’s policy with refer-
ence to the House of Lords, fearing that
dissensions will arise, and that the
Ministry will be disrupted through the
withdrawal of the members opposed to
the abolition of the Pecrs’ veto power.
Since the retirement of Mr. Gladstone,
although the question of abolishing the
veto power of the Lords has been, in the
fore front of the country’s politics, it
has not once- been discussed by the Cabi-

> pet. Every section of the Liberal party
is waiting with strained anxiety for some
Ministerial declaration,  while Lord
Rosebery urges them to be patient.

The addition of the program recently

roposed by the Duke of Devonshire and
Klr. Chamberlain, the chief feature of
which was the revision of Mr. Chamber-
lain’s scheme for Irish local government
to the extent of creating County Coun-
cils, with the central Legislature locat-
ed in Dublin, is now doubtful. Lord
Rosebery’s communications rather in-
dicate that until the Cabinet shall have
settled wupon the policy. ~to be
pursued regarding the House of Lords,
at the councils to be held im November
and December, no definite pronouncement
upon the gubject ouzht to be expected.
The feeling of distrust of the sincerity’ of
the Premier is not now confined to the
Radicals and the Irish, but pervades the
whole of the Liberals and only astraizht-
forward declaration of policy of the
House of Lords and Home Rule questions
can save him from beinz overthrown.

Labby Despairs of the Government.

In a recently written letter, Mr. Henry
Labouchere says he despairs of the Gov-
ernment, and that he and those actinZ
with him will in the future pursue an
independent ecourse. Messrs. William
O’Brien, Justin McCarthy and Timothy
Healy have made concurrent declarations,
fn which they notify the Government
that unless the Government’s attitude in
the ‘House of Lords question is clearly
defined at the openinz of Parliament,
they will use their undoubted power to
bring about a dissolution. If Lord Rose-
bery decides to satisfy those demands he
will find it necessary to reconmstruct the
ministry, expelling therefrom the element
hostile to the Lords’ reform.

Once- the Irish leaders are made to
feel absolutely . certain that a bili abol-
jshing the Lords’ veto power will be in-
troduced it is understood that they will
allow the Government to act at their
discretion as to the time of the
measure’s presentation to Parliament.
Lord Rosebery has already prom-
jsed the Welsh members that the
first measure to be considered at
the coming session shall be the bill
for the disestablishment of the church’in
Wales.

The Conservatives, as soon as the bill
depriving the House of Lords of the pow-
er to veto shall have been announced,will
adopt obstruction tactics on every
measure presented, and will continue on
this course until the House of Commons

‘ample opportunty €o discuss in .full its

bearings upon such a vital change.
Mr. Gladstone is out in a letter affirm-
ing his adhesion to local option, though
he says he hoped further steps might bave
been taken to cope with the frightiul
evils of drink. This letter from the ex-
Premicr has restored the equanimity of
the temperance people.

Sir Frederick Ponsonby Resigns.
Sir Henry Frederick Ponsonby, Keeper
of the Privy Purse and Private Secretary
to her Majesty, has tendered his resigna-
tion of his oifice, pleading that he is in
infirm health, The Queen hesitates to
accept his resignaton. Should she decide
to do so Sir Fleetwood . Edwards, his
assistant, will probably be appointed to
succeed Sir Henry, the latter, however,
remaining attached to the court.

JAPS COUNTING THEIR GHICKENS

But John Chinaman May Yet Kick Over
the Egg Basket and Spoil
Their Plans.

London, Sept. 80.—The Times will pub-
lish to-morrow the following despateh
from its Berlin correspondent:

The London agent of The Frankfort
Zeitung has been informed by & person-
age intimate with affairs in Eastern
Asia that the Japanese intend, if their
good fortune continues, to divide the
Chinese Empire into three independent
kingdoms, to be ruled over by native

rinces. Ome kingdom is to be given to

,i Hung Chang, who is cognizant  of
the scheme, If necessary, Japan will
summon & conference of the European
powers to decide as to the division.

