This is an uncommon
attitude for managers of organized
sport to take, and one that they
must find it difficult to maintain at
law, but it has been found the only
way to keep the game clean, and the
players honest. It would be a great
advantage if those who are trying to
run professional sport in Canada,
either hockey or lacrosse, could se-
cure as good repute for the honesty
of their players and for the honesty
of their teams in action, as has been
secured by the baseball owners for
their men.

A British scientist who has been
making a study of laughter has pre-
pared.a list of things that happen
when a person gives way to audible
laughter. -On each side of the throat
he explained, there is an artery cal-
led the carotid. At the level of the
larynx this divides ; one branch
which carries blooa to the brain, is
called the “internal”’; the other,
which performs the duty of distrib-
uting blood to the face, is called the
“external.” These two branches are
joined by the ophthalmic artery at
about the level of the eyes, forming
between the eyes a sort of canal.

All this in turn brings the tears of
laughter and makes literal the ex-
clamation, “He laughed until he
cried.” It is this communication
that is the cause of the close connec-
tion between the brain and the tear
glands, and really acts the same in
grief as in laughter, thers being but
little difference in the physical re-
sults between joy and sorrow.

In reality laughter is not an easy

thing. It results in a great,although
involuntary effort—an effort as great
as though one were lifting a great
weight—and in both cases the
muscles of both the throat and stom-
ach contract.
Now, when laughter is very hearty;
when it is aetually excessive, the
whole body is convulsed, and this
means that every muscle is contract-
ed. Here is where people “double
up” with laughter. Whether it is
laughing or crying, the same thing
happens, if it is an excessive motion
—that is, the blood congests the tear
glands, and these glands overflow,
forcing out the tears.

Pictures Shown _1; Natural cm&rs”
Without Screen.

At the Scala theatre, London, Eng.,
will be shown the very latest thing in
cinematography—a method known as
kinoplastikon by which moving pictures
in' their natural colors are now shown
without a screen. A trial run was made
at the Scala theatre recently. There was
no dark shadows on the faces of the
actors, and no, blurs or indistinctness.
The figures moved and sang with a won-
derful realistic effect, the figures being
projected into space without screen or
darkened stage,

The possibilities of the new method
are almost endless. It has been proved
possible to get records ot living celebri-
ties, and yesterday the audience were
not quite sure whether or not they were
looking at real actors, Every figure
makes his or her entrance, performs his
or her share, and goes out just asinan
ordinary theatre, There is hardly any
feeling that one is looking at a moving
picture, and the stage is illuminated all
the time. - The idea underlying the -in-
vention has some relation to geometrical
patterns andthe ad aptability of reflections,
The name explams Itself - motion pho-
tography in pristic relief. To the onlook-
er the stage of the Scala theatre is almost
an uncanny place Kinoplastikon can
only be seen at the Scala, the proprietors
having secured the rights of this new
invention, which promises to revolution-
ize cinematography.

O ox; i Reports

Ottawa, May 14.—A bulletin issued to-
day by the Census and Statistics Office
records the condition of crops and lwe
stock on April 30th as reported by agri-
cultural correspondents throughout Can-
ada,

It is estimated that in Ontario about 18
per cent, and in Alberta about 43.5 per
cent of the areas sown to wheat last fall
have been winter-killed. These percent-
ages represent a deduction of 261,000
acres from the total area sown to fall
wheat, viz.:—1,086,800 acres ; so that
the area remaining to be harvested is
now 825,800 acres.

The condition of fall wheat on April 30
was in Ontario 83.4 per cent., and in Al-
berta 76 per cent. of a standard repre-
senting the promise of a full crop, the
corresponding percentages on the same
date last year being 71.2 for Ontario and
76.2 for Alberta. For all Canada the
condition on April 30 of this year was
82 per cent. of the standard representing
the promise of a full crop, or 101 per
cent. of the average yield of the past four
years. Last year at the same date the
corresponding figures were only 72.6 per
cent of the full crop standard and 87 per
cent, of the average of the three previous
years.

