- Autos Not a Luxury
—a Necessity

(San Bernadino, Calif., “Sun”)
A FEW years ago the automobile

was considered a great luxury.
Only the wealthy were thought to be
justified in owning one. When sal-
aried men and others of moderate
income began purchasing machines
on credit there was great criticism
that they were buying autos and
leaving their grocers and tailors un-
paid, and that the country was head-
ed straight for the “demnition bow-
wows”’ because of such extravagance,
but the prophesy has failed. Never
was there so great an addition to the
number of machines purchased as
last year, and the vast majority of
them by families of small- means, yet
concurrent with this faet is the
other one, that never was there made
s0 large an increase in the volume
of savings bank deposits, also by
the same class of people. Approxi-
mately 2,000,000 machines more
were registered in 1924 than in 19-
23, and in the same period nearly
four billion dollars were added to
the savings accounts.

The fact is that the automobile
has added to the earning power of
the nation tremendously, It has be-
come an indispensable factor in
business, affecting even the common
laborer, who may now be transported
from place to place with speed ana
ease, Not only has it become a
wealth-creating object in direc: in-
dustrial ways, but it has done great
work in that direction by keeping
people more fit for work, physically
and mentally, by its opportunities
for greater outdoor life and for
social and intellectual assembly.

The
shoes produced in court looked like
the ones he got from Watson. (They
were the same footwear that Mr,
Dodds proved ownership by num-
bers.)

Detective Elmer Walsh stated that
he went to the home of Footwinkler
as a result of information he glean-
ed from a book found at a home on
Hamilton road. The shoes identified
by Dodds were the ones he had taken
from Footwinkler’s home.

Detective Walsh then told of
searching the Hamilton road home
and finding 29 pairs of shoes, as well
as other articles on Nov. 26 at the
time of the raid made by county
police on the place occupied by Wat-
son and Mrs. Jane MecCulley. The
latter and Dauria Sweeney, also
found in the house, will face charges
of receiving stolen goods at the June
sessions.

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GIVE THEM A SHOW

Rural mail carriers do not by
any means have any too easy a time.
One of them sends us the following
suggestions as to how box holders
may faciliate the handling of mail
by conforming to departmental
rules:—

First—All letters and parcels
must be properly stamped. In many
cases box holders are ignoring the
regulations and putting money in
with the letter, expecting the courier
to buy one and stamp their mail. It
is optional with the courier—he can
either take the money and stamp the
letter or parcel or leave the money
and send parcel or letter collect,
which means double postage at the
other end. In most all such cases the|
couriér, wishing to accommodate the
party or parties, has stamped the
mail and forwarded it, The habit
has grown to a great extent, and the
couriers ask all to co-operate with
them by purchasing stamps and
stamping their own mail

Another regulation is, keep your
boxes turned the proper way when
you have no mail for the courier to
collect.

Another most important matter is
to keep the approach to the box
clear. Boxes must be on the roadside
and no diteh or plowed ground be-
tween the road and box to hinder
the approach to the box.

And last, but not least, anyone
putting up a box on the route must
take out a form and hand it to the
courier or to postmaster, showing
who owns the box and all who can
get their mail in said boxes. Only
two families, are allowed to get
mail out&;f the small or old style
box, or ee families out of the new
box.

Grandson of Wntfoﬂl Citizens Wins
First in Detroit College Oratorical
Contest

“THE ‘END OF WAR”

The following interesting article,
clipped from the Detroit News of
Saturday last, vividly describes the
oratorical contest staged in that
city ~last Thursday evening, when
Bernard H. Scott, only son of Mr.
and Mrs. Harry Scott, and grandson
of Mr. and Mrs. Walter Scott, of
Watford, won First Prize and a
silver medal with his oration, “The
End of War.”

“Bernard H. Scott, 19 years old,
5281 Vancouver avenue, who won
first prize in the College of the City
of- Detroit’s third oratorical contest
at the college auditorium, Thursday
night, was not one of those original-
ly selected to participate in the con-
test, it was learned today.

