. —==The Cretan trouble is still unsettled,
‘and any day iasy bring news of the outbreak
of war between Greece and Turkey. The
troops of both nations line the frontier, and
the situation is dengerous to the peace of
Earope. If war is precipitated it will exert
sach a tension on the strained relations al-
ready existing between the powers, that
nothing short of a miracle will prevent a
general rupture.

In South Africa the war cloud is assuming
a more threatening aspect. British troope
are being despatched for the Cape, and there
is every indication that Great Britain in-
tends to have a more definite understanding
83 to her relations with the Transvaal. The
wily Kruger has gone a step too far in bring-
iog about an alliance with the Orange Free
States. His action in suppressing the two
mewspapers, the Critic and the Star, the or-
gans of the Uitlanders, has also, ian effect,
declared that he intends to pureue the same
arbitrary and unjust methods of government
that resulted in the Jamieson raid. A gen-
eral adjustment of accounts between Great
Britain snd the Transvaal must take place
soon and neithe: country is in such a frame
of .zuind as usually resulte in a harmonious
settlement. Kruger's grand-son is now being
court-martialled for using insulting language
towards Queen Victoria, and it will be in-
teresting to note the decision of the Trans-
vaal tribunal, before which he is arraigned,
on his conduct.

—The Dominion estimates for 1897-8 were
brought down last week, and aggregate
$44,607,239, of which $38,111,663 is on ac-
count of consolidated fund, and $6,405,576
on capital account, a decrease of §114,125 on
eonsolidated fund and an increase of §3,073,-
433 on capital account, when compared with
the estimates of 1896-7. Inthe departments
of trade and commerce, interior, finance snd
inland revenue offices there has been an in-
crease in appropriation, in the other depart-
ments, notably the militia, there has becn
@ general cutting down of expense. Of
course the supplementaries are yet to come
and probably these will add about two mil-
lions more to expenses of government.

The estimates also reveal the fact that the
minister of finance will after July 13t reduce
the rate of interest on government suvings
banks deposits from 3} per cent. to 3 per
cent. This reduction it is claimed will save
$170,000 to the country. It looksasthough
this action on the part of the miaister of
fioance wiil have a tendency to largely in-
crease the busimess of the chartered banks
and thus add to their already more than com-
fortable dividends. It is not unlikely thus
that this lowering of the government rate
will be followed by a correspondicg reduc-
tion in the rate paid by chartered banks, and
those who have ““money in the bank” will
be sacrificed a bit to effect a saving to the
government.

— Epglish steamers are meeting with hard
luck in the Bay of Fundy of late, two of
them having been wrecked since the first of
the year. Both were in command of exper-
ienced navigators, and both were perfectly
strong and seaworthy, and yet they have
succumbed to the rocks on Fundy's: shore.
Investigation into the cause of loss ‘of the
Warwick has thrown the blame partially on
the light-keepers, but the steamer evidently
waas out of her course. Itseems strange that
while tramp steamers, innumerable, pass vp

to St. John without accident, that the reg-
iners should so often meet with disaster.
'ae Assaye, the steamer of the Beaver line,

- taat was wrecked on Monday sight the 5ih
inst., was out of her course, and should
not have been steered within miles of tke
resf where she struck. An investigaticn
will of course be held, but probably just how
it bappened will never be known. Fortu.
pately no lives were lost and & considerable
portion of the cargo has been saved. If
things go on at this rate Eoglish insurance
companies will soon refuse to insure steam-
era against accident on the Nova Scotia

coast.

—The federaticn of the Australian colon-
fes is a subject that has been mooted on dif-
ferent occasions during the past few years,
but not antil recently has the scheme es-
sumed a definite shape. Now the work of
binding the colonies together is in full pro-
gress, and it is almost certain that before
the close of the present year the Australian
continent will be federated on mach the same
lines as characterize our own Dominion fed-
eration. The colonies of New South Wal:s,
Victoria, Tasmania and South and Western
Australia sent delegates to a convention held
at Adelaide Iate in March, at which rescla-
tions, embedying the principles of the new
constitution, were submitted. The powers,
privileges and territory of the colonies are
to remain intact, but the exclusive imposi-
tion and collecting of customs and excise
duties and the military and naval control is
to be vested in the Federal Parliament.
There seems to be practically no opposition
to the measure, and if the final vote, which
will likely be taken in August, isafavorable

viously had been easily handled Ly & vine
knot boat of four hundred tons, there
seemed ample reason for dismal forebodings
a8 to what the end would be.

But, great as were the changes in the
transportation facilities, still greater were
the changes produced in the busicess.

