The quarterly meeting of the Pros-
bytery of Pictou, was held here this day,
according to appointment, and wis en-
stituted with prayer by the Moderater,

Rev. P. Galbraith, with when were pre--

gent Rev. Messra, Herd nan, Fraser.

Stewart, McKay, MacKichan, anl Me-
Cunn, Ministers ; and Mes<r<. D Fraser,
D. Ross, A. Munro, A. McBean, D.
Robertson, an¢ Norman Gunn, Elders.

Minutes of last quarterly mesting. as
also of meeting of 13th Nov,, were real
and sustained.

There were laid on  the table  and
read, Documents from the congiegation of
Vale Colliery anl Sutherlands River,
and also from the congregation of
Barney’s River, the former reguesting
and the latter agreeing 1o the request
that one half of Mr MacKichan’s
services be given to the congregation of
Vale Colliery and Sutherland’s River,
for which they agree to pay $400 per
annum. Anent which it .was moved,
geconded and upanimou-ly agreed to
that the Presbytery having considered
the winutes of the meetinz at Barneys
River of date 18th Nov. 1878, and alo
the minutes of the meeting of the con-
gregation of Sutherlands River, and
Vale Colliery of date 25th Nov. 1873,
Resolve that Mr. MacKichan give the
half of his services to the congregations
of Sutherlands River and V le Colliery
at the rate of $400 per annum, it being
understood that the sum thus paid by
the latter congregation g0 townrds reduc-
ing the supplement, which the Barneys
River congregation would be entitled to
draw fr m the Colonial Committee
through the Presbytery.
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of the disposal o
Mission monies being,
taken up, it was  unanimously agreed
that the Convenor be ivstruct:d to
forward, as before, one half the amount
of the annual collections to the Lew,
Mr. R ert-on for the South Sea miss
tion, and on half to the Rev. J. Fraser
Uampbell for the Mission in India,

Vhe  Moderator read  the  address
whivh. by order of Presbytery, had been
prepured and presented by him  person-
allv, acoompanied by several members
ot Pre-b tery soud other friends off the
church, ol Exeelleney the Governor-
Geueral on ocension of his landing at
Halitax, together with bis - Excellency’s

ANGLO-ISRAEL.

Although really unnecessary, and pre-
swmptuous, at this stage of science to
prove suela tiaet as that Britons are not
I-vselites, there is an apparent necessity.
1 Leretore the learned and the orthodox,
who are not carried about with every
wind of docirine may pardon the fol-
lowing, since many have been led to
form crioncous views by reading Hine’s
defundant quotation of  Scripiure and
flivtery, and plausible logie.

'.— Proplecy fulfilled must be inter-
preted according to known facts of science
aoed bistory. “Hhere may be prophecies
whiclh weuld be fulfilled ¢/ the British
Nation were Israelites.  But since facts
prove this  indentification impossible,
the-e prophecies must be and are other-
wise interpreted.

IT — It is true that many have asked
and tried to  answer the question,
* What has become of the Ten Tribes ?°

that natives of Malabar, Afshans,
Burmese, North  American Indians,

have their claims to Abraham’s ancestry
discussed to no certainty.  But it by no
means tollows, if these are not Israelites,
that the British are.

