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TOPICS OF THE DAY

HE organization and co-operation of retnil book-
scllers is not only of great importance to themsclves
but is very desirable from a national standpoint.
There can be hut little question that on the whole
less progress has been madein the hookselling trade

in proportion to its possibilitics than in almost any other.
Our country is now on the eve of great increases; our
population, wealth and commercial activity are certain to
grow with remarkable rapidity in the next
few years, and when that tune comes the
hook trade should be in a position to make
the most of their opportunities and should
now do all that they can to improve the conditions of their
trade. Books will be read and bought in enormous quantities
in the coming years, and the public, trained by better service
in other directions, will expect better service from booksellers.
It is then necessary for the book trade to prepare in advance
for this demand that will be made upon them, so that when
the good times come they will not find their trade rapidly
flowing into other channels.
7 Intelligent organization is the only root from which can
grow any permanent improvement in the couditions which
. surround the bookselling trade, and, believing this, we urge
every bookseller in Canada to upite with the association of
booksellers, whose first convention was held on October 17
-last in Toronto.

A full report of the transactious »f this convention and of
the resolutions adopted by them at their mecting will be found
on another page of this issuc, and we commend its careful
perusal to all who are interested in the cificiency and well-
being of Canadian booksellers and stationers. A reading of
the report will clearly show that many unjust conditions now
prevail in the trade, and, while we believe many difficultics
will arise in the just solution_ of the problems which vex and
harass baookscllers, yet we believe that if the present organi-
zation meets with the support it deserves, results will be
ubtained of the greatest importance and benefit to all.

Conventlon
Lessons.

We are glad to note that the chairman in his address to
the meeting pointed out the fact that many of the evil condi-
tions which now scriously affect the trade are not founded on
causes for which either the retailer or wholesaler are entirely
to blame: and we think the suggestion of co-operation be
tween wholesaler and retailer, whichis to be interred from this
remark, is onc that should be kept carcfully in view. That
antagonisiy, rather than co-operation, should prevail between
wholesaler and retailer would be most disastrous to hoth

parties, und we strongly ndvise a greater consideration for the
well-being of cach other than has been shown in the past.
Many wrong practices have crept in on both sides and these
have largely been the result of secrct and mean jerlousy rather
than of an upright and enterprising rivalry. Both wholezaler
and retailer must accept respoasibility for these conditions,
and nothing can so remove the obstacles in the way of a
better uuderstanding and a suter manner of doing business
than the mceting together halfyearly, or oftener, of the
various members of the wholesale and retail trade.  For this
reason alouy, we believe that a permanent organization of the
trade is worth almost any reasonable cost: and every dealer
from the Atlantic to the Pacific should give his hearty support
to the ctfortswhich are being made for the benefit of the trade.
If you, the reader of this article, cither by procrastination,
neglect, or other cause, fuil to give your support to the cllorts
which are heing madeon your hehalf, there will belittle reason
in grumbling at conditions which are gradually undermining
your business.

It is notour purpose in this issue to enter into adiscussion
of the various resolutions adopted by the convention, for
many would require an entire article to give any adequare
consideration of them, but we cannot lay too strong emphasis
on the fact that every dealer in the country should carefully
consider the points raised by theresolutions, and, by studying
the questions, so inform himsclf that he can bring intelligent
help to a solution of the difficulties with which they are faced.

Needless to say, our coluthus are ahways open to reason.
able discussion on any subject of interest to the trade, and we
specially invite correspondence at this time on any matter -
volved in the resolutions adopted by the booksellers® cou.
vention,

Procecdings of the Convention of the Bookscliers and Statloners' Section of the Retail Merchants® Association
of Canada, held in Toronto on October 17, tgoa,

HE first eonvention of the Booksellers and Stationers’
rection of the Retail Merchants' Associntion of
Cannda was held wm their board-roomy Medical
bmlding, un Priday morning, October 17, 1902,
A large number of delegates were present, repre-
aentiog the principal citics and towna of the Province.

The proccedings cammeuced at 10 a.an., and, upon motion,
W. Tyrrell, of Toronto, was unanimously chosen to take the
char, and E. M. Trowern, central scerctary, to act as sccre-
tary for the mecting. Alarge nummber of letters were read
from hookscllcrs and stationers from all partsof the Dominion
cxpressing themselves as being thoroughly in sympathy with
the work of the association, W, Tyrrell then delivered the
tollowing address:

CHAIRMAN'S ADDRESS.

