FREIGHT RATES FOR FLORIDA ORANGES.

The Florida railroad commission has for some time past been
pressing a case against the local railways for overcharging the
freight on oranges. 'Che Interstate Commerce Commission has
just decided- that the rate of 40 cents per box from Florida
basing points to the principal north-esstern markets, enforced
by the defendanis since November 23, 1890, was excessive to
the extent of 5 cents per box; it has therefore ordered a reduc:
tion to 35 cents per box and a restitution of the excess already
paid by the shippers. Oranges are selling in Florida at §1 to $2
por box aud lemons $1.75 to $2.25. If Florida shippars get'a
rebate on back freight of 5 cents & box, as ordered, our local
buye'srs will have an equitable claim for, at least, a share in this

ST, JOHN AND A FAST ATLANTIC SERVICE.

The Board of Trade St. John, N.B., recently passed a series
of resolutions in regard to the fast Atlantic service. These re-
solutions are preceded by & preamble which sets forth that the
$500,000 offered for an express mail service will have to be rais-
ed to $1,000,000 for 10 years to secure such service, that the
business contemplated is for mails and passengers only, whereas
freight is of more importance, and that it would be an injustice
to the Mnritime Frovinces, after the great expenditure and

taxation resulting therefrom, caused by extending the Canadian
roads from the Atlantic to the Pacific ocean, to-adopt a policy
that would make the railways from the Pacific and other West-
ern portions of the Dominion the great national highway as far
east as Montren}, and then terminate there, as far as through
Canadisn traffic is concerned, and that they whould become mere
feeders of the railways and porisin the United States, and ‘the
ports of the Maritime Provinces left comparatively in the same
position as they would have been if these Provinces had had no
railway connection with Western Canada. It was therefore re-
solved that *in the opinion of this Bosrd the granting of any
larger subsidy than $500,000 per annum for the proposed service
would be - unwise, and that much greater benefits would result
to the Dominion if the proposéd expenditure (or as much of it
a8 might be found necesrary for the purpose) waa devoted to the
development of the general business of the country by aiding
the establishment of lines of fast freight steamers between Can-
ada and Grest Britain, and in otherwise assisting the maritime
ports of the Dominion to control the ocesn carrying trade ofthe -
country, instead of allowing foreign ports to obtain the benefits
of same, And further Resolved, that in the opinion of this - .-
Board, it is the duty of vhe Government of the Dominion to give -
the necessary aid to a line of steamships running between the
city of St. John and Liverpool, to enable the railways and busi-
ness men of the Dominion to transport goods and produce
through this port_in successful competition with the railways
and ports of the United States.” = S

The
reason such apathy prevails is, because the operations
of this industry are usually remote from large centres
of population, and so very few come into direct contact
with the business interests afected.

affected by the tariff, the public are not familiar with
its conditiongjor vicissitudes, or their effect upon them-
gelves, or the general trade of the country. All otlier
gources of national income, our harvests, our cattle,
our horses, our dairy products, and ¢ur coal mines, our
great manufacturing indusiries that supply us with
clothing, our financial enterprises, each and all have
guch close associations with domestic life, that every
family realises benefit from their abundance or pros-
perity, and suffers if they are depressed. The timber
interest, which is larger than even our agricultural or
manufacturing, affects us just as surely, but being only
an indirect influencs, it is little understood and much
too generally uncared for.

We purpoee placing some facts before our readers
to'eitblé them to take an intelligent interest in a
question that is assuming a phase that the electorate
must consider and pass judgment upon, as upon. their
verdict will hin ge largely the question: of reciprocity
with the"United States.

Whoever first said,  Canada is & wooden country,”
erred by one letter ; he should have said “ Canada is a
wooded country.”  Ours is & land of boundless forests
whose innermost recesses are pierced and threaded by
streams and lakes that provide a highway to th&"mills
and markets of the world. In 1889 the timber cut
in Canada, on which dues were paid, was as follows,
a8 given in the ‘ Year Book ” issued by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture : .

