. AT HOME AND ABROAD.
Thie stronuous efforts of Russinn finan-
ciers to obtain tho loan necessary to sup-?
port tho expoctod war expenditure still
contivue. “The latest pretext is that they
desirg to conatruct u canal from the Black
“8ea to theSen of Azov,and for this purpose
they are endeavoring to secure 2 loan of
76,000,000 francs through the Horsents of
Paris. Unfortunately for them, however,
Frénch financiers foear that some, at all
avonts, of tho funds might be diverted
from the purpose for which it is to be bor-
rowed, in case & war should spring up, and
consequently, ns yet, the efforts of the

Russmn agents have not been. crowned
with guccegs. France,.too, while protest-
ing bher desire for peace, has incrensed her
military credit by thiriy-six millions of
francs, and Germany i8 straining every
nerve to force the Army bill through the
reluctant Reichstag. Under these circum-
stances a general feeling of unrest prévails
on Juropean exchanges, and all interna-
tional securities are in a feverish and un-
settled stute.

The local money market remains practi-
cally onchanged.. Call loans are still
made at 6 to.6 per cent., with mercantile
paper one per cent. higher. In Winnipeg
o small discount business only is doing at
the ordinary rate of from 8 to 9 per cent,
for commercial paper. The grain move-
ment has been only a small one, and has
not produced any appreciable effect there
ou the demand for funds, The mortgage
business is quiet, the half-yearly payments
of interest have been well met, and are now
commenced to fall off ag is usnal at this
soason of the year. In the States there
has been no perceptible change during the
woek.. Bankers balances on call have
averaged from 4 to 6 por cent., With re-
newals at about 6 per cent. The usual
January disbursements by the Treasury
have been to a large extent nntnc:paled
and therefore but a mall supply of new
money has as yot come from that gource.
Commercial paper is increasing, and it is
claimed that none is taken under 6 per
cent., with a tendency towards a further
stiffening.. In Lon‘doh, after g slight easing
off, the street rate is again firmer at 3§ per
cent,, with the bank rate unchanged and o
gradual hardening in Fprice is expected,
not on account of any revivalin trade, bus
in view of the .small slock of bullion and
the probable movement of gold. When
the fact is considered that the Bank of
England proportion of reserve {o liabilities
is only 30} per cent., the lowest since Jan-
uary, 1883, when it was 20F, tho cause for
the firmer tondency of the market iz easlly
vigible.
