VANCOUVER'S ISLAND, BRITISH
COLUMBIA.

As in the affairs of myn, so in thoso of
towas and Colonies, there is & tide which
taken at the flood leads on to fortune.

In-the case of Victoria, the capital of
British- Columbin, the discovery of the
Cariboo mines appeared to present the
desired opportunity, and substantial
odifices rapidly sprang up at the head
quarters of the hisloric Hudson’s Bay
Compnny. Coal was discovored nexi in
Vaycouver's Island, and even to Lhis day,
despite the 8s. per ton U, 8. duty, Van-
couver coal - mines supply nearly half the
fuel demand-of San I'rancisco. :

Victoria rapidly progressed until 1866,
when Vancouver's Island beeamo a por-
tion of the Province of Rritish Columbia,
and consequenily of the Dominion of
Cupada; -It then of: course. consed to bo
a free port, and cheapness of living—
the onc inducement of &ll others that
attracted to, and kept in, the colony a
large number of Lnglish gentlomen of
moderato moans —hocame a lost facter in
Victorian life; old hands stayed on, but
few :ecruits came from the Mother-coun-
try, and progre:s in Victuria commenced
to first slacken and then almost coage.

A very great diminution in the entoer-
prise and energy of tho Hudson's Bay
Company- now also bucanio. apparent,
Whether it was~ that the Canadian tariff
killed their import trade, or fiom some
causes, the “Hudson's = Bay ~Company
censed to-pay dividends.

And they received such
inatructions thronghtfully ; and further
ore those who could read and had the
opportunity, became conversant with the
conteuts of the Bible, and with the pages
of history. They wete not so distracted
hy the cates of the world but they could
study and lea'n to give a reasen for the
hope that was within them. In thia day,
newspnpeta of large dimensiond, with in-
tolligence and gossip from all paris of
the world, are poured out in a mighly
streafn ovety day—at morning and even-
ing; fascinating books of fiction are pub

lished by the ten thousand j periodicals

with alluribg iliustrations and tempting
rending mottor, are issued by the halt
million per mouth, Besides we have the
ever apporing book of ttavel. of bio

graphy, of aciencs, of poctry, of disecov

ory, and o on ad infinitum, 'Theaver-
age yoling man and youtty woman must
he “up "in the popular novels of the day.
must be * posted Yin the contents of the
wost read “Mouthly Magasines.” They
must know at least one book of travel
and of biggraphy, and have a smaitoring
of tho issue that at the time is demanding
public atiention. Of coursu every one,
ald and young, must religiously read the
daily papers—the Sunday edition with
those of the other days—that they may
be rendy to converss on the latest bur-
glary, defuleation, murder and scandal.
After all this, is there any timeto read
up on Church history, Church life and
thought ?  Will the mind be in condit-
ion to gv into such works, imporiant
though it be? No : among the intelli-
gent majorily, there is very little knowl-
edge of the Church and of tha things of
God—hecause their. reading is cursory
and secular : and religious subjects are
not, therefore, understandingly thought
upon. The lower classes, if they read
at all, select for their reading from that
ow and degrading literature of which
there is a vast storshouse.

It is no wonder, then, that it may well
be said that “the people of to-duy poss-
033 less knowledge of the faith they pro-
fess than il their brethren of three or
four condmies ago.” “Well,” you ask.
“what aro you going to do about it 1°
We aro going to hummer away steadily
in the hopo that ome person may come
thereby to a kuowledge of duty and
perform it ; and if you,as you haveop-
portunity, would persistently do the sanie.
with our one. and yours gained, there
woutld ~aon be an effective littlo army at
work bringing glory to-God and peace to
wan. Not a fow of our ecclestiastical
and religious troubles are boran of iynor-
ances ; aud ignorances of the Church
hiatory, doctrine, practice, ete., in this
day when the accurate knowledge there-
of may so easily bo obtained. ie most
culpable.—~7%e Church and Sunday
Schrool Weekly.

