On (he Propesed Amendmentis to the Pro-
vinecial Lawy Goveraing Licemses.

Ja his third lecture on the preposed
amendments te the Qaebec Licenss law, Rev.
J. A, MaOallen discossed lsat Toesday in St.
Patrick’s ball, bslero a large audience, the
means that should be saken fer the enfarce-
ment of tbs prorent liquor laws and of these
which may hereafter be passed by the Legis.
lature. The reverond father began by laying
down ms a fint principle, that every law of
aertous Impoitance should be rigerously en-
forosd, He explained at some lemgth the
diffioulties new to be met with in the enferce
ment of the liquor laws. The saloen was ad-
misted by all to be here,as everywhere else, a
potens factor In pelitics, Too many men,
slaves of drink, did net hesltate to bart:r
thefr vetas for & glass or two of ligner. Boing
frequenters of the saloov, tuese men natural-
ly oams mnder the inflasnce of the saleen-
keepers, whe ne less naturally aused thelr
Infaence In faver of the candidut:, whoe, if
eleotad, might be relled on, if net te vete in
the Interests of the liquor $rade, at least not
to antagonize these Interests. There were, of
cenrese, eme few saloen keepsrs whe weuld
not descend to se base a means ef controlling
votes as te parohase them fer liquer. There
was alie $he well knewn danger that these
whe in the halls of leglalatiop gavs their vete
for better lloense laws might be made te feul
at n fotore electlen the resentment of tke
The reverend leotursr be-
lloved thas the msjorisy ef our legislatere,
rising te the height el thelr honerable pesi-
tion, weonld withent fear or favor pass such
1aws as in conselence they helieved to be tor
the beat Interest, net of the few, bot of the
many. As every voter, on olection day,
theuld

Imprisonment
fer a fieat offence might be feund edious. Bat
aro nok repeated Infractlens ot less serions
laws eften puniabed by imprisonment ! How-
over leniently eur ceurtaaro disposed te treat
a firet Infractien e¢f $he Iaw, do" ot their
recerds go t2 shew tuat men whe pertist Ip
breaking she law are finally sentenced to Im-
prisonment ? Thus the nolsy individual, the
strees brawler, $1e common soald, the prgua-
oious character, even when he dees not bzeak
any ent's bones, are first fined, then warned,
and finally rerved with a free pass te Monsre-
al's jail ! How eften ls not liquer the canse
of thees fanlte ? The man whe tumbles sut
of 8 asloen drunk en Sunday—the husband

oane of No Poperylem swept over the natien,
and #o nolsy waa it that the government of
the day, of which Lord John Ruseell was
Premler, douii obtaln peace only by paselog
an Aot of Parliament kuewn a» **The
Eccleela:tionl Titles Bill.” But, aftor tke
storm had subsided, It was diecevered that
nelther the appolatment of Eaglish prelates
to titolar Eaglich sete, ner the statutory
enactment designed to deprive them of theis
titles, had any perceptible «ffect on the natlen
at large, Qae fact, however, the paseing ex.
oltement did bring prominently to public
attention, uamely, the wenderfal atrides
Cataolicity had made »since Catholic Eman-
olpatien throughout the Britieh I:les,

Fur yeara after the Emencipation Cathollc
congregatiens in Eogland were tew, far apart
and poor. A few moble fsm.lles had pre.
served the anclent faltb duriog the dark
centurles of religions eclipse, but among the
people of England Catholios were bardly
known. Looking back at those dsye oi
poverty and atruggle and compariog thinge
as they were then with what they are new,
the change appears traly miraculous. Indeed,
§t might be said without Incurring she charge
of exaggeratlon, that in the hlstory of
pational converaions $here is noihing more
wonderfol than the growth of the Cathclis
Cburch io Great Britain between the years
1530 and 1830, The collapee of the anti-
(Oatholic movement alluded $o above, was
fitiingly laughed away by a caitson in Punch
reprozcating Lord John Russell as—'‘a bey
who had chalked N» Popery on a door and
then ran awey.” The KEcclaslastioai Tities
Billi was a dead lettor fiom the <tart and was
finally repealed, The Britieh public had eut-
grown the stralght jacket of a parlinment-
impoacd religion, and socoraed the idea of 1o
impoeltion en othsrs,

S)me years previously the hand ef God
waz visible In the Tractarian Movement
which, takiog it: rise among the nmost earneat,
able and erudite scholars at the great seats
of Koglish learolng, epread through all
olagees of the paople and has ever alnce con-
tinued, like & mighty wave, t» carry thou-
sands on thoussnds of seuls back tote the one
true fold, Genlus, learning, noble rank led
the way, the masses have followed, and will
fellow, let us hope and pray, titl England
shall be reatored to her ancient place among
the C:taollo natlous of Earope and the world.
We peed not dwell upen the history of In.
cldent: of this remarkable period. They are
well known te all reading Oathcllos. Wo
recall the main facts bere and now only to
emphasise the Iatest phase {o the grand march
of Qatholio progress in England, We refer
to the B:1l, just introduced by[Mr. Gladstone
into the House of Oommons, te enable
Oatholics to oocupy the peaitien eof Lord
Onsancellor of England and Viceroy of Ireland,
Jowe, emancipated at a Inter date than
Osshollos, are eligible for these offices, and
Mr. Gladstone rightly thinks that Knglish-
men rhould not be debarred on mcocunt of
thelr religicus oplnlons from places epen to
tho ocoupuncy ef the children of Israel.

PARNELL’S MANIFESTO.

LonpoN, Novemuver 23.—Mr. Parnell has

Marley, writien tor the
purpose ot jofluenciog tae declsien of the
Irish paTiy in the cheice of a laader and
claimirg fur the Liberals and thelr leaders
the rigbt of vets mpon the chelce, is the
immedinte cause of this addrese, the purposs
of which Is te remind yor and yeur Parlia-
mentary Fepreeentatives that Ireland goneid-
-ers the independenocs of her party as her ovly
safrguard within the censtituticn, and above
and beyond a!l consideraticne whatever. The
threat in that lester, repvated -on many Eng-
llsh platforms and in numerour Britlsh news-
papure, that un'ess Ireland cencedes this
rignt of veta toiBogiand she will indefinltely
postpene her chnnce of obialning heme rale,
compels mel while not for a moment admit

acroes somo 2eeds of peas and wheat in the
baenpds of the mummier, which be carsfully
preserved until be reached Enrope. H. gave
sceds of the pun t2 a friend tn Goernsey, and
others cloewhere, Thne Guernsey friend suc-
cveded In ralelng plants from the reeds,
whioh flowered very freely.

This, shen, {s reputed to ba ths origin of
the mommy pua, whivh hne found fto wsy
into hundreds of gurdens duaring the current
yetar, In habit of growth it differs from all
of the cultivated pear, tho upper part of the
atem helng broadly fasclated or fattened, and
the lower part reund and very slender. The
flowers, which are white, p!nk and orimson,
are borne at tho top of the stem, formiogs
denve bead ¢f blowsom extremely pretty so
look upon. The wvppor part out-off whh »
foat of the maln rtem attached, makes »
lovely obj ot when plioed in A vase, und on