The Frankfort Zeitunz says: “ This
scheme is not so wild as it at first ap-
pears. Japan's object is to weaken China
permanently. Russia will not tolerate
the annexing of Corea. The execution of
the ~scheme would be bel{)ed by the
antazonism between the Chinese and
Manchus,”

London, Sept. 80.—The Shanzhkai cor-
respondent of the Central News announces
that the Britieh steamer Pathan, which
was recently eeized off Formosa by a
Chinese warship, has been released by
order of the Chinese Foreizn Board. The
Pathan will proceed to Shanzhai under
bond.

The same correspondent says that Li
Hunz Chang is not preparing to go to
Corea, as has been reported. It is be-
lieved that he will not leave Tien-Tsin
as lonz as his ememigs have the ear of
the Emperor.

2 Russia Will Be $inpartial.

London, Sept. 80.—Thé Chronicle’s cor-
respondent in St. Petersburg says that
Russia -still intends to be impartial so
long as Japan does not attempt to an-
nex or endanger the neutrality of Corea.

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RIKES SHOULD BE AVGDED

y 4
CARDINAL GIBBONS S8AYS THEY
BENTAIL MISERY AND LOSS,

In a Sermon om * Labor” the Cardinal
Strongly Discountenances This Method
of Settling Labor Disputes and Hopes
For Arbitration—Labor Men Need Lead-
ews of Great Tact and Ability.

Frostburg, Md., Sept. 80.—~Cardinal
Gibbons preached on “Labor” to a large
congregation in St. Michael’s Church to-
day. In the course of his remarks his
Eminence said :

“Labor has its rights, chief among
which is the privilege of organizing and
forming into societies. Our modern labor
organizations are the legitimate source
of our American labor grievances, In
our times there is a great tendency in
every department of business throughout
the [United States, as well as Great
Britain, to form companies. There is a
continuous network of companies and
partnerships.

Tactful Leaders Needed.

“When corporations combine it is quite
natural for the laboring men to follow
their example, But labor societies have
many dangers menacing them., They are
composed of men formidable in numbers
and varying in character and nation-
ality.

“They are maturally more diificult to
manage and more liable to be dissolved
than companies or corporations. They
are in need of leaders of tact and abil-
ity, who will aid the members of the
societies without infringing upon  their
employers. One of the most difficult
questions in our times to discuss is the
question of strikes. Perhaps this is not
an unfavorable time to allude to this
subject, as the great strike is endedi and
men are disposed to be more dis-
passionate in their judgment than they
were some months ago.

Strikes Are Questionable.

“Strikes, as experienced has proved,
are very questionable for the redress of
the laborers’ grievances. = They check
industry and excite passion. They often
lead to the destruction of property and
they result in inflictinz mauy injuries
by keepinz the laborer in idleness, while
his mind is clouded by discontent and
his family not unfrequently suffer for
the comforts and often for the necessar-
ies of life. I earnestly -hope that some
efficient remedy will be found to put an
end to eur recurring strikes, and arbitra-
tion seems to be the most potent method
that can be conceived of. A method that
entails misery and loss is not the best
means of adjustinz labor grievances. A
plan that will carry with it good and
true Christian civilization should be
souzht for and adopted.”

Robert Irvingz, builder, left his home at
20 Gladstone-avenue shortly after B
o’clock Monday afternoon, and his friends
have heard nothing from him since.

STREET R4 ILWAY STOCK.

Getting Ready to List It-Now Quoted at
Between 50 and 60—What Are
the Prospects of a Rise ?

For some months past it has been report-
ed that the stock of the Toronto Stree
Railway Company was to be listed on the
local Stock Exchange. Quite a big rise has
taken place in the price of the shares since
the beginning of the year, and although
transactions are not on a large scale, but
confined to small lots, the impression is
being created that the market is specially
active, There appears to be no particular
interest in buying, but~the dealings are
scattered. It is true the stock looks cheap
between 65 and 60, although no- dividends
have yet been paid. This comparatively low
price. said a broker, is due to the large
capitalization. There is some $6,000,000 of
stock and about $3,000,000 of bonds. The
road has, a mileage of about 80, and capi-
talllizntlun is therefore equal to $112,600 per
mile.