Spring seeding has made good pro-
gress throughout the greater part of Can-
ada and was much further advanced at
the end of April than it was on the same
date last year, In the Maritime provin-
ces seeding does not begin until May,
but the weather was tavourable and the
indications were for an early spring. In
Quebec there was also the prospect of an
early season and about 12 per cent. of the
total seeding was comipleted by April 30,
In Ontario conditions were more variable
but 40 per cent. of the total seeding was
reported as finished. In Manitoba and
Saskatchewan over 50 per cent. and in
Alberta about 75 per cent. of spring
wheat had been sown during _the favour-
able weather of April. In Saskatchewan
there is an apparent tendency to sow léss
wheat and devote more attention to
dairying and mixed farming. For Que-
bec, Ontario and the three Northwest
provinces the proportion of seeding com-
pleted on April 30 was for wheat 43 per
cent,, for oats 20.5 per cent., for barley
13.7 per cent. and for all crops 84.7 per
cent.

About 22 per cent, of the area in hay
and clover meadows is reported to have
been winter-killed ; but the average con-
dition of these crops at the end of April
was 89.6 per cent as compared with 74.6
per cent. last year.

The condition of live stock remains
generally satisfactory being for all Can-
ada over 90 per cent. of a standard repre
senting a healthy and thrifty condition.

=DDYSTCNE LIGHTHOUSE.

Tragic History of a Famous Old World
Beacon.

The romance of lighthouse construc-
tion undoubtedly centers around Eddy-
stone. As long ago as 1696 Winstanley
commenced building. Two years later
the weak beams of light from the. tal-
low candles first pierced the darkness,
The engineer had an unshakable bellef
in his tower and often expressed a
wish to be in it during a severe gale.

This chance came on Nov. 26, 1705,
when on a storm appearing imminent
he set out from Plymouth. The hurri-
cane was one of the most terrible re-
corded in history, and among other
damage it swept away every vestige of
the lighthouse, those in it, of course,
being lost. 'Within three years another
was built, known as Rudyard’s, and,
like Winstanley’s, of wood.

The obvious occurred after an exist
ence of forty-seven years, it being ut-
terly destroyed by conflagration. The
next—Smeaton’s—was of stone and
lasted until 1881, a period of 120 years,
when it was found that it was being
undermined and a new structure, the
present and fourth, was erected on an
adjacent rock. Smeaton’s tower was
rebuilt on Plymouth Hoe, where can
be seen the original candle chandelier
and the gongs operated by clockwork
to keep awake the drowsy keepers, so
that they should snuff the candles at
proper intervals,

In medieval times the usual illumi-
nant was a coal or wood fire in an open
grate, which gave a fairly good light on
a breezy night. For beacons on rocks
at sea candifs were used. In 1729 oil
was first employed, and in 1790 the
Argand circular wick lamp with sil-
vered reflectors was introduced. Gas
was first experimented with in 1817,

The lights not only warn the mariner
of the proximity of the shore, but also
give him a clew as to where he is.
This is chiefly dore by dimming or
“ghuttering” of the light for a few sec-
onds. Thus should a seaman observe a
light which consists of a long, followed
by two short flashes, a glance at the
chart would give him his position.—
London Globe.

ORIGIN OF THE LIFEBOAT.

A Broken Wooden Bow! Gave William
_Wouldhave the ldea,

Whriters are always fond of dilating
upon the commonplace origin of re-
markable inventions. Still another in-
stance of their accidental nature—and
a most Interesting one—is given by
Noel T. Methley in “I'he Lifeboat and
Its Story.”

In the course of a country stroll Wil-
liam Wouldbave, the inventor of the
self righting lifeboat, came across a
woman who asked his help in lifting a
heavy vessel ofy water just drawn
from the well. the surface of the
water there: floated the broken half of
a wooden bowl. Wouldhave was
drawn iInto conversation, and, like
many another who cannot keep his
hands quiet while he talks, he idly
toyed with the floating piece of wood.
Naturally he turned it over and found
to his surprise . that it immediately
righted itself. He inverted it agaln
with the same result, and since be was
at the time actuvally at work on the
problem of an unsinkable boat he im-
mediately realized the importance of
his chance discovery.