Seven classes in public speaking
at the college under the direction of
Dr. V. V. Phelps were to be rep-
reserited by one orator each. Ac-
cordingly, each class conducted try-
otts, members of the class choosing
the student to represent them. Scott

was not one of these seven and
would not have competed had not
Dr. Phelps reserved the right to

choose an orator-at-large. Scott thus
competed as an ‘“‘extra.”

“I simply had to deliver my ora-
tion,” he said later. “The ideas I
wanted to express had been ram-
bling around in my head for weeks
and I had to let go.”

Scott’s theme was “The End of
War.”  He stressed the point that
the citizens of the world had the
¢hoice of ending war or being ended
by it. He dramatically painted the
horrors of the recent world con-
flict and the disasters which follow-
ed in ite train. He said:

“We now know that science has
discovered a gas so deadly that a
few bombs containing it could de-
stroy every vestige of life in our
city. To consider ‘the possibilities of
the recently developed engines of
war is to arive at the conclusion
that we must end war or be ended by
it. We must become more sensitive
to its horrers.

“The strength of a nation lies
not in Ibattleships or in material
wealth but in men—men of char-
acter, men of principle, men of love.
The trouble with the world today is
a disease of the heart.

‘“Arbitration, education and legis-
lation are good as far as they go
but they aim at the outside. We
must get to the hearts of the peoples
of this world. Brotherly love among
all nations can bring about more
toward this end than the greatest
decuments ever drawn up by states-
men,

“The future lies before us like
a closed book. Shall it be a future
of war or a future of peace?”

Scott is a freshman at the college.

Prohibition Body Prepares Resolution
Urging Against Stronger Beer
Move.

At a mass meeting held under the
auspices’ of the prohibition union of
Watford in  the Congregational
church last Sunday evening, the fol-
lowing resolution, moved by John
MceCormick  and seconded by T. B.
Taylor, was unanimously adopted by
a standing vote, and copies ordered
to be sent to Premier Ferguson and
L. W. Oke, M. L. A. for East Lamb-
ton.

“Whereas, the Hon. Howard Fer-
guson, premier of Ontario, repeated-
ly pledged his word that the O. T. A.
would be strengthened and strictly
enforced, should it be sustained at
the polls, and since the act was sus-
tained, has declared that he will ad-
here to his promise, and whereas
the speech from the throne announc-
es that the O. T. A. will be amended
to permit the sale of stronger beer
than is permitted at present, be it
resolved, that this mass meeting of
electors of the village of Watford
and the township of Warwick, which
gave overwhelming majorities for
the O. T. A., expresses its amaze-
ment that the premier of Ontario
should deliberately break his pledged
word, and strongly protests against
such amendment to the act as would
allow the sale of stronger beer. We
insist that the will of the majority
as expressed in the vote of October
23, must prevail and respectfully
call upon Premier Ferguson to re-
consider the matter and to stand by
his pledged word to strengthen rath-
er than weaken the Ontario temper-
ance act.”

S. Stapleford presided, and Revs.
T. D. Rayner, H. V. Workman and
S. J. Thompson addressed the meet-
ing. The mover and seconder of the
resolution were prominent supporters
of the Ferguson government,

Combating Orchard Pests In Winter.

When the orchards have been
cleared of apples there is time to go
through the nearby woods and hedges
and cut the wild cherry trees and
bushes which are the bivouacs of the
tent caterpillars that raid the or-
chards in the spring. It is a good
time to inspect the trees for borers
and to put down mire and rabbit
guards at the same operation. Tram-
ple the grass flat at the tree base to
allow a close inspection for sawdust
from the borer’s operations, and then
adjust the wire or paper guard to be
in place when snow comes.

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TALES OF OLD FIGHTER

WHEN JOHN L. SULLIVAN WAS
CHAMPION.

Drank Whiskey When Training and
Trusted to His Enormous
Strength to Beat Down His Oppon-
ents—A Primitive Man.