Mrs. Hoyt was a native of Weymouth and
spent her life in the place where she was
born, and died. Her husband was a man
respected, homored, and regretted by all who
knew bhim. By this marrisge was a family
of two sons and two daughters. The latter
are both dead, bat the sons, George J., and
J. Millidge are residents at Weymouth and
Bridgewater respectively. Mrs. Hoyt was
a person of eminently Christian character,
and a disposition which endeared her to her
many acquaintances, a veritable * Mother
in Ierael.” Her religious connection was
with the Episcopal church.

Wooden Lathing Doomed.

A GROWING DEMAND FROM NEARLY ALL
AROHITECTS BOR TRON OR STEEL DEVICES.
One industry that is declining in this

country is the manufacture of wooden lathe,
1t is not owing to any general decrease of
building, nor to business depression, but to
the growing demand from nearly all archi
tects for metallic lathing in the construction
of the partitions of modern buildings. Me-
tallic lathing is used less with a view to
making the buildings fireproof than to mak-
ing the walls and partitions stronger and
less likely to crack, Ordinary wooden laths
are nailed to the studdings while still green
or wet from exposure to the weather., It
would make no difference if they were per-
fectly dry, for the mortar would quickly
moisten them. Then comes the drying out
process. As the laths dry they twist and
turn, cracking the mortar and weakening
the wall. The wooden lath is doomed ex-
cept for the construction of the cheapeet
kind of buildings. The advantages of any
form of metal laths are so great that archi-
tects have no difficulty in persuading proe-
peetive builders to use them to the exclusion
of wood.

The evolution of the lath is rather inter-
esting. In the early days, just after the log
cabin era in this country, a plastered wall
was looked upon as a luxury. Standings
were hewn from hard wood and the laths
were riven by hand from the straightest
grained timber obtainable, and occasionally
dreseed with the drawknife or spokeshave
when too thick for use. They were fastened
to the studding with hand-made nails cost-
ing two or three shillings a pound, and be-
fore the rough coat of mortar and halr was
put on, the lathed wall presented a rugged
sppearance, having no straight lines any-
where, and showing chinks varying from a
mere crack up to fully an inch when a
crooked lath came in juxtaposition to a mod-
erately straight one. Then came the sawed
laths, each one ripped from the edge of an
inch and a quarter plank with a hand saw.
Next came the laths, made one at a time
with circular saws, and then came the gage-
saw machine, which made scores of laths at
ono cut. These laths were cut from the log
with a shaving knife and chopped into widths
a8 toothpicks and cigar lighters are.

The next innovation was a metal lath
made of thin sheet-iron strips, ribbed or hav-
ing the edges turned ever to give strength.
Perforated sheet iron with ragged punctures,
in which the mortar would clinch, succeeded
the strips; and wire netting lathing was in-
troduced. It was generally strengthemed
with ribs of coarser wire, and is still exten-
sively used, not only fer partitions, but for
concrete floors as well.

Within a few years scores of patents have
been granted for metallic lathing and in al-
most every insiance they have beea for mak-
ing sheet steel plates provided with slits or
perforations to hold the mortar. Several
varieties are designed to get more surface
out of the metal sheet than by mere perfor-
stig and are known as expanded metal
lathing. One company has had almost a
monopoly of expanding metal in this manner
by the uee of an ingenious machine upon
which it has patents here and abroad. The
sales run up to considerably more than one
million dollars a year in the United States,
it is eaid. This lash is said fully to double
the width of the original plate from which
ic is cat. Recently another company has
produced a machine by which even more ex-
pansion is gsined by an ingenious form of
catting and corrugating. All thie-is clear
gain, and the effort is being directed to get
ting the greatest stiffoess with the lightest
metal, which means more gain to the mak-
ers.

Neglect of Horses’ Feet.

There is an old saying, trite but true, that
if you have no foot you have no horse, and
yet by very many horse owners and grooms
the foot is little understood and badly
neglected. The average groom bestows all
of his attention upon his charge’s coat; like
his master, he delights in its velvety softness,
but both forget that its lustrous sheen is but
& poor recompense for the suffering and im-
paired usefulness which, in too many oases,
are the direct result of a lack of care of the
feet.

The ignorance of this subject is surpris-
ing, and the torture to which horses aresub-
jeoted on that account is beyond belief.

Whea a horse b lame the sh
is generally supposed to be affected, and,
embrocations failing togive the desired re-
lief, blistering rowels, and sectons are ap-
plied with much suffering to the patient and
uncomplaining horse.