J11.—7he Jews of the present day are
of all the tribes. The name Jews 75, and

ha: been, since the captivity of Judah a
synooyn for Lraelite. 1t is first ased
2 K. 16 6, and no doubt etymologically
means 4 man of Judah, though applied
to any Hebrew after the Babylonish
Captivity. It should be sufficient that
we cite i proof, Wescott, George Smith,
F. R. A. S, and Dr. Green. In ad-
dition (1) Lysimachus, Monetho, and
Charaemors (400—200, B. C.) Jose-
phus use the name Jew, in writing of the
Twelve Tribes. (2) Many of the
Twelve Tribes were in Palestine after
the restoration. The proclamation ex-
tended to all; Josephus says  Many of
the Ten Tribes came from Media to
Babylon, desirous of goiug up to Jeru-
salem ;” sin offerings \.ere offcred after
the return for all the tribes; 12,000 of
the returned could not trace descent
from Judah nor Benjawin ; Mac. 9; 5—
24 ; Anna the Prophetess was of As-
shur. (3.) It is conclusive from Esther
(4: 8—9: 30,) where Jews were scat-
tered throughout the 127 Provinces of
Persia, and were “diverse” from other
peaple, and slew 75800 of their en ‘mies.
Now the Ten Tribes were *divers”
frcan the other people. These events
bappened in we reign of Xerxes, who
is identical with Ahasuerus, 75 years
after the restoration (535 B. C.) There-
fore the pame * Jew” meant even then
a Hebrew, and certainly in New
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Testament times, all Hebrews were
called « Jews,” as by Paul and James.
We read in Acts of “Jews” in Asia,
Africa and Europe, and to these same
Jumes writes calling them * The Twelve
Tribes.” Tribal distinctions and jea-
lousies had succumbed to common miser-
ies of exile. The Ten Tribes are not
said in Scripture to he lust, but to have
been «tispersed and to be have perished,
as a Nation. Therefore the present
« Jews” are of the Twelve Tribes ; and
their number, about 4,000,000, is suffici-
cient to fulfil any prophecies in that line,
concerning them.

IV.—Again, the relation of Anglo-

Saxons to other Teutonic Tribes and
to the Aryan race render Hine's
theory impossible. The question is
resolved to this. Why do not Britains
talk Hebrew, ana resemble Jews, if
they are Israelites? On the contrary
we find the Kaglish people talking
a language whose nucleus and bulk
is Saxon, and resembling Teutons. It
is certain, and no sane man will deny
that Saxon is the language of our an-
cestors from Germany, is & sister tongue
to Friesian, Duteh, Flemish, which
gprung from Low German; and is
closely related to High German, Scandin
avian dialects, Danish, Swedizsh and
Norewegian. Saxon is also of the same
family a3 Greek, Latin Sanscrit, Servia
and Celtic. If English are Israelites,
who are all those others. 1t involves
the theory in utter confusion. Erse,
We.sh, Gaelic and Manax, are related to
Saxon, showing that those who speak
them are also reia ed similarly. but not
closely enough to make them sister
tribes. The physiognomy of all the
above m2ntioned nationalities corrrea-
ponds to the lingual relations, showing
that the English are closely related to
them. Mr. Hine does not grapple with
those impossibilities. On the other hand,
the Hebrews are Semitic in 1isce, as
langusge and features prove. Hebrew,
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Arabic aud Aromaic are closely related
branches of Semite fumily of languages,
which i3 different in nearly all its charac-
teristics from the Aryan to which Kn-
glish belongs.

V.—Saxon customs gnd religion were
quite different from Jewish. Their
hatred of citiex and even villages, their
systems of goverament, thewr classes of
slaves, their land tenure widely differed
from oriental customs. The Saxons
moreover were idolaters, worsh ppers of
thg Sun, Moon, Woden, Thore, te. The
Israelites were monotheists, and their
idolatry when at times they became
such was quite different from that of the
Teutonic Race.

VI—The facts of history make ‘he
identity  equally  impossible.  The
Teutonic Tribes, of which are Angles,
Saxons and Jutes, were in Eurecs
centuries B. C- Thev troubled the
Romans 300 B. C  Again we read of
Teutonic and Cimbrian warsin 113 B, C,
Jutland was called the Cimbrian Pen-
insufa. It is probable shat the Jutes
who emigrated thence to England, were
descendants of these Cimbrians, Now
Josephus and Gamaliel say the Team
Tribes were beyond the Euphrates
after 70, A. D. How could they be in
Britain or in Europe at the same time?
The same difficulty meets us in the case
of the Anglo-Saxons. Only part of
them crossed to Britain, sbout 449 A. D.
In 500 A. D, the Saxons left. conatita-
ted the only independent tribe iu the
North of Germany. 20,000 Saxons
accompanied the Lombards into North
Ialy in 568, and the chief wars of
Charlemange were «#ith the Saxons.
Now if those who crossed the sea to
Brit .in are Israelites, thcse who remaia-
ed and their descendants are Israelites