Gentlemen and fellow bookscllers and stationers,—I feel
sure you will admit that no tormal welcome is necessary on
the part of our local associntion.  We are all working for the
satic end, avd to sce you here is very great encouragement to
those of un who, so fur, have been doing what we could to im-
prove the business upon which we are all embarked and in
which our time, our moncy and our energy are invested.
Nevertheless, 1t is a great privilege to he associated here with
you this morning in an attempt to bring about conditions
more cymtable and just to bookscllers, and set it gives mea

pontion of chaigman to svampurtant a gatherniog, fur I kaow
that there are others here who would more ably 611 the posi-
tion—aothers whase expeniciice is greater and more intimate
than minc, eapecially with some phases of the difficultics,
which we hope to removs.,

Hefore roing further, let me say that it would, perbaps, be
well for us to remember that, many though the difficulties are
which we have to encounter, vet, these are not the result of

any onc sct of causes. At first thought, many of us arc
inclined to blame publishers, wholesaledealers and theGovern.
ment for the unfair conditions which now surround us, but I
thiok you will also admit that we ourselves must share some
of the fault, not only on account of our readiness on inany
occasions to do business ut the expense of our rivals, but also
for our neglect and indifference to the broad interests of the
trade. But our business now is not so much with causes as
with remedics, and for this purpose we have now met together.,
Judging from the number of letters we have received from all
parts of the country, there can be no doubt that the greatest
gricvance which now oppresses the bookscllers is the impossi-
bility of getting any reasonable profit from the sale of school
hooks, and this question, so vital to all dealers throughout
the country, will be the drst to occupy your attention.

Some method by which a uniform selling price for school
books can be maintained by all dealers from one end of the
country to the other is the ideal which we seck. Next to that,
and veryimportant to the booksellers in the larger towns and
cities, is to devise some plan Ly which a similar uniformity of
price may be obtained for all new works of fiction and general
literature, and I believe that there ought to be little difficulty
in securing such an arrangement from our publishers.

THE NET SYSTEM.

The most promising means by which this can be obtained
18 the adoption by the publishers of what is known as the “net
systew.” This system has been successfully introduced by
the publishers of Great Britain and the United States, to the
great benefit of booksellers in those countries, and customers
now have the satisfaction of knowing that they are buying
their books as cheaply from their favorite booksellers as they
could i they spent hours in nerve-wasting energy looking for
the cheapest store,

As there may be some here who are noc fumiliar with the
workiogs of the *'net system,” I will venture to explain very
briefly the practice of English and American publishers. The
first step is the formation by publishers and wholesale dealers
of an association, united for the purpose of coercing all retail
merchants who cut or reduce the price of any book published
at a net price.  Obviously such an association must include in
its membership ail the publishers and jobbers of the country in
which it is formed. At best there can be little hope of success,
if any influcatial publisher remains outside of the association.
Having thus united, the association agrees to exact from all
retail dealers alike the following conditions: All books issued
under the **net system ™ are sold to dealers on the.sole condi-
tion that, for one year from date of publication, they obtain
the full net price from every customer except public libraries,
which are allowed 10 per cent. discount, but no more. Should
any dealer be discovered selling net books at less than the full
published price,plus the postage, if mailed, he is at once ““black-
listed ™ in the offices of all members of the association, and
until he agrees to stop cutting prices be cannot obtain further
supplies from any member of the association. :

This plao has heen found to be wonderfully successful in
actual practice, both in the United States and Great Britain,
and no better evidence of its profitableaess can be found than
the fact that the number of “net” books is continually
increasing. When we consider the enormous difficulties which
had to be encountered in a country so large as the United
States, we cannot but admire the spirit and determination of
the publishers, who realized the precarious condition to which
bocksellers were being driven, and their experience and success
should be a source of eucourngement to our publishers when
they have to meet difficultics of a similar nature.



Before passing to the next question with which we have to
deal,I wish to sny that there can be no legal doubt as to the
right of publishers to fix the price at which their books must
be sold, and to take such steps as may be necessary to obtain
that end, becuuse the laws of copyright already concede to the
publishers a complete monopoly in the manufacture and sale
of their books, so long as the copyright lasts, Such being the
case, there is no reason why publislicrs should not agree to
adopt the “ net system,” not only for the sake of booksellers,
but for their own final benefit.

. COPYRIGHT.