The provinces recaived $2,211.127 dues on this tim-
ber, but thess figures fall enormously below the total
production of timber, as vast areas on which lumber-
ing operations; are carried on, all woods and forests,
where no dues are paid, are not included in the official
returns above quoted, as they ought to have been when
compiled. The exports amounted to $26,071,000 equal
t0 27 per cent of the total exports. It would be difficult
to say how much capital is employed in the trade, or to
how many of our people it finds sustenance, but the
figures are large, In 1881 the mills used up $21,134,000
worth of raw material and the output was valued at
$39,826,000. The men engaged in lumber industries
are many scores of times greater in number than those
in many minor manufacturies, all combined. In the
County of Simcoe alone there are 150 saw mills ; three
firms there out an aggregate of 110,000,000 feet yearly,

The policy then which develops, or restricts, such
extensive operations comes homse to every citizen, and
it is therefore his interest, as well as his duty to assist
in furthering the one or checking the other by his
political action as a voter. The great question is, asto
the best course this country must pursue in its own
interests, in regard tothe disposition to be made of

what we may term the raw material of our forests, The

firat stage of this ind ustryis the felling trees and shaping
the trunks, preparatory to the more costly processes of
manufacture. Thia first stage is 5o rude and simple that
itcosts little;it demands only the cheapest class of 1abor,
and utilizes no cosily machinery.
the mere digging out ores from the mine. The further
stage of converting the saw-logs into timber ready for
the builder, is that which employs so much capital,
labor and skill it is that which gives the main value

to lumber, just as smelting and forging give value to

the crude ore. At this point the guestions arise on
which so much now hinges, which are—Who is to carry
on these higher and more costly operations? and, Are
they to be done by us, who own the forests, or arewe to be
content to supply only raw material for foreign mills

to work up? Our U.S. neighbours, and competitors in

pursuance of their policy to buy no foreign manufae. ..
tured articles that can be made in their own land, de- -
sire to secure the use of our forests as a supply of raw
We, desiring also to do as

material for U. 8, mills.
much home manufacturmg a8 is possible, would great-

ly prefer to pass our saw logs through our own. mills, ‘
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and gell the manufactured artlcle to the U. 8. mer-
chants.
We are not 80 busy in other industries, nor are we

80 rich either, a8 to afford the sacrifice of large revenues
derived by Canadian carriers by land and water, from
lumber freights. - Canada needs all possible employ-
ment for her people, and every dollar she can possibly
retain, spent in her own borders. It is folly most gross
to hand over such vast sources of wealth to a foreign
nation. - If not *‘ drawers of water” for our neighbours,
the confining ourselves to the supplying them with
gaw-logs, certainly makes us “ hewers of wood " for their
gervice and profit.

‘Wa propose to review next week the different moves
that have been taken in and the present condltlon of
this international game.

.1t will be noticed at a glance how extraordmary are
the disparities in these percentages. Apart from the
question of what constitutes an adequate,—a prudent
reserve made up of the above classes, it is quite possi-
ble for such reserve to show a very high percentage of
the circulation and deposits without giving any indi-
cation at all of the real stability and prosperity of a
bank. Iis circulation ‘may be discredited, its deposits -
depleted, its active business paralysed; under such
circumstances & bank will necessarily have a very
large amount of its funds idle, and its liabilities under
the above heads will be so reduced as to show those
funds to be & much larger percentage than where its
circulation isin great demand, and its deposits are
very large, owing to the bank’s enjoyment of public
confidence. While, however, these conditions of real
weakness and apparent strength, may be combined,
there can be no question that a bank doing a very
active business and enjoying that high credit which
enlarges its circulation and deposits, should avoid
placing so large a proportion of its resources out of
reach in case of sudden need, as is the practice with
gome of our bankers, who are relying, not on their own
gtrength, but on that of their more cautious neighbors.