WILL HE SUCCEED1

In nine cascs out of ten, no man’s life
will Le & suecess if ho does not bear bur-
dens in his chillhced. 1f the fondness
or vanity of father or mother have kept
him from hard work ; if another always
helped him out at theend of his row ; if,
instead of taking his turn at pitehing off
he mowed away all the time—in short,
if what was light always fell to him, and
what was heavy about the same work to
somo one olse ; if he has been permitted
to shrink till” shrinking has become a
habit—unless a miracle is wrought, his
life will be a failure, and the blame wil-
ot be half so much his as that of weak,
foolish parents.

On the other hand, if a boy has been
brought up to do his part ; never allowed
to shrink from any legitimate responsi-
bility, or to dodge work, whether or not
it made his head ache, or soiled his hands
—auntil bearing heavy burdens became a
matter. of pride, the heavy end of the
wood his' from ohoice, parents, es they
bid him good bye, inay diminish their

object of the world's pursuit. It 'is a
legitimate object. Jt gives Lread, and
clothing, and homes, and comfert. The
world has not judged wholly unwisely
when it has made ihe position & man
occupies to hinge comparatively more or
less on his ability to earn momney, and
somewhat upen the amount of hia pos-
scesjous.- 1f he is miserably poor, it
argues either some defect in his expendi-
tures, or a lack of fitnesa to cope with
men in the great battle for gold.

When a cotintry bre:d boy leaves
home, it is generally to enler upon some
business the end of which ia to aequire
property, and he will succeed just in
preportion as he has been made to earn
and save in his childhood.

If all the montey he has had has come
of plantinga little patch in the spring,
and eelling its pioduce after wesry
months of watching and teil in the fall,
or from killing wood chucks at six cenis
o head, or from trapping muakrats, and
solling their skin for a shilling; setting
snnres in the fall for game and walking
miles to see them in the morning before
the old folks were up ; husking cormn for
+ neighbor moonlight evening, at two
cents a bushet ; working out an occasional
lay that hnrd work at home has made
pssible—ha is guod to rhake his pile in
the world.

On the contrary, I{f the boy never
earned a dollar ; if parents and {riends
always kept him in spending money—
ponnies to buy eandics and fsh hooks,
and eatisfy his imngined wants—and he
has grown to manhood in the expectancy
that the world will generally treat him
with similar consideration, he will always
be & make shift; and the foult is not so
much his ns that of thore about him, who
pever made tho boy depend upon him-
self—did not make him wait six months
to get money to replace a lost jack kuife.

Every one has to rough it at one time
or another. 1f the roughing comes in
hoyhood, it does good; if later, when
habits are formed, it is equally tough, bnt
not being educational, is gencrally useless.
And the queation whether a young man
will succeed in making money or not de-
pends not upon where he goes or what
he does. but upen his willingnese to do
“ his part,” and npon his having earped
money, and so gained n knowledge of its
worth. Not a little of this valuable ex-
perience and knowledge the country bey
gets on ihe old farm, under the tutelage
ot parents shrewd enough to see the eud
from the beginning, and to make the
labor and grief of children contribute to
the success of subsequent lifo.

cile the truths of science with reason.
Those who profess lo find an answer to
ull the pugzles of materisl mature in ma-
terinl nature itaclf, bago their conclusions
on assumpliona just as much as do the
advocates of Teligion. If Scionce is to

"1 hold the lamp whose rays illumine

through the darkneas the intriencies of
nnture’s wotkings, and the marvels ol
orgnnie life, yet wo must not hops that
she enn tiaco the reason and cause for
ench procoss of phehontena without refe-
teneo to the superndtural.

For instance, Scisiice in all hor dedue
tiona postulates Unity in the circle of
muterinl thitigs. Yet she onnnot prove
this Unifty. 1t is the wildest of guesses
10 asscrt that inert matter can become &
living orgnisin without some interposing
power. Can she explain it? Can she
bridge over the gaps in tho rangad evder
of living things, or Rl the gulfs that
soparato well defined integrations organie
and iuorgauic? She proclaims all to be
ono by an assumption which Religion
does not deny, bui intorprets in her
ndoring confession of their common
origin in Gop the Creator.