The present company paid $1,400,000 for
the property three years ago, and at that
time there were 70 miles of track - laid.
The properties taken over were valuable.
There is now quite a difference in  capi-
talization — $9,000,000, as compared with
$1,400,000. What represents the differ-
ence of $7,600,000? In a rough estimate we
might allow an extra $1,600,000 of bonds,
which would, bring this issue up to $3,000,~
000, and say two millions more for stook.
But the stock is placed at $6,000,000, If
there remains $4,000,000 of stock it - must
sell below par for the present, and the syn-
dicate who bought the road a few years
ago could easily afford to sell stock at 50
or 60, as such prices would net a big profit.

The gross earnings are about $800,000.
Last year they were about $794,000. The
city franchises are $800 a mile and 8 per
cent. on gross earnings. There being 80
miles, the former would amount,to 564,-
000, and: 8. per cent. of $800,000, the gross
earnings, would also amount to $64,000.
The total annual amount paid to the city
would therefore be $128,000. The  road
has $3,000,000 of bonds out, say at 5 per
cent., which aggregates $160;000 yearly.
These two items, city franchise and inter-
est, amaant to $278,000. The working ex-
penses of the roall will be at least 56 per
cent. of - gross earnings, if not more.
Gross earnings, $800,000, less $440,000, for
working expenses, leaves $360,000. ‘Deduct
from this amount $278,000 for city franchise
and interest, and the net balance is $82,000
to go to the shareholder, or something Jess
than 2 per cent. But the expectation is that
the gruss earnings wili steadily increase
without much advance in working expenses,
and in that way to make the investment a
good one.

PRIVATE AND MUNICIPAL MANAGE-
- MENT.

The old stock assertion that the muni-
cipality cannot supply lizht, water and
other services s cheaply as a private
corporation is falling into disrepute. It
cannot be proved by arzument. People
don’t believe the statement any longzer.
It will not stand analysis. One of the
several journals that are on the sidd of
the companies refers to our waterworks
system as an example of municipal man-
azement, or rhather mismanagement. Our
contemporary ought to compare the
manazement of our Gas Company, which
is a private corporation, with that of
our waterworks. The comparison will
afford a zood idea of the relative merits
of the two systems.

A cardinal point of ‘difference between
the two concerns is this, that the people
have it in thelr power to remedy any
defects in the managzement of the water-
works system, whereas they are power-
less to interfere in the affairs = of the
Gas Company. If the city owned the zas
plant, as it does its waterworks, rates
would lonZ ago have been reduced 25
per cent. But as the people have nd say
in the matter extortionate rates con-
tinue to prevail. The company to which
we have handed over the momopoly of
our’ gas supply charges us $110,000 a
year more than we would have ito pay
if we had retained the managzement.

Havinz deputed to a private corpora-
tion the management of our gas works,
we have to pay téem per cent. interest
-on capital invested for plant, ang we
pay that .exorbitant rate on a larze
amount of inflated capital, too. The city
could duplicate the Consumers’ Gas Com-

pany’s entire plant for one million dol-
lars. We could borrow this capital at
4 per cent. The annual chanze would be
$40,000, as agzainst $160,000, which the
citizens of Toronto yearly pay to the
shareholders of the Consumers’ Gas Com-
pany. Maunicipal management of the
zas works would save us $120,000 a
year in interest charzes alone.

The citizens of Toronto pay the direc-
tors of the Gas Company $9000 a year,
at least that is what they are allowed
by their act o!@incorpomtion, and we
would be much sarprised to learn that
they do not draw this amount. This sum
would be clear Zain were the plant
operated by fhe city.

As for managemeng and office expenses
we can safely say that the Gas Com-
pany’s officials are paid better than sim-
ilar officials would be paid by the corpo-
ration.

It may possibly be true that a private
company can get more work out of a
day laborer than the municipality can,
but it should be remembered that the
saving effected by driving = the laboret
goes into the pockets of the monopolist.
The public at large are not benefited by
it.

As to the purchase of supplies. The Gas
Company buys its coal by tender. The
city in the management of the water-
works does the same. No concern in To-
‘ronto can buy cheaper than the city. I
the city operated its own gas and elec-
tric works as well as the waterworks it
could almost afford to operate & miné
of its own, thereby getting its coal at
rock bottom prices.