It is an experiment that any one
can readily make for himself. All you
require is the fourth part of a hollow
“prolate spheroid,” or, to put it in more
homely language, the quarter of a co-
coanut shell split from end to end.
Put the shell in a bowl of water and
you will find that it axill not remain
capsized, but will return' at once to an
even keel. In scientific language it
will float with only the convex sur
face dowunward.

Any child knows that if you cut up
a broken rubber ball you get five or
six nice Ilittle round bottomed, high
ended boats. It remalined for Willlam
‘Wonldhave to discover that these are
all little self righting lifeboats.

Why You Get Sleepy in Church

Do you know why sermons make
you sleepy ? Because you hypnotize
yourself, says a German professor.

It is because you are too attentive.
It isn’t because the air is bad, the
germon is stupid, or anything of the
kind. The more faithful and zealous
you are the sleepier you can get.

The reason is that you gaze too
hard on the preacher and hypnotize
yourself. You areso attentive that
you get yourself in an unnatural
state and then suddenly you find
that you are hopelessly sleepy and
cannot remember what you hav
heard.

“In the early part of the service,”

Your head and body are
in one position, your eyes are fasten-
ed on one point, all conditions
perfectly favorable for self-hypno-
tism.”

The comfort of it all is that the
professor proves that it is really not
our fault if we cannot remember
that text.

Britan’s Ris1Hé Trade

Mr. Lloyd George was so hopeful
of the continuing prosperity . of
British trade that he refused: to
increase the figure of taxation altho
faced with a deficit of $30,000,000
at the end of the current fiscal year.
This he expressed his confident
anticipation would be met by an
expanding revenue and a correspond-
ing advance in taxation returns.
The month of April has given solid
ground for his optimistic outlook,
exports having increased by over
$50,000,000 over those of the
corresponding monthdf 1912.

Of the increase the chief amount
was due to larger exports of manu-
factured goods. This goes far to
discount the constant assertion made
in the United States and to a lesser
extent 1n Canada, that Britain is a
declining factor.

The Beef Scarcity

The truth about the price of meat
is the subject of an important article
by Mr. Edward Marshall in The
Housewives’' League Magazine. Mr.
Marshall was commissioned specially
to learn the cause of the alarming
rise in prices during recent years
and to -ascertain. the effect of the
monopolistic control of the market
by the great packing companies. He
declares that the prime cause of high
prices is not manipulation but scar-
city.

Since 1907 the beef cattle supply
has shown a steady decline from
51,566,000 to 36,030,000. In the
same period the population has in-
creased by ten millions.  Further,
the shortage is world wide. Ex-
ports from the Atlantic ports to
Europe have practically ceased.
South America has had a series of
droughts, and a variety of epidemic
diseases, so the herds in that part of

Bovine ~ diseases is possible and
necessary, if the supply is to get
within sight of the demand.

AID NAVIGATION IN DETROIT RIVER
Ottawa, May 20.—One of the mostim-
portant items in the supplementary esti-
mates brought down to-day is that of
$67,000 for the commencement of the
construction of a channel on the Cana-
dian side of Fighting Island in the
Detroit River. ‘“To complete this work
will cost $300,000, it is estimated,’’ said
Mr. Wilcox to-night. “The United
States has spent $11,000,000 on the
Detroit River, but this is the first under-
taking of Canada. There is more freight
passing up and down the Detroit River
than on any river in the world. The
channel on the American side of the
island is the most dangerous of any navi-
gable pprtion of the lakes, for of 110
accidenfs on the lakes last year 70 per
cent. occurred there. It is proposed to
open up a channel on the Canadian side
so that up-bound vessels will use one
channel and down-bound the other.”