‘An 9ld" fight enthusiast who saw
John ‘L. Sullivan in his prime, won-

i ders how the prise ring hero of forty

years ago would have stacked up
| Bguinst Jack Dempscy. Fight crities
{ declare that John L., who, so to
. #peak, trained in a hammock drink-
| iIng whiskey, and trusted to mere
| 8lugging to win his battles, woulll
bave gone down in a heap before,
the science of Dempsey. But more
thau one old-timer thinks that Sul-
livan properly trained would have
| defeated the present heavyweight
champion of the world.

It Is a futile speculation, but
serves to recall the bruiser who for
ten years was the unbeaten king of
the squared circle. One evening
away back in 1877, Scannell, a local
pugilist, was booked to meet an un-
known young fighter in a Boston
theater. Scornfully swaggering on
to the stage Scannell caught a
glimpse of the swarthy young giant
he was to face. Suddenly he grew
pale, turned abruptly, and fled.
Meanwhile the chagrined manager
strove to pacify the audience, which
began to hiss.

At this the unknown young man
rose and striding to the front of the
stage bellowed in a deep, bass voice:
“My name'’s John L. Sullivan and L
can lick any son of a in this
house. If any of ’em doubts it, come
on.” One of them was foolish
erxough to come on, whereat a stag-
gering blow from Sulivan knocked
him back over the footlights. A min-
ute later, everyone in the audience
was scrambling for the exit.

Early in his life his parents, an
Irish day laborer, and his wife, of
Boston, decided little Johnny was to
become a priest, but the lad, who
played hookey from school, juggled
heavy beer keys on his shoulders,
and one day thrashed a big carter on
the street, became a plumber’s ap-
prentice instead of presently got in-
to fighting. A burly, menacing figure,
his bulging muscles, black bristling
hair, his square jaw and ominously
drooping mouth, made him a terrify-
ing figure in the ring. He fought
like a man with a personal grievance,
rushing upon his opponent with an
avalanche of blows. Sullivan’s ene-
mies, however, declared that the
bruiser’s refusal to fight Peter
Jackson, the latter was a colored
man, was just an excuse to avoid
defeat.

In 1882, ai ithe age of 24, he won
the American championship by de-
feating Paddy Ryan in eight rounds
at Memphis in a fight that under the
London rules then in vogue, was a
combined hitting, wrestling, biting
and scratching mateh. In 1884, Sul-
livan toured the country under con-
tract to lick any man alive in four
rounds or forfeit $560. Within nine
months he had thrashed over 50
challengers and it becaine necessary
to raise the price to $1,000. That
same year Charlie Mitchell, the lit-
tle English bruiser knocked Sullivan
down in the first round in a Aght in
New York City, but in the second
Sullivan knocked Mitchell right out
of the ring and the police siopped
the match.

But the time was coming whemn
Sullivan weuld no longer be able to
substantiate hiz twin boasts that he
could lick any man living or drink
any amount of liguor in any combin-
ation and still navigate. The cham-
pion had a trick of walking into any
bar, announcing: “I'll lick any man
in this house here and now-—-them’s
my sentiments, ‘John L. Sullivan,”

then smashing all the glassware,
magnanimougly paying for it, and
then offering to: drink {wice as

much as any man in the place,

In 1888 he fought his first drawn
battle -—— with Chariie Mitchell in
France, A few years later he was so
put to it that he had to hand over to
his ereditors the famous diamond-
studded belt the mayor and counecils
men of Boston had girded about hiy
vast torso.

Fortieth Anmversary of Canada’ First Trans-Conhnenta.l
System Marks Centenary ‘of Locomotlve.

WO events make 1925 notable in the annals of rail transportation. It

marks the centenary of the locomotive engine and the fortieth anniver-

sary of the completion of Canada’s first transcontinental, the Canadian

Pacific Railway’s main line from Montreal to Vancouver. The first opened

a new chapter in the history of the world; the second a new chapter in the
history of Canada.