Very often the legs are supposed to be the
seat of the trouble, and, other remedies fail-
ing, they are fired with red hot iron and
blistered. In ninety per cent. of all horses
lame in front, especially in cities, the seat of
trouble is in the fore feet, and is caused
either by a contraction of the hoof or by
corns, often by both, for the corn, which is
really a bruise, is the result of contraction.
A simple but decisive test in deciding wheth-
er the lamemess is in the foot or in the
shoulder is to lead the horse over some ob-
struction sufficiently high to cause him to
lifc his feet well off the ground. If he steps
over it, you may be sure the lameness is not
in the shoulder; but if he cannot step above
it, or if he stubs his toe against it, then
cxamine the shoulder. The reason is that
the muscles of the shoulder are brought into
play when the foot is raised high from the
ground. The suffering from contracted
feet is similar to that experienced by a per-
son wearing a tight shoe, while that from
corns resembles the pain of & bruised finger
nail.

It should be a rule in all stables that the
feet should be cleaned out and washed every
morning, and again at night after the day’s
toil is over. This should be stricily en-
forced, to the exclusion, if need be, of all
other grooming. Do not think from the
the above that the importance ot thorough
grooming is underestimated; quite the re-
verse; but unfortunately too many seem to
forget that cleansing the foot is an import-
ant part of good grooming; and aside from
the healthful results to the feet from the ac-
tion of the water upon them, the animal
learns to stand quietly while being shod,
which materially lessens the chance ot abuse
from the blacksmith. Another advantageis
that stones, bits of glass and nails are some-
times discovered, also raised clinches and
loose shoes; and, besides, the regular cleans-
ingofthe feet prevents such diseases asjthrush
quittor, rotten sole, scratches, and grease
heel, all of which have their primary cause
in dirt.

While handling a horse’s feet be careful
never to become angry and abuse him; it
only increases his restlessnees, and the proba-
bility is that you are holding him in such a
way as to cramp the muscles of the lege,
To punish him because he endeavors to jerk
away his foot to escape pain is positively in-
human, but it is teo frequently done.

All stabled horses should have their feet
packed regularly, and kept in such a condi-
tion that the frog (which received its name
from the ancient Greeks because i¢ will not
remain healthy without moisture) may be
large, full, well spread, and feel to the touch
like india rubber, and the horn of a consist-
ency that ** cuts like cheese ” under the far-
rier's knife. To do thie, they should be
packed every night if necessary. As there
is quite a difference of opinion among-horse-
men i regard to the relative merits of the
different hoof packings, try therefore your-
self and ascertain the one that suits you beet.

As but a little time and sttention are need-
ed each day, and as the expense of the pack-
ing is bat nominal, costing often only the
trouble of precaring it, is it not the part of
wisdom, economy and mercy toattend to this
important duty?

A dust ath is very essen-
to the health of all fowls. In winter, when
the outside ground is frozen hard a substi-
tute should be provided in the shape of a
box filled with dry sand mixed with coal
ashes or road dust. Watch your hens on a
bright, sunny day in winter, and see how
they enjoy this bath. They pick the dust
into their feathers, roll first on one side,
then on the other, and seem to sift the dry
dirt into every part of their feathered coat.
It cleanses them and frees them from their
mertal enemy, the lice. One would suppose
that hen lice were very clean themselves sinoce
they have such a dread of dirt, and it is true
they cannot exist where dirt or dust abounds.
The dust bath is, therefore, very necessary
for the health and bappiness of your fowls.

Rhubarb in the Garden.

About almost every farmhouse can be
found an old, neglected row of rhubarb
plants from which few cuttings are made in
spring for sauce or pies. The sourness and
oftentimes rank flavor of these old rows of
pieplant, as it is otherwise called, makes a
little go a good way in most households, for
after two or three cutting the plants are
usually abandoned and allowed to go to seed.
This is all wrong. A good variety of rhu-
barb is worthy of being eaten the year
sround. Instead of keeping on with the
poor kind, sénd for a package of Rhubarb
seed of one of the imported sorts, such as
Myatt’s Victoria, and sow it in a garden
row. The plants will come from seed as
readily as carrots or beets and mostly true
to their kind, and the second season cuttings

can be made freely Cut off seed stalks as
they appear and keep the ground free from
weeds and well cultivated. If the rhubarb
is given a garden row, this coltivation will

come in with the regular garden cultivation
and will give no tr:ﬁle. 74

Nothing is more injurious to the eyes of a
young child than the veil which too many
careful mothers insist on wrapping around
sheir children’s faces to protect them from
cold. A keen, sharp wind is always to be
avoided. A light rain-storm offers no objec-
tion to an ‘‘outing,” provided the child is
protected from dampness. Moist air is as
wholesome as dry air, unless there is some
trouble with the lung or breathing apparatus.

Sometimes, when a young child is feverish
and fretful with aleeplessness, an outing in
the cool, fresh air will put him tosleep when
all other remedies have failed. No medicine
is equal to aleep. Many threatened dangers
are carried off in sound, quiet, peaceful sleep.
Never allow a little child to sit up to “see

company.”