VII.—Hine's theory involves innum-
erable inconsistencies. If Dan aad

Simeon escaped to Ireland, how are
Scripture and Josephus true in sayiag
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that the Ten Tribes wer » carried captive?
If Danes, Celts, (Irish, Welsh, Gaels))
Normarns, Angles, Saxons and Jates arve
sll isravlites, why do not they speak
Hebrew, or if not Ilebrew some com-
mon tongue ?  If Saxon is not Hebrew
and Welsh is, how do they belong o the
same clazs of languagez?  The people
of Nouth Irefand are Celtic with a mix-
ture of Saxon, but they are Lsraclites, and
Hine says they are Canaarvites which i3
absurd. The ta-k of proving the mis-
spplication of Seripture isa long one, bui
sutfice it to say that all who peruse their
Bitles more than Hine's literature, will
gee that many quotatious conucerning
the ten trib+s and the two tribbs
were  propbecies  eoncerning  «ll
Isracl, delivered before they entered
Canaan, Deut. XNXIV and XXXI1V, and
applied by later prophets to whoever
sinned : and that many are ftultilled in
Christ; at least, so say the inspired
Evangelists.  Bibles are cheaper than
histories.  From the fo lowing, Mr. Hine
i8 either ignorant of what he writes
about, or wishes from pecuniary motives,
or for notoriety to dupe his readers.
In either case ke is an unsafe guide.
He derives Sworons from Sons of foac,
by as ingenious and true a method as he
who derived Miidieton from Amos, by
dropping 4 and v s and inserting fd-
dieton. Surnu, say authorities recognized
by the learned, comes from the Anglo-
Saxon Sear (short sword, which they
carried) and men, Sarmen. Again he
says Seves, Seale, Crocus, Guraer, are
from Hebrew roots. If this were true,
it would prove that Hebrews are Ro-
mans, for these don’t happen in this
guess to be Anglo-Saxon, but Latin
derivatives. Also Subbath and balsam
are borrowed from Hebrew, and prove
Hebrew to be Hebrew.  Anglo-Saxon
contains 1 ots s+ ewmbiing those of many
Hebrew words, but there is no establish-
ed identity of Esglish and Hebrew

roots. Anglo-Saxon contains roots re-
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sembling Arabie, very many wlentical
with Greek, Latin and Sau-krit roots,
and still Englizh are not Saracens nor
Greeks deseendants  of neither  Ro-
mans nor Hindoos. The physiognomy
of Jews is ditferent from that of British,
says Mr. Hine, the features ol the Jews
were changed, while the English have
the features f the ancient  Jsraelite.
But it is indizputable that ancient scul-
pture proves the modern Jew to resemble

the ancient  Hebrew, therefore thiz
absurd change is untrue-
“Theories” »says Sam Slick, “are

very pood things, they can stand on
their own lezs”  But if theories cannot
be reconci'ed with facts, they must go
by the board. A chain is po ~tronger
than its weakest link, but in Mr. Hine's
long chain, all the links are weak.

The above are a few old and verified
facts, which render the theory in ques-
tion impossible.  We trust that any dis-
posed to regard with faver the Anglo-
Lsrael theory, will endeavor to ascertain
the truth, rather than to be carried
aboat with every wind of doctrine,

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC IN
CHURCIIES.

To many this subject seems of too little
importance to furnish a reason for any
decided stand on the part of Christiaug.
Perhaps the following considerations may
induce them to think differently.