The next important question which we have to consider is
copyright, and, belicving as I do, that it is the duty of book-
scllers to look at the matter from the point of view of the
public, rather than from the standpoint of the publisher,I
would strongly advise every member here to be very slow in
endorsing any proposition that is supported only by publish-
ers, bookbinders, printers or papermakers. I do not, by
suying this, mean you to infer that these classes are being
actuated by wrong motives, but I do say that they huve been
looking so steadily at the strong light of their own intercsts
that their cyes are somewhat blinded to the right of book-
scllers and the general public. As there may be some here who
have not studied the question of copyright very closely, I will
venture to trespass upon your patience a little further by
making the following somewhat long statements of objections
to the present condition of Canadian copyright :

1. The Canadian public is practically restricted in its
choice to Canadian cditions, usually printed from American
stereotype plates. The restriction, while perhaps not very
severely felt, yet will become more and more harmful and
unjust to book-buyers as time goes on, owing to the increasing
numbers of Canadian copyrights, each one excluding as it
will any other edition save the one produced in Canada.
When we think of the varied editinns, both of a more claborate
as well as of a cheaper character, that it is possible to produce
very profitably in countries with large populations like Great
Britain aud the United States, we can in a measure estimate
the great injustice which will result in separating Canada from
the rest of the English reading world, and all for the sake of
giving a few publishers profits out of all proportion to services
rendered.

2. It removes the competition of English colonial editions,
and in so doing will decrease in a large mcasure if it does not
in time altogether stop the issu¢ of Canadian papercovered
editions. The trade in these is so important to booksellers,
especially during the Summer and tourist seasons, that I feel
sure youwill agree with me when I say that the publishers ask
toc high a price for the benefits which they derive from the
present conditions of Canadian copyright.

3. 1t encourages, on one hand, a dominance in Canada of
American publishers and American authors, and on the other
hand, to an cqual degree, dispossesses the English publisher
and authors, because under preseat conditions the proximity
of the United States makes arrangements with that country
for the loan of sterecotype plates both casy and cconomical as
compared with Great Britain.

4. By taking out a copyright under present conditions, a
.publisher can supply himself by importation with any other
authorized edition of the same work, but he can prohibit any
bookseller from so importing, thus shutting out all competi-
tion with himself on such editions. This permits abuses
twhich it 18 difficult to detect and harder to prevent, for pub-
Iishers have it within their power to thus advance prices to
an unreasonable extent, while they can at the same time make
competition from other sources impossible.

3. By copyrighting one book of a uniform set of an
author's works, the Canadian publisher becomes practically
the sole and only importer of such set, for, by reason of this
copyright in the one volume, he is the only one who canim-
port such sets complete.
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G. By copyrighting one story in a volutic of ahort stories,
or one pocm of a poct's works, a Canadian publisher can,
under existing conditions, prevent the importation of any
volume containing the said story or poem except such as he
himself may import.

I think you will ngree with me that if these objections are
true (and I believe them to be so), there is much in the prescut
state of Canadinn copyright which is not ounly a menace to
the public good but also a serious hinderance to the legitimate
importing business of Canadinn booksclicra,

But, ‘strong as these objections are, there is n further
rcason why we should agitate for an improved condition in
matters of copyright, and that is, beeause existing conditions
are by 10 means necessary to the prosperity of our publishiers.
The present state of affairs is the result of wmuch insistent
demand on the part of our publishers who complained that
their condition was most precarious unless the demands which
they made were acceded to; but if we examine their practice
it will be found that, having obtnined the protection desired,
at a great loss to booksellers and thegencral public, they now

frequently do not avail themselves in any way of the lasvs
which were enacted as a result of their demands

What better evidence of this could be produced to show
that booksellars and the general public have been placed at
great disadvantage without anything like adequate necessity?

In order that these and other matters of vital importance
to the trade may be systematically discussed, a number of
resolutions have Leen prepared by the executive committee of
the Toronto branch and will now be presented for your care-
ful consideration. I will, therefore, ask the gencral secretary
to read them al), first, in order that we may have a gencral
idea of the ground covered by them, and we will then take
them up onc by oue and I hope that all present will enter into
the discussion with the utmost frecdom. If this is done, there
can be no doubt that good results will tollow—results which
it is now impossible for us to cstimate.

THE RESOLUTIONS,

The general secretary then read the resolutions, which,
when slightly amended, read as follows:

1. Resolved, that we request the publishers to adopt the
“net system”’ on new books, both fiction and general litera.
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ture, providing the publishers will give us a dizcount of 30 per
vent. not delivered, or 25 per cent delivered.