Out of the 38 banks, 23 have available assets over
80 per cent of the aggregate of their note issues and
demand deposits, and 15 fall below that figure. This
gives us a large majority vote, asit were, of our bankers,
in favor of these reserve sources of capacity to
meet sudden calls, being kept over 60 per cent. Of
these, 8 exceed 100, 3 are from 90 to 100, 2 are from 80
to 90, 5 are from 70 to &0, and 5 from 60 to 70. Of
thoae below 60 per cent, 2 exceed 50, 8 are from 40 to
50, b from 80 to0 40, 4 from 20 to 30, and 1 falls below
20 per cent. Taking another view of this banker's
vote as evidenced by their practice, we find that the
various per centages in this matier represent capital
paid up as follows:

From the above statistics two facts are clear: First,
—that there is an overwhelming preponderance in the
aumbers of bankers who favor available assets being
held equal to over 60 per cent of aggregate of circula-
tion and deposits on demand ; Second,-~that the aver-
age peid-up capital of such bankers, is $1,999,192,
while the average of those banks thathold a smaller
percentage is only. $1,002,919.

We present the above analysis in such a form as,
we believe, will draw general attention to this aspect
of the bank returns. Without laying down any fixed
per centage that ought to be held, we musft say that
those few banks that are so far running counter-to the
verdict of the vast majority as to be keepmg Teserves
down below 30 'per cent, are darrying more BB.I]. on
their vessels than their tonnage warrants.
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CROPS AND LIVE STOCK IN ONTARIO.

The Report of the Ontagm Bureau of Industries
deals with the yield of grain and roots, the new crop
of fall wheat, condition of pastures, live stoék and
supplies, threshing, marketing ete., with data as to
the weather.. The average temperature of Aug. Sept.
and Oct., was 2 degrees higher than in 1890, the total
rain-fall more by 92 parts of an inch, the hours
of sunshine were 94, or one hour daily, in excess of
1890. These conditions doubtless were highly favor-
able to the crops. TFall wheat in Ontario averaged, in
many sections, 25 to 30 bushels .per acre, weighing
from 60 to 66 lbs per bushel, a large area averaging
64 1bs, ‘“Best orop in ten years,” seems to be the
general verdict, The crop reports for this year may
be summariged as follows: fall and spring wheat, ex-
traordinarily good ; oats, very good; barley and peas,
good ; rye, medium. .In the West Midland and Lake
Ontario sections, turnips yielded ‘*magnificently,”
says the report. This word, which although some-
what odd when applied to turnips, in which the ordin-
ary elements of “‘magnifi cence,” are not very congpicu-
ous,—except possibly to a cow,—shows however, that
the crop was extraordinarily large. In less fortunate
districts this crop was a fair average, and carrots, that
are grown t0 a considerable extent in some counties
turned out better than expected, as the weather in
seeding time was unfavorable. But your carrotisa
great moisture hunter, and will find it, if perseverance
in gearch has any chance of reward. The apple crop
was unusually large in the Ontario Lake counties,
further west, less so, but still up to average. Pears,
peaches, a very valuable crop, were not plentiful, nei-
ther were cherries, nor plums, so that housewives are
probably especially thankful to bave cheap sugar for
preserving purposes, a8 a counterpoise to dear fruit.
The yield of grapes was plentiful, indeed around Wel-
land ¢ they were not all picked, as no market
could be got for them,” This shows that the district
is not provided with such a convenient market as
a preserving factory would supply. One would sup-
pose that there, ‘where all the fruits that find their
way to our tables after undergoing treatment by fire
and sugar, the fruit preserving industry would be pro-
fitable. Smaller crops, as rape, millet, flax, hops, were
good, so that with a few exceptions and those only
grown on thesmallest scale, the harvest throughout
Ontario was, this year, one of the most abundant ever
gathered. .

We axe not surprised at the wheat yield having
caused a 15 per cent increase in the area sown, This
is a very doubtful policy, as we have said before ; still
we hope results will justify it. The reports states that,
“in the east, .most of the available sheep, hogs and
cattle have been bought for the Montreal market.” As
corn ig an enormous crop and straw and roots plenti-
ful, the keep of-cattle this wintér will be easier than
usual., There has been a lively demand for horses for
the N. W., where good prices rule; sc much so that,
good farm horses, in some parts, are very scarce.
There seems to be a contest going on between
butter and cheese to secure the farmer’s vote. If, as
is stated, the butter party are improving the quality
of their candldate, his chances are good for heading
the poll, though, if cheese goes in also for *‘retrench-
ment,” in the way of inferior milk, and ‘¢ reform,” in
the matter of improved processes, it will carry a num-
ber of constituencies, The allusionsto poultry keep-
ing are very curt, “apring chxckens,” ure atender. sub-

THE DOMINION B. AND L, ASSOCIATION.