Science lnys down as the first law of
motion, thal whal is at rest cannot move
without oxternal inpact compelling it.
What is it Lut an essumption, nay, solf-
contradiction, to aver, in view of: thy
movement of celestinl bodies in space,
that there was no powor oxtornal tos
antter naturally inert and at rest, which
hurled them originally on their whirling
course!

Scionco professes to trace causation
from its origin in nature to its end there.
Now, in causation there is an antecedont
and a consequotit, but lo expliin the
phenomonon of canse nnd effect, it is
necossary not only to show that such and

The mind
that. acknowledges hero One that made
the oye and gavo life to its posseasor, is
not more irrational ot credulously illogi-
enl.

Seionce founds on nn assumphon her
fact of the unity of nntnre organic and
inorganic; the idea of original motion
she is compelled to- postulgte, and cannot
account for in her theory:of dynamies.

THE CATHEDRA,LS.' .
L

1. The Cathedral is the Pariah Chnmh
of the whole Diocese. In ancient tlmes
the name of the Diocese was Parochia,
or Parish. 'But after a while this name
camo to be applied to the smaller ecclesi-
aslical divisions which taken ltogether,
1nder the juriadiction of ome Bishep,
onstitute the Discese. The Cathedral
took its pame from the word Cuthedra
or chair, becausé in it the Bishop has his
seat, or throne. This seat is ususlly on

the altor-mils. It was always the rule
that the Bishop should have his residence
it hia cathedral or principal church ; and
many regulations wero passed at different
Councils with roference lo his duties in
:onneelion therdwith.

One main object of tho Cathedral
shurch in every diocese is the maints
nance of Divine worship daily In many
of the Cathedrals of Europe this is never
intermitted ; and the service of prayer,
praiso, and thanksgiving has ascended to
tha throne of grace for r:any ceniuries
without-a hreak. The Cathelral is the
Church to which not only the other
Churches of the Diocese, but individual
members of Christ's Bady, look for an
exnmple snd pattern in the conduct of
Divine service. There tho appointments
of the sanctuary are perfectly ordered.
Thero the architecture is pure, the musie
alaborate ; and thers the vitual of the
Church is observed in ite integrity. .

The pian of a Cathedral is usually
that of 8 Lalin cross. 1t-is probab'e
that in the primitivo Church this shape
was not at first symbolical, but was de
rived from the tmnsverse hall or gallery
in tho ancient basilicas. The halls of
justice ond of other public business
among the Romans were thus called. Of
thiese, after the conversion of the Empire,
many were transformed into Christian
churches; and by far the grenter number
of churches were construcled uporn the
snms model. The basilicas terminated
witl o recess, or apse, in which the nn-
gistrates sat. Benecath this was a trans-
verso hall, the origin probably of the
transept ; whilo below was the great hall
with its two side passages, afterwards
called the nave and aisles. The acciden-
tal approach to the lorm of the cross was
doubtless perceived by later Clnistian
architocts, who by degrees adapted the
older buildings to the exact plan of the
Latin cvoss. Thore are often to be
found in the older Cathedruls, both in
transepts, aisles, and crypt; (or -under-
ground portion) numerous chapels which,
hefore the Reformation, were dedicated
to various saints, and ‘contained their
alars. This is still the case in Roman
Catholic Churches. Of these, the Lady
Chapel was generally the lnrgest and
most elaborate ; and was built at the east
end of the choir or chancel, the excep
tion to this being very rare, . '

The Cathedral is the Bishop's Church,
In it he rules supreme. But it has been
usual for many centdries to have a body
of clergy injconnection with the Cathedral,
primarily, no doubt; for the’ purpose of
maintaining Divine _worship withoul
interruption. This body of- clergy i
called a chapter (hoads of the Chirch,
capita éeclesie), the. members of which,

By Ennhsh law, the
Dean is a corporalion sole, being capable
of taking an estate as Dean, and convey-
ing it to his successors. In more medern
times, the Deans, ns having charge of
Cathedrals, and ns heads of the chapter,
have gradually usurped, to a great degree.