What private company could buy an
electric plant cheaper -than is offered to
us by the firms that recently tendered
on the street lighting plant ? It is
pretty certain that the tenderers put in
their very lowest figures, because they
knew they were dealing with a city with
unlimited capital behind it.

the public if he is aware that the said
trusted agent of the company has either
issued or promised to deliver certificates
of paid up stock to different individuals,
approaching two millions of dollars. A
number of the individuals who seem to
be most anxiows in promotinz the pro-
ject are yossessed of these certificates,
and are sayinz they have got them for
their influence, ind that they can put
others in possession of similar certificates
if they turn in and help the project, We
would also ask Mr. Huzhes whether he
considers this a proper method of proce-
dure and whether he authorized in any
way or knows anythinz about the issue
of these paid-up certificates, and whether
they are valid or not. We have heard
the opinion expressed that they are not
worth the paper on which they are print-
ed, even if the company ever did become
possessed of any property, and that those
who hold them are simply beinz misled.
We would again remind Mr. Hughes that
the amount issued or promised, as far
as The World can see, is almost two mil-
lions of dollars.

PROPOSED STREET CAR ROUTES.

When the Board of Works considers En-
gineer Keating’s recommendation to
put street car rails on Avenue-road the
members shctild bear in mind that the
interests of other citizens besides those
who live upon the street in question are
concerned. This route is projected, not
for the convenience of the people who live
on Avenue-road, but to accommodate a
large and growing section of the city.
There is no pleasing some people. On
McCaul-street they won’t do without the
trolley. On Avenue-road the people say
they will have none of it. The opinion
of the engineer should be accepted in
preference to the likes and dislikes of a
fow residents.

Hebrew, but professing the Christian re-
ligion, she is peculiarly well fitted to
interpret the story of Christ as it is
known to us in the New Testament.
The oratorical endowments of Mrs.
Mountford are considerable likewise, and
ber discourses are marked by vivacity
and magnetism. Her lecture yesterday
consisted of a discursive review of the
domestic side of Christ’s life, so to speak,
commencing with His birth and ending
with His ascension to heaven. With
vivid phrases she showed her hearers the
surroundings and the acts of the Saviour
in their oriental aspect. She explained
away the theories as to the poverty in
which Christ was born. In the light of
Jewish custom and tradition, Joseph and
Mary were well-to-do. That Mary was
.an indepepdent preperty holder was plain
51 she had come up to Bethlehem from
Nazareth to pay taxes and also to pro-
claim her marriage and name her hus-
band Joseph as thenceforth her legal
representative, That they had quarters
in the stable was no indication of pov-
erty. In Jewish cities at the present
time it is the custom of innkeepers in
times when there is a press of business
to betray their Hebraic extraction by
charging an extortionate rate for
shelter in their stables.

To the lecturer, the best proof of
Christ’s divine origin was the fact that
the sacrifice made by Mary after His
birth was of doves and pigeons, not of
lambs, This had been taken as an in-
dication of Mary’s poverty, but to her
it meant that the divine babe being
known as the Messiah, the great sacrifice,
the bloogd of lambs shed for Him, would
bave .bedn sacrilege.

Artists\had persistently misrepresent-
ed Christ in our eyes. As an infant He
was shown lying on straw, whereas He
was attired in the red-embroidered swad-
dling robes of a first-born. As a man
they showed him lean and poverty-
stricken, whercas He must have been a
beautiful man and a golden-voiced or-
ator to talk to thousands on the sea-
shore. He was a richly attired man,
too, the seamless garment He wore was
certain testimony of that.

Mrs. Mountford explained at length the
necessary odium that must have attach-
ed to the name of the Saviour, from the
fact that He was not married. A’ nalive
of Palestine would sooner be imprisoned
for years and live ‘on bread and water
with the prospect of being married than
live in a palace all his life,condemned to
bachelorhood. The meaning of the phrase
“He had not where to lay His head,”
meant that He was not married and
not that He was poverty-stricken.

Throughout her lecture Mrs. Mount-
ford dillustrated her statements with
incidents of her own life as a child in
the country- of Christ, and acted out
many scenes alluded to in the Bible as
they are seen in Jerusalem to-day. This
week the lectures will be continued
every night at the Pavilion, and to-
night a reception will be held after the
discourse, which will give the lady's
many admirers an opportunity of meeting
her.