Looking back over the events of the intervening century it will readily
be agreed that the introduction of the locomotive was one of the most
important events in modern history. it has enriched the life of the Old
World by delivering to it at low cost the products of the ends of the earth;
while it has brought within the reach of the pioneer on the fronticrs of
civilization highly finished products which can be developed only where a
numerous population makes possible a minute division of labor. It has
given the settler in Northern Alberta, over 5,000 miles distant from London,
a market in that great metropolis just as certain as that enjoyed by the
English farmer. It has also made the same settler as much a customer of
London as are the people of near-by countries.

The locomotive engine made its first appearance in Canada in 1837 on
the Champlain and St. Lawrence Railroad. This road was only 16 miles
long, and ran between the town of La Prairie on the St. Lawrence River
and St. John’s on the Richelieu. This railway was opened in 1836, being
operated by horses during the first year.

» However, it was not until with the incorporation of the Grand Trunk
Railway in 1852 that the railway era in Canada really began. While a
beginning had been made in 1837, still during the next fifteen years only
650 miles of line were added. The Grand Trunk linked up Ontario and
Quebec, and gave both provinces direct connection with the Atlantic coast
through Portland. It also laid the foundations for direct connection between
that port and Chicago. Much railway building followed in Ontario. The
next project of importance was the building of the Intercolonial, which was
begun in 1868, and completed in 1876. This gave Ontario and Quebee direct
connection through Canadian territory with a Canadian port on the Atlantic
open all the year round. In the meantime an agitation for the building of
a railway to connect Ontario and Quebec with the Pacific Coast culminated
in the incorporation of the Canadian Pacific Railway.

On November 7th, 1885 at Cragellachie in Eagle Pass, a gorge in the
Gold Range, British Columbia, Sir Donald A. Smith, afterwards Lord Strath-
cona and Mount Royal, drove the last spike in the main line of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, thus connecting Montreal with Vancouver. This was a
notable event, not only in the history of Canada, but of the British Empire.
By the connecting of the Pacific Coast with Montreal Canada secured its
first transcontinental railway. Indeed, it was the first real transcontinental
on this continent, for while in 1869 the east coast of the United States was
connected with San Francisco by rail, and scveral other such connections
have been added, still even now mo single railway in the United States
extends from Coast to Coast as does the Canadian Pacific in Canada.
November 7th, was also a notable day for the British Empire in that the
Canadian Pacific provided a short cut from Britain to the Orient. As Sir
Charles Tupper in his Reminiscences has pointed out, it brought Yokohama
three weeks nearer to London than it was by the Suez Canal.

The history of the Canadian Pacific Railway is the history of Greater
Canada. When it was first proposed there were only four provinces in
Confederation, Ontario, Quebec, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. Between
1870 and 1873 Prince Edward Island, Manitoba, and British Columbia
entered, the last mentioned on the express condition that it would be con-
nected with Eastern Canada by a line of railway. At that time Manitoba
was a mere postage stamp in dimensions, and the regions between it and
the Rockies were unorganized territory.

The promise of the Canadian Pacific not only brought British Coiumbia
into Confederation, and gave Canada a window on the Pacific; but the build-
ing of it, by establishing direct and quick communication between the east
and the west fixed the destiny of the vast regions west of the Great Lakes
and north of the 49th parallel. The ties of sentiment were thus strengthened
by the economic link of steel® Fifty years ago it was by no means certain
that the territories between Lake Superior and the Rdckies would not pass
into the hands of the United States. The shortest route from Eastern
Canada to Fort Garry, now Winnipeg, was via Chicago and St. Paul. Trade i
moved north and south rather than east and west, so that political absorp- |
tion seemed likely to follow American economic penetration. i

It is with the development of Western Canada that the fortunes of the
Canadian Pacific have been indissolubly linked. As it has expanded the
‘West has grown. In 1885 there were hardly more than 180,000 people inm
the whole country west of the Great Lakes. As a result of the Riel Rebellion
the country was also in a state of utter confusion. Still the year 1885 marks
the real beginning of the period of western development. - The country
continued its policy of aggressive construction by adding feeders to its
main line. This encouraged settlement, for settiers felt themselves secure
as long as they were not too far from the railway. Note how the population
on the plains began to increase. In 1885, when there were not more than
1,000 miles of railway there were only 130,000 people in.that vast territory
between Winnipeg and Calgary and Edmonton, one-half of whom were
located in Manitoba. Within the next 20 years, the prairie provinces, with
about 4,500 miles of railway, had a population of 800,000. By 1923 these
provinces had 20,000 miles of line, of which 8,600 belonged to the Canadian
Pacific, and their population was 2,000,000.