(1) The simplicity and freedom from
extranecus attractions which have equal-
1y characterised the worship ot the pri-
mitive church and of the Presbyterian
churches which have sprung from the
Protestant Reformation, may not have
been without its effect in prometing their
sticeess in converting men to Christ; and
in the case of the latter churches, has no
doubt contributed to their comparative
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exemption from thke danger of falling in-
to ritu..lisia and Romanism  Why should
we wilfuliy leave this vantage ground of
primitive simplicity ot wors'ixip? Spur-
geon has well said on this—:* We have
had nothing novel to attract this multi-
tude, nothing by way of gorgeous cere-
mony, not even the swell of the organ.
The preaching of the Gospel is enough
to draw the people and enough to save
the people, and if we take to anything
else we lose our power and shear away
the locks which make us strong.”

(2) The introduction of instrumental
music is proved by experience to tend to
the decay of congregational singing, and
to the introduction of many kinds of musi-
cal performances not tending to spiritual
edification, but more akin to the mission
of the opera house than to that of the
church of Christ. It has hence led to
differences of opinion and to contention
g0 that the organ may truly be said to
have been an instrument not of harmony
but ot discord.

(8) The introduction of instrumental
music leads o contusion of ideas as to
the applicability of the temple service of
the Jewish church to the Christian church,
a principle which if once admitted opens
the way to every species of ritualism.
In connection with this we find the advo-
cates of instrumental musie speaking fa
service or ministry of song, of which
there is no mention in the New Testament
—praise in the Christian church being
the spontaneous and united offering ot
the whole Christian people, and the bar-
mony of voices being merely a mean to
thisend. Itis to be observed that though
instruments of music were used in the
Tempie ritual by Priests and Levites,
they were not introduced into the Syna-
gogu.: worship, which more nearly cor-
responds with that of the New Testament.
We bave no right therefore to cite the
Jewish precedent, unless we adopt also
the sacrificing priesthood ; and if we do
this we go over at once to Rome. It is
further to be observed that all this has
nothing to do with what has been called
“singing the Gospel.” This requires no
Qrgan, nor is it restricted vo gifted men
‘like Sankey and Phillips. It is daily

one by very little children without any
ihstraments—<<6ut of the mouths of
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babies and sucklings "—ns it was long
ago ; and that, as our Locd himsell testi-
fied, perfectly.

(1) Attempts are made to vindieate
the introduction of instrumental masie
by the still more mischievons dactrine
that this is necessary to atirict youns
and worldly people to the chareh by
ministering  to  their sensuous  tasoes,
This 18 directly contrary to the teaciomge
and practice of Christ and 1hs Apostic
to the conducet of our reformimg forelat-
hers, who lett the muagniticent ritud ot
Rome for the simplicity of the Gospel
and to all experience ot himan nature,
which shews that such meretricious at-
tractions are fatal to the true prosperity
of the church, and tend to delude unwary
souls into a belief that they ave worship-
ping God when they are merely graiity-
ing their own senses; while these petty
attemp:s to attract the thoughtless, dis-
gust and repel from relizion the wore
earnest and practical class of minds,

(5) The introduction of n.rumental
music is a wiste of the means at the dis-
posal of the church for the promotion of
the truth, ard should on this ground he
condemned by every thoughtta? Chris-
tian, The sum invested in a single enty
church organ, is often sullicient to sup-
part one or two missionarics to the
heathen or to the negciected distriets of
our own country. Viewed in this way,
and in the light of the previous sty e-
ments, the sound ot the organ should be
to the ear of the Christiw nothing iess
than the dirge of lost souls.

(6) The case of those who have al-
ways been accustomed to the use of ins-
tramental music and other so-called aids
to devotion, isdifferent trom that of those
whose predecessors bad  emancipated
themselves from such elements of the
world, and who afterwards return to
them. ‘'The latter are in every way lvss
eXxcusable than the tormer.