2. That we request the publishers to adopt the ** vet
system ™ on all school books, including text.books used in high
schauls und universities.

3. That the discount on school books be the same to all
in any quantity, and sold at a discount only to merchants,

4+ That we recommeml that the discount on net books to
all public aud other libraries be not more than 10 per cent.

5 Thaut publishers and wholesale houses be requested to
discontinue sclling goods at retail ut less than retail prices.

ti. That wholesale buokscllers and stationers be requested
to sell thar goods only to dealers who occupy stores.

7. That in view of the fact that the present condition of
cupyright in Canada is very unsatisfactory to Canadian book-
scllers, the Dontinion Gaverament be asked to appoint a com-
migsion, cunsistivg of authors, publishers nnd wholesale and
retail bookscllers, to report on the Canadian copvright
fucstion,

X. That in order to proteet the trade interests of the retail
huokscllers ind stationers throughout Canada, as well as
their general interests as retail merchants, that we continue
our organization throughout the Dominion as the Booksellers
nnd Stationers’ scction of The Retail Merchaots® Association
o} Cunada.

The resolutions were then tuken up voe by one and
thoroughly discussed. every member present entering heartily
into the discussion ot each.

An adjourfiment took place at 12.30 for luncheon, which
was provided by the Toronto members in the handsomely
furaished Temple Cafe roums.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

The mccting reassembled at 2 o'clock, and a discussivn of
the resulutions was continucd until 3 30 o’clock, when they
were finally edopted unanimously as above,

Central President cx-Ald. G. . St. Ledger was then intro-
duccd, and be delivered an excellent address upon the necessity
of all retmal merchants standing shoulder to shoulder to help
on the goud wark of the association.  He complimented them
upon the interest they had taken in the work of endeavonng
1o improve the condition of the book and stationery busines«,
as was evidenved by the attendance, reaching from Sudbury in
the north, Guoderich in the west, and Ottawn in the cast, and
he hoped that it was the heginning of a new erain the irade.
But he reminded them that they should take the largest view
they could take of the retail trade, and remember that as a
single hody they could never hope te accomplish anything of
great valae to themselves unleas they were supported in the
Lepislature by all classes of retail mierchants, who had a com.
mon mterest in making good laws for the protection of aly
merchants

A vote of thanks was then tendered to the central prosi-
dent tor his able and encouraging address, which was unani
mausly carricd. The central secretary then outlined the
mcithed and wanner under which The Retail Merchants'
Assocation of Caoada was organized and conducted, and
ahowed the advantages to be derived by the hookscllers and
stationers becoming urited through it as & section of that
hody.

Heshowad how impossible it wastorany vnc-line organiza-
tion to accomplish anvthing by themsclves, as their members
were hmited aml their intluence in Legislatures or municipal
coancils was non-chective, but, by having their tride interests
Looked atter through the association, they would rlso have all
peneral questions of interest s all retarlers carctully watched
by prud atfiaalc throngh o properdy conducted  business
argamzation.

He urgel all thuse present that when they went back 1o
theithowes o sct about interesting the merchants in thecities
and towns to form branch assuciations, it thev had not alreagdy
done 50, and when a sufficient number had expresced theirin-

tention of forming an organization, one of the officers would
visit them and explain the advantages of the association.

The members present thought it desirable to invite the
publishers and wholesalers to be present, so that they could
explain to them any clauses in the resolution they desired to
submit, and at 4 o'clock a number of the wholesalers and
publishers ntiended, and the resolutions referred to above,
which were of nterest to them, were rend and explained.
The publishers entered very fully into the consideration of the
questions submitted to them, and promised to give the mem-
bers all the assistance they could to bring about bettér trade
conditions.

1t was not the iatention of the meeting to demaud a reply
from the publishers and wholesalers to the various proposals
presented to them at this meeting, so. a further meeting will
be held, when the whole question will be considered and a
joint conference arrauged for to put the resolution in effect.

AN IMPORTANT CHANGE.