This concern whose fallacious and dangerous pros-

pectus we exposed a few months ago, has besn expos-'
ing itself, and exposing also, the folly of its supporters.
The worst exposure however is that made of himself
by the Hon, G. W. Ross, Minister of Education, Pro-
vinge of Ontario. That one holding so distinguished
a position as a Minister of the Crown, should allow
himself to become mixed up with such a concernis a -
public scandal. ‘It is reported that Mr. Ross has been .
engaged in reforming the methods of business that had

brought about a shareholder’s special meeting, at
which a committee of investigation was appointed.
But, what was one holding his distinguished office
doing as director of a company whose affairs, at so
early a stage, demanded so extraordinary and so

highly damaging a proceeding? The report of that

committee -—although the work of the whxte-wash_
hrush is seen in some places~-reflected severely upon
the Board of which Mr. Ross is the most prominent -
member, and upon the management of which he
was responsible. This company has been denounced
by the press as a fraud upon the public, it is regarded -
a8 fraudulent by every one whose financial experience
gives his judgment weight ; it is evading the law by a -
cunning device, its business methods have been cen-,
sured by its own Auditor, yet the Minister of Educa-

tion, to whom every child in Ontario looks up for an -
example of conduct, for the sake of the trumpery
fees of a Director, allows his name and his high office -

to be used as a decoy to trap unwary investors and

borrowers. Considering the nature of the business of
this company, it demands the attention of Mr. Ross’s .
chief and colleague in the Ontario Ministry. A more -
honorable man there is not in Canada than the:
Ontario- Premier We submit for the Hon. Mr,

Toronto last week, the exeroxses of which were oar-'
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ried on w1th great excitement, for twd days and
nights,
adorned by the eloquence of Mr. Ross, then re-
deemed by his financial lucidity, Mr. Ross made a
great point of affirming that the company had no un-
productive loans. As the company only commenced
recently, this statement goes for what it is worth,—it
is buncombe. The sum of $237,640 is given in the
report of a contemporary, a8 the sum invested, and ex-
penditure $36,192, This had caused an overdraft of
$9,678, which it is hoped” will be covered in a year or
two—if the whole concern is not covered by that time
in a digshonored grave.

The calculations of the Prospectus, which we criti-
cised, were stated to be nased upon interest charges on
mortgage loans of six per cent. The words are, (see
Clause 19), “ The interest on such loans will be six per
cent.” Clause 16, also gives 6 per cent as the iaterest
payable on loans, so also does clause 14. This rate is
the collectable rate of interest for mortgages in Ontario,
the percentage of which must be stated on the mort-
gage. Thestatute is evaded by lending money osten-
gibly on its own shares,—which is of itself utterly
indefensible in a company whose stock has no solid
value—and for these loans there are charges made of
10 to 11 per cent, the mortgage which is the real basis
of the transaction, being merely used as a collateral.
When a financial company resorts to & system of sub-
terfuge in order to carry on its business, the sooner it
is put ous of existence the sooner will the public be
be relievedi of a dangerous trap.

BRITISH IMPORTS OF WHEAT AND TLOUR.