The driving of the last spike at Craigellachie also marked the opening
by the company of the most aggressive and sustained immigration and
colonization campaign that Canada has witnessed. From that time to the
present the company has spent nearly $70,000,000 on its immigratioh and
colonization activities. And it got the immigrants too. During the years
preceding the incorporating of the company immigrants were coming te
Canada at the rate of only 36,000 a year. This was a very light inflow; for

1 away back in 1832 as many as 52,000 were received; but during the period

1881-91 immigration was very nearly trebled; that is it came at the rate ol
92,000 a year. Indeed, during the last two decades of the last eentury the
Government seems to have left immigration pretty much to the company,
for during the 1882-1902 period, the total expenditure on*immigration was
only $5,475,000, as compared with an appropriation of $3,400,000 this year
Through the company’s agencies have come the greater proportion of the
over 5,000,000 immigrants received during the last 40 years.

Coincident with the driving of the last spike at Craigellachie the
company launched out as a promoter of forcign trade and transoceanic
travel. In this department not only has it been,by far the most important
factor in Canada, but one of the most important within the British Empire.
which is saying a great deal, when it is recalled that the latter is the
greatest commercial unit that the world has ever seen. Within legs than
nine months after this spike had been driven there arrived at Port: Moody,
the then terminus of the Pacific, a brig with the first cargo from Japan for
the railway. That little brig the “W. B, Flint” of 800 tons, has grown intc
a great fleet of over 400,000 tons, sailing on fwo oceans, and linking Europe,
America, Asia, and Oceania.

McGILLIVARY AND EAST WILLI-
AMS INSURANCE COMPANIES
HOLD ANNUAL MEETINGS

The annual meeting of McGillivray
Mutual Fire Insurance Company was
held in the town hall, West McGilli-
vray, on the second day of February.
The attendance of policy-holders was
better than for many years.

The meeting was called to order by
the president, W. L. Corbett. After
the minutes of the last meeting were
read and approved the secretary-
treasurer, W. T. Amos, read the
financial statement and auditors’ re-
port. The total amount received dur-

g 1924 was $3,071.70. of which |
$646.77 was interest. The cost of
management $637.35; the total

amount paid for losses in 1924 was
only $203.22; the total surplus is
$15,437.62; and residue of premium
notes $25,774.16, on which, if nec-
essary, calls can be made.

$1000 insurance. The company has
ample surplus so that the mew law
does not require it to raise or alter
its rates of insurance.

A. E. Taylor, T. A. Glendinning
and Earl Furtney were elected dir-
ectors, the latter taking the place of
W. J. Colwell whose resignation was
much regretted.

The motion ‘to increase the fees
paid by the company to the directors
for taking applications from 50c te
$1 was lost.

On motion of W. Allison and W.E.
Lee, John Nichol and W. S. Patter-
son ‘were appointed auditors for 1925.

The policy holders of the East
Williams Mutual Fire Insurance Co.,
held their annual meeting in the town
hall in Nairn on January 26th.

Dugald Campbell, one of this eor-
poration’s auditors, presented the fi-
mancial statement. $2,703.79 was
paid for fire and lightning losses and
cash surplus increased by $450.79.

A substantial gain was made im
new members. The net gain in mew
policy holders over the preceeding
year was 35.

The company'’s funds are invested
in first class securities—$7,000 in the
Canada War Loan and $2,230.46 in
the Standard Bank of Canada.

The cash surplus amounts to 2%
times that required by the new Ont-
ario insurance act.

Angus J. Morrison, Dougald A, Me
Intyre and Alex MeclLeish were re-
elected directors for 3 years.