(7) It is held by some that in ** non-
essential ” matters ot this kind, when a
majority is in favoar of a change, the
minority should submit. Itis clear, how-
ever, that this cannot be correct, other-
wise a numerical mjority could always
oyerride the truth, and it would become
a duty rather th.n a crime to follow the
multitude in downward ways. ‘I'he min-
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ority may submit if thev con reconcile it
with consvience and principle toaegaiesce
in the innovation, but they ousht o re-
tire it they cannot, in consistency wth
their felt duty to Christ s <o,

(%) In the case of a majority determin-
ing o introduce any innevadion ot the
kind above veferred to, the pesition ot
such nijority and of those who athere
to them, may involve atervihbe =espoasi-
bility altogether dispropoctioned to the
importance of the question at i:sae. |t
they <hould be in the wrong, o inth pene-
ed Ly motives ot ostentatioa and worldly
conformity, how can they answ r to
Chvist for inteaducing the seeds of evil
and  dissension amoug His people. It
they think they are rizht, there is a <l
hirher Law : tor it in the pursait of whe
is conies~edlv Dot necessary even to the
external worship ot the Clinreh, they of-
fend the wenkest of their brethren, they
thereby expose themseives and the con-
gregation which they represent to that
solenns denunication of our Lord—+Waoe
to that man through whom the offen e
comeill ™, and they cannot expect any
blessing from God until they repent il
make wmends for the evil they have
done.

(9) Though it i3 trae that in recent
times As~emblies and Synods of Preshy-
terian churches have agreed to tolerate
the use ot instrumental music, it is to be
feared thar they have done so rather
froin i weak desire to preseive outward
wnity than from regard to any principle.
The larger catechism of the Westminis-
ter divines holds that the second com-
mandment fombids ** devising, counsetl-
ing. commanding, using. aned any wise
gpproving any religious worskip not ins-
tituted by God himselt,” on the ground
of ¢* custom, devotion, good intent, or
sny other pretence soever ™ It might
relieve the minds of some who proftss 1o
adhere to the Westmimster standards, it
intormation could be given as to how and
where God has *inztituted® the use of
the organ in Christian worsiiip. Let it
be observed also that it is in relation to
this very commandment that we blame
the Clivreh of Rome tor the intreduction
of images and pictares, which may also
be held t gratify taste and promote wor-
s ip.
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(10) [t may be held that there is ex-
pross testimony in the New Testamont
wzainst mechanical aids in praise. Not
only are these vot reterred to as in use,
hut no mention is made of them except
in the symbe e language  of the Revela-
tion.  wrther, the word PPsallo, which
might be supposed  literally to refer to
plaving on o stringed instruuient, and if
takien i this very literal sense might be
supposed to permit the use of stringed
struments s an aceompaniment to tha
voice, Bs ased in connections which saow
that it means something quite different,
namely, the welody of the inner spiritual
m o, and s propedly o translated in our
version.  For example, this word occurs
in the expressi ns —*I will sing with the
spirit and [ will sing with the under-
stainding aiso.” 1 Cor. xiv. 15.—** Sing-
ing aunl making melody in your hearts to
the Lovd,” Eph vo 19, 'T'he same sense
applies to the only other passages in
wiieh it is used—Rom. xv. 9; Jas. v. 13
—=o that it may truly be said thai the
only in~trumeunts sanctivne.d 1n the Chris-
tian chureiare the spirit, the understand-
ine and the heart, in ali of which we are
enjoined to make melody, st the same
time that we give praise with the voice.

In aceordance with this, no one seems
to have thought of introducing organs
into churches till the dark ages had in-
troducred many  other innovations. So
late ws 1250, Thomas Aquinas could
write with reference to the Latin church:
¢ Qur chureh does not use musical instru-
wients, as harps and psalteries, to praise
God withal, that she may not appear to
Judaise.” ++ Nor ought a pipe, nor any
other artifivial instrument, such as organ
ot harp or the like, be brought into use
in the Clnistian church, but only those
things which shall make of the hearers
betier men.  For by musical instruments
the wind is more directed to amusement
than to the forming of a good internal
disposition.”  He goes on to say that he
thinks instruments were permitted to the
Jews because they were ¢ harder and
more carnal,’ and for similar reasous.
It i3 curious that Luther, Calvin, and
Knox condemned the organ on much the
sume grounds with Aquinas; su that here
for once the highest authorities both jn
the Protestant and Romish churches agree
with one snothi. * and with the Apostles
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and early Christians.