\What is likely to be one of the finest stores in Canada will
be erected shortly in Montreal by the well-known publisher,
bookseller and stationer, E. M. Renouf. For a long time a
large lot in an cxcellent business district, at the corner of St.
Catherine and University streets, has been vacant, and many
have been the speculations as to whose enterprise would build
up thecarner. It now transpires that Mr. Renouf has pur-
chased the langd and in the coming Spring will erect thereon a
seven-storey building of the tnost up-to-date kind; which,
architecturally, will be worthy of Montreal’s most fashion.
able shopping district. The building will be of Ohio sandstone.
It would be difficult to select a better soot for such a businesy
as Mr. Renouf conducts. Just in this vicinity all the leading
retail stores of their class have of late years congregated, and
within a very small area are such well-known extensive busi.
ness houses as Henry Morgan's, Birks'., Notman's and
Scroggic's.

Three floors of the new building will be used by Mr.
Renout.  There will be six large show-windowslooking out on
St Cathenoe and University strects The store proper, on
the ground fluor will be fitted up in the most modern style and
will be 17 feet high, with the addition of gallerics, giviog ensy
access to the offices and publishingdepartments. In the base-
ment a department will be devoted to the reserve stock of Mr.
Renoul’s own publications and those books which he controls
on this market.

The new store will be only a few dours from the present
lucation, where for 20 yvears a coustantly increasing business
has Leen carried on.  In those carly days very few stores were
tu be seen on this side of St. Catherine street, and wbat resi-
dences there were were mostly on the opposite side. People
then all wwalked cn the other side of the street, which was
usually dubbed the ** business side.” Nowadays it is an open
qucstion on which side the stream of waylarers is the larger.

The business was at first a part of the concern owned by
Dawson Bros., whose headquarters were situated on St.
James strect. It was & big business, and the firm opened this
hranch oo St. Catherine street in 1882, placing Mr. Renouf in
charge. 1t was the first veature of the kind among the retailers
of down town, and peoplethought it a plucks venture to open
so far from the business centre of the city. But by careful
management the new venture was made to pay from the very
start. From this small heginning the business has been worked
up to ane of the foremost of its kind in Canada.

The first hook they published was written by the late
Arthur Weir and was called * Fleur de Lis."" It was Lrought
out in ISST umler Mr. Renouf's name, as he was to take over
the business in 1855, and was a inancial success.  In facy, this
housc has acver published a book which, from a financial puint
of view, has been & failure, owing to the great care they exer-
cise in choosing the books.

When the ani-
mals were just beginning to work for man, there was a camel
in the midst of a howling desert beeause he did not want to
work and was a howler himself, so, our long and bubbliag
fricnd, on account of his *zeruciating idleness, got his humph
(we call it hump now, not to hurt his feclings).

Or, take the story of the elephant’s child, the “ Tidy Pachy-
derm,” and read how, for his **‘satiable curiosity,’ hie got his
nose pulled by the crocodile on **the banks of the great grey-
areen, greasy Limpopo river, all set about with fevee trees,”
and haw all his dear family afterwards weat and did likewise,
cach becoming the proud possessor of a trunk.

There is wit and knowledge displayed in these storics, fit
campanions to the jungle books, the best animal stories since
*_Esop’s Fables,” and thereis art in the illustrations by the
author, the laureate of the Empire, the poct of the jungle and
the lair, whose hand has not lost its cunning.

A COLLEGE GIRL'S LIFE.

In ** Janct \Ward, ® Daughter of the Manse,” Margaret E.
Sangstermakes her debut as a novelist.  Hitherto her literary
energics have been directed entirely to journalism and essay-
writing, in which work she has achieved marked success. But
now she has made usc of her cxperience and training to at-
tempt a more ambitious purpose. and has succeeded in pro-
ducing a charming story of a young woman’s life.

Mrs. Sangster has always stood strongly for the purc
Christian life of love and service, and in “Jaoet \Ward® she
scems to have embodied these aspirations of her heart.  Her
heroine is a charming personality—~by no means a goody-
goody sort of creation, but one with a sensible and purpose-
ful outlovk on life. Throughout the various stages of her
life as school-teacher, college girl, daughter at home, journalist
in New York, and, tinally, clergyman's wifc,she discloses thosc
cndearing gnalitics which never fail to clicit the reader's
affections.

Nor has Mrs, Sangster made her book a story purc and
simple.  She has iatroduced into it information and phi-
losophy. Her descriptions of cellege lite and journalistiz life
on the one hand, and of home mission work and college sct-
tlement work on the other hand, are replete with useful data,
while she has woven into the texture of the book sane views
on the truc aims of woman's edacation, of woman's spliere in
life and of the practical value of Christianity. No further
words of praisc need be written about this interesting and
valuable book. —_—

BROOKE ON BROWNING.