Returns of the imports into Great Britain of wheat
and flour for the last ten years, from this continent and
Russia show how dependent upon foreign harvests is
the old country for its staple food. They should teach
our farmers how utterly futile are any efforts they may
make {o influence the prices of wheat and flour abroad.
It is held as & general opinion by wheat raisers here
that the local merchants raise and jdepress prices at
their will. Our farmers are every season engaged in a
siruggle to control the wheat market, and break up,
what they regard as a “ combine ” on the part of grain
merchants to compel them to accept less than a fair
market price for their crops. Storekeepers are still
complaining that in spite of the richness of the harvest
this season, which increased the year’s agricultural
income many millions over that of 1890, they are not
recoiving more cash from their farmer creditors than
in years when crops were light. The inference is
conclusive, that the grain is being kept back in the
hope to effect the markets, or from a conviction that
those who are selling, have less knowledge of how
prices will rule at a later date, than those who are

“holding on to their stocks.

- Suppose a sufficient quantity of wheat were held
back to drive up prices by the supply running low for
current use, the effect would be to attract into the mar-
ket so much grain that pricea so artifically enhanced,
would at once recede. With the grain market organis-

. holders, and merchants kept hourly in communication

The total weight of wheat bought by England from
other countries besides Russia, the Uniteed States and
Canada, averaged in the last ten years 18,853,923 ewts.,
yearly, and of flour- 34,247,409 cwis., yearly The
average supply of Canada to England in these years
was, of wheat 2,130,432 cwts, towards a total average
of 57,385,820 and of flour 668,877 cwts, out of atota.l
average of 15,178,063 cwts.

Clearly the time has not yet come, nor can it ever
come, for Canadian farmers to force up the market
prices for their grain. How far storing it in barns, to
feed rats and to shrink in weight and bulk during the
winter months, while their store bills are behind, is a
commendable poliey, we cannot say ; because we are
unable to measure what does not exist,-and there is in
such a policy nothing to commend.

THE MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE ON HOGS.

The Hon. John Carling is theé right man in the
right place as Minister of Agriculture, for heis an
agriculturalist, and a thorough man of business. He
has been turning his attention to the hog raising trade,
and the Empire gives his views thereon, after he had
visited Daviesg’ pork packing factory as follows:—

“The Davies faetory slaughters 75,000 per annum while
Grant, of Ingersoll, slaughters about 50,000 ;; Fearman, of Hamil:
ton, 35,000 ; Lawry & Co,, of the same place, 30,000—and these
are only a few of the establishments which show tho magoitude
this branch of industry has attained. So great is the demand
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that they cannot get a sufficient supply of live hogs in Canads,

and are obliged to import them from the States, though they

give 50 cents per 100 lhs, live weight, more for Canadian than

for American hogs, Mr Carling spoke with pardonable

pride of the fact to which Davies & Co.,bore testimony, that our

bacon brings one to two cents more per pound in the British

market than the American article, on acconnt of the latter be-

ing fed on corn, and thereforé having an oily flavor, Mr. Carling

said our farmers need not fear their market for coarse grains be-

ing cut off by the McKinley tariff, for they have only to turn
them into pork and realize more in that way than they could by

muking direct sale of them, In this connection he related that
Senator Perley, of the Northwest, last season had a quantity of
frozen whaat, and he fed it to young pigs, with the result that it
realized him, when the pigs were sold, as much as $4 per bushel,

The pigs were fattened till thoy weighed from 110 to 150 pounds,
and then slaughtered, and Mr. Carling called attention to a curi-
ous fact, that pigs can be tattened at a profit up to a live weight
of say 200 pounds, but money is lost in attempting to go over
that weight, and pork of that weight commands the best price in
the English market.  The inerease of duties last year had won-
derfully stimulated the raising of hogs, there being 400, 000° more
in Ontario alone; but that the market ie almost 1lhm1table may
be gathered from the 1act, which the Minister stated, that Bri-
tain imports 560,000,000 pounds of hams and bacon, and of this
Canada has only heretofore supplied 7,000,000 pounds.” .

CANADA AT THE WORLD'S FAIR.