Lastly. it is admitted that the subjeer
of tuese remarks is one on which Chris-
tiw peopla iy conseiontiously  difter;
bul et none think that it isinditfrent ot
unimportant. It is one ot those small
things which have Lurge an'l important
issues tor good or evil to the souls of
men ; especially in these davs of Rome-
ward and  ritualistic  te:ndencies,  Let
every one be tuby persuvded o his own
wind, and let vo one be detevred by un-
worthy matives or by mere expediency
from taking his stand on the side of wl-
berence to the truth, even in the smallest
niuters, while retiining all charity and
consideration for those who miay differ.
Further, let no worldly or earcicss man
ex-use himsel tor rejecting Christ be-
e ase of these litide follies o the part ot
prtesseld Christians. In no word or
deedt did the blessed S wviour who died
for us counignance any ritialisms or me-
chanical aids to devotion, or ask trom us
sty toing less or more than the devotim
ot the heart and life to God,  Jesus
Cheis is as little reapounsible for the
prai~iug machines ot our churches as for
the praying machines ot Thibet

LETTER FROM MR. ROBERTSON, ETC.

I have this day (29th Nov ) in obed-
ce to the injunction of Presbytery
Wednesday, desired Mr. Hislop, our
reasurer, to transmit the one half of
amount for Foreign Missions to Mr.
rtson Erromanga, and the other

f to Rev. Frazer Campbell, British
ia, in all $230, to be used by them
the christi+nization of the heathen
d accounted for in our Recorp. On
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deliberation the Preshytery resolved to
centinue their support to these missions ;
and I shall now produce Mr. Robert-
son's letter or such parts of it, and vi the
minutes of the missions conference as
may serve to interest jour readers.
Writes Mr. R. ¢ The prospects for the
spread of the Gospel on this I<kad were
never 80 bright since we came to it as
they are this year. Some chiefs of
their own accord are resolv-d o give
up heathenism this year.  We purpose
dispensing the Saerament at Couk’s Bay
the 8rd Subbath of this month, afier
which to make : journey right round
the island accompuinied by a large nume
ber of the christian ratives.  Our bject
is to get better :nquainted with the
heathen and they with us. ‘T'hi, joar-
ney, in the slow way we do things out
here, will take v~ about two months or
until the beginuine of November. I am
very anxious to aet anothier missionary
for this Island. The state of the wark
is at that poiut that one is needed nore
than a few years ago to carry forward
the work, ‘The natives can begin the
work and they do very well up to a
given point, and then unless a mission-
steps in the preparation work is i some
measure lost.  An earnest pushing mis-
sionary with a wife, would do much
good on this island.”

Rev. Dr. Steele, Sydney, paid me
£27 sterling when we were in Sydney
last summer, the gift of the Pictou Pres-
bytery to aid me in carrying forward
the mission work on this island. Now
let me tell you what | have doae with
£17 of that sum. I have applied it to
pay the balance of a new mission boat
for Erromanga. I felt I would not err
in so applying it, and I felt sure that
the Kirk Presbytery would like to have
a shars in o mission beat for Erroman-
ga. Astothe minutes of the Mission-
ary Syued held at  Anciteum, June 3§,
1878, we can only find réom for a few
extracts :
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1. The retiring moderator delivered
an address on the special difficulties of
our ficld of labour, and the special en-
couragements we have in the field at the
present time.  The rest of the sederunt
was spent in prayer and reference to our
po-ition and work.