Rokb k1 Browsing By Stopford AL Broohe authorol Tenny-
son ' 12mo 313 paves. St 3o net Postage 15 cents New York
Thoow Y. ¢ towell X o

This study of Hrowning's lile and genius comes from a
highly capable source  Mr. Brooke’s previous work oa Tenny-
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son gave cevidence of his superior insightinto the poctic anitus
of the uincteenth century, and, thercfore, his fitness for a
similar book on the great companion poet of Tennyson—the
one who alone challenges his supremacy in the Victorinn era.
The first chapter 13 devoted to a coutrast of Browning with
Tennyson, a comparison all the more striking in the points of
divergence which it sets forth, for there could scarcely be
two characters, two minds, two creative methods, two artis-
tic impulses more widely at varicuee than those which ladged
in these men.  Then comae chapters on “ The Treatment of
Nature,” *The Poet of Art,” *“Sordello,” * Theory of Human
Life,” **The Dramas,” * Poems of Passion and Love.” ' The
Passions Other Than Love,” ** lmaginative Representations,”
* Womanhood,” ** Balaustion,” and ** The Ring and the Book."™
These titles will serve to give some iden of the thoroughness
of Mr. Brooke's method. Such thorouzhness is not misplaced
in & many-sided poct like Browning, but is abundantly justi-
fied by results. Nor does the critic lose his hold on the reader
on acccunt of his close inquiry—if the reader be at all inter-
csted in his subject. For so great is the sympathy displayed,
so telling are the numerous quotations, that one is led on
from chapter to chapter with somecthing of the zeal which
must have inspired the poct himself.

A STUDY OF MR, CHAMBERLAIN,

No man in British political life is to-day so protwminently in
the public cye as the Right Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, Secretary
of State for the Colanies. This we can scarcely fail to
recogmize,though ofthe qualities that have earned for him this
prominence we may not all approve.  For three years or more
he has been the centre of political attack, and the rallying
point of the particular school to which he now holds
alleginuce. Articles, favorable and unfavorable to him, have
teemed the daily press and the magazines of late years. And
now one of his admirers, H. C. Pedder, has issued a mono-
logue in his defeuce. It is entitled, *Right Hon. joseph
Chamberlain; a Study of Iis Character as a Statesman.”
The work is well writteu; while the author does not attempt
to hide his admiration for Mr. Chamberlain his praise is not
fulsome.

The work is well printed and tastily bound in olive green
cloth, and deserves to be welcomed as a worthy contribution
to the literature of the day. Elliot Stock. 62 Paternoster
Row, London, is the publisher.

A DRAMATIC NOVEL.

Notable for its dramatic power is *In the Days of St.
Clair,” by Dr. James Ball Naylor, just published by the Saal.
ficld Publishing Company, of Akron, Ohiv (price, $1.50). It
is a tale of pioncer life in the West, and thrills with the excite-
ment of plots and counterplots and Indian attacks. The hero,
Paul Gaylord, was the penniless orphan nephew of a rich
Virginia planter, who took a strongfancy to him and intended
him to marry his only daughter, lester, and share the estate
with her. Hester loves her cousin, but his aflections are
centred on a beautiful Freach girl, Marnie Fontanclle.  Marnic's
guardians are induced by bnbes to take her away, but Paul
follows and again meets her in the Far \West. There new
fricndships are formed and cverything is happiness until
Hester, unw an orphan, appears on the scene. There is
desperate plot formed to do away with Marne between Hester
and a villian called Red Wallace, but the lovers arc saved hy n
friendly Shawnce, who was always Paul’'s guardian angel.
As muy be surmised, this plot gives spleadid vpportunities for
dramatic writing, and the author has handled his case well.
The characters of the Shawncee. Silverheels, qd of Gumbe,
Paul’'s black scrvant, are cxcecdingly well drawn, and the
several women of the story afl kave a charm of their uwn.

Calendars, cards, pictures, picture books,
ctc., are all being reecived, and, when tastcfully arrayed about
the stores, ndd plensing colors to the window and interior dis-
playa.

Each year sces an improvement over the preceding years
in regard to the design and execution of Christmas novelties,
purticularly it those of this nature, and it must be said that
the present scason is uo exception. The calendars and other
art productions are estremcly beautiful, showing, as many of
them do, the best work of artists, photographers, litho-
grapliers or engravers, and printers.