The World’s Fair committee of the Agricultural
and Arts Association, which met in Toronto to consider
the best means to secure a creditable exhibition of
Canadian cattle at the fair, adopted resolutions to the
following effect: -~

That the Dominion Government be asked to pro-
vide all expenditures in connection with the transpor-
tation, care and maintenance of all exhibits from time
of shipping until return of same, also for the insurance
of the live stock. That the Ontarioc Government be
asked to appoint a provincial commissioner, who shall
represent the Province at Chicago, also to appropriate
at least $19,000 to be offered as prizes to live.stock and
poultry from Ontario, and that it be asked to confirm
the appointment of and to bear the costs of a sub-com-
missioner selected by this board, one for each of the
following classes, viz.: Horses, cattle, sheep, hogs,
poultry, agricultural praducts, horticultural produects,
and the dairy, who shall select the exhibits to repre-
sent their various departments, said sub-commissioner
to be selected from this board or some of the existing
live stock associations. -

While the action of the Toronto A. & A. Associa-
tion is to be commended, we submit, that it would
have been more advisible, at this stage, to have urged
upon the Dominion Government to appoint some offi-
cial to visit or communicate with, the, various Pro-

vinces in order that some policy should be adopted to

organize a Canadian exhibit at the World’s Fair. It
would be rather injurious to this country than bene-
ficial, to have one or [two Provinces only represented
by partial and local displays of agricultural products
and of our manufactured goods. The Dominion Gov-
ernment cannot, with fairness, be asked to bear the
expenses of an exhibit confined to any one or two
Provinces. ' Unless the whole Dominion ig represented
the entire cost of each provincial exhibit should be
borne by, the Provinces that send to the World’s Fair.

We are somewhat surprised that no effort has been

made by the Chicago Commissioners to secure.the co-’
operation of the Dominion Government. - European
authorities have been formally invited to give active

* assistance and their friendly countenance to the

-

| say that Canada is in the position of an attractive lady

World’s. Fair. - Explanations as to extent of space’
available for each country, as to regulations for pass-
ing exhibits fres of Customs, as to the protectlon to’
be given for their sa.fet.y, as to the laws which will:
have to be observed in disposing of ‘the artloles after
the Fair is over, have been fully communicated to
European Governments, and by them to all who are
likely to exhibit. Why bhas Canada not been recog-
nized in the same way, as a probable, and courteously -
invited to become an, exhibitor at Chicago? We have
no desire to introduce any irritating element into this
question, but it is not agreeable-to find this country -
either ignored, or in the slightest extent treated with
less courtesy than an European State. It may be that -
the Chicago Commissioners share the ignorance so
general in the States as to the freedom of Cansdain .
her trade relations, and imagine that the Government
of Great Britain will regulate our connection with the
World’s Fair. If this be the case, this will serve fo
direct their attention to the fact that whatever Canada
does at the Fair will be done by Canada on her own . "}
motion, and not by any instructions from the home, s
government.

As the time is none too short for preparation; we -
trust that the action taken by the Toronto Agricultural
and Arts Aesociation will have the effect of drawing
the attention both of the public, and the government
of the Dominion, to the desirability of organising a
Canadian Exhibit at the World’s Fair.

A ‘WORD WITH AN AMERICAN CONSUL.

At the St. Andrew’s Society dinner, Toronto, Mr; . .
Pope, U. 8. Consul, who as a diner-out is a great
favorite, his recitations being worth ten times the cost
of his dinner, and his highly elaborated speeches ex-
cellent specimens of extempore oratory, remarked that
in the United States the subject of Canadian annex-
ation is rarely mentioned, and that the many Canadian
hostile criticisms of the proposal reminded him of the [}
quotation from Shakspeare: * Methinks the lady doth <
protest too much.”

Mr. Pope, in using these words, was tempted by his
familiarity with Shakesperian phrases, to declare what
was neither accurate nor logical. Not accurate, be-
cause Canadian residents and travellers in the States,
know, and as those well know who regularly read a= -7 -}
number of American papers, that the question of the . -
annexation of Canada is a daily theme across the line.
We know _too’ that the tone in which this question is
discussed, there is as highly oftensive to Canadian
feelings, as it is contrary to their convictions and re-.
golutions. - The average American speaks as though
our absorption into the States were a foregone, settled -
conclugion.

THE NEWFQUNDLAND MATTER.