3. Mr. Oscar Michelzen having pre-
sented his credentials as a missionary
catechist, from the Presbyterian Church
cf Otaga, was received and welcomed,
and prayer was engaged in thanking
God for this acceptisn to our number
and entresting a blessiag on his future
labours. In accordance with his own
desire he was appointed to reside with
Mr. Metne in Nyamo during the
present year to de.ote himself to the ac-
quisitiou of the language and to obtain a
practical acquaintance with general mis-
sion work in all its branches.

8. Reports were presented to Synod
from all the mission stations, some cases
indicating decided progress in the work
in others progress of a less marked kind.
In so far as the work may have been
hindered by any defects on our part, we
decire to humbic ourselves before God
and,to pray that we may be made more
diligent. more prayerful, more charitable
and more winning, in so far any measure
of success has been granted us, to ren-
der 10 God the thanks and to take cour-
age for the future.

10. A report was received from Mr.
Inglis, giving an account of his work
sincg leaving New Zealand, capeeially
in making preparations for and entering
apon the great work of printing the Old
Testament in the language of Anetyum.
The Synod desires to greet affectionate-
ly the father of the mission, and to pray
that the spirit of grace and men may
restupon him and assist and sustain bim
even uno the end.

But it is
not to be inferred from that councessicm
that the state bas nothing to do with re-
ligion ; that it must act as though there
were no Christ and no God. It has
already been remarked that this is a8
impossible as it would be for .he state
to ignore the moral law. It may be
admitted that Church and State are, im
this cauntry, as distinct as the Church
and a baoking company. But = bank-
ing company, if composed of Christians
must conduet its business according te
Christ’an principles, so far as those prim~
ciples apply to banking operations.

So a nation, or a state, composed of
christians, must be governed by christi-
anity, so far as its spirit and precepts
appy 10 matters of civil government..

Let those Liberals who are so hostife
to the power of the civil magistrate, aad
tv the union of Church and State, refuts,
(if they can) the arguments of the veter-
an theologian. The thing cannot be put
in & more lucid way than Dr. Hodge has
pui it, and altiough there has been a
great deal wrihcn by many eminent
men cn those points which stand so pro-
minent in the Bible yet therc are mady
who are slow to swallow them.

GIVE ATTENDANCE TO READING,

Tt is the bigh privilege of those whe
dwell in Nova Scotia, that they enjoy
in abundunce the means of improve
ment. Among these means good boaks
hold a prominent place. I have thought
therefore that I might render an acoept-
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able service to the readers of the Rec-
ORD, by calling their attention to the
general subicct of reading.

First, then take heed what you read,
be careful to select and read those beoks
from which you may acquire usefil in-
formation, improvement of the mind
in knowledge ; and the heart in good-
mess; these are the great ohjects which
eught ever to be kept in view in read-
ing.

It is a consideration of no small
weight, that reading provides matter for
sseful conversation. Those who are ig-
morant of books must be very narrow
minded, hence when a few of such peo-
ple meet together, instead of improving
the time with interesting converation,
they very often circulate false reports
or more likely still, relate to one another
some foolish story or tale of scaundal.
Speaking of scandal I am reminded of a
very good definition of the word given
‘By a little scheol girl to a school inspec-
sor. The inspector on his way 1o visita
eertain school, heard a very odd siory
about the teacher, which had been cir-
eulated by some mischief loving Lioys ;
but he being a very sensible man did
mot for a moment pay the slightest at-
tention to what he had heard, until Le
visited and examined the school.

Finding all as 1t should he, he spoke

‘g0 the teacher about the tale of scandal
"he lutely heard, and receiving an ex-
planation which satisfied him as to the
eng'n of the story, he addressed the
pupils on the evils arising from telling
tales (and especially untrue ones) out of
school.

‘When about concluding bis address
- he asked how many present could give
the meaning of the word scandal. Many
«hands were raised but one little girl ap-
pearing more eager than the others, was
asked what meaning she would give.
She replied in these words, nobody says
nothing, and somebody goes and tells
everybody about it.
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And dear reader that definition g
always be given of the conversation
those persons, whose chief delight i
pry inte the private history of indi
uals, and spread abroad all the s
that is afloat.