During the present stage of the misunderstanding
between this Dominion and Newfoundland, it is not

-advisable to discuss the questions atissue, beyond pre-

genting the phases of the dispute as information. Our
conviction is that the manifest destiny of Newfound-
land is incorporation with Canada. But we are not
inclined to urge such a step on the islanders; events
are working that way, and considerable negotiations,
and new arrangements will have to be gone through
and decided upon between the Newfoundlanders and
England and France, before Canada can receive the
island into Confederation.

The Government has been giving attention to the

complaints made by the Maritime Provinces against

the unfriendly refusal of the Newfoundland authori-
ties to allow bait to be sold to Canadian fishermen.
This is especially annoying, as the Americans have this
privilege.  After the abrogation of certain ¢lauses of
the Washinglon Treaty, our Customs Act imposed
duties on all fish and fish products imported into Can-
ada. This Act has not been enforced against New-
foundland. The clause especially suspended in oper-
ation reads :

Fish and other products of the fisheries shall be chargeable
with, and there shall be collected thereon, the rates of duty set
forth and desoribed in schedule Bjto this Act, and set opposite
fo them respectively ; provided that the whole or part of the
duties imposed by this section may be remitted as respects

oither the United States or the island of Newfoundland, or both,
upon the proclamation of the Governorin-council, which' may
be issued whenever it appears to his satisfaction that the Gov-
ernment of the United States and of the island of Newfoundland,
or of either of them, have made changes in their tariffs of duties
imposed upon articles imported from Canada, in reduction or
repeal of the duties in force in the said countries respectively.

In ‘consequence of the discrimination made by
Newfoundland against Canada,—denying her the right
to buy bait while granting it to the States,—the Gov-
ernment has decided to let the .Customs Act go into
force. Anything short of this would have been humi-

linting to Canada’; anythmg less Newfoundland can-

not have expected.

It is much to be regretted that the organ of the
" Newfoundland government has adopted so hostile &
It tells the people
that there is nothing to fear from the retaliation of
Canada, when Canada has never shown any desire of
retaliating, It declares that the whole food trade of
Newfoundland ocould be transferred from Canada to

- ‘'the United States by differential duties in favor of”

Americans, This view is, however, vigorously and

gensibly condemned by the St. Join's Herald which
BAYS :

¢ About 100,000 quintals of fish caught on the Labrador coast
this year were taken in Canadian waters. Would it be no loss to
our people if they were prevented by heavy taxes from fishing
there ? If the Labrador herring fishery was large next year,
would it not be a great loss to our fishermen if the Montreal
market was closed against us?  Our markets are very limited
now, and, with that of Canada closed to us, and the American
market practically closed by heavy duty on our fish, we would
sufter terribly by retaliation on the part of Canada. As to the
transfer of our provisions, trade which the Telegram speaks of,
we suppose it would be accomplished by heavily taxing Cana.
dian products, This would be cutting our own throats, for we
do not now buy from Canada anything we can get cheaper in
the United States, and there are such products as hay, oats,
potatoes, peas, cheese, and certain kinds of flour, which we can't
get from the States, or not as cheaply as we can from Canada,
If extra taxes are placed on them our people will have to bear
the burden, because they must bave the goods. Further, the
competition which exists between the States and Canada for our
flour trade will be destroyed, and the result will be that we will
have to pay more for our flour if that competition is killed.”

Those who censure the government for putting the
Customs Act in force, who asgert that it is done merely
to curry favor with fishermen, forget that any one of
these men could demand the enforcement of the Act.
Its non-enforcement was a special favor to Newfound-
land, an act of grace, intended to further the progress
of friendly relations. The government of the Island
has responded by hostile restrictions. We do not
believe that there exists any feeling in Newfoundland
against Canada, but we are subject to discourtesy
because of the irritation against Engiand. The general
tone of the Island press iz adverse to the discrimination
made against this country, and there is little doubt
that it will prove to be unconstitutional.

As we have said before, we trust that earnest efforis
will be prom ptly made to bring this discreditable and
injurious controversy to an end, and to establish a good
understanding between the Dominion and its some-
what restive neighbour. :

AUTOMATIC SPRINKLERS. -

In view of the large, the very liberal allowance
made by fire insurance companies in case factories are
provided with automatic sprinklers, there seems to be
a need for some periodic inspection of these devices.
Not only is it desirable to see that they are kept in
good working order, but that they are provided in
sufficient numbers to do the work assigned them
thoroughly, We are disposed to think that the com-
panies have gone a little too far in their rebate allow-
ance for buildings provided with sprinklers. The
chances of fheir failing to operate on a sudden emer-
gency have, we fear, not been adequately weighed.
There is & grave danger too that once these sprmklers
have been supplied, that there will follow a serious
lowering of other precautions against fire, That is the
invariable result of adopting mechanical substitutes
for human care and intelligence. Human nature is
prone to laziness, to shirking responsibility, to unload-
ing whatever brings or needs anxiety and oare, upon
somebody’s or something’s back, While then the
sprinklers are an exceedingly- valuable auxiliary,
they may be neutralised in usefulness, by undue
reliance upon ‘their ability . to' extinguish fires of
themselves, automatically, leadmg to careless neglect
of other precautions. As a cage in point,*we knew of
a certain chemical fire extinghisher being provxded in
& suite of oﬂioes, and because iit was' there, the visits
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of a watchman who made his rounds of the block,
taking charge of each office for 2 amall fees, were dis-
continued. A fire broke out, and, before help
camse, the exlinguisher was inaccessible. Thereis also
a danger that premises having special dangers, dangers
that have kept insurance at bay, as too risky, may be

accepted when provided with these sprinklers. The

question as to whether they really are a complete set
off to other risks is, at times, not fully enquired into,
and fully weighed. The risk too of the water being
cut off when a fire occurs, or the pressure so reduced
a8 to render them useless, needs .careful attention,
Were & fire to-occur and serious damage done, owing
to sprinklers failing to do their work, they would be
generally discredited, and what, under proper condi-
tions is a most valuable deviee, would fall into disre-
pute. Both their manufacturers and users, and insur-
ance companies, are interested in seeing the sprinklers
kept in order, provided in sufficient quantities,'and
not 8o much relied upon as to generate neglect of other
protection.

WATER TOO MUCH OF A LUXURY,

The habit of cuttingoft the supply of water from tenants in
this city who are behind in the payment of water rates, has been
strongly condemned by the faculty, as being the direct cause of
disease, and probable cause of a dangerous epidemio, There is
another aspect of tnis water supply question. The suburb of
Cote St. Antoiﬂ? has suffered terribly from dirt [diseases for a
long time past, and will continue to suffer if the people have to
pay double city prices for their water supply, as they do in many
cases at present,  Houses where only five er six persons live,
where all the wa.shmg is sent out, are.charged at the rate of 164
gellons of water per day! ~ This is fully ihree iimes 83 much as

 the consumption is, as carefully tested. Butthe water comapany
seems to imagine that having a monapoly, it can impose any
charge it likes. Naturally under such clrcumstances water is
looked upon as luxury, heuce its free uge, whlch isfo necessary for
thorough cleansing of pipes and drains is stinted, and sickness
consequently prevails. - .The properly owners of that suburb
would do well to look into thxs, as tenants ‘who are charged
double city rates for water, are not attra.cted ‘thavaby,

Goldie, of Guelph, was in Otiawa last week on business with
the Inland Revenue Department. The Quebec Board of Trade
has made complaint that some one was packing flour under -
weight in barrels and the attention of the department was called
to this fraud, Commissioner Mialls was also asked to secure
the reduction of the grade put by the Dominion Board of Ex-
aminers on what is known as straight rolled flour made from
Simecoe wheat and whiter than the flour made from more north-
ren wheat.  After visiting Montreal these gentlemen brought
the consent of the trade there to this reduction. Mr. Plewes
said that the complaints in Monireal of incompetent men from
Toronto and the west being appoinced to the board which fized
the flour standards were well founded, and the whole trouble
arose from g multiplication of Boards of Trade in the west. It is
understood that legislation will be introduced during the coming
session providing a remedy for all these things.
